Although the end of his life 
came at 11 *30 Friday morning, 
news of his passing Avas not made 
public until Monday morning 
early.

The body Avill rest in a massive 
mausoleum at the House of David. 
King Benjamin’s body Avas taken 
to the Martinie undertaking es_, 

jiablishment Tuesday afternoon 
j where it will be held for perpetual 
j embalming to insure a long pres-., 
eiwation.

Rumors that DeA\hirst might in­
vite receiverehip; AviibdraAving 
their restraining- writ from the 
State Supreme court have not yet 

’ been confirmed, with it was 
learned that King Purnell died jn~ 
teste. His Avife, Mary, becomes 
the sole trustee until the receiver 
takes over management.

Judge Harry T. Dewhirst, be- 
whiskered secretary and laA\ryer 
of the colony and “ Queen”  Mary 
believe Benjamin Avill live agnin. 
His death is but the death of all 
body that comes to all, they said.

In his “ inspired”  writing, the 
Star of Bethlehem, Purnell prom­
ised his life would be everlasting 
and that he would lead the 144,- 
000 chosen children of Israel safe­
ly through the niiljenlum and to 
immortality. All A\ho folloAved 
his teachings of the life of the 
body would not perish, but Avould 
enrei- the gates o f heaven with 
him, he wrote.

Dewhirst. confident that it is 
but a death of the flesh, sought 
to hold the body as long as pos­
sible. Immediately after learn­
ing of his prophet’s death he Avent 
to his office to scan his laAv books 
and determine how long* Purnell’s 
body might be held.

Benjamin is known to havd 
pleaded that his body be Iiel4 
three days after death. Believ­
ing that he would arise as did 
Christ, he urged Mary to order u 
simple burial without mourning 
and aAvait his resurrection.

When he died Purnell AAra s  un_, 
der $65,000 bonds for his ap­
pearance • on three criminal 
charges.

His trial on these charges Avas 
pending Avhen he died.

Bonds of $10,000 had been giv­
en in each of the charges of the 
Bamford sisters, $10,000 on their 
capias A\?arrants and $5,000 on the 
charges of Bessie May Wood- 
worth..

Bessie WoodAVorth, Avho left the 
colony in 1925 and disclosed Pur­
nell’s hiding place to state troop­
ers, charged him with wronging 
her Avhile he was in hiding .at the ' 
Diamond house. She led state 
troopers to his lair.

Purnell Avas born of Kentucky 
mountaineer parents March 17, 
1861. As a youth he traveled 
about peddling brooms. When he 
Avas 16 he Avas married to Angelina 
Brown in Greenup, Kentucky, and 
a child Avas horn to them.

He deserted her, she ^charged 
while testifying in the dissolution ' 
trial, and on August 3, 1880, big- 
amously married Mary Stollard.

They traA7eled about the coun­
try preaching the strange religion 
of James Jezreel. T avo child­
ren were horn to them. A daugh­
ter- died in Fostoria, Ohio, in 1895

■Purnell ahd his consort then 
joined the weird cult of “ Prince”  
Michael Mills in Detroit. IMills 
was coiiA-icted of debauching 
young girls of the faith and sent 
to prison. -Shortly afterwards 
Purnell announced that . the 
“graph”  had lit upon him and he 
declared himself to he the SeA'enth 
Messenger of God.

The Purnells then went to Fos­
toria, Ohio, and he began Ms 
“ inspired” Avritings. There they 
Lived at the home of Elias and 
|3ora Mooney, still staunch f  o11oav_ 
ers of the faith ahd officials- of 
the cult.

Leading a small handful of de- 
vouts he came to Benton Harbor 
in 1903 and set up what Avas to 
become the Avorld-famed House 
of DaAdd. 'Since its inception it 
has steadily groAvn and in its 
prime boasted a membership of 
more than a thousand Avhiskered 
and unbobbed folloAversv

Purnell became ill soon after he 
went into seclusion in 1923. He 
failed steadily and for the past 
two years has been under the con­
stant care .of physicians and 
nurses. '

An improved method that has 
recently been perfected for the 
diagnosis of Bang's abortion di­
sease in cattle may prove of great 
value to dairymen here, is the 
statement made -by the bacteri­
ology department at Michigan 
State college. ■

The old method for the deter­
mination o f the disease required 
two days to complete, the test of 
blood samples from suspected ani­
mals. The same test can be 
made by the improved Aethod in 
.two .minutes.

The time saved; in making the 
individual tests can now be utiliz­
ed to make additional determina­
tions, and the studies being made 
of the disease and means of con­
trol, can now be expanded.

■Doctor I. F. Huddleson, who 
perfected the new test, believes 
that Bang's abortion disease is 
the greatest handicap I that the 
dairy industry faces at the pres­
ent time. Animals that are ap­
parently healthy may be carriers
