Knight Wore No Parachute When 
Mail Flying Was “Legalized Murder”

Believed That It Was Duty 
Of Pilot To “ Go Down 

’ With The Ship”

Correct us if we’re wrong but 
it seems to us that sometime we 
heard a story to the effect that 
while Ensign John Fulks, now' 
with a earner squadron, was in 
training at a southern ajr field, 
some one flew an antique “crate” 
mtorthe field and landed it.

The an cadets were called out 
to see it and were told that that 
was "the kind of a plane that 
Jack Knight used to fly the air 
mail with ” The cadets were in­
vited to try it out Howevei, the 
rickety skeleton didn't look good 
to them—and as far as that goes 
they would not have been permit­
ted to fly it anyway

The death of Captain Jack 
Kmght last February at the com­
paratively early age of 53 was 
lamented as untimely, and yet it 
must be said that only the best 
of good fortune m addition to a 
genius for airmanship kept him 
alive to that age

A cool-headed flyei, he yet had 
a stieak of the daredevil m him, 
and already during his army days 
in World War I he was known as 
a daring stunt flyer. As an avia­
tor, however, his record indicates 
that he was a cool and brainy pilot

he piloted caught on fire, once the 
celluloid windshield "directly in 
front of him burned off But on 
each occasion he managed to 
quench the flames by side-slipping 
or diving and brought his ship 
down safely Several times stiuc- 
tural failures have nearly cost him 
his life, but he has never even 
wished that he had a parachute 
so that he could jump Once 
while flymg over the mountains 
between Cleveland and New York, 
a course which flyers think the 
most dangerous in the country, he 
hit a tree, splinteung seveial 
struts and knocking off a wing tip

" ‘There wasn't any place I could 
land there,’ he grinned, ‘so I flew 
on about five miles ’ One of the 
newer school of pilots would have 
baled out without further 
thought”
