Berrien County Allotment Is 
Set v For 13,867 Acres

The Berrien county ajxA com­
mittee has been notified'that mar­
keting quotas will not be pro­
claimed by the Secretary of Ag­
riculture for the 1950, crop of 
wheat to be planted this full but 
that individual farm acreage allot­
ments will be established as a 

"basis fui,_piTcWsuppoi t eligibility
Martin H Kretchman, chairman 

of the Berrien county AAA com­
mittee, sauj that the Berrien 
county wheat acreage allotment 
has been set at 13,867 acres for 
the 1950 crop, Representing this 
county’s pioport;onate shale Of 
the state allotment of 995,426 
acre? and the natronal allotment 
of 68,944,099 acres _

The chairman pointed out that 
farmers / are undei no legal com­
pulsion to plant within their indi­
vidual farm acreage allotments 
but that under the provistons of 
the Agricultural Act of 1948 (the 
Aiken Bill), farmers who plant 
in excess of their acreage allot­
ment will not be eligible for puce 
support loans - or purchase agree­
ments on any of their 1950 Wheat 
crop

The 1950 county allotment of 
13,867 acies compares with the 
best available estimate of 16,986 
acies for harvest m 1949 m Ber­
rien county

The state allotment for 1950'of 
995,426 acres is a reduction .from 
the estimated 1,311',000'acres from 
which_ the 1949 crop is being har­
vested-—the second largest act eage 
in recent history ,

Mr Kretchman pointed out that 
a national wheat acreage allot- 
merit must be established each 
year by the Secretaiy of Agricul­
ture m conformity to existing leg­
islation which inquires that the 
national acreage allotment, using 
the national average per acre 
•yield, provide a supply of wheat 
—togethei with the carrydVer— 
equal to a normal year’s domes­
tic consumption and exports plus 
a reserve supply of 30%

4 Allotments were used to^adjust 
wheat production to needs before 
the war iyken burdensome wheat 
surpluses were plaguing Mariners 
and farm prices, Mr Kretchman 
said During the war and' in the 
recent post-war years, the demand 
for our wheat ha? been so great 
throughout the world that the 
wbept acreage allotments were, in 
effect, - production goals which 
lanners were encouraged to meet 
if they possibly could1 .

But now with exports and for­
eign aid dropping, off, wheat sur- 
pluses 'are~again'-in-sight--foiwnext~ 
year unless farmers adjust wheat 
production downward to meet ex­
pected requirements

As dtirihg April and May, most 
of the net fatality reductions was 
oh rural tiunkhne highways, but 
theie was also a substantial de­
crease in urban areas.
