A No. A particular employer 
goes on the 48-houi week only 
when the conditions specified m 
WMC regulations apply

Q, Will the 48-hour week be re­
quired in cases' where it would not 
release workers ’

A Yes, if by so doing essential 
production can be increased

Q Why exclude establishments 
With fewer than eight employees’

A. Because there would be little 
real gain m cither production or 
released workers

Q. Will an employer who had 
on his payroll fewer than eight 
persons' when the order became 
effective but who increases the 
number within a few weeks late! 
be required to go on the 48-houi 
week’

A. If otherwise eligible, yes
Q May an employer who is not 

requited to da so voluntarily adopt 
a 48-hour weekly work schedule’

A Yes, and should do so if such 
action increases essential produc­
tion and does not release workers 
who cannot be placed m other 
suitable employment

Q What effect will the longer 
week have on those plants where 
schedules of 48 or moie hours arc 
already in effect’

A. None, if “Inngqi—wreck” ■ ro- 
mains the 48-hour week.

Q. What about establishments in 
which the work is largely of a 
part-time nature?

A. The WMC regulations do not 
apply to individuals who on ac­
count of othei employment, house­
hold responsibilities oi physical 
limitations, are not available for 
full-time work

Q Will the longer woik week 
be required When it conflicts with 
any federal, state or local law’s or

houis per week are concerned.
Q If an employer is convinced 

the workers he plans to release 
cannot readily obtain other suit­
able employment, what should he 
do’'

A Take up the matter with the 
WMC

Q. What is the penalty foi fail­
ure to extend the work week.

A The executive order specifial- 
ly states "“All departments and 
agencies of the federal govern­
ment shall take such action undei 
authority vested in them by law 
as the chairman detei mines to be 
necessary to effectuate the pur­
poses of this older and piomote 
compliance with its provisions”

Q Will the manpower represen­
tative establish a checking system 
to determine the degree to which 
an employer is complying with the 
longer .Week order’

A WMC expects the ordei to be 
largely self-policing, but will ex- 
eicise such checks as may be le- 
quired to determine conditions.
