\ One Book Four will be issued 
for each Book Three 'presented or 
shown unless and except in case a 
recipient has Since become an in­
mate of an institution, a member 
of the armed services, or Intends 
to reside In the country for not 
more than sixty days Copies of 
Book Three will serve ’to establish 
eligibility and identification of.the 
applicants ,
—registtaWJn procedure is 
very simple, and all applicants for 
Book Four will be able to obtain 
the new book with only a small 
amount of inconvenience if they 
observe the following

They should be, sure to bring 
Book Three With them The fact 
that Book Four has been issued 
will be noted on Book Three, 
which will then be returned to the 
applicant

One adult individual may obtain 
Book Four for all members of the 
same family, if they reside:atthe. 
same' address Each person’s 
Book Three must be presented, 
however.

In no case should applicants go 
to rationing boards for the new 
books. Local Rationing Boards, at 
this time are acting only as dis­
tributing centers for- the schools, 
which will be the only places 
where the books will be available.

Why A New Book'?__
Many people are asking the 

question, “Why a ration book four 
when all of the stamps in books 
1, 2, and 3 are'still in use’” The 
answer furnished by the OPA is 
that, while some stamps in book 
1, for instance, have riot yet been 
used, they may be very shortly, 
and the same holds true for books 
2 and 3' OPA feels that the gen­
eral public should not object, how­
ever, if it has to carry an extra 
ration book around, since the over­
lapping of such books and their 
stamp values prevent (or helps to 
prevent) the individual from run­
ning out of sufficient points for 
rationed articles

The matter of time, it was ex­
plained, was the reason, that the 
schools were called upon too dis­
tribute this ration book, Zweedyk, 
explained “Because there Was not 
enough time 'between., completion 
of malmg 'Book Three ,-and- the 
date when Book Fou^- will be used 
to organize the necessary facilities 
to handle apphcations-Sby mail. 
The schools’ ability to do the job 
quickly and efficiently, and their 
willingness to undertake the tre­
mendous responsibility involved in 
distribution of ration books has 
been proved m the past ’’

The following is a description 
ofthebook and an explanation, of 
-how it will be Used* "

The Book-
War Ration BoOk Four contains 

eight ^ages with 48 individual 
stamps to a page There are six 
pages of "point” stamps—of these 

1 two pages are of red stamps, two 
pages are blue stamps, and two 
pages' are. green stamps.

These “point value” stamps car­
ry both setters and numbers, like 
the red and blue stamps in War 
Ration Book Two and the brown 
Stamps in War Ration Book 
Three The letters .indicate_ .the. 
period“'clufing"which the stamps 
will remain valid. The numbers 
8, 5, 2 and 1 Indicate the point 
value This lettering and number­
ing system is identical with that 
now m use The only difference is 
that the stamps in War Ration 
Book Four are approximately one- 
half the size of the stamps now 
in use for food rationing.

The book alsb contains two 
pages of numbered stamps printed 
irt black ink, 72 are labeled 
"spares", 12 labeled “sugar” 
stamps, and 12 stamps designated 
for "coffee”, which is no longer 
rationed, will also be used as 
spares. (The booka already were 
in production when coffee ration­
ing yzas discontinued, and it would 
have been extremely costly to have 
made the necessary changes )

The front cover of the new ra­
tion book has spaces for the name 
and address of the person to 
Whom the book is issued, and the 
following certification appears 
above the space plrovided for the 
signature. “In accepting this book, 
I recognize that it remains the 
property of the United States Gov­
ernment I will use it only in the 
manner and for the piirpose au­
thorized by the Office of Price 
Administration.”

Immediate Use
War Ration Book Four Will be 

put into use on Nov. 1. On that 
date, green stamps Series A, B, 
and C will become valid for the 
purchase of processed foods As 
in the past ,this will provide 48 
points per month for each book 
holder. These stamps will expire 
on December 20

The blue stamps in War Ration 
Book Two ^series X, Y, and Z 
which became valid on Oct 1 will 
not expire until Nov 20 Thus be­
tween Nov. 1 and Nov 20 six se­
ries of stamps will be valid—blue 
stamps X, Y and Z from War Ra­
tion Book Two and green stamps 
A, B, and C from War Ration 
Book Four-

There will be no change in the 
method of shopping. The green 
stamps in War Ration Book Four 

. will be Used exactly in the same 
manner as the blue stamps in War 
Ration Book Two

On the same date (Nov. 1) 
Sugar Stamp No 29 also becomes 
Valid This is good for five pounds 
of sugar and will remain valid 
through Jan. 15, 1944 There is 
no change in the method of use 
insofar as sugar purchases are 
concerned. Sugar stamps in War 
Ration Book Four will be used in 
the same manner as the sugar 
stamps in War Ration Book One.

When the message of a 
President came, following his in 
auguration, the entire .limited 
type-setting facilities and most of 
the space of the papers were 
turned over to setting and pub­
lishing it, "Woe to anyone if he 
Were born, married or if he died 
that Week—he went without men­
tion, At times Buchanan people 
came to the Record office to check 
back for birthdates- and other 
matters as far as the seventies of 
tile laSt century. The almost un­
varying rule is- If the party was 
born, married or anything else, 
within two months before or a 
Week afterward a national political 
campaign, it went without notice.

In former issues this writer has 
attempted to untangle the rathet 
mixed, not to say illegitimate, 
lineage, of the Bemen County 
Record, not always successfully 
After long years and on mature 
consideration fie believes it was

In the early fall of 1858 J M 
Potter established a Republican 
paper called “The Vindicator” in 
Buchanan It did not flourish and 
was purchased in 1862 by Uoyd 
& Turner, who changed the name 
to "The Buchanan Union”, later 
the Berrien County-Record Read-

Was a boy of tender years Mr. 
Bennett, a kindly spirit, used to let 
him,set type‘and smuggled to him 
cookies and pieces of pie How­
