are hoth good looking, one is dark
and the other a blonde with smil-
ing eyes. She learned some Eng-
lish in school and speaks it timid-
ly, only half sure that it’s "right.
Her father speaks our language
well. He had spent a few years
{f college in England ¥e told us
he had fought in 1918 Hio expe~
riences are something that no one
would like to see in print. I tried
to get hine to talk about something
more cheerful by telling him all
about our America, my home town,
New York, and the Statue of Lib-
erty He liked that and begsan
telling me about Parig and all her
night spotd. He soon forgot Mll
about war as we sat down' to,din-
ner The highlight of the meal
wasg fish. I don't know what kind
it was but I was told it came from
the sea somewhere ground Cher-
bourg. The French have a repu-
tation for good cooking and the
girls and theiwr mother really made
the fish taste delicious, The motH-
er insisted that I have melted but- [
ter poured on mine, and I insisted
that she shouldn’t \because it is
difficult to get in this part of
France, hut you can't argue with
French so I gave in. It was cer-
tﬂi]'lly gOOd fish, *

A mnoticeable happening to my
eyes wag that each dish of the
meal 18 brought to the table sep-
arately The finst dish is usually
some kind of soup, It is the style
of moat of these old countries, No
dish i3 brought until every oue has
finished eating the one at the
table Being a rather slow eater
I usually held up the next dish but
no one seemed to mind. Before
the meal was finished the lighte
went out as they do in towns not
yet back to normal The father
left and brought back a small ace-
tylene lamp that he put in the
center of the table so we could go
on eating,

Aftér the meal my Buddy and I
arose and began singing songs
that many Amerjcang sang in 1918,
Auld-Lang Syne and It's a Long
Way to Tipperary. The family}
sang right along with ug because
they had learned the songs
French, This made them very
happy and bhey all thanked us by
kissing us three times on each
cheek. This is an old French gus-
tom and you can guess that the
American boys like it, especially
by the girls

It made the family happy to
have us eat dinner with them. By
some way the French make the
lowlient-fecling person feel like the
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greatest and most important guy.

Although the sale to sup-
port tuberculogis control work
Iasts until Christmags, it will be g
great help to postal employees if
returns are made before the big
Christmag rush of mail beging

Mr. Wylie gtated that for the
first time in recent yedars the tu-
berculosig death rate in Michigan
is increasing “An intensive edu-
cational and c¢ase finding pro-
gram,” he_said, “must be carned
out to stop this war-cauged | in-
crease.”” The sassociation’s work
is made possible by the seal sale,
Mr. Wylie pointed out in urging
all Michigan citizens to buy and
use tuberculosis Christmas seals.
“You are fighting for your own
home,” he said, "when you join in
the war to save lives,”

Both Philip Murray, president
of the C, I. O and William Green,
president of the A\ F' of L, have
endorsed the tuberculosis Christ-
mas seal sale, according to Mr.
Wylie. He stated that both labor
jeaders are keenly aware that
wartime conditions, such as undue
physical and mental strain, long
hours of work, inadequate diet and
crowded housing have lowered re-
