Arthur Knoblauch
Is Promoted by

U. of Connecticut

The following article taken from
the Hartford, Conn.,, Times wia
the Cassopolis Vigilant, tells of an
advancement in the field of éduca-

Price as director of university ex-
tension and of the summer ses-
sion, effective-Aug. 1 ‘Mr Price
recently resigned his post to be-

Mr Knoblauch was born at
Riga, Mich, Nov 17, 1906 He is
a graduate of Michigan State col-
lege and the University of Michi-
gan and has a doctor's degree
from Harvard University. He
came to Connecticut in August,
1940, as execufive secretary ofY
the Connecticut State Teachers'
association and editor of the Con-
nectiéut Teacher He became as-
sociate professor of education at
the University of Contecticut in
1941,

Since coming to Connecticut Mr
Knoblauch has been active in Boy
Scout and other youth movements
He has been a member of the
State Department Civil Service
Committee, chairman of the com-
mittee of college men and women
of the State Defense Council and
director of pre-flight traming for
teachers in Connecticut He has
beert prominent in various educa-
tional organizations in the state

ploded, blowing out the oven door
and showenng the rght side of
her body with fine glass and hot
beans )
Mrs Arthurhultz had turned off
the curient a few minufes before
Although the violence of the im-
pact of the explosion had left her
only partly conscious, she stated
afterward that she beheved she
had just gone to the oven, opened
the door to look at the beans, and

[had closed it, the explosion prac-

tically comnaiding with the impact
of closing the door

The force biulged the entire oven
out of shape, ruining 1t, and bent
the door so that much of the force
went out Mrs Arthurhultz was
standing in front of the plates on
the combination stove, to the right
of the oven The main force of the
explosion went -directly outward,
shoofing beans and glass over the
opposite side and celling The
enamel of a refrigerator was dam-
aged by the glass and the pamnt
on walls and woodwork also hurt.
Only the right side of Mrs, Ar-
thurhultz, on the side next to the
oven, wag hurt She received sec-
ond degree burns on the forearm
holding the door and on the right
side of the abdomen and the right
leg She alsb received numetrous
cuts from flying glass,

Although stunned she wds able
to get to the telephone and notify
Her husband and a physician She
was taken to the Pawating hos-
pital at Niles

Trailer Camp
Best Plan For
Migrant Labor

Complete Installation of Unit
to be Rented Only to
New Defense Labor

A unit of 25 trailer camps has
been mstalled on the traier lot
adjoming the William Borst prop-
erty on the north, which are to be
rented to new employes coming in
from the outside tg work 1n Bu-
chanan defense plants

It is emphagized by those in
charge that they cannot be rented
fo people already living und work-
ing here It 1s also emphagized
that thig 1s a federal tra.ter camp
and that it is outside of the juris-
diction of the city, which had no
jurisdiction over 1ts establishment
or management

City officials stated, however,
that much of the objections heard
from local people have not been
very well informed, as the camp
now established is complete in
sanitary appomntments and is to
be supervised. They stated that
in their opinion this arrangement
is the besgt that can be made for
the accommodation of transient
labor comng here for the duration
of the war only. Last winter and
spring a nmumber of flimsy houses
were erected in the northeast part
of the city which at once became
a samtary problem because all
sanitary utilities were lacking

They emphasize that these trail-
er houses helong to the federal
government and are to be moved
away as soon as the war emer-
gency is past At present the
completed unit has 4 laundry
traller at one end and a public
toilet trailer at the other, with
very satisfactory samtary connec-
tions Such sanitary units are to
be set up for each unit of 25
trailer houses There will be a
federal man in constant charge to
take care of all problems includ-
ing order 1

Movable trailers are a better
arrangement than promiscuous
shacks, with no sanitary arrange-
ments, vonstituling a problem
while inhabited and an eye sore
afterward

“T've heard a lot of kickings a-
