of sentence.

The punishment meted out to 
girls was rather mild, like staying 
after school or being compelled to 
stand in a corner of the room in 
front of all the scholars Or tap­
ping the palm of the hand with a 
ruler . Even at that there was 
some howling done.

The form of punishment most 
dreaded by us boys Was the appli­
cation of a leather strap about 
four feet long and an inch wide. 
When doubled it a had a double­
action effect. When not in use it 
was rolled up and tucked Hi the 
teacher’s'coat pocket, a pocket ap­
parently made for this purpose. It 
was some relief of course to re­
ceive this punishment in the ante­
room where the confessions Usual­
ly took place I myself got little 
relief from seclusion, for after the 
teacher had performed his part of 
the ceremony and I had survived 
the first spasm, the door to the 
schoolroom was opened and there 
were a hundred eyes (fifty schol­
ars) focussed on that little form 
(Or was that my Imagination9) 
Having at last reached my seat, 
I was permitted to simmer down, 
or go through the cooling off pe­
riod, as it Were.

What thoughts were circulating 
through my head during those mo­
ments? Well, something like this 
"What will I do to that guy when 
I grow up9’’

But as the years passed, 
thoughts of revenge faded—gone 
with the _wind, I remember one 
scholar in particular who Was con­
fident that he could take care of 
himself if the teacher attempted 
punishment, but he proved mis­
taken.

Nowadays pupils hardly know 
what punishment is Reasons may 
be: 1. Women teachers, 2 Parents 
resent punishment of their chil­
dren To tell the truth, I think 
parents are very badly mistaken 
In this attitude.

For some years there has been 
discussion of abolishing the one- 
room school in favor of centralized 
schools with a room for each 
grade I would «ay‘ that the one- 
room school still has some advan­
tages over the centralized school 
For Instance when the teacher 
calls the eighth grade to the front 
recitation seats, how can the grade 
below fail to heat some of the 
work? And so on down, the lower 
grades catch on to the work 
ahead; sometimes the brighter 
ones even keep up with a higher '
