It is our contention that the 
wind of last Tuesday is more aptly 
to be designated a "hurricane,” 
notwithstanding the general fuzzi­
ness that seems to characterize 
dictionary definitions of .wind 
terms Out where we come from, 
of course, it would have been 
called a zephyr In Kansas, where 
the tornado comes to its perfect 
flower, it Would have been no 
more than a gentle breeze_

But Singe it occurred in Bu­
chanan, it was a hurricane and on 
that this writer is quite willing to 
stake his wad, his .wallet and his 
pants if necessary against any­
one who will place a similar value 
on opinion"' So .after the wind had 
died away and the paper was out 
we started reading up We find 
that the storm could have been 
called aMiui'ncane, a tornado, g 
cyclone, or a high wind, as those 
terms are used m different sec­

A “tornado” is a subspecies of 
cyclone of very limited extent ’and 
a* tremendous localized veldcity. 
The tornado as the expert knows 
it is also characterized by a fun­
nel-shaped cloud

Once in younger days m the 
west ye scrivener saw a tornado 
form m the clouds, whip toward 
the ground, to be met by ah. 
escendmg funnel The two funnels 

'joined ‘and moved slowly across 
country foi a few miles, when the 
lower end gradually lifted from 
the ground and the upper part 

l!( gradually died away in the air 
’ This tornado destroyed one house, 

killing one of the inmates, accord­
ing to later newspaper reports It 
was observed by the writer from a 
safe distance of 20 miles to the 
northwestward. Since the tornado 
always travels from southwest to 
northeast, we were perfectly safe 
The path was probably not over 
160 yards Wide The tornadoes 
next to the Rocky Mountaihs are 
small In the “cyclone belt” con­
sisting mainly of the states bor­
dering therMississfppfforrthe east 
and west, the tornado (or if you 
prefer, the cyclone) may be sev­
eral-hundred rods wide, or over a 
mile

In the Central United States 
these swiftly whirling storms vis­
ible to the eye in a funnel-shaped 
cloud are “cyclones” in the popu­
lar phraseology To the meteor­
ologist they are, strictly speaking, 
tornadoes

To the weather expert the term 
hurricane applies to cyclonic 
storms of greater extent but of 

* less wind velocity. It is tiue that 
hurricane winds whirl, but m 
greater circles than tornadoes

Says C F. Brooks, professor of 
meteorology in Harvard Univer­
sity, in his book “Why the 
Weather” (see Buchanan Public 
Library) “Hurricanes are cy­
clones of an intensity exceeded 
only by the tornado, but instead 
of being a few rods m width, their 
path of destruction may cover sev­
eral hundred miles”

In the looser language of the 
public the terms cyclone, tornado 
and hurricane are all often ap-

An experiment conducted at the 
time of the May 26 blackout in 
reducing sky-glow during the Blue 
periods by extinguishing street 
lights while permitting essential 
home and business lights to burn 
was so successful that that pro­
cedure will be followed in the 
three June blackouts, Capt Leon­
ard said —

“I’m glad that we proved that 
we can reduce sky-glow to the 
point where it would be of no 
value to raiding planes by the 
comparatively simple method of 
turning out street lights,” he com-
mented "That justifies us in per­
mitting essential home and' busi­
ness lights to burn, which will re-
duce public inconvenience 
minimum ”

ners, organization of crews for

It should be clearly understood 
that the library is to be used only 
in the morning for this purpose, 
that no employment bureau work 
is to be done there during after­
noon hours when the library is in 
session; that flo library Work will 
be attended to in the morning 
while Miss Semple is in charge

It- wasn’t his time to go yet, sS; 
Corporal Kenneth Luke is now off 
leave at his home here, as the re*- 
suit of having been granted a six- 
month’s limited service status fol­
lowing an airplane crash ar Myr­
tle Beach, S Car, Monday, May 
31, from which he was one of two, 
out of a crew of seven emerging 
alive.

The plane, a twin-motored B-26 
bomber, was returning from rout­
ine target practice when the acci­
dent occurred Corporal Luke 
was sitting at his station as rear 
gunner in the “tail” of the plane, 
reading a magazine The ship 
was coming down at the air base 
at the regular landing speed of 
bout 125 miles per hour, when one 
engine cut out at about 200 feet 
up. The plane went out of con­
trol and as it hit the ground it 
"nosed over” and crashed bottom­
side up The five men iir the 
front and middle parts of the 
plane were killed instantly. Luke 
and a comrade in the rear of the 
plane escaped without a scratch. 
However their nerves were affect­
ed to the extent that they were 
granted the limited service period 
in which to return to form

The southwestern Michigan dis­
trict of Bemen and Cass counties 
needs more recruits if this area 
is to fulfill its share of the quota, 
according to Miss Olga E. Sol­
berg, director of the Meicy hos­
pital .nursing school in Benton 
Haitooi, the only accredited school 
m the two counties that is affili­
ated with the war-time nurse- 
traimng piogram.

Girls thinking of entering nurs­
ing school may arrange personal 
interviews with Miss Solberg They 
may first reach her by mail if 
they live away from Bentoh Har- 
boi Candidates must he high 
school graduates with satisfactory 
-hibove-average scholastic records

Student nurses serve a critical 
need on the home front, it is 
pointed out Only graduate nurses 
may enter military service, and 
only volunteer graduates go over­
seas

The girl who has taken nurse’s 
training is offered a variety of op­
portunities m highly interesting 
professions, in the view of Miss 
Emihe G Sargent, chairman of 
the Michigan Nursing Council for 
War Service, who has watched 
hundreds of girls go out after 
their three-year training, to take 
over many different sorts of posi­
tions.

-“Those—years' Of astudy and 
training are only the base,” she 
points out “After that the field is 
golden!”

Besides the regular hospital­
staff positions whicih many girls 
most enjoy, nurses with other 
aptitudes aie needed for rural 
nursing service, public health 
service, private duty, as office 
nurses, laboratory technicians, 
anesthetists, physiotherapists, in­
dustrial nurses These are only a 
few of tfhe specialized positions 
open to graduate nurses, MiSs Sar­
gent avers, emphasizing the re­
cruitment campaigns slogan: 
“Nursing 19 wai work with a fu­
ture ”

The 1943 classes in Michigan 
nursing schools will open June 23 
with a special three-month pre- 
clmical course at the University 
ot Michigan The tuition, and 
room and board expenses of this 
summer course will be met by the 
government In the fall the stu­
dents will return to their indi­
vidual schools to continue their 
three-year training
