Log of a Convoy Voyage
Dec. 4, 1943

Dealr Sir
We are two days out of New
York and are on our way to ??°?
I figure by wrnting to you I can
save myself a httle letter writing
I have so little time to write "at

Find Old Newspaper
. Relics in Buchanan

You wouldn’t exactly uncover
the ruins of ancient, Troy, a pyra-
.mid, or an Aztec ternple while
scraping off wallpaper, but it 1s
possible to find interesting things
in that apparently most progaio
and humdrum of occupations ac-
cording to Iver Carlson, exterior
and interior decorator of Clear
Lake Woods

Only recently Carlson was
scraping off wallpaper at the
Frank Miller home qon West
Front street preparatory to re-
papering, when he saw, clinging
to the plaster, fragments of news-
paper seemingly pasted there long
ago Looking closer ne obgserved
dates—1863, 1865 The type was
different from that of today,
smaller than the body type used
in newspapers now The texture
of the paper however, was as
firm as that of a present day pub-
Iication a few months old Ap-
parently they used rags”in thewr
newsprint of that date, instead of
the 100% wood pulp n the pres-
ent-day newspaper stock The top
of the paper was goune so that
there was no identification as_to
name or place ot publication, but
a story denouncmmg the defiling of
Lake Michigan water for drinking
purposes indicated that Chicago
was probably the place of publica-
tion -

Tale of Buchanan Company
in Civil War Battle Told
in Old Letter

Two weeks ago the Record ran
m' this department the firs{ in-
stallment of the story of Coms-
pany K, 25th Michigan, recryited
in Buchanan in 1862

{ Mrs May Whitman had loaned

the Record three issues of the Bu-
chanan Union, as the Record was
called during the Civil War, In
the 1ssue of July 26, 1863, is a
letter by Frank Totten describing
the Battle of Tibbs Landing

'The Battle of Tibbs Landing
was between a part of the 25th
Michigan and the Confederate
cavalry force under General Mor-
gan, known as “Morgan the Raid-
er”, on July 4, 1863, The same
paper that containg the letter tells
of the surrendér of Morgan to the
9th Michigan Cavaliy near New
Lasbon, Oho

The letter follows
Lebabon, Ky, July 9, 1863
Dear Folks 1 expect that you
have heard of the fight and would
hke to hear from me Well, we
have had_a hard battle and will
give you all of the particulars,
We heard last Thursday that
Morgan had crossed the Cumber-
land and it was expected that if
he had, an engagement with hy
forces was certamn, so Col Moore
went across the river and picked

penmnsula formed by a large bend
of the river This neck was pro-
tected by steep and rocky bluffs
on each side and the only place
the enemy could reach us was on
the road leading to Columba
Here we threw up breastworks

It was not long after
that our pickets were driven in.
Morgan then got his artillery nto
position and threw a shell into
breastworks Then he sent a flag
of truce demanding an immedidte
and unconditional surrender,

Col. Moore replied that %t is
the wrong day and too early in
the morning to surrender.’* They
then took the flag back and the
battle commenced in earnest. The
Colonel then .ordered our company
to’ the front. When we got there
we found out that they had driv-
en our boys behind the fallen
timber, but we kept on over the
fgllen trees and poured a. volley
into them which drove them back
for a while. They soon came up
again with a yell, thinking they
would sgcare us out, We had 1t
then a while As fast ag we could
load we would charge on them
and it looked comical to see their
long butternut coattails flying be-
hind them as they went over the
logs

The fight soon became a hand
to hand contest and lasted three
and A half hours They charged
us mne different times and we re-
pulsed them every time but once
Frank Weaver with ten of our
ment held the right, so that our
company was on the right and the
left I wag o n the left with Lieut,
Tennant when the rebels made
their heaviest charges Lieut, Ten-
nant here distinguished himself
When the other officers ordered
retreat, he ordered “forward”, go-
ing ahead himself and swinging
his sword and cheering on the
men Had it not been for him we
would have been whipped for cer

ning to tinge the sky, the long
column of the enemy appeared

and formed a line of battle n
front of the breastworks, The
Confederates opened on the

Unionists with two guns, doubt-
less for the purpose of letting
them know that tbey had artill-
ery, for soon after*several horse-
men rode up with a flag of frue.

Capt Spencer F. Lansing of Co
¥ (Nileg), who was in command
at the front, received the bearers
and sent their wnitten commum-
cation back to Col. Moore. Before
long Col Moore, an officer of the
regular army, came riding up.

“Ah, captain,” he said to Lan-
sing, “I see you have some com-
pany thig morning

“Yee,” said Capt, Lansing, “Al-
low me to introduce Major Elliott
of Gen Morgan's command .
Cal Moore at once courteously
saluted his enemies and started
talking with them on various sub-
jects without referring to the
comamunication from  Morgan
Pregently Col Duke, the right
hand man of Gen Morgan, said
to Msjor Elliott* .

“This won't do, we are losing
time Ascertain at once what an-
swer we are to take back to Gen
Morgan”

“Oh, excuse me, said Col.
Moore, “I believe 1 did get a com-
muaication from Gen. Morgan
Let us see what it says”

He took the paper out lis pock-
et and read as follows: -

“T's the commander of the U. 8§
Forces at Tibb's Landing

“1, John H Morgan, major gen-
 eral of the army of the Confeder-
ate States, hereby demand the
immediate and unconditional sur-
