He was so badly wounded that 
he required eight months to fully 
recover He spent those months 
in navy hospitals throughout the 
country.

ng and arithmetic

Among the vauous- proposals 
weie helping" the children to 
understand .themselves and tl)qir 
place in life, aiding them toward 
an intelligent^ choice of a life 
pursuit (vocational guidance), af- 
foidmg them a chance to 
“samp]e”_different. lines, of .twork,- 
such as business training, shop 
training, music, etc., .providing 
them with a protective surround­
ing which will prepai e them for 
the impact of life when they are 
on their own, more participation 
in athletics for both boys and 
girls, so that they will learn co­
operation, self-discipline and a 
philosophy adequate for both vic­
tory and defeat.

Other suggestions and inquiries 
that came both from the panel 
members and the audience were: 
the amount of home study a 
school should expect, how to 
judge the limitations of the chil­
dren in participating in activities, 
the possibility of automobile driv­
ing instruction; increased voca­
tional guidance extending-through 
the junior high school, separate 
organization, and separate build- 
Angr-Jf—possible,--! or—the—junior..

There they had led their 
wandering lives for thousands of 
years, possibly extending almost 
back to the times not long after

There will not be room in this 
series for more than a brief story 
of the Indian in this region. Not 
that the story would not be worth 
telling at greater length, but this 
is to be the story of Buchanan, 
and the Indians were gone before 
the town was platted Their story 
has little relation to that of the 
town, except as they delayed set­
tlement here for more or less time 
after the Revolution and to an 
extent the War of 1812 had end-1 
ed English rule and influence

Neither service men nor anyone 
can have the strength to live if

People m general do have a 
philosophy of life, said Rev Jones, 
but it is not an adequate philo­
sophy for our times ,It is. Be 
respectable, be kind- be honest, 
serve your fellow men It lacks 
the one necessary ingredient— 
love We may sejve, but we do 
not love—enough We try to be 
“respectable”, but we do not try 
to be real It is that way in 
Niles, in Bernen Springs, in Doj 
wagiac, and it is doubtless that 
way in Buchanan Now We bitterly 
criticize otheis, yet the failure lies 
in us all We did not have an 
adequate philosophy

Tbe noason the young men were 
m that audience today, looking 
at the representatives of the 
army, the navy, the air corps, was 
because we have not learned to 
care enough} ' Consequently we 
may now have to fight an enemy

as we are in a conflict that arises 
from a failure in understanding 
We came out of the last war vic­
torious, and yet defeated Even 
from the bitter lesson of that war 
we have not learned to care A

It is a hard thing for a mah 
who is drawing a tugger or drop­
ping a-bomb to-care-for thoseon 
the receiving end Try to care 
even about the enemy, said Rev 
Jones, And try to understand 
them

That ability to care will give 
you strength Your att’itude will 
determine how iron will come ortt 
of this war If you are good, 
clean and upright you can come 
out that way If you enter the 
services with bitterness, indiffer­
ence, apathy, disgust, those things 
will disintegrate you After all, 
he said, nothing can change you, 
iratrAven—war,— You offiy-^ea-n-
