Lay a Fainting- Person Down.
I t  is surprising how eagerly everybody 

rushes at a  fainting person, and strives to 
raise him up, and especially to keep the 
head erect. There must bo an instinctive 
apprehension that if a person seized with 
a fainting of other fit fall into the recum­
bent position, death is more imminent. I  
must have driven a mile to-day, While a 
lady, fainting was held upright. I  found 
her pulseless, white, and apparently dying, 
and 1  believe if I  had delayed ten minutes 
longer that she would really have died. I  
laid her head down on a lower level than 
her body, and immediately color returned 
to her lips and cheeks, and she became 
conscious. To the excited group of 
friends I  said : “Always remember this 
fact— namely: fainting is caused by a want 
of blood in the brain ; the heart ceases to 
act with sufficient force to send the usual 
amount of blood to the brain, and hence 
the person loses consciousness because the 
function of the brain ceases. Restore the 
blood to the brain, and instantly the per­
son recovers..

Now, though the blood is propelled to 
all parts of the body by the action of the 
heart, yet it is still under the laws of grav­
itation. In  the erect position, the blood 
ascends to the head against gravitation, 
and the supply of the brain is diminished, 
as compared with the recumbent position, 
the heart's pulsation being equal. If, then, 
you place a person in a sitting position 
whose heart has nearly ceased to beat, his 
brain will fail to receive blood, ’while’ if 
you lay him down, with the head tower 
than the heart, blood will run into the 
brain by the mere force of gravity ; and 
in fainting, in sufficient quantity to restore 
consciousness. Indeed, nature teaches us 
how to manage fainting persons, for they 
always fall, and frequently are restored by 
the recumbent position into which they 
are thrown/ ’— From Note Booh o f an E m ­
inent Physician, in  Hearth and Home.

Type—Size arid Same.
The largest metal types now cast are 

ten-line-pica, which .is the standard size, 
type, and is one-sixth of an inch- deep. 
Smaller than this comes small pica, long 
primer, bourgeois, brevier, minion, nonpa­
reil, agate, pearl, diamond and brilliant. 
Pica is known by the French , as Cicero, 
because his works were first set up in this 
type, The next 1-arnest, is for the same 
reason known as St. Augustine. -Brevier 
was first known in printing breviaries. 
Minion was so called because^ it was the 
smallest type then known; nonpareil, - be­
cause the -maker thought: if. could : not be 
equaled. Pearl was the production of an. 
ambitious die-cutler. Diamond was cast 
in a Baltimore foundry; and lastly, brill­
iant, in which it takes 4,000 of the letter 
to make a pound, and which is but a twen­
tieth of an inch deep, is the production of 
a type cutter in Berlin. I t  is said, howev-. 
er, tliat there is Prussian microscope type, 
smaller than this, which has never been 
brought to this country. W e hope it nev­
er may be.

The Painless Knife.

The British Medical association has 
commenced its annual session-in Leeds. 
In  the section on surgery a very curioux 
and interesting practical application of a 
physiological fact has been exhibited by 
Dr. B. W . Rinhardson, F , R.-S. I t  lias 
long been known to surgeons that an in­
jury very rapidly inflicted is not attended 
with suffering, and on this principle Dr. 
Richardson has constructed what he calls 
a ‘‘painless knife.” : I t  consists of a keen,: 
circular blade, so connected .with, watch- 
work that it can be made to revolve with 

very great rapidity. I t  is found that when 
a .speed of 25 complete revolutions in a, 
second has been obtained,, the, edge .of the 
knife may be applied to the animal body, 
and that it  will divide the soft parts with-- 
out pain, or even -consciousness;. .The 
lower animals are used to display what 
can'be done on man, and Dr. “Richardson 
waS able to cut the oars of a rabit/in to  
strips while tne little' creature’ was con­
tentedly munching green stuff, in entire, 
ignorance of the way-in, .which it-vyas be­
ing injured. * Unfortunately the knife, the 
only one:of .its.- kind at,- present existing;

‘*Si e : I  have the honor to acknowl­
edge your letter of the noth of August, 
received here yesterday, requesting me to 
forward to  your Department ‘a certified 
copy in the usual form of the action of the 
Legislature of New York upon the fif­
teenth proposed amendment to the Consti­
tution of the United States.’

“The action of the Legislature was, by 
concurrent resolution, not submitted to the 
Executive for approval, nor was he direct­
ed or requested to promulgate the same.

'“In  all previous instances of proposed 
amendments, save one, a formal bill was 
passed which, like ail other hills, was sub­
mitted to the Executive, and in the excep­
tional instance I  find no record in this De­
partm ent of any Executive action.

“In  accordance w ith your request, how­
ever, I  enclose a copy of the resolution, 
signed by the clerks ’of the two houses, 

“Y ery respectfully, your obedient serv’t, 
“JO H N  T. H O FFM A N .” 

Thus, like Captain Scott’s: coon, Gover­
nor Hoffman instantly came down when 
he found a  National gtln pointing in his 
direction. Thereat the N ew  York 
Tl oriel, which had excitingly proclaimed 

tha t Governor Hoffman would not forward 
the  documents, and New Y ork would not 
be counted as a  ratifying State, boils over 
in  a  ‘column and a half of indignant hifa- 
lutin. “B y  what authority and for what 
object,” it  grandiloquently demands, “did 
a  subordinate officer of the State Depart­
m ent make this request to Governor Hoff­
man ?” I t  examines the laws and the con­
stitution, and finds no authority under 
which “ the A ssistant Secretary of State” 
is empowered* to  make such a request of a 
Governor. “H e is not required by law to 
watch and supervise the proceedings of 
the State governments: nor to notify State 
officers of real or supposed delinquencies," 
says the angry ’World, etc., etc., through 
over a column. Yery* w ell; there is no 
law forbidding the State Department to 
write a friendly note to a Governor, ask­
ing him to  “do me the favor” to forward 
certain documents.

There is no law authorizing the Score- 
' ta ry  of State to call upon Governor Hoff­

man for a record o f the weather in A lba­
n y ;  but, if the State Department desires 
to  know, there is no law forbidding its 
asking Governor Hoffman to “do me the 
favor” of forwarding such a record. The 
note sent to the Governor, it will be ob­
served, only asks the Governor to forward 
therpapers as a ‘favor,’—it does not demand 
them. Governor Hoffman was a t perfect 
liberty to refuse the favor, whereupon the 
State Department could apply to somebo­
dy else. I t  was Governor Hoffman’s gen­
tlemanly compliance with the request that 
upset The World'? little plot, and it3 tem­
per also; only it  dare not assail the Gov­
ernor. Beside, the note was not signed 
by  th e  “Assistant Secretary of State,” but 
by  the “A cting Secretary,” who, in the 
ahsence of Secretary Fish, wields a ll the 
authority of the Secretaryship.

Then through a half a column more of 
angry  folly, The World maintains that, af­
te r  att, Governor. Hoffman's forwarding of 
th e  papers docs not amount to anything, 
because be did not officially certify them 
on their backs ; and that New Y ork  can­
n o t be counted a ratifying State, Then 
w hy  th is  anger, if  no harm has been done 
to  its  p e t scheme? Really, it knows that 
N ew  Y ork'w ill be counted as a ratifying 
State* and that Governor Hoffman could 
no t prevent i t  if  ho would. B ut i t  is an­
g ry  because th e  Governor has trampled 
upon its  advice and spoiled its prophecy.

Railraod. A  number of fine speeches 
were made, some by persons whose 
names we did not learn. Mr. Dibble, 
the President of the Road, and Mr. 
Rreaekett, of Aellvue, delivered ad­
dresses. Instead of one spike, three 
were driven, one front a firm in Rat­
tle Creek, being an imitation o f gold, 
one a silver spike, from the citizens of 
Rattle Creek, and one from Niles, 
made there and tempered by the new 
process, called the Demascns steel 
temper. This last one was broken, 
almost as soon as driving was com­
menced. A ll owing; to the temper. 
Wo trust our Niles friends willjnot let 
tlieir temper break them. A n im­
mense crowd was in attendance dm* 
ing the ceremony, and it  was impossi­
ble for the Marshals to keep order.

The excitement ran high about the 
time o f the commencement of flic 
spike driving. The multitude crowd­
ed upon the drivers, so much, so that 
all order was abandoned. Every one 
seemed intent onjhelping to drive. Some 
would kick the spike, others would 
give it  a blow with a blc e’e, stone, or 
anything at hand. The company 
have several large brick buildings at 
R attle Creek, and the President of 
the road assured the people that by 
the 1st day o f August, 187o, tho road 
would be completed, and trains run­
ning from Port Huron to Chicago.

Railroad Matters.
Pay-day for the month of August on 

the Chicago and Michigan Lake Shore 
Railroad has arrived and passed. The 
men have got their pay and are happy. 
The pay-rolls for the month of August 
amount to about §22,000. Since the first 
day of September, first mortgage bonds to 
the amount o f §440,000 have been issued 
and disposed of. This amount together 
with other means on hand and will be suf­
ficient to finish, iron and equip the 1st Di­
vision of the road, from New Buffalo to 
St. Joseph. The iron purchased for' the 
road is of the Fish-Joint pattern, weighs 
50 lbs. to the yard, about one-fourth heav­
ier than was used by Mr. Gardner on the 
road from W hite Pigeon to Grand Rapids. 
Cars will run from New Buffalo to St. Jo ­
seph in December, and will -within one 
year thereafter reach Grand Haven with a 
possible branch from Holland to Grand 
Rapids. L et the people along the line 
but do their duty “indifferently well,” and 
this great work will add millions to the 
wealth of the municipalities it traverses 
between New Buffalo and Grand Haven, 
and Holland and Grand Rapids.

In the absence of inaebinery 
to make an actual test of the bottom, from 
the make of the land adjoining and other 
evidences he drew an imaginary* line at a 
certain depth, of hard bottom,' made his 
arrangements accordingly and built the 
bridge. The result has proved liis judg­
ment to be entirely correct. The bridge 
is a fine one aud is a credit to the engin­
eering ability- of Mr. Conolly, who proba­
bly lias no superior in  the Northwest.—

The Manistee Murder.
3 I r .  F i e l d ' s  B o d y  F o u n d —E v i d e n c e s  t h a t  

h e  w a s  a i n r d e r e d .
The following from Chicago gives the 

latest information regarding the Manistee 
murder;

“GmcAGO, Sept. 20.—The body of H er­
bert Field, the missing Manistee hanker, 
was found on the IStli inst., on the lake 
shore, near Frankfort, 25 miles north of 
Manistee, where it had drifted by  the rap­
id lake current, which was known to liave 
set north with great force [a t th e ' time 
of liis disappearance, one week ago Sun 
day. Three ghastly wounds, evidently 
made with some blunt instrument, were 
found on the head of the body, and a rope 
was around the neck. Field was dressed 
as when last seen.

The body was brought to Manistee, a 
coroners’s inquest held, and a verdict ren­
dered that Field came to his death at the 
hands of George Yanderpool, his "partner. 
Yanderpool was at once re-arrested" and 
put in jail. Fears .are entertained that he 
will be lynched, as the people are much 
extiited over the occurrence,”

Sax F eaxcisco, Sept. TO.—A  party, 
who is vouched for as reliable, writes from 
San Buenavontua, that a’ document was 
found on the beach at th a t place, August 
30th, the; finder to forward it to the Secre­
tary of Admiralty at London, or the B rit­
ish Consul in the nearest port. The re­
quest is printed in six commercial langua­
ges on the margin. Every vacant portion 
is filled with writing relating to Sir John 
Franklin and his party. The document 
was evidently cast into the water in lati­
tude 69 degrees, 37 minutes, 42 seconds; 
longitude 98 degrees, 4 minutes, 5 sec­
onds. I t  gives an account of the deser­
tion of the ships Erebus and Terror. The. 
party numbered 105, and at the time of 
desertion was under command of F , R . W .  
(Drossier. They succeeded in reaching the 
above latitude, where they found relics of 
the late Sir John Ross, I t  states that the 
party wintered at Beeclicr Island in 1846 
and '1847, and Sir John Franklin died on 
the l l t l i  of June, 1847. I t  contains ma­
ny interesting incidents connected with the 
expedition.

ing prattle had so frequently fallen upon 
his ears, but whose beaming countenance 
he had never beheld. He then, exclaimed, 
“Oh, why have I  seen these things hefore 
inquiring for the man by whose skill I 
have been enabled to behold them 1 Show* 
me the Kdor !' and when he was pointed 
out to him, he embraced him with tears of
gratnuae ana j''F- So when we reach
heaven, and with unclouded eyes look 
upon i'sglores, we shall not be content 
wi .. uv'evv of these. Ho, we shall say, 
“"Where is Chris* ?—He to whom I  am 
indetnd for what heaven is; show me 
him, that with all my soul I  may adore 
and praise Him through endless ages.
