One hian comes and subscribes’ for the 
paper, and pays for it in advance, and goes 
home with the proud satisfaction of know­
ing that it is his. H e hands in his adver­
tisements, asks'the price and pays for it, 
goes to his place o f business and reaps the 
advantage thereof. This is the under­
standing o f “ newspaper patronage.”

Another man says : “ You  may put my 
name on the book," and goes off without 
saying a word about pay. Time flies 
away and you want him to pay what is 
honestly your due, and he get3 mad. This 
is another kind o f ' ‘newspaper patronage.”

Another wants a filty-cent ad vert if e- 
ment, and wants you to “ throw in”  a dol­
lar puff, aud, i f  you refuse, goes off mad. 
This i3 a very common kiud o f “ newspa­
per patronage.”

Another mail lives near you— he don’t 
like the editor—.and t he paper is too small 
for him— yet he begs his neighbor’s and 
reads it, and finds fault with and quarrels 
with the opinions o f the editor. This is 
the meanest kind of “ newspaper patron-
age-”  ...

Another man takes two or three city 
newspapers, but cannot afford to take his 
home paper, but be likes it, and comes in­
to the office on publication day, picks up a 
copy and walks out with it. This is also 
“ newspaper patronage."

Another man likes the paper, he takes 
a copy for himself nnd • family, and pays 
for it, ho does all he can to get subscrib­
ers— he never grumble?, but always lias a 
cheerful word for the editor. I f  any lit­
tle items occur in his neighborhood he in­
forms you o f if. This is “ newspaper pa­
tronage.” .

Another man has a patent, of sem; 
kind, and wants you to giv<« if, a two dol­
lar notice every week; “ i* w ill be o f in­
terest to your readers,”  he says: but al­
though knowing at the same time it w ill 
benefit him most o f all, y e t he does not of­
fer to pay for it. This is called “ newspa­
per patronage."

Another man (bless von, it  does us 
good to see such men,) comes in and says: 
“ the year lor which 1 paid is about to ex­
pire, I  want to pay for another year, and 
Want to renew the, ones I  am sending “ out 
west.”  This 18 “ newspaper patronage."

N ow  isn’t newspaper patronage a curi­
ous thing? I f  this luls any "-of our sub­
scribers in a tender spot, v.e cannot help 
is L e t them pay and.ivoid tiie=e plain facts 
W e  have a perfect knowledge of these 
various kinds o f uePftspaper patronage.

H e asked a review of the 
court following, which was granted ; Wild 
pending trial, the court asked counsel o f 
the R ev. Messrs. Woodhridge and Buck 
inghani; the ministers of the Hart lord 
churches, as to ihe “ common acceptance" 
o f the offensive phrase. Their reply con­
stitutes part of the Record, aud is as fol­
lows :

The Scene o f the ffelca Jewett Mur­
der.

Captain petty, of the Fifth ward, en­
tered the following bit o f history on his 
return to the police central office jester* 
d ay :

The buildings known as 41 and 411-2 
Thomas street are in course o f demolition, 
to make way for the erection o f an edifice 
to be used for manufacturing and mercan­
tile purposes. The premises became no­
torious in consequ‘-nee of a murder com­
mitted there— of Helen Jewett by  her 
lover, Richard. P . Robinson— in April, 
1836. The place was kept by Mrs. R o­
sins Townsend, furnished in georgeous 
style, and was visited by all the fast young 
bloods of-its day. „

The writer of this distinctly remembers 
the murder, and the high character and 
standing of the young man who was ac­
cused o f committing i t ;  the indictment 
by the Grand Ju ry; the trial; the crowd­
ed court room in the old C ity H a l l ; the 
father; the ever-faltbfnl and kind-hearted 
uncle, Joseph H o x ie ; the pleading o f the 
eloquent Ogden Hoffman to the court and 
ju ry to spare the life o f the “poor boy 
the more than deathly stillness, and the 
falling o f the son upon and the clasping o f 
his arms around his father’s neck, oii the 
rendering o f the verdict o f “ not guilty’’ 
by the jury, as one o f the most prominent 
occurrences o f my earlier days. The 
blight upon the young man’s name drove 
him from his home, never to return.

For the last nine years, the period of 
which I  have been in command of the 
precinct, the houses have been occupied 
by a large number o f the most abandoned 
«f characters, whites and blacks. During 

'he last three years, four rooms in the 
front buildings have been occupied by 
Canada Indians, the squaws working at 
ornamental bead work to support their 
male companions.

GeiMeiised History of Steam’
About two hundred and eighty years 

B. C., Heir, o f  Alexandria, formed a toy  
which exhibited some o f the powers c f 
steam, and was moved by its power.

A . D, 450, Atbemius, an architect ar­
ranged several-caldrons o f water, each cov­
ered with the wide bottom of a  leather 
tube, which rose to a narrow top, with 
pipes extended to the rafters o f the ad­
joining building. A  Are was kindled be­
neath the Caldrons, and the house was 
shaken by the efforts of the steam ascend­
ing the tubes. This is the first notice of 
the power .of steam recorded.

Iu  1543, Juno 17, Blasco D. Garoy 
tried a steamboat o f 209 tons with tolera­
ble success' at Barcelona,_ Spam. I t  con­
sisted of a chaldron of boiling water, aud 
a movable wheel ou each side of the ship. 
I t  whs laid aside as impracticable. A  
present, however, was made to Garoy.

In  this hs .te we publish the call for 
a Woman’s Suffrage Convention, to 
be held at Battle Creek, ou Jan. 20th, 
21st, signed bv prominent persons 
in various parts o f the State.

The question o f woman suffrage is 
daily growing of more importance. 
The constant 'agitation will inevitably 
produce its result. The question, 
i hough at first scouted by many prom­
inent persons, has, front its growing 
importance, elicited the attention of 
some of the first minds of the nation.

It  makes but little difference where 
any person stands upon this question, 
as the result is inevitable. , To our 
mind no opposition can long delay the 
enfranchisement of the wbmen o f the 
United States. Whether such a step 
i> wise or not. it certainly will be taken. 
And as to heartily advocating the 
move, we have not the least objection, 
so soon as we are assured that the 
majority o f the woolen themselves 
desire ’the right o f suffrage., In  a 
government like ours, where a major­
ity o f  the governed desire the right 
■of suffrage, whether men or women, 
white or black, we think justice de­
mands that the right should be con­
ferred.

We are not yet, however, o f the 
opinion that the majority o f the wo­
men o f the United States desire this 
privilege.

Moines and Bock Island Rapids in the Missis­

The Stages o f Moral Growth .
Tlie affections, rather than the operations o f 

the intellect, are the- prime movers of conduct. 
Hence the public teacher who sways the feel­
ings aud desires o f  his pupils- will have more 
influence over their characters and lives than 
he who merely convinces the understanding."— 
G noser,.

I a  some measure correspondent to 
the stages o f intellectual development, 
are those of moral growth. They 
should be the move attentively studied 
bt the educator, by so much as moral 
excellence is greater than intellectual.

Tvetp tJg heart with all diligence,” 
said teolomon, “ for out of it are the 
issue of life.”

The child is a thoroughly emotional 
Being. H e rapidly fluctuates from 
joy  to sorrow, from tears to laughter. 
He is a “bundle o f feelings/’ Influ­
ences to which youth and adult age 
become hardened, are potent upon 
him until multiplying years bring the 
intellectual- -faculties into predomi­
nance;: his emotions are chiefly active.

The first period of moral growth 
has been named the Age o f /Sympa­
thy, by reason o f the child’s marked 
love o f society, liis delight in the feel­
ing o f “ togetherness,”  and hispromp. 
ness to respond to the emotions mani­
fested by others. A  smiling face at 
once wins him to smiles; a frowning, 
threatening, or cruel one instantly 
creates fear, or awakes a kindred feel­
ing. “Irritation in the parent produ­
ces irritation in the child: sourness in 
the teacher begets acidity in the pu­
pil ; rudeness in the scholar leads to 
rudeness in his schoolfellows.” Gold­
smith has applied a fine illustration, of 
this trait, in his description of the'in­
fluence of the village schoolmaster up­
on his pupils:
“Bull wall they laughed irith counterfeited glee, 
A t all Ins jokes, for many a joke had he ;
Full well the busy whisper, circling round, 
Conveyed the dismal tidings when he frowned.”

Similarly all the feelings are conta­
gious to a young child.

The gradually prevailing character 
o f another important emotion names 
the second period as the Age of A p­
probation. The desire o f praise is. 
now prominent, as the reward of well- 
meant actions. Nothing now stimu­
lates the child to action more than ju ­
dicious, well bestowed commendation 
o f his right doing, or rightly directed 
effort, whether successful or u o t; and 
it Is almost impossible for him to gain 
.ground in moral and intellectual ex­
cellence without xt. This age is at­
tended with great danger, but the de­
sire now in greatest activity is by no 
means a  strong one. The love of ap­
probation is an innate principle o f hu­
man nature, and is sanclaoned by. Him  
who- taught us to labor aud hope fox* 
the “W e ll done, good and faithful ser­
vant.”

The Age o f Conscience is the high­
est stage of moral development. The 
child-grows into it in general, as he is 
entering the Age of Judgment, or 

i Reason, in his intellectual growth. It  
is true that the conscience, as an ex­
ecutive faculty, approving or disap­
proving an act after its performance, 
has been in activity at a much earlier 
a g e b u t  as a legislative or directive 
faculty, deciding previously whether a 
proposed act is right or wrong, it does 
not -fully become the moral guide for 
many years, and often never in the in- 
dividual's life. A  somewhat difficult 
intellectual process must co-operate 
with the movement of conscience, in 
order to its most vigorous exercise'. 
The judgment is also called into ac­
tion to check and correct emotion, and 
give strength and consistency to char­
acter. The convictions o f the intel­
lect precede the impressing of the 
heart- This age is further character­
ized by a special and marlied-develop- 
ment of the will-power. Now, i f  ev­
er, the success or failure of the life is 
mainly determined.

The way is thus cleared for the con­
sideration o f studies, methods of in­
struction, and other matters pertain­
ing to education in the schools, with 
which we shall begin the New Year.

Kansas Letter.
Bazaar, Chase Ob,,.Kan.)

Jan. 3, 1S70, J
E ditor Berriex Ou. Record,— bear 

ttir:— The coming of vour paper re* 
minds me of my old home and the associ­
ations ot tin* past; (many of them very 
dear.) Also the promise to write'to so 
many, that I cannot well fulfill it unless 
granted space in your columns. Your 
typos, in my Iasi letter, made me say “ im­
proved land* was worth from two to ten 
dollars per acre,”  which should have been 
“ unimproved land.”  Improved farms' are 
worth from ten to thirty-live dollars per 
acre. Land o f all kinds is rising very 
rapidly.' A  large part of tho wild land is 
owned by rail-road companies. Grants 
have been made io two rail-roads, in this 
County— the Neosho Valley and the A t­
chison,. Topeka & Sante Fe Ronds, The 
ears are running on the. former now, to 
Emporia, 23 miles from here, and work on 
the latter is being pressed very inpidly. 
I'll expect soon to hear the whistle of the 
locomotive, mid see the smoking train in 
these valleys. There is all appearance of 
thrift, in the rapidly growing towns of this 
Slate, that is not surpassed in any eastern 
State. Leavenworth, Lawrence and To­
peka do more business than any 
towns of the same size in Michigan. The 
new State House, of Topeka, cannot be 
surpassed in the West. Junction City, 
Fort Scott, Paoln, and numerous other 
towns, are growing very fast, and are 
wide awake with business. Emporia is 
-the great rail-road center of the State, and 
is cue of the m03t beautifully located 
towns I  ever saw. It contains a popula­
tion of 5,000.. Property is increasing in 
value at a rapid rate. Town lots w jrth, 
three years ago, $200, are worth now from 
three to five thousand dollars. Farms in 
tlia*. vicinity, bought at Government pri­
ces within ten years, are worth now $60 
per acre. Cottonwood Falls, the County 
seat of Chase County, (seven miles from 
here.) is also a lively town. It has four 
dry goods stores, a drug store, a grist mill, 
a harness shop, a land office, and a good 
proportion of dwelling houses. Bazaar 
has one mill, a store, a po3t-office,.U stone 
school-lmise, also several dwelling houses. 
Has, as almost every town in the State, a 
good water privilege. Many, I  presume, 
would like to know about the timber in 
this State, It is a prairie State and af­
fords but little timber compared with 
Michigan ; but, I  think, as a State,- it is 
better supplied than northern Illinois. The 
streams are more frequent, and on every 
stream is a belt of timber. It consists of 
oak, hickcry, wqlnut, hackberry, elm, syc­
amore, cottonwood and some varieties new 
to me, such as the black locust, and coffee 
bean. Kansas beats Michigan altogether 
on Walnut. A  seems extravagant to a 
new comer tosee doors and windows cased, 
and cornice made o f number one walnut. 
Sycamore is good here, I  have just been 
getting out a bill of it for a house, which, 
I  think, is better than any I  ever saw in 
Michigan. Pine lumber is shipped here 
in large' quantities. Siding, planed, is 
worth $30 per thousand; ceiling, dressed 
to match, $45; flooring, $50. The na­
tive lumber is worth from $25 to $40 per 
thousand. The large quantities of excel­
lent building stone found on almost every 
farm., largely makes up for the deficiency 
in timber. Joliet stone does not exceed 
those found here in beauty or liandines3 to 
work. . Almost all the school-houses, 
many o f the public buildings and private 
residences, are made of them; and very 
frequently are farms fenced with them, 
chimneys built, walks made, and they are 
put to almost every conceivable use. 
The.-e stone are found in quarries, but the 
best farming lands are entirely free from 
them. They are also of the lime quality, 
so that when farmers want lime, they 
make a kiln or roll up a log heap and 
throw on some stone and burn them. 
Many, undoubtedly, would like to know 
the price of produce, household furniture, 
farming implements, etc.: Wheat is
worth from 75 cts. to $1 per bushel; corn, 
40 to 50 cts.; Oats, 40 cts.; potatoes, 4(3 
cts.; dressed hogs, 1.0 els. per lb.; fat 
cattle, 3 1-2 cts. per lb., on foot ; beef G 
cts. by the quarter. Working oxen are 
front $100 to $150 per yoke; good Amer­
ican horses are worth from one to two 
hundred dollars apiece; Indian ponies 
from $25 to $75. Plows, reapers, mowers, 
and all kinds oF farming implements are as 
cheap here‘as in Michigan. Wagons are 
about 10 per ernt. higher. Household 
furniture is about 25 per cent, higher. 
Stoves aud iron ware are cheaper, as they 
are pretty much all, that are sold here, 
manufactured in the State. Store goods 
vary but slightly in price, some articles 
higher and some lower than in Michigan. 
The weather continues fine. W e have 
hid but little snow, and but few days that 
farmers could not work out"of doors com­
fortably. The roads are .excellent. Trav­
eling as good as in midsummer. In my 
next, I  will speak of the people of this 
State, the society, tbe educational, politi­
cal and religious prospects here.

Tbe Resignation of Judge Witliey.
Judge Withey’s decision to decline the ap­

pointment o f Judge o f the Sixth United States 
Circuit will he received with regret by liis 
many friends, not only here, but throughout 
the district. In  Diet it is very rarely the case 
that an appointment gives suoh general satis-, 
faction aud is so universally well received by 
those competent to judge o f the fitness, as this 
was., Jfidge' AVithev has had tho fortune to 
become well known, and through that knowl­
edge welt appreciated, throughout. Michigan 
and Ohio, by Ms services at Grand Rapids, De­
tro it aud Cleveland, as United States District 
Judge, and though not personally, yet quite 
favorably by reputation in .the other two States 
o f  Kentuolty and Tennessee. And lie is not 
insensible to tho houors of tho new appoint­
ment, but would gladly 'have accepted its res­
ponsibilities, and given its beat efforts to dis­
charging its duties, could be have done so con­
sistently with his conception o f his duty to his 
homo and family. He has received very flat­
tering letters from, distinguished judges and 
advocates throughout the circuit,'urging his 
acceptance o f the position. But he lias a 
growing family to whom his first care is due, 
and jias ascertained that this position, the bu­
siness of which, in Ohio, Kentucky and Tenn­
essee, is enormous, would keep him from them 
for at least ten months in the year, whiph. would, 
amount, practically, to a breaking up, in some 
’sense, for life, as that is the term o f such an 
appointment, I t  is upon a careful and anxious 
•Tieir o f  the ground and of all the concomitants, 
so far as he can judge, o f his new duties, that 
he lias felt constrained to decline.-—(Jrand

Seuator Sherman’s Finance and Cur- 
, rency Bill.

Senator Sherman, from the Committee on 
Finance, reported on Tuesday, ns a substitute 
for all propositions relating' to the National cur­
rency, the following b ill:
A  B ILL to Provide a National Currency of

Coin, Notes, and to Equalize the Distribution
of Circulating Notes:
Skctiox 1. B e i t  etlacUd, That 815,000,000 in 

notes, for circulation, may be issued to Nation­
al Banking Associations,' in .addition to the 
2300,000,000 authorized by the twenty-second 
section o f the “ Act to provide a National Cur­
rency secured by pledge o f  United States 
Bonds, approved June 4, 1S64; and" the amount 
o f notes so provided shall bo furnished to 
bnnking associations, organized or to be organ­
ized, in those States and Territories having less 
than tlieir proportion under the apportionment 
contemplated by provisions of “ An Act to 
Amend an Apt to provide a National Currency 
secured by pledge of United States Bonds, and 
to provide for the circulation and redemption 
thereof,”  approved March 81; 1805. But a new 
apportionment shall be made as soon as practi­
cable, based upon .the census o f 1870.

Sec. 2. That at the end o f each month after 
the-passage o f this act, it shall be the duty of 
the Comptroller o f the. Currency to report to 
tl e Secretary o f the Treasury the amount of 
circulating notes issued to National Banking 
Associations during th ) month,'whereupon the 
Secretary o f ‘ the Treasury shall redeem and re­
tire an amount o f 3 per cent, temporary loan- 
certifieates issued under the act o f  March 4, 
1867, aud July 25, 1868, not less than the 
amount o f circulating notes so reported ; and 
he may, i f  necessary, in order to procure tbe 
ptesentation o f such teniporaiylonn-cenilicates 
for redemption, give notice to holders thereof, 
by publication or otherwise, that certaiu o f 
said certificates, which shall be designated by 
number, date and amount, shuil cease to bear 
interest from and after the dale ot such notice, 
and that certificates so designated shall no lon­
ger be available as any portion o f the lawful 
money reserve in possession o f any National 
Bank ; and after such notice no interest shall 
be paid on suoh certificates, and they shall not 
be counted ns part o f the reserve o f  any Bank­
ing Association.

Sec. 8. That upon the deposit o f any United 
States bonds bearing interest payable in gold 
with the Treasurer o f the United Stute3 in 
manner prescribed in the nineteenth and twen­
tieth sections o f the National Currency Act, ;it 
shall be lawful for the Comptroller of the Cur­
rently to issue to the associations making the 
same, circulating notes o f difierent denomina­
tions, not less than five dollars, equal to 
amount to ninety per cent, o f the gold value of 
the bonds deposited, but not exceeding eighty 
per centum o f their par value, which notes 
shall bear upon their face the promise of- the 
association to which they are issued to pay 
them on presentation at the office of the asso­
ciation in gold or silver coin o f  the United 
States, and shall be redeemable upon such pre­
sentation in such coin.

Sec. 4. Andie it further enacted, That every 
National Banking Association, formed under 
the provisions of Section 3 of this act, shall at 
all times keep on hand not less than 25 per 
centum o f its outstanding circulation in gold or 
silver coin o f the United States, and shall re­
ceive at par in payment o f debts the gold notes 
o f every other banking association which at 
the time o f such payment shall be redeeming 
its circulation in gold or silver coin of the. Uni­
ted States.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted, That every 
association organized for tbe purpose o f  issu­
ing gold notes as provided In tbe previous sec­
tions, shall be subject to all the requirements 
’and provisions o f the National Currency act, 
except tbe first clause of Section 22. which 
limits the circulation o f National Banking as­
sociations to $300,000,000 ; the first clause of 
Section 82, which, taken in connection „with 
the preceding section, would require National 
Bankiug associations organized in tbe city o f 
San Francisco to redeem their circulating notes 
at par in the city o f New. York, and the last 
clause o f section 32, which requires every Na­
tional Banking sasociation to receive in pay­
ment o f debts notes o f every other National 

. Banking association at par, provided that in 
applying the provisions and requirements of 
said act to •'banking associations herein provi­
ded for, the te.rm3 “ lawful money”  and “ lawful 
jnoney o f the United States”  shall be held and 
construed to mean gold or silver coin of the 
United States.

iSSF'Mr. "Wm. E. Cramer, the editor of 
the.Milwaukee Wisconsin, writes to his 
paper from Paris?

.the fqt'ate war debt against tho General 
Government, being ou registered claitqs 
which, with additional vouchers,. were 
again presented, and. this amount secured,

The San Domingo Treaty.
The President gave the Senate, on Monday, 

his lease foT the Bay of Samana and his treaty 
for the annexation o f San Domingo, the points 
of which Were semi-officially furnished to the 
press as follows:

1. The United -States stipulate to pay the 
sum o f $1,500,000,

2- This money is, to be devoted to the liqui­
dation o f all the obligations o f the Republic of 
San Domingo, including the redemption o f its 
currency, which is represented to be o f  com­
paratively small amount.

3. In case the obligations to be assumed by 
the United States shall'exceed the before men­
tioned sunt o f $1,500,000, public lands o f San 
Domingo shall be pledged as securities for the 
excess.

4. The liquidation o f the obligation is to bo 
entrusted to commissioners, who are to be ap­
pointed by each of the contracting parties.

5. In consideration of the discharge of these 
obligations San Domingo cedes to the United 
States all forts, docks, custom-houses, and all 
other public buildings, arsenals, etc., and com­
plete jurisdiction over the territory.

0, San Domingo i3 to be annexed or acquir­
ed as a'territory, and not as a State, and sub­
ject to the legislation of Congress in the same 
manner as territories of the United States.

7. The treaty to be valid to all intent's and 
purposes when ratified by the Senate of the 
United States and confirmed by a vote o f ' a 
majority of the citizens of San Domingo.,

The President also sent in a .brief 'message, 
showing the-rcasous for tho negotiation o f both 
treaties: but it was not read, and is to bo print­
ed for the secret and confidential use o f 'the 
Senate. Some interesting facts about the ne­
gotiations in this behalf have been obtained. 
I t  appears that General Babcock was our only 
agent from first to last, Senator Cole and other 
parties, who went down to San Domingo with 
him, knowing nothing aboqt hia instructions, 
and having nothing” to do with his mission. 
The negotiations on the side o f  San Domingo 
were conducted by Secretary o f State Gautier, 
through Baez and members o f  his Cabinet were 
often consulted. Babcock’s first visit was one 
o f reconnoisance. A ll sorts o f stories and rep­
resentations came here, and the President fi­
nally determined to have things investigated 
by one on whom he could rely. Babcock found 
Baez and his Ministry anxious to come into 
the United States, and their first proposition 
was to enter us "a State, just as Texas did, the 
ease of which was cited. Babcock was not 
then empowered to make a treaty, but could 
say, by authority, that the idea would not ‘ find 
favor or support here. He spen t some time in 
acquainting himself with the views o f the peo­
ple, and. in September returned with the prop­
ositions o f Baez in, writing.

The annexation ̂ treaty 
was concluded with no material change in its 
terms, then the lease and Samana was taken as 
security for the advances o f money and ' sup­
plies, The bonded debt o f San Domingo is 
about §1,200,000, and the- ipillion and a half to . 
be paid by onr government, it  is expressly stip­
ulated,' shall be used in extinguishing-this bond­
ed debt, Baez lias received” £50,000 on an 
English loan recently, but $his, he says, Shall 
give us no trouble, as it is included in the bond­
ed debt. I t  may bo added that the lease o f the 
Bay o f Samana lias already been ratified by the 
Dominican Senate. The treaty o f annexation 
has the almost unanimous approval o f that bo­
dy, though it  is not required that it shall take 
action on the document.

E d i t o r  R e c o r d , 
the School-meeting in your village 
has been held, the battle fought, and 
the smoke measurably Cleared away, 
perhaps a few observations from, an 
outsider may be admissible in your 
valuable paper; if not they can easily 
find tlie Editor’s bosket.

In  the first place the meeting was a 
decided success. Seldom have I  Wit­
nessed a gathering of people under so 
much excitement —  heard eloquent 
speeches that cut to the quick, and 
ready to confess, when the explana­
tions were all in, that the difference 
between the parties was precisely the 
difference between “ Tweedledum and 
T w e e d l e d e e W h e n  Judge Merrill 
stated that “ the Board might pass as 
stringent resolutions as they could 
frame against tardiness and truancy, 
and he would support them;” and 
when the Board declared that was all 
they aimed at by the resolution or 
rule, all farther discussion seemed to 
be uncalled for.

Some things, however, were devel­
oped at the meeting. You have a 
•Principal who has the good o f the 
school warmly at heart. lie  has great 
trouble on account of the irregularity 
in tlie attendance of the pupils. H e  
asks the Board to make a rule to rem­
edy this difficulty, and the attempt to 
do.so. N o  question but they acted 
from the best of motives. But the 
Board were unfortunate in the phrase­
ology of the rule they adopted, and 
made one which seemed to many of 
the patrons b f  the school to exceed 
their jurisdiction, and calculated to 
work mischief; indeed it was claimed 
that had the Board intended to adopt 
a rule that would expel a pupil with­
out mercy, who had been absent eight 
half days for any cause, save sickness, 
unless he would sue to tlie Director' 
for permission to be re-instated, they 
couldn’t have used more proper or fit­
ting language to do so than they did 
use in the rule they adopted. How­
ever, it was only fair to let the Board 
explain their own meaning, anti their 
explanation seemed satisfactory.

The legal attempt to justify the ob­
noxious rule was learned and ingen­
ious, though, as was remarked, it 
seemed more like trying to make out 
a case for a client, than to throw light 
on the general subject; otherwise we 
should probably have been told where 
rule making ended and legislation 
began,-r—whether, for instance, it were 
competent for the Board to make a 
rule to exclude for eight half day’s 
absence without any exception, or, if 
you please, to make a rule that a 
scholar shall be expelled from tlie 
public school i f  he be tardy only a 
half hour once. A nd this is not a 
mere matter of the imagination, hut a- 
legitimate result of the authority 
claimed by the advocates of the rule.

Manifestly there must be a limit to 
rule-making somewhere; where is it ? 
But enough of this. Judge Merrill’s 
proposition, above cited, went far 
enough. The people will unanimous­
ly  sustain’ that, and the Principal’s 
difficulty will be relieved, Beyond 
that the people begin to feel like their 
toes were being stepped on.

in this part o f the county is exceedingly 
scarce, at present. Business is unusually 
dull, as there has been but, few days, as 
yet, i f  good sleighing. Messrs. Hilton 
P ike are getting out a large quantity ol 
cord wood, and, ol course, have to feed a 
small army of men and teams; the Good­
wins are also engaged in getting out, cord 
wood at considerable extent. There will 
not he ss much of '.hat merchandise man­
ufactured here this winter as usual, owing 
to the low figures for it in Chicago. The 
lumbering interests o f this section are 
much abridged, owing to the scarcity of 
lumber: good whitewood logs command 
812 per M. at the mills* and other kinds 
of timber are proportionately high.
