The Cardiff Giant on his First Journey
through Blichigan.
Con:espnudence of the New Yorlk Sun.

Jacgksox, Mich., Dec. 24, 1869.
I am in possession of a few facts which
[ think will throw some light on the ori-
gin of the so-called Cardiff’ giant. About
three weeks since, while purchasing pro-
visions (or a lumbermen’s camp in Saginaw,
Mich., I bought an illustrated New York
weekly, containing a picture of the giant,
which I took to the camp with me; about
20 miles from Saginaw, and gave to the
men. One of them, on looking at the:pic-
ture, declared that he had seen that “stone
man” before; wherevpon all the other
men laughed as him, and then he would
say. nothing more abous it, and soon {urned
in for the night. The next day I caught
ke man aloug, anl questioned him in Fe-
gard to his declaration of the previous
evening. - He reiterated his assertion that
he had seen the giant, and, after enjoining
secresy in regard to the other men, he fold
ms the following story, which T will re-
late in bis own words as nedrly as T can:
“During the Spring of 1868 I wasz in |
Detroit, Mich., trying to get a chance to
gail on a vessel-—being a sailor by occupa-
pation—and while standing on the dock 1
was accosted by a man who asked me if
I was asailor, and if I wished toc geta
job? Auswering i the affirmative, he
told me he wonld give me one at good
pay.- I asked bim where his vessel was,
and ke pointed to 2 Ysmall schooner which
liy a Ittle way off {rom the dock; aud we
went en- board, where I found four other
men before me. The’capiain told me he
intended to iake some castings from De-
troit to Buffalo, and that wé would proba-
bly leave that same night, as he expected
them from Chicaze, vie Michigan Central
Ruaitroad. They did not arrive, how-
ever, that night, but a {clegram was re-
ceived from Chicago saying that they
would come the next day. During the
néxt evening a large, heavily.ironed box
arrived, and we five men conveyed it
aboard the schooner, and let it down in‘o
the hold, bui as we had it almoat down,
one of the ropes gave way, and one end
ot the box fell about two feet. "The cap-
tain, who was holding a lamp, immedi-
ately went on deck, and then sent usto
the cars again to wait antil he came there,
as he said he wished to fetch some more
castings on board.
“We started to obey, but after proceed-
ing a short distance it began {o rain, and
I returned- to the vesse]l for my coat,
which I had lefv in the’hold while lower-
ing the box.

THE PARDOIING POWER.

The action of Governor Palmer, of
Ilinois, in commuting the sentence of
Waleh, the notorious wife-murderer,
is creating generdl comment upon the
pardoning power, Waleh was a no-
torious eriminal, and had been tried
and convieted. Iis sentence to he
executed gave great satisfaction to
the law-abiding citizens of that State.
Now that the Governor has commuted
his sentence to imprisonment for life,
there is a general ery against the ac-
tion of the Executive.

Criminals will rejoice in the triumph
in this case, as they will understand
that all fear of capital punishment is
vemoved. If. after a criminal of the
Walch stripe has been found guilty,
and sentenced by the Court, the Gov-
ornor steps in and thwarts both the
lagitimate desizn and intent of the
law and the action of the Court, what
may not the vilest criminal hope for?
And what may not honesty be led to
fear ?

It certainly appears to us that the
time has come when the pardoning
power should be somewhat restricted.
The publie security would undoubted-
Iy De enharced, if this power was
Iodged with the Legislature, instead
of with the Governor. It would be a

security againgt the hasty exercise of
this power, whieh, in our judgment,
should only be used for the very best
of reasons.

In the exercise of this power the |

zovernor almost always acts upon
testimony and reasons alone offered
by one side. If the power is to be
left with the Executive, it would be |
desirable, that in all cases where pe-
titions, praying for pardon or commu-
tation of sentence, are to be examined,
that due notice be given thereof. This
being done, parties, who might feel
that the interest of the public de-
manded the carrying out of the full
extent of the sentence, could also he
heard, and in many cases, prevent the
exercise of Executive clemency to the
great injury and danger of an out-
raged public.

Supreme Court Decision.—A Woman
« Can’t Boerrow Mouey on her Hus-
band’s Credit,

The Supreme Court of Michigan has
made the following decision: '

“Robert Franklin vs, Charles G. Fos-
ter. Case made from Ottawa Circuit.
Opinion by Campbell, Ch. J. Pranklin’
sued Foster for money lost. The money
was Jent to Mrs, Foster; defendent's wile,
on her own request, and withovt any au-
thority from her husband. When lext to
her, Franklin told her to speak to her hus-
band about it, and she promised to do so,
but never did. It was lent Tor her private
use, a3 the lender knew at the time, and
he not only never asked Foster for it, but
concenled the facts from him at Mrs. Fos-
ter’s request, and had a settlement with
hitn ghprt other matlers. The commence-
ment of suit was the first demand ever
made on.Foster for it. Held, Thata wife
cannot borrow money on her husband’s
credit; and much more can shenot bor-
row it secretly on his account, and with
an understanding that the fact shall be
concealed from him. The loan here was
made to her, and not to him, and there is
no possible pretext for charging him with
it. Judgment below reversed, and judg-
mept of this court for defendent, with
costs of all the courts.”

The Press of the United Stales.

There are published in the TUhnited
States, 5,244 journals, of 542 are daily,
4,425 weekly, and 277 monthly.” New
York publishes the largest number—
namely, 675, and Arizona the smallest
number—namely, 2. Pennsylvania stands
next to the Empire State, and prints 495
papers. Tllinois bas 415; Ohio, 377 ; In-
dians, 269; Missouri, 240; Iowa, 228;
Wisconsin, 216, and Massachusetts only
219. .

Gf the two hundred publications issued
in the State of Michigan there are twelve
daily papers, over 150 weeklies, one semi-
monthly, 15 monthly publications, 2 quar-
terlies, and on annuil.
