The WcddlBg-Iilng Finger.
This is the fourth finger on the lift hand. 

W hy this particular digit should have re­
ceived such a token of honor and trust be­
yond all its congeners, both in pagan and 
Christian times, has been variously inter­
preted. The most common explanation is, 
according to Sir Thomas Browne, “ pre­
suming therein that a particular vessel, 
nerve, vein, or artery, is conferred thereto 
from the heart;" which direct vascular 
communication Browne shows to be anat­
omically incorrect.

“Pollex,”  he says, or “ thunib, 
(whose office and general usefulness are 
sufficiently indicated from its Latin deriva­
tive poello, and from its Greek equivalent, 
antickicr, which means, ( “as good as a 
hand") is too busy to be set apart for any 
such special employment; the next finger 
to the thumb, being half protected on that 
side, besides having other work to do, is 
also ineligible ; the approbrium attaching- 
to the middle fingers, called medicus, put's 
it entirely out of the question; and as the 
little finger stands exposed, and is more­
over too puny to enter the lists in such a 
contest, the spousal honors devolve natu­
rally on pronubus, the wedding finger.

In the British Apollo, 1188, it is urged 
that the fourth finger was chosen from its 
being not only less used than either of, the 
rest, but more capable of preserving a ring 
from bruises; having this one quality pe­
culiar to itself, that it cannot be extended 
but in company with some other finger, 
whereas the rest' may be stretched out to 
their full length and straightness.

Sou Long a Locomotive will Last.
It is estimated that a locomotive boiler 

will last until the engine has traveled over
350.000 miles. On some lines, however, 
the boiler, under favorable circumstances; 
particularly when pure water is used, may 
travel 400)000 or 500,000 miles before 
becoming unserviceable. Assuming that 
the life of the engine is -determined by the 
endurance of the boiler, and that if, under 
favorable circumstances, it will last the
500.000 miles, then during that time it is 
estimated that the fire-box will probably 
require to be renewed at least three timesj, 
the tires of the wheels five or perhaps six 
times, the crank axles three or four times, 
and the tubes from seven to ten times.

A Miniature Watdi.
George IU . was the possessor of the 

smallest watch ever made; which was the 
work o f the famous chronometer-maker, 
Arnold, and was set in a ring like a  jeweL 
It contained one h’undred’and twenty dif­
ferent parts, and weighed about as many 
grains; so that the parts weighed, one 
with another, one grain each; the balance- 
wheel and pinion weighing only the sev­
enteenth part o f a grain. O f course, or­
dinary tools were useless for such delicate 
work, and Arnold had to make a special 
set of implements for it. The king was 
so pleased with the wonder, that he re­
warded the skillful maker of it with five 
hundred guineas.

The Emperor of Russia wanted a watch 
like it, and offered Arnold a thousand, 
guineas for on e ; but, in order that liis 
gift to the king might not be lessened in 
value, and at the same time to E-reservo 
its unique character, be refused the offer.

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THE YGSEjlITSQ TALLEY.
This valley, in California, possesses 

undoubtedly the fittest seeuery o f any 
spot upon the whale face o f the globe. 
I t  is described by travelers as being 
magnificent beyond description.

W ith this view o f the matter, oral 
that it should be forever kept sucre 
as a resort for the people o f  the IT u- 
ted States, Congress ceded it to C.ui 
tbrnia in 1861, together with the hlar- 
i» osa (drove o f 1kg Trees, with the ex­
press uuderst i.i t:;ig that they should 
be held in trust forever as a pleasure 
resort for the people o f the United 
States. It seems, however, that there 
are two persons who havaset up claims 
to the valley, or a part thereof, one J. 
C. Lamon. who in.<ve-,l ihei’O in 1859, 
and one M r. Hutchings, whoboughtout 
some parries while the bill o f cession 
was pending in Congress in 1SG1.

The two claimants refused to yield 
their claims to the Commissioners ap­
pointed by California to lay out the 
valley, and the matter finally came 

'before the California Legislature, which 
passed an aet giving to each claimant 
160 acres in the valley, subject howev­
er, to the consent of Congress. This bill 
the Governor o f California vetoed, 
out the Legislature passed it over his. 
veto.

Thus the matter stands, and is now 
before Congress. I t  is sincerely to 
be hoped that Congress will utterly 
refuse to agree to the act o f the Cali­
fornia Legislature. The valley was 
ceded in trust for the whole people of 
the United States as a pleasure resort, 
and shall two men now have the own­
ership of this the grandest scenery in 
the world ? W e know that the whole 
people would respond no, hut if  neces­
sary, let those claimants be justly  
dealt by, and paid for their improve­
ments. Never, never let this grand 
scenery pass into the hands of private 
individuals.

The Yosemke falls are the highest 
in the world, being 2 ,634  feet, or six­
teen times higher than Niagara. Eich- 
ardson in his “ Beyond the Mississippi”  
says, “ Twelve Bunker H ill monuments 
standing upright, one upon another, 
would barely reach the top;”

The walls o f the valley for six miles 
are nearly perpendicular, and in some 
places nearly a mile in hight. The 

, valley is only one and a half miles' 
wide at its broadest place,, and at 
many others less than a half mile.

In  view of the peculiar situation of 
this valley, its difficult access, its grand 
and magnificent scenery, and the in­
convenience that would be thrown 
around visitors, and the extortion that 
would be practiced i f  private interests 
controlled it, Congress ought to see 
the imperative necessity o f maintain­
ing it forever under public control, as 
contemplated in the original grant to 
California.

Remarks Wert 
made by Messrs. Haggles, Dunnett, Gan- 
Held, Bnllis, Ontcheon, Seeor, Ratsal'., 
Nelson and others. Finally, the resolu­
tions were taken up one at a time anu 
passed- In  the absence of the editor, we 
ioroear making any authoritative com­
ments. but will “ air”  our sentiments. The 
meeting and passage o f those resolution- 
at this time is most unfortunate: ns it wilt 
6erve to strengthen the opinion prevalent 
m  other portions: o f  the State, that in 
Manistee the mob element predominates, 
and that now, not satisfied with convicting 
Vanderpool, they are’  “ going”  for ti e 
judge who presided,/or supposed judicial 
leaning toward the prisoner. In  nearly 
or quite- all o f  our exchanges we find arti­
cles, editorial and otherwise, claiming that 
Vanderpool: did not receive a fair trial, 
‘ ‘that witnesses for the defense were 
threatened and intimidated,”  “ that the ju­
r y  dare not fo r  their lives return any other 
verdict than they did," &<r., &o.

BUTLER OF TENNESSEE
The final disposition 

of the case of Butler, of 
Tennessee, is such as to 
make the people blush. 
It was in evidence that 
Butler received about 
^1,000 for the appoint­
ment o f Gen. Tyler’s 
son to the Military Acad­
emy. Two resolutions 
were presented, by tbe 
Committee, one for cen­
sure and the other for 
expulsion. The resolu­
tion of expulsion, offered 
by Logan, being of the 
nature of an amendment, 
was received by 101 to 
68. The vote, howeyer, 
on its final adoption, re­
quiring two-thirds, was 
lost, 102 voting in favor 
o f expulsion and 68 
against it.

B y  this action, it seems 
to be determined by tbe 
House* that a member 
may receive money for 
appointments, provided 
he does not get it before 
the appointment is made. 
This seemed to be the 
strong defence of Butler. 
iSuch. an action is lower­
ing the standard of in­
corruptibility o f  Con­
gressmen. I t  is to he 
greatly deplored that 
-there could be found 
sixty-eight Members to 
vote against expulsion, 
and in favor of only cen­
sure, for so manifest a 
departure from the high 
position which should 
characterize the Repre-r 
sentatives o f the people. 
Those who voted thus 
will doubtless he looked 
upon suspiciously by their 
constituents. Whether 
justly censurable or not, 
the people will lose, to a 
great extent, confidence 
in any member o f Con­
gress who refuses to vote 
for expelling one who 
sells appointments. Such 
will be regarded as be­
ing themselves in the 
market. The people 
will come to this conclu­
sion, no matter what ef­
forts are made to cover 
it up, and no matter what 
excuses may be offered 
for such action.

It  would give Us the 
greatest of pleasure 
could we say to 
our readers,1 the entire 
Michigan delegation in 
Congress voted for the 
expulsion of Tennessee 
Butler, but we cannot. 
Let honor descend upon 
the heads of those to 
whom, honor is due. I t  
does us good to name 
four out of the six Mich­
igan Congressmen who 
voted for the resolution 
of expulsion.

Prior to the revolt on F ort Sumpter, 
General Butler called on President Bn 
chanan, to impress upon him the expedi­
ency of sustaining Major Anderson, at 
all hazards, with men and provisions, not­
withstanding the threats o f  the Secession- 
ssts, who stood, ready to break out into 
open rebellion as soon as reinforcements 
should be sent him. But the imbicile old 
President took no active measures, giving 
the. Southerners supply time to fortify 
themselves, bo that when President Lin­
coln dame in power; matters had assumed 
so belligerent an aspect, war was inevita­
ble.

A bout the same time, Y ancy and his 
confederates arrived at Washington, to 
open negotiations for a peaceable separa­
tion from the Union. In  my ipinion, had 
General Butler been at the head of affairs, 
they never would have taken a peaceable 
exit.

General Butler is. and always has been, 
an uncompromising defender of the rights 
of the down-trodden and oppressed, as he 
has shown by lu3 earnest desire to have 
all the disaffected States return to their al­
legiance, under the reconstruction act 
And as President of the Sailor’s and Sold­
ier’s Asylum, I  feel assured their interests 
will be guarded with a zealous care. W h o­
ever ha3 watched General Butler’s states­
manship during his Congressional career, 
must feel convinced he is the man for the 
times, and worthy to fill the highest offices 
the free and enlightened people o f these 
United States see fit to bestow.

The prospect o f  exposure 
has greatly quickened the conscience o f  these 
gentlemen, and there is much running to and 
fro to gather up the loose ends o f  questionable 
transactions, and cover out o f  sight some dam­
aging exposures. Y erily  Diogenes, with his 
lantern, would have to search long and dilli- 
gently, to find the character he wished, among 
the Supervisors o f  Cook County. The general 
run o f  our local office holders are becoming as 
unenviably notorious as those o f  New York.

The Grand Jury o f  the Recorder’s Court, on 
Saturday last, presented an indictment against 
the Board o f  Public W orks, and the two Archi­
tects who have had the supervision o f  the 
Court House wings. The special charge is that 
o f  establishing and maintaining a  common pub­
lic  nuisance. The gentlemen composing the 
above named Board are among our oldest and 
most substantial citizens, and it remains to be 
seen whether this bold and unusual present­
ment can be sustained upon trial.

IX  RELATION TO OFFICERS.

Tho'President ancl Trustees'shall appoint, 
one Glerk, one Treasurer, one Assessor and 
one Overseer of Highways^ for said village,, 
who shall hold their. O ffices for one year, 
unless sooner removed from office by said 
President and Trustees.'

B Y -L A W  II .
OF THE TREASURER.

S ec. 1. The Treasurer shall receive and 
take charge of all moneys belonging to’ said

OF HORSES, ASSES AND MULES.

S ec. 1 . I t  shall not be lawful to permit 
mules, asses or any horse kind, to run at 
lai*ge within the limits of the corporation 
the village of Buchanan.

Sec. 2. A ny animals, as aforesaid, that 
may be found running at large in any street 
within the limits of said corporation, or upon

A n y  person who shall in jure or deface any 
shade, ornamental, or other trees growing in 
any street or alley o f  this village, or on  any 
lot not his own, or on any other public 
grounds, either by  fastening any horse or 
any other animal thereto, or b y  perm itting 
such horse or other animal to run at large 
contrary to law*, or in  any other m anner, 
shall, on conviction  thereof, be  fined in a 
sum o f  n ot less than five nor m ore than one 
hundred dollars.

I t  shall not be lawful for any person, at 
any time between sunset and sunrise, to make 
Or kindle, or cause to be made or kindled, 
any bon-fire, or bum any shavings or other 
substance, or to kindle any fire in any street 
within the corporate limits of said village, 
under a penalty of not exceeding ten dollars 
for each and every such offence.

.  OP NUISANCES.

Sec. 1. It shall not he lawful for any per­
son or persons to keep in or about his shop, 
ware-house, or other building situated within 
the Corporate limits of said village, any green, 
untanned hide's, or skins o f any kind; nor 
to carry on any filthy or 'loathsome trade, 
under a penalty o f not less than five nor 
more than fifteen dollars for each and every 
day the same shall continue after ' an order 
from the President and Trustees, and notice 
thereof by tbe Marshal to have the same 
removed.

Sec. 2. I t  shall not be lawful for any per­
sons to throw, or to suffer, cause or permit 
to be thrown on to any side-walk, or into 
any street or alley within the corporate 
limits of said village,' any slops or filthy 
water, urine* carrion or filthy substance, or 
suffer, cause or permit tho same to pass 
through any sink or spout to any side-walk, 
or into any street or alley, under a.penalty 
of not less than three nor more than fifty 
dollars for eacb- and every sucli offence.

Sec. 3. I t  shall not be lawful for any per­
son or persons to*erect, or cause to be erect­
ed, any privy within the corporate limits of 
said village, excepting the same shall be 
erected over a vault tflac shall be six feet 
deep and well lined or walled up with stone, 
brick or plank; nor shall it be lawful for 
any person to remove or cause to be removed, 
any privy upon any new* vault, excepting 
such vault shall be dug of tbe depth of six 
feet-, and: lined or walled as aforesaid; and 
when any privy shall be thus removed, the 
resident owner of such privy, and in case 
there he no resident owner, then the occu­
pants of the land whereon such privy stood, 
shall properly cover up, or cause to he cov­
ered up, the old vault with earth. A n y per­
son violating any of tho provisions of this 
section, shall be punished with a fine not less 
than five nor more than fifty dollars.

Sec. 4. It  shall not he lawful for any per­
son to erect or continue, or cause to be erect­
ed or continued, any privy, hog sty, cow pen, 
stable or other nuisance, within the corpor­
ate limits of said village, so near to another 
lot as to injure the health or comfort of ary  
other person occupying such lot or lots, or 
any part thereof; hut such nuisance, or the 
injury occasioned by the same, shall he re­
moved by the owner or occupant of such lot, 
wherever such nuisance shall he found, with­
in twenty-four hours after being notified 
hy the Marshal to have the Same removed. 
A n y  person violating any .of the provisions 
of this section, shall be punished by fine of 
not less than one nor more than fifty dollars.

S ec. 5. It  shall not bS lawful for any 
person to permit any sand, gravel, dirt, rub­
bish, filth, or other obstructions to be or 
remain in any sluice or gutter in said village, 
in front of or adjoining to any lot, owned or 
occupied by said person, for twenty-four 
hours after notice by the Marshal to remove 
the same'.

In case the owner or occupant of said lot 
refuse or neglect to remove the same, it shall 
be the duty of the Marshal to remove such 
sand, gravel, dirt/ or filth obstruction, and 
the expense and cost of such' removal shall 
be assessed against the property where such 
sluice or gutter may be situated, to be col­
lected and subject to the same laws and reg­
ulations as other taxes.

B Y -L A W  X I I .
OF FAST DRIVING.

It shall not be lawful for any person to 
drive, or cause to be driven, any horse, mule, 
or cattle kind, or wagon or sled of any kind, 
upon any sidewalk or public square,; or to im­
moderately ride or drive any horse kind in 
any street within the corporate limits of said 
village. A n y  person violating any of the 
provisions of this by-law shall be punished by 
fine not exceeding five dollars and costs of 
prosecution, for each and every offence.

, B Y -L A W  X I I I .
OF BUILDING MATERIALS IN  PUBLIC PLACES.

Sec. 1.- I t  shall not be.lawful for any per­
son to place, or cause to be placed, without 
a written permit from the President or Mar­
shal, any material for building purposes, 
upon any street, sidewalk, alley or jwiblic 
grounds,' within the corporate limits of said 
village, under a penalty of five" dollars for 
each and every offence; and in addition 
thereto shall pay a fine of one dollar per day 
for each and every day that the same shall 
remain upon such sidewalk, alley or public 
grounds, after being notified by the Marshal 
to remove the same. . . » ,

S e c . 2 . The President and Marshal are 
each authorized to grant permission in writ­
ing, to place and keep any building material 
in any of the places, mentioned as aforesaid!; 
Provided, that such permission' shall not ex­
tend to a period beyond six- months from the 
time of'granting the same, nor authorize the. 
obstruction, of any sidewalk, crosswalk, nor 
more than one-half the carriage Way opposite 
any lot. And such permission - may he re­
voked by the Trustees at any'meeting- of the. 
same. ■. '

Sec. 3. A ny person to whom such per­
mission, shall be granted' as aforesaid, shall 
cause- all building material and rubbish aris­
ing frqm the sam'e-to be removed at oHrefore 
the tjme-limited hy this by-law, or be subject' 
to. a penalty of .five dollars for each and every, 
day. that the_s'ame shall remain, after the ex­
piration of-the time as aforesaid. ’ ■ • ■

M b. E ditor::— A  communication in 

your paper of March 10th, signed “ A d- 
ja,'”  casts iome reflection upon me, 
for retaining one Walton, a prisoner, in 
jail, without outhority.. Tho facts are 
these: Some time in the month of Octo 
her, Walton wae arrested by the authori­
ties ot St. Joseph, upon the charge o f bur­
glary., Upon which charge he admitted 
his guilt, and gave the names of Johu 
(Jnsy, William Cloct and Prank Wallace 
as accomplices, (the circum.siances show; 
ing that he lmd such.) H e was sent to 
jail by the authorities o f St Joseph in my 
absence; and Mr. Lord, the jailor and in­
formant, and expected relative o f “ Adja,”  
received and kept him during the whole 
term o f his incarceration, without any 
conscientious scruples. When I  returned, 
I  visited the jail, and had a conversation 
with Walton, and he gave me the partic­
ulars o f the burglary, and wished to re­
main in jail, until his accomplices could be 
caught. And upon that information, I  
went to Chicago and gave the matter in­
to the hands of the police, with every 
prospect of catching them.' W hen court 
set, I  laid the niatter before the court and 
Prosecuting Attorney, and they suggested 
that I  should hold him as long as there 
was any prospect o f catching the accom­
plices. I  have tried to do my duty, id all 
o f my official transactions. And will take 
pleasure in showing the public the jail, and 
its convicts, and give any information rel­
ative to their treatment.

H e  was horror-struck when he found that 
Oarlst would be killed; threw Ida money 
aw ay instantly and hanged himself. How 
many o f  our present money-seekers think 
they woudd have the grace to- hang them­
selves, whoever they killed?
