THE VANBEHPOOL CASE.
A. 3Vew T ria l Granted—Tlie Case to  be 

Tried  in  Snlaiunzoo.
From a special dispatch to the D e­

troit JPost, dated Manistee, M ay 6th, 
via Muskegon, M ay 7th, we learn that 
the argument on the motion for a new 
xrial in the case o f The People vs, 
George Yanderpool continued through 
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday. 
M r. Y a n  Arman’s argument occupied 
about one day.

The case was submitted to Judge 
Ramsdell about 3 p. m ., Wednesday, 
and he held it under consideration till 
10  a. m . to-day, when he read a long 
and elaborate opinion, holding, first, 
that the motion was tim ely; second, 
that he had the power to grant the 
motion, notwithstanding sentence was 
passed and in execution, and third, 
that the reasons alleged for a new- 
trial were all substantial but one, and 
that there was reasonable doubt. 
Therefore the verdict rendered was 
set aside and a new trial granted.

The counsel for Yanderpool imme­
diately made a motion for a change o f  
v&rae, naming Jackson as the county 
to which it should be removed. The 
motion was supported by the affidavit 
o f T . J. Ramsdell.

The .prosecution interfered a writ­
ten objection to the court sustaining 
the motion, on the ground, first, that 
the motion required the personal pres­
ence of the respondent;  second, that 
the motion should he supported by  
the affidavit o f respondent, and not of 
counsel alone; third, that to obtain 
change o f venue, attempt should first 
be made to obtain a  ju ry  here; fourth, 
that the affidavit in support of the 
motion showed no valid reason for a 
change o f  venue. The motion was 
argued this afternoon by Messrs. Y an  
Arman and Church, and then grant­
ed, and the Cause ordered to Kalama­
zoo County for trial.

t h e  McFa r l a n d  t r i a l .

The McFarland case is nearing its 
close, i f  it is not already disposed of. 
The. arguments in the case were all 
expected to be closed by yesterday at 
farthest. The case will perhaps go. to 
the ju ry  to-day, and how long it will 
take'the jury to bring in their verdict 
is  very uncertain. I f  the jury acquits 
him, it  will be on the grounds of in­
sanity no doubt, yet it is evident that 
McFarland’s insanity was such as of­
ten afilicts jealous husbands and wives.

‘ Rues of road fully illustrates the I 
workings of these great powers in the j 
land. A  prwer, we fear, unless { 
speedily cheeked, will soon so control 
the legislation o f our States and 
general Government that every de­
mand. looking to rail-road interest, 
will be acceded to, no matter how 
heavy the burden may fall upon the 
people.

W e are now spending at the rate of 
from three to four hundred millions 
o f dollars annually for the construc­
tion of railroads. This vast sum, to­
gether with our national debt, makes- 
no small amount o f taxation and bur­
den on the people. It  does appear 
that it was time for Congress to pause 
a moment and consider, before giving 
away all tlm public domain to rich 
corporations for the purpose of build­
ing railroads. It  is time for the 
people to stop and consider, before 
fastening upon themselves heavy bur­
dens to aid wealthy railroad interests.

The day will as surely come, if the 
railroad mania continues, when all 
will sensibly feel tlib effects of the 
oppressive rail-road taxation. The 
mania now is for a railroad to every 
little btirg in the country. This can 
never pay. Somebody will have to 
lose. The little roads will be swal­
lowed by the larger ones, till a fgw 
immensely wealthy corporations will 
control our Legislatures, both State 
and National. I t  is almost so now, 
and a few years will see the predic­
tion verified. Too late then to reme­
dy the evil, i f  it is not already too 
late note.

CAPT. EYRE.
I t  will he apparent to any one 

reading the opinion of the United 
States Naval Court o f Inquiry, held 
at Yokohama, on the Oneida disaster, 
that Cant. Eyre was a guilty inhuman 
wretch. Now that the matter has 
been investigated by an American 
Court, it is to be hoped that the Gov­
ernment will take such steps as are 
necessary to a full satisfaction o f the 
matter. Let Congress take such a 
course as right and justice demands, 
with a full determination to hack up 
their action. Such an unprincipled 
inhuman wretch as Capt. Eyre Las 
proved himself to be, should he for­
ever prohibited from command upon 
the high seas* This, it appears to us, 
is the least that our Government can 
demand as far as Capt, Eyre himself 
is concerned.

The following is-an extract, from the 
opinion of the United.States Navel Courts 
consisting ot Gaps.

It also appears that offi­
cers and crew acted with coolness and disci- 
plinQ,jwid at no time acted in doubt or hesita, 
tion; but that when the Bombay was about five 
points on the Oneida’s starboard bow, or three 
points forward of her starboard beam, the Bom­
bay put her helm hard a port and went directly 
at the Oneida, when the latter vessel at once 
flung her own helm hard a-starboard, and it 
was in that position, and the ship was rapidly 
paying off to port, when the Bombay struck. 
At this time the Oneida headed; as high as oast- 
by-north and the Bombay headed north-east-by­
north to north-east. It is also shown that after 
the collision the executive officer of the Onei­
da, Lieut.-Com. Stewart, hailed the Bombay 
several tiroes, calling to her to lay by as the 
Oneida was cut down, and this when the Bom­
bay was within a few yards o f tho Oneida’s 
stem; that this was unanswered and unheeded; 
that three or four heavy guns were fired from 
the Oneida, as signals of distress with a full ser­
vice charge of six pounds of powder, and these 
signals were also unheeded. It is also shown 
that at the moment of collision the Bombay 
stopped the engines for a very few moments, 
but that she did not once lose her headway, 
but, after crushing' through the quarter of the 
Oneida, rending & breach so wide that persons 
in her cabin looked out into the open Sea 
through a space of 15 to 20 feet or more, and 
yet the Bombay kept on her way direct; that 
‘she pasted out of sight of the officers and men, 
who were hailing and looking at her, in five to 
ten minutes,, and anchored safely in Yokohama 
harbor at 7:45 p* m. of the samo fcvhhing. Tho 
Bombay neither offered nor asked for assist­
ance, or communicated after the collision.

The Court therefore totally exonerates and 
exculpates the Oneida and her officers from any 
blame for this horrible disaster, and find that 
they acted proaiptly, that the Oneida was skill­
fully handled, and that the international rules 
o f  the road were, carefully and intelligently 
obeyed. The Court at this point observes, 
however, with deep pain, that the Oneida had 
lost her gig by the collision; that tho dingey- 
boat had been broken into some time before 
sailing, and that during a typhoon some months 
previous she had lpat her two largest and most 
serviceable boats, thus leaving her in an hour 
o f supreme distress with but.two boats to save 
her people. Had the Oneida replaced her 
boats and gone to sea with a full complement 
of them, it is morally'certain many more valu­
able lives would have been saved.

The Bombay, on the other hand, acted either 
grossly ignorant or willfully reckless. After 
rounding Kanow-Saki light to the eastward o f 
it,’then passing it so as to show her masthead 
and green light to the westward of it os seen 
from the Oneida, she had no reason to stand so 
far to the eastward as the Oneida was shewn 
to be ; nor could she have passed to the east­
ward of the Oneida’s position, at the time, of 
the collision, at night, as she seems to have en­
deavored to do, without endangering her own 
safety by going ashore at Saratoga Spit; nor 
can the plea be made or sustained, of a narrow 
channel-way, for at this place the shortest dis­
tance between the two points o f  danger, east 
and west, is somo three to three and. a-half 
nautical miles ; moreover, the land on the 
west side is very high and steep, too, whilo on 
the eastern side, where the Oneida was, there 
was a dangerous shallow, without a landmark 
to be seen at night. Hence, the Bombay cross­
ing so far over to the eastern shore, with the 
green light of the Oneida in full; view, as it 
must have been, is an action so extraordinary 
as to stagger a common sense of- safety and 
duty, to say nothing o f regulations and seamen- 
like knowledge. Aline- due south by east, 
quarter east, drawn through the Saratoga Spit 
buoy, and another at a point to westward of 
Xanon-Saki light, in a direction south by west, 
half west; after rounding, tie light, which is tho 
pilot’s course, shows how impossible it was for 
the Bombay to have come in collision with the 
Oneida, unless, indeed, "she ran directly at tho 
latter’s green light, as several witnesses testify 
She. did. The cause o f the collision, then, is 
altogether and entirely due to tho Bombay, 
whose commanding officer is to blame beyond 
excuse. Again, the conduct of the Bombay 
after the collision,: in passing out of sight, in 
not communicating with the Oneida, in disre­
garding; the loud hailB qf the executive officer 
o f the Oneida, disregarding the signal of her 
steam-whistle, which was-.kept blowing until 
the Oneida sank, and, finally; in not hearing, 
or if she heard, in not replying to the three or 
four heavv signal guns fired from the Oneida, 
although they were distinctly heard in Yokoha­
ma, at a distanco of over nine miles, is so guil­
ty and blamable that this Court can only speak 
ot it as unparalleled in. cruelty.

Finally, from the evidence adduced, which 
has been accumulated to a degree only in pro-' 
portion to'the gravity of the ease, from tha in­
spection of the known courses: and position*'on 
the chart, which is a part of: tho rec'ord, ws fix 
the enrireriault of this.’ dreadful' collision, the 
total loss to . the jG.ovcrnmctt of the United 
States, of the"steam eorrelle ‘Oneida, with ibe 
destruction of th* lives .of. Ho- of her officers

But her actions which the charitable at­
tribute to a species of insanity, caused by 
grief, after the death of Mr. Lincoln, 
worked a strong prejudice against her,, so 
much so, that the original resolution as de­
termined upon In committee, giving her 
the salary o f her husband, for the full 
term, which was cut down to ‘that of one 
year, or §25,000, which ' was paid her. 
Since that time, efforts have continually 
been made to grant her a settled pension, 
by act of Congress, as Under the existing 
laws she could receive only thirty dollars 
a month, the highest pension paid. . She 
is now in Germany, and claims to be in, ac­
tual destitution and want; pleading that 
the honor of the American people demands 
that they should grant her, at least, §3,000 
& year, Mr. Sumner takes the same 
view, and has proposed to make the 
amount §5,000, undoubtedly, from what 
he considers the effect will be abroad ; 
while other Senators are ‘ decidedly oppos­
ed to any such measures.

It is claimed that as Brigadier find Ma­
jor Generals, General “and Lieut-General 
are entitled to no more pension than a 
Lieut Colonel—§30 per month, justice 
does not require that Mm. Lincoln Bhoull 
receive ten times as much as would Mrs.

The extent to.-w.hich the money order 
system is used, in the transmission of small 
amounts of money, on account of its cer­
tainty and convenience, is astonishing. 
Since its organization, in 1S64, with 141 
offices, the number has been increased to 
1685, exclusive of the 400 soon to be add­
ed; and there has been issued nearly five 
millions: (5,000,000) orders, amounting In 
the aggregate to over seventy-five millions 
(75,000,000;) o f this vast number,, not 
exceeding one in a hundred thousand has 
been paid to the wrong party. Where it 
has been impossible to arrest the forger 
and force him to. refund, the Department 
has issued duplicate orders.

Although comparatively simple, when 
understood, Post-masters have been slow 
to comprehend their duties, and fulfill the 
requirements of this branch of the public 
Servica; but I  am informed that since the 
advent of the new administration, there 
has been a marked improvement. B y  con­
versation with the clerk in charge of Mich­
igan it is ascertained that the Niles office, 
as. conducted by Mr. Palmer, had no su­
perior. During his entire term, hardly au 
error, even o f  one cent, was discovered 
against him. The manner in which the 
Buchanan office is conducted has been, 
very favorably commented upon and Mr. 
Merrill is regarded as an ornament’  to the 
profession of Post-masters.

The present Representative has never 
made application for a single Money Order 
offioe; and if  any offices desire the privi­
lege extended, application should be for­
warded to the “Superintendent of the 
Money Order Office” at once.

Every form-word read- should corres­
pond to a’ sofimd-word -already known 
infits mennmg,aricl.use's. vPronouncing 
without iqjp'wyigi?

It is easy, but ruinous, to make a par­
rot of ,a child.

The grand, invaviablerule, for either 
vocal or silent reading, should b e : 
Read to the seme. One. ought..not to. 
undertake the perusal of any book 
whose language he does not urider- 
.stnnd, or who has not means at liand 
for learning it .' The ^teacher should 
assign no lesson whose words or 
thouhts the pupil can not comprehend. 
No word can be safely pressed upon 
its mere pronunciation, unless, the 
teacher is already assured that the 
pupil attaches a definite idea to it. In  
all cases, he should be accustomed, to 
look for a meaning in every word, 
sentence, and paragraph read. Yocal 
reading is monotonous, ineffective, .and 
expressionless' without this. No 
knowledge of .value is gained from the 
exercise, unless' this is attended to. 
The hest labor of the teacher should 
be expended upon it.

Words may be grouped into these 
classes: What we understand, and
habitually u se; what we understand 
and do not use; what we neither un­
derstand nor. use. The teacher, in 

the lesson and conducting 
exercise, should keep this 

classification in mind, and lay especial 
stress upon tho teaching of the second 
and third classes, aiming to imprint 
indelibly the signification of terms not 
kept familiar hy. habit.

The meaning of words may bo 
learned: 1. B y  direct observation of 
the thing designated hy the term, as 
of. a cloud, an engine, etc .; 2. B y  
noticing its connection in the sentence, 
which may suggest its use there: 3. 
B y  etymology, or analysis of deriva­
tive words, the meaning of their parts 
being already known or separately as­
certained, and then united to form a 
definition of the whole; 4 . B y  obtain­
ing a simplified expression, in terms 
previously known, 
is a very interesting 
for which some knowledge of other 
languages is desirable, but not indis­
pensable. In  this and the fourth 
method, the assistance 
dictionary is invaluable.

Teachers should question their 
reading classes persistently. The pu-

pil will read, in school and out of it, 
as he is taught. I f  compelled to link 
every word to its proper idea, he 
learns to road with thoroughness and 
profit. His preparatory studies should 
anticipate a careful examination -as to 
his knowledge of the terms and sub­
ject-matter o f  the lesson. Older pu­
pils may give its moral, i f  any. Notes 
in the Reader, explaining allusions 
and proper names, Will have their sub­
stance memorized by the diligent 
student, and books o f reference or 
well informed persons will be consult­
ed. Everything accessible, that illus­
trates the lesson, will be laid under 
contribution.

The questioning should be careful­
ly  adapted to the grade of the pupil.. 
Good questioning is a fine art. The 
examination of the lower grades should 
mainly tend to stimulate the percept 
tive powers and memory; of the in­
termediate grades, the imagination; 
of higher grades, the judgment and 
reason. The attention of young chil­
dren should be particularly called to 
the pictures, and to the meaning of 
the lesson as indicatedby them. Terms 
should be defined, if. possible, in lan 
guage applicable to sensible objects. 
Older pupils may_ especially observe 
the relations of words in the sentence, 
give synonyms for the more impor­
tant, and recite the lesson, in their own 
language, or furnish a written abstract 
o f it. The most advanced pupils should 
also criticise the style, notice figures 
of speech, atid discuss the sentiments 
o f the author.— They may advanta­
geously be taught how to use books in 
the investigation of special topics, and 
how to keep a note-book and index 
rerum.

SENATE—MAT 9tH.
A  bill was reported for furnishing artificial 

limbs for disabled soldiers; a bill was introduc­
ed requiring the annual issue o f statements of 
the amount of interest due on certificates of 
stocks, dividends, &c.; bills wore reported to 
incorporate the Kansas, Indian.

taken up; a bill was reported extending the 
time for the presentation of claims for addition­
al bounty; the Appropriation bill was resumed.

The Big Horn Expedition.
Indian Oommissioner Parker officially 

reports that the Big Horn expedition does 
not propose to go upon any o f the In­
dian reservations lands, and that the Big 
Horn valley and mountains are not within 
auy reservation. Y et Gen. Sheridan says 
the Sioux threaten war, if the Big Horn 
expedition starts, and he thinks they will 
commence hostilities as soon as the expe­
dition moves. These Indians claim to own 
the whole country, reservations and all; 
and they object to alio wins: any more 
white men to settle anywhere in the ‘West. 
Tho New York Tribune calls upon the 
Government to stop the expedition, not 
withstanding the President and Gen. 
Sherman have already examined the mat­
ter, and given the expedition leave to 
move. .

Now this "situation raises the question 
whether, the United States are prepared to 
submit to Indian dictation - as to where 
peaceful expeditions of our citizens may, 
and may not, move through our own ter­
ritory, or settle therein; while the New 
York Tribune's position raises the question 
whether the Government has any legal or 
moral right arbitrarily, and without action 
by Cbngress, to forbid American citizens 
from travleling wherever they choose on 
the territory of the Republic, or from ex­
ploring any part ol such territory which 
is not especially set apart by act of Con­
gress as an .Indian Or military reservation. 
As for ourselves, we do not believe that it 
will be either politic or honorable to sub­
mit to Indian dictation; and we do not 
believe the president, or the military au­
thorities,, have any legal right to prevent 
the expedition from going wherever it 
chooses, so long as it does, not trespass 
upon any Indian reservation duly set apart 
by act of Congress.— Detroit Post.

The Postal Telegraph System.
The Hon. Horace. Rublee, our Minister 

to Seine, wriles to Mr. "Washbume in fa­
vor of the establishment of a teleg'raph 
system by the'Government’ and thus 
speaks of the working of the system in 
Switzerland: .

“It seems to me that the results of the - 
governmental administration of the tele­
graph in Switzerland are such as to afford 
very strong encouragement to the propo- -

The cost of a message of 20 
words— date, address and signature are 
counted— from any station in Switzerland 
to another is something less than 10 cents.

They can, how­
ever, be destroyed with Paris green. 
I t  has been thoroughly tested in 
this vicinity the past two years. Take 
a small paper box, perforate it with 
needle holes, and with this dust on 
each hill, where there are bugs, or as 
soon as the worm makes its appear­
ance, a very small portion of the Paris 
green, and in a few days you will have 
the pleasure of looking on many dead 
hugs and worms. This may have to 
he repeated several times during the 
summer.

Fr u it .-—'Although fruit is badly 
killed in. this region, yet it is not 
quite so bad as it was feared. Some 
of the apples have considerable show, 
of bloom, the greater portion, howev­
er, are killed. The pears and cher­
ries will be about as scarce as apples.

Spurgeon m  CoiaiauBlon. -
In a sermon on the text, “These are 

they who separate themselves,”  Jade 19, 
we fiud a very strong expression for open 

, communion. This, in the American edi­
tion, is one of the mutilated serm onsbut 
the English edition, beside other pungent 
sentences, contains the following:!

“ There is not a Christian beneath the 
scope of God’s heaven from whom I  am 
separated. A t the Lord’s Table, I  always 
iavi’ e ah Christians to corns and sit down 
nnd commune with us. IF any man were 
to tell mo that I  am separata from the 
Episcopalian, the Presbyterian, or* the 
Methodist, I  would tell him that hs did 
not know me, for I  love them with a pure 
heart fervently, and I  am not separate 
from them. This bears rather hard on our 
strict communion Baptists. I  should not 
like to say anything hard against them, for 
they are about the best people in the world ; 
but they really do separate themselves 
from the great body of Christ’s people. 
They separate themselves from the great 
universal Church. They say they will not- 
commune with i t ; and if any one- comes 
to their table who has not been baptized, 
they turn him away. The pulse o f Christ 
is communion; and woe to the Chnrch 
that seeks to cure the ills, of Ghnst’s Church 
by stopping its pulse. 1 think it a sin to 
refuse to commune with any one, who is a 
member of the Church of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. I  should think myself grossly in 
fault, if at the foot of these stairs 1 should 
meet a truly converted child of God, who 
called himself a Primitive Methodist, or a 

.Wesleyan, or a Church-man, or an Inde­
pendent, and I'should say: "No, sir, you 
do not agree with me on certain points; I  
believe you are a child of God, but I  will 
have nothing’ to do with you.”  I  should 
then think the text would bear very hard 
on me, 'These are they who separate them­
selves, sensual, not having the spirit1’”

The Bible and Nature.
The Bible. will not be less, but rather 

more prized by oar occasionally turning 
from it to open another and equally divine 
volume, read some pages of the Book of 
Nature. Both are good books, and both 
are God’s books: and he only looks on 
this great world aright, who, valuing it for 
something more valuable than the gold 
men draw from its rocky-bowels, the flocks 
it pastures, the rich freights borne on its 
Waves, and the harvests that wave on its 
fields, behold there, as in a glorious mirror, 
the wisdom and power o f God— the good­
ness that shines m every sunbeam and falls 
in every shower.— Dr. Guthrie,

Envy.
Envy i3 one of the moat despicable of 

fashions. There is scarcely a crime to 
which it will not lead its victims. It was 
envy that robbed the poor Naboth of his 
vineyard, and added murder to the theft. 
It was envy that led the guilty Absalom 
to desire the throne of his father David. It 
destroys all that is best and noblest in char­
acter. So subtle is it in its workings that 
we learn on the highest testimony that 
“E avy is rottenness of the bones;”  It eats; 
out all honor and manliness; it gives sleep­
less nights and restless days. Moreover, 
envy is utterly useless; it helps nobody, It 
effects no alteration, it wins no goal. A s 
we read in Job, “it slayeth the silly one;”  
and all sensible people must feel that there 
is marvelous silliness in envy.

Constant War on Evil.
A  Church should he like an iron-clad 

battery, with a full tier of guns always 
loaded and out at the port-holes, driving 
straight into the harbors of iniquity, and 
besieging the Devil’s strongholds. A  per­
son who believes it of supreme importance 
to fear the Lord and obey his command­
ments, -should carry himself with, no com­
plaisant and accommodating spirit of defer­
ence to every sort o f opinion and'passion 
that prevails in community, but as a vigi­
lant and open-eyed sentinel of righteous­
ness, expecting to find abominations in his 
progress, aud intending to bring against 
them so much of the force of character and 
influence as he is able to employ.

A Word to Boys.
Begin in early life to collect libraries of 

your own. Begin with a single book; and 
when you find or hear of a first-rate book, 
obtain it, i f  yon can. After a while get 
another, as you are able, and be sure to 
read it. Take the best care of your hooks; 
and in this way; when you are men, yon 
will have good libraries in your heads as 
well as on your shelves.

FnprofitahTc'bls course. 
Unprofitable discourse robbeth us of 

much time. Some simply employ their 
tongues in telling fabulous and filthy sto­
ries; others in discoursing of parties and
opinions, and in talking ol the faults and 
miscarriages o f other men; some about 
the times; and inquiring after news. But 
let Christians, when they converse, imitate 
their L ord ; the words that proceeded out 
of his mouth were gracious words.

Immortality of Thought.
Beautiful it is to understand and know 

that a thought did never yet die; that as~ 
tbon, the originator thereof bast gathered 
it, and created ft from the whole past, so 
thou wilt transmit it to the whole fiiture. 
I t  is thus that the heroic heart, the seeing 
eye of the first times, still feels and sees 
in us of the latest; that the wise man 
stands ever encompassed and spiritually 
embraced by a- cloud of witnesses and
brothers ; and there is a living literal com
mnnion of saints,- wide as the world it­
self. and as all the history of the world.
