J. M. Roe,
President, called the meeting to order, and. re-

_ POTATOES.

The President stated that raising potatoes,
was a subject in which the people were greatly
interested at present, on accouut of their high
price and the difficulsy of raising them; that

" they were very scarce, nnd would likely remain

so forsome time, and desired that each mem-

. ber present give his views and experience as

-to this subject. It was the opinion of the
Club, that sandy Iand would produce the best
quality of potatoe. That the ground could be
manured to good effect with any kind of man-
ure, especially ashes, Many thought it better
to plant in hills instend of drilling. Cut pota-
toes for planting to two eyes and pufé two
pleces in each Lill. Huve rows from three and
a-half to four feet apart.

- Mr, Baker would as soon plant liis small po-

tatoes. MMr. Broadhurst had tried planting
small and large potatoes, and would always se-
lect his largest and nicest potatoes for sced.
Farly Rose was the favorite, for early potato,
and Peach Blow for late. That those vavieties
were more exempt from the potato bug.

The President gave a very: interesting and
instructive history of this great pest which is
doing so much damage to the potato crop.
They have three broods each year, and the
first two ecould be easily managed by applying
Paris Green, when they first make their ap-
pearance. ‘The last family was more difficult to
destroy, and would, recuire more than one ap-

. pheation of Paris Green to get rid of them, as
- they did not appear all at nearly the same

time as do the former broods, AMr. Pennell
kuoclked his bugs off’ on the ground and called
lis chickens after him and they ate them.
Thought by turning in chickens and fowls, that
the potato would be saved from the buz. The
T'resident said . that Puris Green was. the only
reliable remedy. 'Thit no sensible chicken
