A Sals of Chinese Girls.
I  saw the sale o f a family last week, in 

Hong Kong, for debt, the husband and fa­
ther of which was in California. There 
were five children, two girls and three 
boys. They stood beside the road, dress­
ed in their holiday attire of black. The 
silence they observed whenever any per 
son passed, and their downcast looks cre­
ated curiosity. A h  H un?, our waiter, 
was called up and asked the cause of this 
little parade.. “W h y ,”  said he, “ the girls, 
and perhaps the whole family are for sale.”  
W e  stopped our chairs, and stepped out to 
have a talk with them, using A h  H ung as 
an interpreter.

The mother was wrinkled and gray, and 
hung her head, as if she was afraid to look 
ns in the face. But the children, with the 
exception o f the oldest girl, looked cheer­
ful, and were much pleased with their hol­
iday attire. The oldest girl was sixteen, 
and the oldest boy was fifteen. So said 
the gruff old broker who had the party in 
charge and who seemed anxious to dispose 
of his wares. The broker told ns that the 
husband and father was in California, and 
lad neglected to p_ay his note given for his 
passage, and that his family was now offer­
ed for sale to pay his debt. H e  hoped to 
be able to pay the debt with the sale of 
the two eldest girls, hut as yet he had re­
ceived no offers. H e  said that the family 
became security voluntarily.

In  reply to our questions, he said that 
when a customer bought a child or person, 
the person was made at once the owner of 
the same, body and soul. N o  Chinaman 
would dispute the purchaser’s right to do 
whatsoever he pleased with the human be­
ing he had paid for. The boys would make 
good servants, he said, and in the course 
of a few years be worth a fortune to the 
owner. The girls would make good “arm- 
ers,”  or nurses, as they are called in Am er­
ica. H e  would show us their physical 
beauty— .would make them sing and play 
tricks If we thought o f buying. H ow  
macli would we give? The oldest girl he 
would sell for §400  ; the next one for §20 0  
and the little six year old for §50 . The 
boys he could not sell until the girls were 
disposed of. W e  thought the price too 
high. The market was gluttered with 
saleable girls, and he must not think of , 
getting over §100  for the oldest and hand­
somest, while for the little ones he must 
not expect over $10.

H e sneered at that, and said that En­
glishmen always talked in that way when 
they wanted to buy. W h ile  we were 
talking, a party of blue-robed Chinese ar­
istocrats came up and began to inspect the 
family. They opened the mouth oi the 
oldest girl, rapped on her white teeth to- 
see if they were sound, pulled upon her 
dress, thumped her ribs, laughed at her 
little feet, told her to show the whites of 
her eyes, ordered her to sing, and to show 
them the trinkets which tbe fond mother : 
had given her as a parting gift. A l l  the 
while the Salesman kept up a constant jab­
ber, in which we took no interest. Time : 
pressing, we passed on, leaving the parties 
disputing about the price and discussing 
the. probabilities of their running away. .

W e  returned: the same day to ascertain 
the result of the sale. Only tlie' mother 
and her hoys were left. The debt was 
only §300, and $50 of it still remained un­
paid. I  have been often told by the resi­
dents in China, that the parents would as 
soon sell their children as a cow or pig 
And. I  had begun to believe that such was 
the case upon passing the group the first 
time. Bnt the scene had changed. The 
girls were gone and now a boy must go 
also. The mother sat in the dirt, with her 
arms around the youngest, wailing in a 
most piteous manner, and, as A h  H ung  
said, cursing the men that sold her hus­
band a ticket to America at $300, which 
cost them hut $40. .The broker sat list­
lessly by, smoking his pipe and twirling 
bis cane, looking as if it was the smallest 
matter of business ■with, him.

The boys were crying, and seemed very 
much afraid of us, now it was certain that 
one of them must go. B ut we passed on 
and left them in their misery. W e  never 
knew whether the boy was sold to a child­
less man to be treated as a son, to a Port- : 
uguese to he carried to the .W est Indies; 
under a nominal contract. Or to a native 
landowner to be his slave. But that one 
of them was sold into servitude, for the; 

■sum of fifty dollars there can be no doubt. 
The- girls were; doubtless p'urchase'd for the' 
vilefeu. purposes, unless they had the rare: 
luck ,to: fall into the hands of some native 
in search o f a legitimate wife. I  am told! 
that the price of girls, has, gone up withini 

• a .few months, owing, perhaps', to the fact! 
that a less number of emigrants have for­
feited their bond in California tlian was the] 
case'six months ago. I  was shown four, 
bright,'; plump, rosy girls yesterday, who! 
were purchased less than a year ago (the. 
whole lot) for §80 . N ow -they sell readi-i

Well-Paid Women.
The N ew  Y o rk  correspondent o f the 

Boston -Post writes
“ Working-women as a class; that is, 

shop-girls, store-girls, etc., are not of course, 
so well paid as men, hut some receive 
very good salaries nevertheless. Female 
telegraphers, for instance, are paid from 
$15 to $20  a week, A  first class sewing- 
machine operator can earn $15 a  week, 
though the majority do not earn more than 
half that. Good female teachers in private 
and public schools get from $600 to §1 ,000  
a year. The better class of dressmakers and 
forewomen in sewing establishments aver­
age $800 or $900 a year, and some receive 
as much as $1 ,200 . There are several 
women employed as book-keepers at sala­
ries of from $16 to $20 a week, and their 
places are just as secure as those of men. 
But all these women have liad to learn 
their business thoroughly. M ost of them 
count enough years to be considered old 
maids— from 28  to 40, but they have not 
given up the hope of getting husbands. 
A n d I  can say, from observation, that 
those who do get husbands make excellent 
wives. There is no giddiness about them, 
and very little extravagances, and the 
moment they settle, over a honsehold they 
make everything tidy and comfortable, 
and keep it so. I  don’t know any class of 
women more desirable as wives for men 
who want agreeable homes, and a chance 
to save something for a rainy day, then 
the “o il maids” of thirty, or thereabout, 
who have had responsible positions as em­
ployes in stores and workshops. There 
are several hundred woman in N ew  Y o rk  
who earn more money every year than an 
equal number of fairly qualified men, and 
they do not have to work very hard 
either. But what they do they do well, 
having learned their calling thorougly, 
and drilled themselves into system.1”

iloH Ii Came About that the Goose 

Hung High.

A  practice prevailed in some parts of 
the South, before the war, to have a “goose 
pulling” frolic about the holidays, conduct­
ed as follows: A  goose would be tied by  
tlie feet to tbe limb of a tree, just bigh 
enough for a horseman in passing under by 
raising in his stirups, to reach the head of 
the fowl and give it a pull. The string 
not being strong, a sharp jerk would bring 
down the bird. Each “sport”  - paid the 
owner of the goose a “bit”  for the chance 
to pull it from the lim b; if lie succeeded, 
the goose was his. Sometimes It would he 
hung a little too bigh, and so elude the 
grasp of the catcher as he rode under the 
branch, on which the web-footed bird was 
suspended. In  such a  case, as the horse­
man galloped past in quick succession, the 
remark would be made by the laughing 
and hooting bystanders, that “ everything 
was lovely and the goose hung high ”

TBS COUNTY CONVENTION.
On Monday, o f  next veek, tUo Con­

vention, foi the nomination o f County 
officei s and State Senator for Ueruen 
County, is to ho held at 33 emeu. 
It is to be hoped that the Conven­
tion lull be composed o f  men vrho 
m il act for the best interests; of 
the Republican party, u respective of 
the interests o f any man or set: of 
men. Our County has too long been, 
controlled by  a few political “ wire 
pullers," who have nude up the County 
ticket: before hand, and when the con­
ventions assembled all that was to bo 
done was simply to ratify their selec­
tions. Thus the Oounty has been run 
in the interests o f the few, who caved 
more for the spoils o f ofliee than foi 
the success o f the groat principles of 
the Republican party. A ll such po­
litical tricksters shouldberemembered 
by the rank and file o f the Republi­
can party, and appointed their place 
among the “ no more candidates."

Whenever a. man, in or out o f office, 
will stoop to a low, mean, contempti­
ble act for the sake o f seeming office, 
he should be promptly repudiated by 
the Convention a n i all the true men 
o f his party. W e know that these 
views will not harmonize with some of 
the political aspirants in Berrien Co, 
We know too, that they ouvse the 
R ecord because it dares: to “ beard 
the lion in his den."

I t  is well known that any party 
Jong in power has within it persons 
that only look to the spoils o f  office j 
and that many, of this same class,. are 
attracted to the ruling party, in hopes 
to secure political spoils.

In order, therefore, to preserve the 
purity and, integrity o f  any party 
these political “ leeches" (for we can 
call them nothing else) must be repu­
diated. I f  it is not done soon or late, 
they will cause the defeat and utter 
overthrow o f the party. It is only 
necessary to feel the truth of these 
things to look at the history o f  the 
Democratic party when it fell.

To save the Republican party, 
which, has so nobly led the country 
through its most trying ordeal, it be­
comes: every member of that party to 
stand firmly for the nomina tion and 
placing in office o f  only good, honest, 
sober and time mm. We have enough 
o f this kind; then, why take men. for 
our public servants, o f a different 
class? But i f  we would have our 
best men to serve us in official ca­
pacity, it is necessary to select the 
same class o f  men at our Township 
Caucuses to represent us in the Oounty 
Conventions* This makes it apparent

THE WAR.
The prospects of peace between 

Prussia, and Prance seem farther1 away 
at present, than they did at the sur­
render o f Kapoleon. It was then 
thought by many that but a short 
time would elapse before a peace: would 
be concluded. The change in the 
French government has complicated 
matters, and makes it difficult to ar­
range satisfactory terms o f  peace. 
Prussia is unwilling to give up the 
great advantage gained, unless she 
can have assurances o f  a lasting peace. 
I t  appears, as yet, that the French 
Republic cannot give such assurance 
as K ing William requires. As soon, 
however, as the present French gov­
ernment is ini a condition; to guarantee 
the conditions o f peace, we; imagine 
that such a peace will be concluded.

Prussia will, undoubtedly demand 
the cession o f1 Alsace and, Lorraine, 
either as independent states or to be 
attached to Germany. This will bo 
opposed by France at present, but 
when it is seen that this must be one 
o f the conditions o f peace, France 
will undoubtedly yield.

The war was commenced by Napo­
leon, backed by the acknowledged 
government o f France, for the pur­
pose o f  national glory and the extend­
ing o f French territory. It  cannot, 
therefore, be seriously objected to i f  
K ing William should pay them: accor­
ding as they had purposed in thoir 
hearts to treat him. I f ,  however, 
Prussia’s demand should he unreason­
able and unnecessary to her future se­
curity against France, she will lose 
the sympathy of the civilized world, 
which she has hffd ill her contest with 
Napoleon, and may perhaps provoke 
European intervention.

The Prussians are closely investi­
gating Paris, and seem determined 
not to relax a momment until a peace 
is concluded. Bazaine is still cooped 
up in Metz, with no prospect of get­
ting out until ho surrenders. Strass- 
harg is suffering greatly, but must at 
length capitulate* Thus far in the 
war everything seems to favor Prus­
sia, and the prospects; for the future 
seem more flattering for Prussian suc- 
eess; than it did at the capture of 
Saarbuck.

Take the war thus far, and the whole 
civilized world has been disappointed- 
No. one seemed to doubt Napoleon’s 
ability to cope successfully with Prus­
sia. In  fact, it was thought that 
French victory would follow French 
victory until the armies o f France 
should be far in the interior o f Prus­
sia, i f  not before Berlin itself. Hew 
singularly opposite have been the facts.’ 
The French have; been beaten in ev-; 
ery considerable engagement,' Napo­
leon a prisoner o f the;., .King, o f Prus-J 
sia, and -the Prussian .army' before 
Paris ready to demand ’ its surrender* 
Truly’ ave the results o f war, uncer­
tain.

RAIL ROAD AMENDMENT.
T h e  Suprem e Court o f  our S ta te  

nave us a wise and w holesom e decis­
ion on. the Railroad aid question. 
That decision is founded upon right, 
justice ami the. Constitution o f our 
State. I f  this is tiue, and we believe 
it is, and no doubt the people gener­
ally believe it is, then we cannot lend 
oui selves in such a v, ay as to sanction 
the adoption o f the proposed amend­
ment to the Constitution.

In the fust place lie icgaul the 
principle of allowing a majority to 
vote away the property o f a minority,, 
foi* private objects, to be wholly at 
war with our institutions, and of too 
dangoious a natmo to be m any way 
sanctioned by oui organic law, the 
Constitution of the State It may. 
howet ei, he said that the proposed 
amendment does not in any manner 
authoiiTC future aid to Railroads or 
like coi poi ations, but has only lcspect 
to the honor o f the municipality that 
has already voted aid. This may, to 
a certain extent, be true, hut then it 
proposes to legalize aid already voted, 
aid already decided, to bo unconstitu­
tional. It proposes to make provisions 
for the legalizing of aid that has been 
voted, and by the highest, tribunal in 
oui State pionouneodwynsf and un­
constitutional..

This decision secures the rights of 
individuals to their property, and 
gives them the a fin an ce  that, though 
they may be in the minority, no ma­
jority can deprive them ol the fruits 
o f their labor tor the benefit of pri­
vate pm poses or private toiporations. 
This assurance they have so long as 
the decision of theSupieme Coin t is 
let alone, and not set aside by tampei- 

: m g with the Constitution*
I f  tho act of the Legislature, au- 

tbom ing the toting o f aid to rail­
roads, was based on. unpist principles,: 
shall we in any way aid to bind upon: 
any people, or part of the, people, 
these unjust provisions ? We certain­
ly cannot, while yq desire justice; and 
right to provail,

jBi.it again, it may be said that it; is 
unjust that the holders o f  these bonds 
should be deprived of their pay. So 
it does look. A nd here is the only 
argument that we can see having any 
bearing at all in favor o f  the amend- 

: mont proposed. On closer scrutiny, 
however, our convictions are that the 
bonds in the first place being illegal, 
and their issue based upon an unjust 
principle, justice will, in no wise, say 
that the parties opposed to the issue 

: o f such bonds, should in any event 
be compelled to pay them,,

To our mind there is but one ]ust 
mode by which these bonds could be 
liquidated. This mode is, however, 
doubtless impracticable., Tho idea is 
this : let those voting: the aid and the 
Railroad Company receiving tliebonds, 
pay them. This plan would he just, 
there is no doubt. In; such case every 
man who voted for the issue o f  such 
bonds should in justice pay his portion 
thereof according as lvis property 
would bear proportion to the entire 
property of the Township* Then the 
Railroad company receiving these 
bonds should make the rest good to 
third parties in whose bands the bonds 
may now he held. We think this 
would he just, because it would cause 
no loss to honafide holders o f  the 
bonds, who; purchased them in good 
faith, and would also require those to 
pay them who worked to create them, 
the voters in their favor and the Rail­
road corporations to which they were 
to be donated. Thus those who were 
opposed to such issue and such aid 
would not he damaged, and those in 
favor of it would only have to pay 
such portion thereof as was their just 
share, while the recipients of the do­
nation would only secure less than 
they expected that amount which, i f  
they should receive it, would he forced 
by injustice from innocent hands*

Such a solution, however, of the 
railroad question is undoubtedly im­
practicable by means o f law or Con­
stitutional amendments. It could only 
be brought about on the principle of 
justice and mutual agreement. Such 
being the case, we see no other road 
open before us but to oppose the adop­
tion o f any amendment to our State 
Constitution that shall in anyway tend 
to fasten an injustice on any part of the 
people, by requiring them to yield 
their property, at tho voice o f  a ma­
jority, no matter liow large that ma­
jority may be, for the benefit o f a 
private object or corporation. The 
R eco r d  is therefore against the adop­
tion of the Amendment proposed by 
the Legislature at its extra session, 
and designated as “ Article 10-a— Of 
Railroads."

HOMESTEADS FOR SOLDIERS.
The following is the provision made 

by Congress at its late session, rela­
tive to Soldiers securing homesteads:

S ec . 25* A nt? be it further enacted. 
That every private soldier and officer who 
has' served in the army of the United 
States during the rebellion for ninety days, 
and remained loyal to the Government, and 
every seamen, marine and officer, or other 
person, who has; served in the navy of the 
United States, or in the marine corps or 
revenue during the rebellion for ninety 
days, and remained loyal to tho Govern­
ment, shall, on payment o f the fee or com­
mission to any Register or Receiver of any 
land office required by law, be entitled to  
enter one-quarter section of land, not min­
eral, of the alternate reserved sections of 
public works iu the United States, wher­
ever public lnnd3 have been, or may be 
granted by acts of Congress, and to re­
ceive a patent thereof under and by virtue 
o f the provisions of the act to secure 
homesteads to: actual settlers on the public 
domain, and the acts amendatory thereof, 
and on the terms and conditions therein pre- 
scribed; and all the provisions of said acts, 
except as herein modified, shall extend and 
bo applicable to entries under this act, and 
the Commissioner o f the General Land  
Office is hereby authorized to prescribe the 
necessary rules and regulations to carry 
this section; into effect, and determine all 
facts necessary therefor."

It will he seen the amount allowed 
to he entered is 160 acres, instead o f 
80 acres, as under law o f  Alay 20th, 
1861. The fee to be paid is §10.00, 
besides a commission on the price of 
the land o f  §2.50 per acre. It  is to 
bo understood the applicant will be­
come an actual settler on the lands en­
tered, with a view to cultivating them 
and making his; permanent home there­
on.

There is great rejoicing here to-day, min­
gled with “ wailing and gnashing of teeth.”  
Judge W .  T . Jones, the Republican candi­
date for delegate to Congress, is elected 
by a majority of 1G0 voices.

That was Mrs. Pickett, candidate for 
County Clerk, I  suppose that as the R e­
publicans moved upon the enemy, they 
thought they must keep the Pickett in 
advance.

The ladies, with few exceptions, Were 
brought to the polls in Carriages, and omni­
buses, deposited their ballots, and immedi­
ately stepped in again and were driven 
home. One incident of tho day was worth 
relating: T h e oldest woman— perhaps the 
oldest person— in Cheyenne, SO years of 
age, went to the polls and voted her first 
ballot. W h e n  she alighted from the buggy, 
the whole crowd surrounding the polls, 
Republicans and Democrats, took off their 
hats while she marched through and de­
posited her vote. W h en  she turned to go 
away, three cheers were called for, • and 
given so rousingly they were heard for 
several squares. She’ll be likely to remem­
ber her first ballot while she lives.

The ladies didn’ t all vote one, way, by 
any means. Undoubtedly the' majority 
voted the Republican ticket, but quite a 
sprinkling of them voted with the Demo­
crats. I t  would seem a little ungrateful not 
to have done so. But both parties had 
runners out with buggies, from morning 
till sundown, gathering up all the' ladies 
and fem ales that could be found.

Of course we did not expect any impro­
prieties on the part of the ladies.

A  Paris correspondent writes to the 
Timesi

“ There are those who think it possible 
that France would give up a portion of her 
fleet, pay the cost of the present war, raze 
the walls of Strasbourg and Metz, abolish 
conscription, and accept tlie limitation of 
the army as the price, o f peace, but no 
body believes she will cede a foot of terri­
tory.”

The latest advices from Paris show that 
the French know well that upon Stras­
bourg, Metz and Paris all hopes depend. 
I f  these fortressses can hold out. until wii - 
ter bus fully set in, time will have been 
gained for a firm consolidation of the ex­
isting government aud the reorganization 
o f the French army. I t  is quite posssible 
that tlie war will be protracted by the 
French into a slow and tedious campaign 
to be renewed by them next Spring, unless 
meanwhile a peace agreement can he en­
tered into.

P aris, Sept. 10 .— The Minister of AYar 
is in receipt of despatches from General 
Ulrich, commandant at Strasbourg. H e  
reports that the bombardment is constant 
and terrific. The city is badly damaged 
H e  has no idea o f surrendering.

F i.Orence, Sept, 16 .— A lter the 'occu­
pation of the Papal States, Italy will in 
stantly summon a national parliament to 
be chosen by universal suffrage.

L ondon, Sept. 16 .— A  despatch from
Milan reports a serious though brief en­
gagement six miles from. Rome. The Pa­
pal Zouaves lost 30 killed and 145 wound­
ed. The rest surrendered.

I t  is virtually certain that the Italian 
army reached Rome to-night.

It; is-believed that the H oly  See will ar­
range a concordant with the Italian Govern­
ment;.

S t . P etersburg,  Sept, 1C.— The Journ­
al ot this city, official organ, regrets the 
refusal o f the Prussian Government to 
treat only with the French Emperor for 
peace. The 'Journal says, as Napoleon 
cannot again reign in. France, he cannot 
enforce a  treaty.

Bouir.T.iox, Belgium, Sept. 16.— Mac 
Mahon, accompanied by General Cliazal, 
of the Belgian army, arrived here to day.

L ondon, Sept. IS— Evening.-— On Sat­
urday General Y in oy  made a reeonnois- 
sance from Paris, and found a force of 80,- 
000 Prussians posted at Creteil. A  skirm 
ish took place, in which the French lost 
'fifteen killed and thirty Wounded. A  can­
nonade followed, lasting two hours.

P aris, Sept. IS .— Advices from Tours, 
now the actual seat of the French G ov­
ernment, complain of frequent interrup­
tions o f mail and telegraphic intercourse 
with Paris and England.

A ll is quiet, but 
the German lines, .are firmly tightening in 
a semi-circle comprising Gravelotte, Ars, 
and Conrcelles, Preparations for shelling

P aris, Sept. 17-— Afternoon.— A  mes­
senger from the front and the K in g ’s head­
quarters; reports that Bismark and the 
K ing insist upon the permanent occupa­
tion by the Prussians of Strasbourg, and 

.Metz. Indemnity is not a question of so 
much consideration, hut .the other condi­
tion is absolute. - The Prussians intend be­
leaguering Paris, and are delaying opera­
tions, relying upon an insurrection against 
the provisional government.

Bismark says he Will negotiate for peace 
but not for’aii armistice'.

In the art of elegant leisure, and in, the 
art of wise trifling, our people are sadly 
deficient. "We are bred to business. "We 
are tempered,1 to high excitements., "We 
hardly know what to do with tranquility; 
W e begin to contrive how to make it ex­
citing. W e long to "make silence talk. 
W e stir up: quietness until we get a glow 
upon it. W e are forever “getting up” 
something for vacation amusements. It is 
riding, or rowing or picknicking, or some 
excursion, with its fringe and frill o f ex­
citement," W e have rest in a whirl, and 
tranquility in a buzz. W e want a friend 
or two in our solitude to take off its soli­
tariness. There 13 such a thing as exquis­
ite enjoyment in simple coneiousness of 
existence. But, few have either the per­
fect health or sweetness of soul which this 
demands. But if  that: much-neglected and 
much-abused faculty of imagination were 
trained from youth to clothe common, life 
with charms, how few would be without 
amusement, even in the moat straightened 
circumstances. Nature is lull of delight-, 
and motion and sounds and color—but 
men do not seem to enjoy these things.. 
Nature 13 full of mimic life audits life is full 
of strifes, pursuits; battles, peace, amity, 
and affection; but men do not care for 
insect life. Nature is full of grace and 
charming variety, of hue and shape, of 
contrast and analogy in her mineral garden; 
but then men do not care for botany. So 
then the great theatre is open, its scenes 
are shifted every hour; its actors are in­
numerable and inimitable, its orchestra full 
and tuneful; but men “ having eyes see 
not, and ears hear not.” They yawn aud 
Stretch, and, wish; they, had: something to 
do. To make much of little, to find reasons 
of interest in common things, to develop 
a, sensibility to mild enjoyments,, to inspire 
the imagination, to throw a charm: upon 
homely and familiar things, will constitute 
a man master of his: own happiness. How 
interesting trifles may become, one may 
see by reading Gowper’s letters, which for 
simple beauty have never been; surpassed in 
English epistolary literature.

The sovereignty of a free will
allows no superior. A  man is not made, 
like an ox, to hold his, head, down; but to 
hold it up. But, in looking up, he finds 
he is not at the head: of the series. There 
is one above him. That one is one nobler 
than he. It is even a dictate of his to bow 
to him, for he is infinitely worthy. Loyalty 
to him is absolutely necessary to his de­
velopment, for he is not complete until he 
worships and says, “Our Father.”

"We step up to a higher plane; to observe 
the moral yoke. This is the restraint 
which a man puts, on himself under the 
law of duty; It is by the control of the 
lower that the higher nature acquires its 
freedom. No man puts it on for him ; he 
yokes himself. How closely it shall fit is 
a matter for each individual to decide. He 
may need to make a covenant with his 
eyes, as Job did. He may he required to 
check his curiosity. Doddridge would not 
allow himself to read a hook that; did not. 
fall in with his line of culture.. In others 
there may he special need of restraining a 
wild, roving fancy and to bend themsleves 
to the practicalities of life.. Some find it 
profitable to hem themselves about with 
hedges of resolution to secure: the higher 
freedom of the spirit. The wild, courses of 
passion must in some way be held in check, 
for they are good servants but terrible 
masters. They will drive us, if we do not 
drive them. The world is full of such 
slaves;—men yoked to tyrant habits that 
give: them no rest. They are dragging 
the burden of a shattered body along a 
tiresome road, ready at any moment to 
drop into an untimely grave.

Tbe Drunkard Saved.
I  had, known his family for a long time. 

Has wife and children were respectable, 
and he himself appeared very well hut for 
his intemperate habits. Six years; ago he 
was a church member, hut he had fallen 
entirely away. For two years past I have: 
been especially laboring and praying for 
bis conversion; carrying him the best tracts 
I  could get, and beseeching him to forsake 
his sins and believe in Christ. His dissi­
pation had undermined his health, yet there 
were no tokens of a near approach of death, 
and neither my tracts nor* my exhortations 
ever seemed to make the least impression 
on him. But a flew tract on temperance 
so faithfully portrayed the eternal misery 
of the drunkard, that he immediately 
resolved not to taste another drop of, the 
accursed poison. It was evident that the 
good Spirit had set his sins in order before 
him, and for two or three weeks he sought 
with deep earnestness for a new heart. 
And. prayer was continually offered in his 
behalf. I  saw one morning; as: soon as I  
entered the room, that he was a changed 
man. And sure enough, he had obtained, 
a joyful hope of sins forgiven and heart 
renewed. And a few weeks after, he- was 
unexpectedly called away by death, but 
departed in the assurance of hope. ■
