A m ong the countless throngs who 
daily pass and repass Trinity church, 
how m any know that Avithin a few feet 
of that croAvded thoroughfare of Broad- 
Avay, is a grave Avhich covers all that 
remains o f a once beautiful and fasci­
nating woman, the record of Avhose 
sorrows has dirnned the eyes o f thous­
ands? H o date o f birth, no indica­
tion o f family, and no date o f death 
appear on the stone that covers the 
grave of Charlotte Temple, Avhose. 
tragic story, once theme of every cir­
cle, is probably knoAvn to the greater 
number o f our young readers.

The most beautiful g ir l in  N ew  
Y o rk — so it is claimed— she attracted 
the attention o f  a you ng  officer, a 
mem ber o f  one o f  E ngland ’s oldest 
and proudest families, Avho, Avith his 
regim ent, entered the c ity  when the 
B ritish  occupied  N ew  Y ork , after the 
battle o f  L on g  Island. Charlotte, 
then on ly  seventeen, Avas w ooed and 
Aron b y  the dashing you n g  officer. H e  
deserted her, and then— the o ld  story 
— she soon after died o f  a broken 
heart. A  little daughter w hich she 
le ft  was tenderly  cared for , at a prop­
er age taken to E ngland and a fortune

present L ord  Stanley. She, like a 
true daughter o f  a true -woman, re­
turned to N ew  Y o rk  and erected tho 
m oim m ent that mow m arks the moth­
er’s grave."

To Cover a steep Rank with Grass.
The following method is recommended 

by a German horticultural association: 
Fqr each square rod to be planted, take 
half a pound o f laAvn grass, and m ix it in­
timately and thoroughly Avith about bix 
cubic feet of good • dry garden earth, and 
loam. This is placed in a tub aud to it 
liquid manure, diluted with about two- 
thirds o f water, is added and well stirred 
in so as to bring the whole to the consis­
tency o f mortar.
' The slope is to be cleaned off aud made 
perfectly smooth and then Avatered, after 
which the paste just mentioned is to be 
applied with a trowel and made as even 
and thin as possible. Should it crack by 
exposure to the air, it is to be again water­
ed and smoothed up, day by day, until the 
grass makes its appearance which will be 
in from eight to fourteen days, and the 
whole declivity will soon he covered b y  a 
close carpet o f green.

THE RAILROAD QUESTION.
The Railroad, question, involving 

the adoption or rejection o f the pro­
posed ConstitutionalAmendment, does 
.not in the least enter into the present 
contest, as a political issue. There 
are many o f the wisest and best men, 
o f  both political parties, occupying 
different sides o f the railroad issue. 
While one Republican may vote one 
way, another may vote directly oppo­
site on this question. And so o f D em -; 
oeratic voter?. Some will vote one 
way and some will vote another. The 
question is, therefore, one o f general 
interest, and not of party policy. 
While the R ecord  opposes the amend­
ment, we know good Republicans who 
favor it. Shall we,, therefore, throw 
our influence against such men. We 
say no, never. It makes no difference, 
where any man stands, who is running 
for office, on this question. It  is not 
the province o f  any man to settle the 
issue. The people have that to do, 
and w ill  do it irrespective o f party.

But why does it inako no difference 
where candidates for office stand on 
the question 1 Simply because the 
■people have the settlement o f  the mat­
ter, either by tlio adoption or rejection 
o f  the amendment. I f  they adopt it, 
then the members o f  the Legislature 
are bound to carry out the Constitu­
tional provision thus adopted by the 
people, or forfeit them honor. It makes 
no difference where they may person­
ally stand, or what their personal 
preferences may be. They go up to 
Lansing under instructions, by the 
vote o f the people on the railroad is­
sue, and they will not dare to set at 
defiance that will expressed so emphat­
ically at the ballot box. On the oth­
er hand, i f  the amendment is rejected 
by  the the people, which we believe 
will be the case by an overwhelming 
majority, then the members o f the 
Legislature can do nothing. The 
people having rejected the amendment, 
and the Supreme Court having decided 
against the Constitutionality o f Rail­
road aid by taxation, what, we ask, 
ean the Legislature d o t  Nothing, 
just nothing. And where, we ask, is 
the member o f that body who would 
dare oppose the will o f the people, if 
he could, in the face o f their decision 
at the ballot box, and in the face of 
the Supreme Court decision V

I t  matters not, then, to the voters, 
o f  either the Republican or Demo­
cratic parties, what the private senti­
ments o f their respective candidates 
may he, on the railroad issue. Not­
withstanding we are opposed to the 
Amendment, and trust both Republi­
cans and Democrats will overwhelm­
ingly vote it down, yet* i f  we knew 
any or all o f  the candidates were in 
favor o f  Railroad Aid, and would vote 
in favor o f the adoption o f the amend­
ment- at the polls, we should still vote 
for  them, knowing that after the 
question was settled by the people, 
that they (the candidates) axe too 
honorable men to do otherwise than 
carry out the will o f the people as ex­
pressed at the ballot box. Even if  
they should desire to do differently, 
(wmch is not supposable) they have 
no power to do so. Let no Republi­
can voter o f Berrien County for a 
moment, then, trouble himself as to 
where this candidate or that candidate 
stands on the Railroad question. But 
rather let every voter in the County, 
who is opposed to Railroad Aid by 
Taxation, in any shape or form, vote 
solidly against the proposed Railroad 
Amendment to the Constitution. Let 
the opposition to this measure see that 
every vote is cast on this question, as 
well as that every Republican voter 
is at the polls, and votes for the- sev­
eral candidates on his ticket.

THE WAR.
From the latest advices from the 

Eranco-Prussian war, the prospects 
for peace seem no nearer than they 
did a week ago. It seems that mat­
ters are getting more and more mixed 
up. The Republic o f Prance is not 
in a condition to guarantee a pcaco 
satisfactory to Prussia. And even 
Prussia seems to care but little wheth­
er peace is concluded or not, at pres­
ent. Bismark is determined to press 
ihe advantages gained by the Germans 
so as, he says, to secure a lasting 
poace.

O f late, however, the Drench ap­
pear to have been gaining some little 
advantages, but not sufficient to war­
rant any hopes o f a settlement o f the 
difficulty, on any other than Bismark’s 
terms o f  peace, except by the inter­
ference o f  other powers. This seems 
to be tbe one hope that impels the 
present authorities o f Prance to hold 
out as long- as possible. A  rumor 
comes, that Napoleon with Bazainc in 
Metz may yet inaugurate a peace 
movement, which may put entirely a 
different phase on the contest. It is 
evident from the most reliable infor­
mation that the Drench people arc in 
a  very unsettled condition, and ready 
for almost any kind o f a government 
that can offer any guarantees for the 
security o f  France. It is utterly im­
possible to predict what the end o f  the 
present struggle will he.

I f  Russia’s warlike preparations 
are designed for  operations against 
Prussia, then Prance may have hopes 
o f  saving all her territory, but i f  Rus­
sia means hostilities in the direction 
o f  Turkey, then the sooner Prance 
accept terms o f peace the better. The 
world' awaits with anxiety the solution 
Of this problem.

IT STILL CONTINUES.
No one fact speaks so.loudly to the 

people o f  the nation in praise o f the 
Republican administration as the con­
stant reduction o f the public debt.

: 979,921.25. It was; reduced in 1867 
: $78,678.55 ; in 1S6S, §2S7,1 6 4 .21 ; in 

18:69, $570,500 ; and in 1S70; up to Sep­
tember 15th, $647,050,— a total reduction 
in three, years and ten months; of $1,583,- 
392. The bonded debt- September loth, 
1S70, was $2,396,639.25, or less than 
$S,000 more than it was November 30th, 
1860, before the commencement o f the 
war.

Financially, the progress of the State 
and Nation toward renewed and sound; 
prosperity was never more: promising: than 

: now. Within eighteen months one-fifteenth 
i o f  the entire national debt; has been paid, 

and within less than four years more than 
: one-third o f the State debt. The propor­

tionate reduction will be greatly increased: 
in the future, as more than $11,000,000 is: 
saved annually on tbe: interest o f the na­
tional debt, and more than, $114,000 an­
nually in  interest upon the State debt.

Parties are to be judged by their record. 
That record of itself is no reason w hy

jn State or National Governments., They 
support free: trade, which cannot be adopt­

ed without bringing tho W ages of tho 
American laborer down to the European 
standard.

E ditor B errien Co. R ecord,— Dear 

Sir:— Although some time has passed 
since a communication has been sent by 
me to the; R ecord;  yet it has not been 
disregarded or its columus unread. On­
ward is the watchword o f Kansas. A  
tide o f em migration is pouring int i this 
State that excels anything in the past. 
The emmigration; o f last year is estimated 
at 100,000, and 2,000 homesteads aggre­
gating 320,000 acres have been entered, 
and 2So,027 acres have been disposed of 
under the pre-emption and other laws, and 

| still they come more than ever; and yet 
there is room to make bargains in buying 

: land, and for those that cannot buy to get 
i homesteads.

To show the readers of the R ecord 
what Kansas is doing, a few statistics may 
be interesting. W e  have to-day over 
1,000 miles of railroad completed, 300 
miles in process of construction, and about 
600 projected. There are in Kansas 1707 
organized school districts, with 1213 school 
houses, and some 92,517 children of school 
age. In  addition to two Normal Schools, 
a State University,, and an Agricultural 
College, there are sixteen denominational 
sohools and colleges. Ten daily, and fifty 
weekly newspapers and four monthlies are 
published.

The Texas cattle trade is an enormous 
thing in this State. A  gentleman who 
lives near one o f  tho western trails, told 
me not long since that it was no uncom­
mon occurrence to see 10,000 head.pass in 
a day, and .that from four to five thousand 
was the average number that pass.

Illinois, farmers buy large quantities o f 
stock here; to stall feed in that State, One 
man has just driven out irom an adjoining 
county 900 head for that purpose. Stock 
raising and cattle dealing is destined to be 
a great business in this State, W ith 
Texas on the South, with its enormous 
herds to supply us in tho Spring, and Illi­
nois on the East, so extensive in the pro­
duction o f  grain to demand stock for W in ­
ter feeding, there can be no doubt but that 
this; will be a great business in Kansas.

W e  arc to have a railroad through our 
county, making our county seat (Cotton­
wood Falls) a point. It is to be com­
pleted in a few months. Business is live­
ly. A  bridge is being built across the 
Cottonwood River, at the Falls. A  num­
ber o f new houses are going up, and every­
body is trying to reap some benefit from 
the excitement. W e  have been having 
some very heavy rains lately, and the 
streams are so high that the stages and the 
mail are quite irregular.

Among other news items from this lo­
cality, a Buffalo hunt is projected and a 
party being made up to engage in the 
sport. It  is about 75 miles from here to 
the border of the plains where they roam. 
They are not as wild as many other ani­
mals, and more easily shot; but the hunt­
er who shoots one, is in peril, if in sight 
o f  the herd. I f  a herd can be caught near 
a clump of timber, so that a hunter can 
shoot from a secluded place, he can kill as 
many as he pleases. A  friend of mine 
shot fifteen, without scarcely moving from 
Ms tracks. H e shot down a calf first; at 
this the others set up a hideous bellowing 
and roaring; and he kept shooting until all 
were lulled.

Sometimes buffalo hunting is dear sport. 
A  party went from this neighborhood, a 
few years ago, on a hunt, late in the sea­
son., A  heavy snow storm came on, they 
lost their direction, and traveled two or 
three days, and nights, without fire or sleep. 
W hen the sun came out, so that they 
could get their direction, they struck out 
for the nearest point o f timber, felled a 
large tree,' made a fire; hung up their 
clothes to dry, and laid down to sleep. 
They were so exhausted and slept so 
soundly, that their coats, blankets, boots; 
shoes and, provisions, placed around the 
fire to dry, caught fire and burned up, 
They were obliged to make moccasins lor 
their feet out o f  buffalo skins, aud to wrap 
themselves in the Mdes they had with 
them; and thus they came home. Some 
of them have not asked to go buffalo hunt­
ing since.

DEATH OF THE DUKE OF NASSAU.
The Duke of Nassau was killed on the 

24th, while riding with the King o f Prus­
sia and staff from Rheims to Chalons, for 
the purpose o f conferring with Prince 
Frederick Charles. In the thickest part 
o f the woods there suddenly rang out a 
double volley of musketry from an ambus­
cade o f Francs-Tireurs. The third carriage, 
containing the Duke and staff was riddled 
with bullets. O ne ' o f the aides-de-camp 
was instantly killed, another mortally 
wounded, and the Duke also. The fifth 
carriage, containing the King was Struck 
by several balls. N o one was hurt. The 
woods were scoured by cavalry without 
any result. The Duke died on Sunday.

T ours, Oct. 2— General Ulsich arrived 
here last night. H e was met at the city 
gates by the Ministers and an immense 
crowd o l people, and escorted to the Arch- 
episcopal Palace, where he is installed as a 
public guest.

The occupation o f Strasbourg by  the 
Germans was solemnized on the 30th by 
religious services in the Ghurch o f St. 
Thomas.

The Germans took 170 guns, valued at 
2,000,000 francs, property in the bank es­
timated at 8,000,000 francs, and an im­
mense amount of munitions and clothing.

On W ednesday there was heavy fight­
ing at Metz, near Oolombegars and Lagu- 
eneny.

Torus, Oct. 2 — The government issued 
a proclamation to-day in which, referring 
to the change in the day appointed for the 
election to the Constituent assembly, they 
explain that the earlier date, October 16, 
was decided on with a view to facilitating 
negotiations for an armistice. The govern­
ment boasts that the courage o f  the 
defenders of Paris, aided by events outside, 
may bring deliverance before then, but 
should the situation remain unchanged, 
the Assembly,will inspire the army and 
nation with lresh hope and courage.

L ondon, Oct. 2— A  despatch says that 
for three days Cannonading has been heard 
in the direction of Pont-a-Mouson.

The Diplomatic Corps have resolved to 
make an attempt to communicate with 
Count Bismark, to ask for twenty-four 
hours’ notice before bombardment com­
mences, and to obtain permission to. leave 
tbe city.

L o n d o n , Oct. 2— The Prussian Embas­
sy hero has received no official information 
o f the shooting o f the Duke o f Nassau.

Cholera is raging among 'the German 
troops at Chalons, and malignant, typhus 
at Rheims. The infested districts are sur­
rounded by a sanitary cordon. The suffer­
ing garrisons comprise only a few thousand.

Letters from at Paris, 24th, say the 
government is unanimous against peace. 
The party which was ready to accept the 
dismantling ot Metz and Strasbourg, find­
ing that the Prussians refuse those condi­
tions, support the war,

B e r l in , Oct. 2— A  royal decree is 
issued ordering those districts o f France 
occupied by the armies o f Germany, and 
not included in the jurisdictions of the gov­
ernments of Alsace and Lorraine, to sub­
mit to the Grand Duke of Mecklenburg- 
Schwerin, as Governor.

Negotiations hays been completed with 
Bavaria and Wurtemburg. The Legation 
Counsellor, Bucher, was ' summoned .to 
headquarters yesterday to c(raw a eompaqt .

in proper form. The terms are agreed on 
for a future German union. .

S t . P etersdurg , Oct. 2 — The budget 
o f the Russian Government, for 1871, 
shows no deficit, and. this is pointed tq as 
an evidence that the intentions of tho Czar 
are pacific.

L ondon, Oct. 2—-A Tribune corres-. 
pondent at St, Petersburg telegraphs, Sept. 
26, that to quiet rumor the government 
announces, semi-officially, that it will per­
sist in its policy o f neutrality, and that a 
Turkish war would have no connection 
with the present conflict.

Ignatieff the Prussian Minister to Con­
stantinople, has arrived here. There is a ■ 
constant movement o f troops. Regiments 
and: cannons are daily passing through the 
city. The newspapers are unanimous in 
urging a settlement of the eastern question 
and the; abrogation o f the treaty of Paris. 
Diplomatists say Gortschakoff is resolved 
to speedily upset it. This resolution has 
probably been peaceably arrived at be- • 
tween Gortschakoff and Bismark.

L ondon, Oct. 3.— Later advices from 
the Prussian headquarters around Paris 
show that the army is quietly closing in 
around the city. They have made no ef­
forts thus tar to bombard.

B asle, Oct. 3.— The Prussians, with 
the aid o f electric lights, were all last 
night crossing,the Rhine at Mulhausen.

T ours, Oct. 3.— News from Metz 
again confirms the reports of the excellent 
condition o f Bazaine’s army.

N e w  Y ork, Oct. 3.— The Times'. Lon­
don correspondent telegraphed 'last night 
as follows:

“ The proclamation of the. government 
delegation at Tours, ordering the elections 
to take place on the 16 of October, gives 
great satisfaction here, and promises to 
give a new direction to the apparently 
hopeless current of French affairs, and 
will have the effect of depriving Bismark 
of the pretext that there is no government 
to treat with capable of giving guarantees; 
for this failing to listen to reason will in­
sure vigorous support to the measures pf 
the administration from all parts of the 
country, and reverse the grief o f the de­
moralized1 but gallant French people.”

V ienna, Oct. 3.—T he Review ol this 
morning says the alarming news about 
Russian war preparation is untrue. Gen­
eral Ignatieff is still at Constantinople. 
Russia makes no war movements what­
ever. The relations between Russia and 
Austria leave nothine to be desired.

L ondon, Oct. 3.— The Times-, this
morning, has an important correspondence 
from St. Petersburg, which announces that 
it is generally assumed within imperial cir­
cles at St. Petersburg that the Russian 
Government will shortly propose to the 
great powers the revision o f the treaty of 
1S56.

London, Oct. 4.—-Paris letters received to 
day say the Prussians threaten Pont du Jour.

The bombardment o f the city from the west 
is imminent.

All windows have been filled with hags of 
earth, and watchmen have boon stationed on 
Notre Dame to look out for fifes.

Tours, Oct 4.—An encounter recently oc­
curred between a French reconnoitering party 
and the enemy, at Nech’s farm, north of Paris. 
No result is given.

London, Oct. 4.— A  Now York Times corres­
pondent writing from Paris says: “ Judgingfrom 
present indications I  think the Prussians will 
walk into Paris at the first Serious attack. No 
works Constructed o f stone ean stand against 
Krupp’s cannon at a rango at which tiro beieg- 
ers, owing to their recent advances, can place 
them.”

NkufcRtjeau, Oct . 3 , via Tours, Oct. 4.— It 
is rumored here that the body of Yon Moltkc 
was in the lead coffin which recently passed 
through Toni. Yon Moltkc is a native of ileck- 
lenbnrg.

Nantes, Oat. 4.— It is known that a great Gen­
eral died recently at Rheims, and is Supposed 
from tho fact that the persons who took care of 
him were menaced with death i f  they divulged 
the seeret to have been General Moltko.

A  New York Tribune correspondent, before 
Mot-/., October 8, says : A  Prussian battery at 
Loungueil, in front of St. Germaine, destroyed, 
with shells, tho French bridge across the 
Moselle.

Shells were fired into the village o f Moul les 
Metz.

Last night the Prussians made a dash into 
the village of Nouilly, in front of tho French 
position, and wholly consumed it.
