business far more lucrative, compara-
. tively, than any other, and that they
should so increase in wealth and influ-
ence as to exercise a controling influ-
ence in the legislation of laws and de-
cisions of courts, and the people should
all cry out in one voice for protection
| for themselves and the country from
| the fearful monopoly—then we should
sey that the Legislature would be do-
ing its duty to -prescribe by law the

Railroad companies, common-carri-
ers, warehousemen and inn-keepers,
' on a tender to them of their reasona-
