T a g  SEW TE31PEB&KCE LAW.
In this issue we publish in fag the 

new law passed by the late Legisla­
ture, relative to the manufacture and 
sale o f  intoxicating liquors. Many 
of its provisions are eminently wise 
and proper, but some, wefeai*, are 
otherwise. We think, however, tho 
greatest difficulty with this law will be 
that o f its enforcement. This lias 
been the case with all stringent pro­
hibitory liquor laws. The provisions 
may he good, hut i f  they are not en­
forced they are fruitless. In some 
places, however, this new law will 
doubtless be enforced, while in others 
it will not. Where its enforcement is 
most to be desired, in cities and villa­
ges where the traffic is carried on re­
gardless of law, it  will fail of that 
moral support requisite to the enforce­
ment of any law. The provision au­
thorizing the recovery of all payments 
for liquors by the party paying the 
same, his wife or any of his children, 
or his parent, guardian, husband or 
employer,.is just what ought to he. 
It gives the wronged party some means 
of redress. Also the provision allow­
ing any one injured by any intoxica­
ted person, to recover damages there­
for from the parties selling or giving 
liquor to such intoxicated person, will 
doubtless work a reform in some lo­
calities at least. The provision ma­
king persons leasing buildings for the 
sale o f intoxicating liquors jointly lia­
ble for any damage equally with the 
person selling or giving away intoxi­
cating liquor therein, will make prop­
erty owners a little careful about rent­
ing their buildings for drinking sa­
loons.

Let the readers of the Record read 
carefully the provisions of the law ; 
and especially those who rent build­
ings for the sale of intoxicating liquors 
therein, and also every wife who suf­
fers from the neglect of a drunken 
husband, and all parents who have 
sons who spend their time and money 
for whisky. I t  would be well i f  all, 
in any way interested, would preserve 
the law for future reference.

FRANCE.

Our dispatches indicate that tho Yer- 
sailles government is getting thebetter 
of the Paris Commune. The success 
of the Thiers government is not yet 
assured$ and was it not that the Gor­
man interests require the continuation 
in power of the Tersailles (Thiers) 
government, we should have but little 
hopes of its continuation for any 
length of time. As it is the German 
interest is allied with the authorities 
of Versailles, the government with 
which peace was concluded.

Thera has been some bloody work 
between the contending parties, or the 
government and the Paris rebels. And 
to. us, i t  appears that the Germans 
ought to interfere and put a stop to 
the further and useless effusion of 
blood,' This, thus far, they have stead­
ily  refused to do. I t, however, begins 
to look different, and we shall not be 
much surprised i f  within a few weeks 
the German forces assist in the main­
tenance of the Versailles government. 
In  fact the Thiers government, at 
present, seems to be the only hope of 
France*

It is enough to make th6*heart ache 
to  look at the condition of France, 
ghe wasted treasure, and immense sac­
rifice of. life; by both Germany and 
France, and then think that the 
ambition of Napoleon is at the bot-

Our Missouri Letter.
Shelbina, April 17, 1871.

E ditors Record :—As I  have seen 
no correspondence from this State, 
perhaps it would interest the readers 
of the Record to hear from Missouri 
occasionally. "We are living in the 
country about four milsB south of 
Shelbina, near Crooked Creek, and I  
think as pleasant a place as: I  ever 
lived in, north or south. The old 
rebel element is not dead yet. There 
is an antipathy against Northern men, 
(or Yankees as they call them.) First, 
they inquire what your politics are; 
then, was you in the Federal, army, 
and i f  you- carried a gun. I f  you 
answer Yes, to these questions, they 
will frown and use you with contempt. 
I f  a  man wears a blue soldier coat, 
that decides all, they say—that tells 
what he is. There are hut few of 
them hero, but they, are poison to the 
Yankees. They have killed two col­
ored men, since I  came here. One 
was found hanging on a tree, near 
Salt River, and the other one was 
shot and instantly killed; I  saw him 
myself. Another was shot dead 
while in his buggy, a short time be­
fore I  came here, by a youth of South­
ern chivalry. Those that were Un­
ion men during tho war, are good, and 
law-abiding citizens. I  will probably 
say more about these Ku-IClux, after 
I  get better acquainted. It is a little 
rougher than I  expected. I  don’t 
wan't to go any further South, at 
any rate. I f  any of my Democratic 
friends doubt the veracity of this, let 
them come down South with a blue 
coat on. I  have one, but I  would not 
wear it after dark, or in the woods, 
for fear I  might he found hanging, on 
a limb, or in the creek with a stone to 
my neck. The wheat crop is looking 
splendid. There are fields of growing 
wheat as high as a man’s hoot tops. 
There is much of the corn planted, 
oats looking well, and a prospect off 
an abundant fruit crop of all kinds. 
The trees were white ten days ago, 
and still continue to bloom. The 
■woods are green, and vegetation is as 
green as. it  is in the middle of May in 
Michigan.

; first States in the Union, for grain or 
stock growing, or fruit raising of all 
kindB. There is plenty of timber and 
coal. Farmers have the best fences 
here that I  have seen for many years 
in any State.- The weather is very 
warm and pleasant—splendid for 
farming. We have had fine weather 
since the twelfth of March; no snow, 
but throe light frosts. Since the mid­
dle of March, we have had two very 
warm days—tho 6th and 7th insts. 
On Monday, the 10th inst., tho wind 
blew very hard all day, the damage 
was a few fences blown down on the 
prairie; no rain nor snow, as you had 
in Michigan. Oorn is in good demand 
at 40 cents per bushel; wheat, 01.25; 
flour, 03.80 per . hundred; potatoes, 
40 cents per bushel; milch cows, from 
080 to 050 each, etc. Cattle live 
well here, running on the commons: 
They have got their living, since, tho 
first of March. In my next, I  will 
say something about schools, meetings, 
etc. Yours, as ever, J. Q.

North Carolina and Ku-Klnxtsut.
We should not be surprised, nor 

put out of humor,-at the introduction 
in Congress of Ku-Klux bills or

The New Liquor Law.
Fectk-s  1. $he Peoph of the Suite of 

Michigan, fivKt% Thar r̂ctiODs 1682 and 
I8U3 of the Compii-d Laws, being sections 
2 and 3 of the Rat entitled "On the tnanu- 
ffurutv a»«t sale of intoxicating drinks as a 
bever«g» ” approved Feb. 3,1855, be and 
the siinv nre hereby amended so ns to 
read as follows:

(1661) Sec. 2. All payments tor such 
liquors hereafter sold in violation of law 
shall be considered as having been receiv­
ed without consideration, and against, law 
and equity, and: any money or other prop 
erty paid therefor may be recovered back 
by the person so paving the same, his wife 
or any of his children, or his parent, guard­
ian, husband or employer, and. all sales, 
transfers; grants, releases, quit claims, sur­
renders, mortgages, pledges attachments 
of real or personal estate, and liens and 
securities thereon, of whatever name or 
nature, and all contracts or agreemer 
relating thereto, hereafter made, the con­
sideration whereof, either in whole or in 
part, shall have been the sale or agree­
ment to sett any such liquor shall be utter­
ly  null and; void against all persona and 
lit all cases, excepting only as against the 
holders of negotiable securities or the pur­
chasers of property who may have paid 
therefor a fair price and received the same 
upon a 'valuable and fair consideration 
without notice or knowledge of such ille­
gal consideration; nor 9hatt any- suit at 
la w or in equity be had or maintained upon 
any contract or agreement whatever, here; 
alter made, the, consideration whereof 
shall be either wholly or in part the sale 
of such liquors in violation of law, except­
ing only when such suit is brought by a 
bona fide holder of negotiable .paper, or 
purchase of property without notice, nor 
shall any demand ariaing upon any such 
contract or agreement whatever, 'be offer­
ed or allowed as a set-off or defense in any 
action. That every wife, child, parent, 
guardian, husband or other person who 
shall be injured in person, property, means 
of support or otherwise, by any intoxica- 
ea; person, or by reason of the intoxication 
of any person, shall have a right of action 
in his or her own name against any per­
son or persons who shall, by selling or 
giving any intoxicating liquor or otherwise 
who have caused or contributed to the in­
toxication of such person or persons; and 
in any such action the plaihtiff shall have 
a right to recover actual and exemplary 
damages. And the owner or lessee, or 
person or persons, renting or leasing any 
building or premises, having knowledge 
that intoxicating -liquors are to be sold 
therein at retail as a beverage, shall be 
liable severally or jointly, with the person 
sp selling or giving intoxicating liquors, 
a3 aforesaid. And In every action by 
auy wife, husband, parent or.child, gener­
al reputation ot the relati&n of husband and 
wife, parent and child, shall be Prima 

facie evidence of such relation, and the 
amount recovered by every wife or child 
shall be his or her sole and separate prop 
erty. Any sale or gift of intoxicating 
liquors by the lessee of any premises, re 
suiting in damage, shall, at the option of 
the lessor, work a forfeiture’of his lease; 
and the circuit court in chancery may 
enjoin the snle or giving away of intoxica­
ting liquors by any lessee of premises 
which may result in loss, damage or lia­
bility to the lessor or any person claiming 
under such lessor.

(1663) Sec. 3. If; any person by him­
self, his clerk, agent, or servant, shall, di­
rectly or indirectly, sell or keep for sale, 
contrary to law, and such liquor, he shall 
forfeit and pity, on the first: conviction, 325 
and the costs o£ suit or prosecution, and 
shall be at once committed to the common 
jail of the county until the same be paid. 
On the second conviction for .the like 
offense, ho shall forfeit nud pay- 350 and 
the costs of suit or prosecution, aud shall 
be committed as aforesaid until the same 
be iiaid. On the third and every subse­
quent conviction, he ahalT-forfeit and pay 
8100 and costs, aud shall, in addition to 
such forfeiture, be imprisoned in such jail 
not loss than three or more than, six 
months:; Provided, That on a first or sec. 
ond conviction, such person shall not be 
Gommitte-rl for more than three months 
from the date of the conviction : Provided, 
That it slmil in no case be any defense 
that the person has before bean convicted 
ono or more times, but he may bo prosecu­
ted at any time,, or auy number of times, 
as lor a first offense, if the several pro3ecu; 
tious are for distinct offenses. Any per­
son who shall be drunk or intoxicated in 
auy hotel, tavern, inn, saloon or placo of 
public business, or in any assemblage of 
people called together for any purpose, or 
in any street, lane, alley, highway or rail­
way car, by drinking intoxicatiug liquor, 
shall, on conviction thereof,. be punished 
by a fine of §5 and the cost of prcsecu-. 
ti.on, or be punished by imprisonment in ■ 
the common jail of thecoimtynofc exceed­
ing 2D days, or by both such fin's and .-im­
prisonment in the discretion of the court.

Frank Blair on the Constitutional 
Amendments.

Mr. Frank Blair has recently attempted 
to reconcile his revolutionary iitierancea 
with the prudence and moderation by 
which some sagacious Democratsare. try­
ing to cool down- the "red hot" men in 
their party.

They 
report tlfSt""Thiers' refused to discuss the 
question1 of u .treaty,, lint was ready to 
guarantee a continuanc& of the Republic 
and accede municipal franchise 
upon a plan to be elaborated by 
sembly. Tic- was also willing to allow the 
organization of theNarional Guard ofPari3, 
which should take the place of and exclude 
the army from the city; but he refused to 
recognise the beligerency of the Commune, 
or enter into' any negotiations for peace or 
even an armistice.

Paris, April 1-5.—Yesterday shells felt 
in the avenue iVageram, also many rifle 

•bulleta. Many tradesmen in the avenue 
Des Ternes are wounded, and a sencral : 
exodus from that quarter of the city is 
taking place. Crowds are demanding 
passports to leave Paris, now that the 
price is reduced to half a- franc. Hundreds' 
are disappointed. The streets leading 
from Porte Maillot are 'in ruins. Issy and 
Vanvres are firing small bombs, Which 
splinter into thirty pieces and are terribly 
destructive. The: Socialist Republicans 
are making great efforts to secure the 
return of their candidates.

P a r i s , April 16.—Desperate fighting 
' has been going on, resulting in victories: 
for the Commune. It is reported that five 
consecutive attacks made upon Vanvres 
were repulsed with great slaughter. The 
losses of the Government .troops were 
.dreadful. At Neuilly the combat was 
fierce, hut the Communists gained ground 
steadily. Their hopes are now raised to 
the highest: pitch.

London, April 16, evening.—Dispatch­
es from Versailles deny that the insurgents 
took 400 prisoners yesterday, and- declare 
no important military events has taken 
place. They say the insurgents in the 
forts waste their ammunition by firing at 
night to no purpose. On Saturday night, 
though they kept up a continual cannon­
ade, only one Versaillist was Wounded.

N e w  Y ork, April 15.-—A  dispatch 
from Versailles, on Thursday evening, 
says: “An effort has been made by two 
commanders of the National Guards- to 
betray to' the Versailles Government two- 
of the city.gates fur 350;000 francs each. 
Similar offers have been made by some 
leading men with regard to the delivery of 
Issy and Vavres for 1,000.000 francs each. 
Thiers declined-these propositions.

All insurgente taken prisoners are sent, 
to Brest. A party of them on their way 
murdered one of their guardB, and eight 
of them were shot for it, next day.

Pabis, April 14, evening.—The Church 
Saint Roche has been sewed by the Na­
tionals and the people ejected. A crowd 
collected, and a woman denounced a man 
attired in plain clothes as a priest. She 
Was beaten terribly. This is the first sign 
ofrenction in "favor of the priests.

Paris, April 17—The Communists, 
after a seyere battle, occupied the whole 
of Neuilly, capturing all the enemy's artil­
lery and two flags. The enemy also lost 
2,000 men in killed and wounded, and 500 
prisoners. The loss of the Communes 
was about the same. Valerein is now 
bombarding Neuilly.

The Germans are massing heavy bodies 
of troops, and give many other proofs of 
an intention to interfere. The Prussian 
officers at St. Denis say they are to occu­
py Paris. A  special correspondent of the 
Tribune, at S t Denis, had an interview 
with Gen. Pope, commanding the first di 
vision of the Prussian army, on Monday. 
He say9: “My Instructions are to be very 
strict with the insurgents, and to give, the 
Government all facilities.”

.Dissatisfaction  ̂exists among the French 
troops. They are ready to protect the 
Assembly but not to attack Paris. More 
than half the soldiers returning -from Ger­
many are sent home, because they are re­
garded as untrustworthy, The'five hun­
dred million francs due April I, are known 
to be ready at Versailles, but payment is 
delayed because the German troops, on 
the payment of this installment of the war 
indemnity, would then retire toward 
Eheims.

A dispatch from Versailles says-: “The 
Prussians have agreed to stop the revictu­
aling of Paris by way of St. Denis. The 
insurgents now occupy the greate'r part of 
the woods of Golomhes, beyond Asnieres.

“Bismarck, in a note to the Versailles 
Government, admits the Tight of Marshal 
McMahon to occupy, with the French 
troops, the- ground around Paris, made 
neutral by the stipulations of the prelimi­
nary treaty of peace. .

“A report that the city is about to be 
invested by the Versaitlists and the Prus­
sians, jointly, Causes great excitement. 
The barricades on the Rue Castiglione 
have been demolished' and large works 
erected at Batignoilee, Belleville, and 
Montmartre,
