fering. His legs were wedged in with
stone, and he found himself unsgble to
moye his body, He heard plainly persons

{ at work above, and their conversation ;

how the news should be forwarded ‘to his

friends, and even what arrangements it

wag proposed to make for his funerel, the

crying of women and children, and the
fears expressed that his body would uot be

recognized when found, were distinctly

heard, yet he was unable to attract the at-

tention of his rescuers. He suffered the’
keenest mental tortures, fearing that when -
the 'workman should approsch him, 'the

earth and stones would be loosened and

precipitated upon him with instant death,

Finally, he =succeeded in making himselt

heard, and directed the progress of the

excavators, who redoubled thelr efforts,

and finally sucbeeded in rescuing from a

living tomb. Mr. Keating was buried

some thirty feet from the surface -of ‘the.
jearth, and when fescued found that his iu-

juries were bus slight, His “resurrection”

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SOMETHING SEOULD BE DONE.

The frequency of railroad digagters,
for the past year, has been fearfully
alarming, and suggest to the thought-
ful mind, the necessity of something
being dome fo prevent, if possible,
their continuation. In almost every
instance, if proper care had been ex-
ercised on the part of ralroad em-
ployees, the fearful loss of human life
would have been avoided. This state
of affairs calls for some action that
will hold the railroad companies strict-

1y accountable for all accidents re-:

sulting in death or injury to passen
gers over their respective lines. As
long as railroad companies are not
held responsible, in every case, for ac-
cidents to human life, they will not
exercise that care in the selection of
employees necessary to secure safety
to the traveling publie. Qnce let
every railroad corporation, in all our
couniry, knowof a certainty that for
every person killed, while passing
over their respective roads, in conse~

tfrom whatever cause, a sum of §5,000
should be paid to the relatives of the
person so killed. Andin case of there
beine no relafives, then the amount to
be paid to the State throngh which
the road passes. With such an ar-
rangement we imagine every railroad
company would use the strictest ‘care
in the selection of trusty and coreful
employees.  They would redouble
their diligence to prevent any acci-
dent,

Companies wonld not do as they
now seem to do, only strive 1o vie with
cach other in making quick time, ir-
réspective of the indreased danger to
passengers, if apy human life was lost,
they were required to pay such a sum
as has been indicated. We imagine
every effort would then be directed to
the securing of safety. The roads
would be more rigidly inspected and
kept in befter order, bridges tould
not be permitted to become dangerous
for irains to pass over, employees
would be such as would attend totheir
dity, and not such as might be secur-
ed for little pay. Omnce let railroad
corporations understand that there will
be no way of escapefrom the payment
of heavy damages, in case of injury
to life or limb, and those whose busi-
ness calls them much upon these great
thoroughfares, will feel comparative-
351' safe while engaged inrailroad trav-
al.

The safety of the traveling public
calls loudly for something to be dore.
The late steam Ferry boat disaster af
New York, in which ninety-six per-
sons lost their lives, iz an illustration.
of the danger of employing persons
around steam boilers and engines, who
are wholly ignorant of the philosophy
of the power placed under their con-
trol. Such cases eall loudly for the
most rigid regulations for their pre-
ventions. Itis n gettled fact thaf,

oceur they are almost always fracea-
ble to gross carelessness or lgnorance
on the part of those having supervis-
jon thereof.

Tt is high time that the press should
cry aloud and sparenot, till some plan
is adopted and rigidly enforced look-
ing to the preservation of human life
from the oft repeated railroad and
steamboat disasters. The interest of
the public demands this, and the jour-
nal that fails to exert its power and
influence to the bringing about of the
desired regult, fails to discharge its
obligations to is patrons and the pub-
lic generally.

THE FRENCH REPUBLIC.

It takes the closest serutiny to dis-
cover what kind of a government
France has. It isgenerally supposed
$hat it ig & republic. This is true as
to the name assumed, but can hardly
be sgid with reference to its practical
operations. Government affairs are
30 much mixed up in that unhappy
country as to make it extremely diffi-
cult to eliminate a republic therefrom.
We canhot see where the republican
freedom is any greater than under the
imperial rule. Itis true the people
have no Emperor; but they havea
Chief Xxecutive, whose powers aro
about ag great or greater than were
those of Napoleon. Thiers derives
his power, not from the people, but
from the vofe of the Assembly, which
is about on the same plan. asthe Leg-
iglative corps under Napoleon. In
fact, the republic retains about all the
machinery of the Empire, and is fully
as severe on the people and press,
that oppose i, as was the imperisl
administration. Newspapers arc sup-
pressed with as little mercy as under
Napoléon, and the taxes and expoenses
of the Administration ave fully as
great,
2 republic in name only ?

The power of Thiers will doubtless
be continued, by vote of the Assem-
bly, for three years, and the official
title changed from “Chief Executive”
to President. A Vice President is

also to be chosen, whose duty itisto !

preside over the Council, This Vice
President is, however; not fo bechosen

either by the people or Connecil, buf |
appointed by the President. Such }

are afew of the prominent features
of the new Freunch Republie. It will
puzzle the accutest observer fo see
any great improvement over the old
imperial regime. : )

e do not, however, regard the
guestion of the future government of
France ag séttled. There must be
some kind of union between the dif-
ferent factions, the Republicans; Im-
perialists and Bourbons, in. order to
get their soil freed from German oc-
cupation; and to pay the demands of
the German Empire.” When thisis
accomplished, the great contest with
respect to the future government will
begin, between the different political
interests. What the resulis of that
contest will be, cannot now be certain~
ly predicted. Judging, however, from
the past'history of the French. people
and their present form of govern-
ment, We need never expect t6 see the

1. Men enlisting from March 6th, 1863
to November 10th, 1868, (both iaclusive),
in any Michigan. regiment, company or

13th and 14th batteries, and 1st colored
infantry, are entitled to 850 State bounty.

2. Men re-enlisting in their own regi-
ments (after service of two years) from
November 11th, 1863, to February 5th,
1864, (both 1inclusive), are entitled to
State bounty. :

3. Men enlisting from Febrnary 4th,
1865, to April 14th, 1865,(both inclusive)
properly credited to sub-districts, are en
titled to SI50 Ssate bounnty.
