They will therefure be watehed with
no little iuterest, especially by the
politicians of the country. Dwring
this month elections will be held in

{furnia. on the Jth, Rhode Island on

ou the 10th, West Virginia on the
Bith,

In Texas the clection lasts three
days, and the vete wilt be for Mem-
bers of Cengress, four of whom are
1o be elected.  Three of fhe “present
Congressmen from Texas are Republi-
cans and one Demncvat.  Ttis thought
by some, that owing to internal dis-
sensions  among the Republicans,
the Democrats nay muke some gains
in Texus. .\t this election the people
will also vete on the proposition to
divide the State iuto three new States.

The election in California is for the {

selection of Superintendent of Publie
Instruction, Supreme Cowrt Judges
and Igeal Judwes. It will not be
strange if the Democrats should scem
to gaiu since the late clection held in
that State. This may be accounted
for from the fact that political lines,
in the present election. ave not very
closely drawn., The result will he te
rather diminish the Republican vote
and increase the Demoeratic vote,
Over this the Democracy will boast of
great gains.

The election in Rhode Island is up-
on & Constitutional Amendment, which
is to do awvay with the present discrim-
ination against naturalized citizens, as
regards suffrage, The foreign born
citizen must own real estate to the
amount of 8134, and it, too, must he
without incumbrance of any kind, be-
fore he ean vote, while the native born
can vote if he has paid one dollar tax
during the year, or if he belongs to a
military company and has performed
vne day s service during the same time.
“The proposed amendment will place all
citizens upon the same footing as re-
gards suffrage. 1t makes ability to
read Euglish the gualification, thus
substituting intellizence instead of &
property tax oramilitary gualification.
There is but Little doubt of the adop-
tion of the amendment.

Pennsylvania
(veneral, part of the members of the
Legislature, and a Surveyor (General.
It is not very propable that the result
will be very greatly different from the
vote of 186H, when the Republicaus
carried the State by nearly 4,000 ma-
jority. In faet we should not Le ot
all surprised if the result would show
a much less Republican majority, as
there has been but little active work
done in that State, at least until quite
recently. 'Ihe latest reports indicate
some considerable aetivity in politics,
and o more sanguine feeling on the
part of the Republicars. The calling
of a convention, in this State, for the

purpose of amending the Constitution, j

is to be voted on at the coming elec-
tion. This proposition will, of course,
be carried, as both parties are com-
mitted to its support.

In Jowa the election will be for
Governor, State officers and members
of the Legislature. This is an im-

ortant election, as the Legislature
will have to elect a United States Sen-
ator. The result in Towa will un-
doubtedly be abeut the usual Repub-
lican majority of 35,000 to 40,000.

West Virginia holds an election on
the 26th, for the purpose of electing
& House of Delegates to the Legisla-
ture, and members to 2 Constitutional
Convention. It is pretty generally
conceded that this election will result
in the Democrats carrying the State.

The election to take place in Ohio
on the 10th inst., is the one, of all the
October elections. fraught with the
most important significance. A full
corps of State officers and ' members of
ihe Legislature are to be chosen. The
Legislature will have t¢ elect a United
States Senator and ve-district the
State for Representatives in Congress.

There seems but little doubt as to
the result of the State ticket, being
triumphantly elected Republican. The
complexion of the Legislature, how-
ever, standsin more doubt. The Sun-
day and Temperance (uestions may
seriously affect the resuli, sespecially
in Cincinnati and Cleveland.

The elections already held show
great Republican gains, even beyond
the most sanguine expectations. The
elections of this menth will therefore

be watchad with the greatest intevest,
as indicating the direction of public
sentiment preparatory to the great
contest of 1872,

use. Anditis only necessary to re-

“changed, and in consequence a large
number of books, new, or nearly so,
-must be thrown aside. Every parent

- school outfit, and when woe see it
_thrown aside to make room for some-
thing simply to please the whim of the
teacher, it is nothing less than agera-
rating. Thousands and tens of thous-
ands of dollars are worse than wasted
every year by this foolish system. We
can see no earthly reason why a series
- of books that has stood the severest
tests of the school room should be
thrown aside at the command of one
