There has been 
considerable shifting of places, how­
ever, among those that now constitute 
the remainder of the twenty foremost 
cities of the Union.

During the last decade St. Louis 
has ascended the scale from the eighth 
to the fourth.

Chicago in a similar proportion, 
changes from the ninth to the fifth.

Baltimore, which in 1860 was the 
fourth, retrogrades to the sixth.

Boston pursues the same direction, 
from the fifth to the seventh.

Cincinnati retires a step from tho 
seventh to the eighth.

New Orleans falls hack from tho 
the sixth to the ninth.

San Erancisco, taking a noble for­
ward leap, vaults from the fifteenth to 
the tenth.

Buffalo lags behind from the tenth 
to the eleventh.

Washington makes a stride from 
the fourteenth to the twelfth.

Newark, New Jersey’s thriving me­
tropolis, drops, nevertheless, from the 
eleventh to the thirteenth.

Louisville, twelfth in rank in 1860, 
is now assigned to the fourteenth.

Cleveland, four steps forward, 
mounts from the nineteenth to the 
fifteenth.

Pittsburg alone retains the same 
relative rank now as then, the six­
teenth.

Jersey City rises from the twentieth 
to the importance of the seventeenth.

Detroit recedes from the seven­
teenth to the eighteenth. .

Milwaukee from the eighteenth to 
the nineteenth.

Albany, which was ten years ago 
the thirteenth, now takes the old place 
of Jersey City as the twentieth.

The Maid of Saragossa.
Augustina, the celebrated Maid of 

Saragossa, was a handsome itinerant 
lemonade seller, twenty-two years of 
age. She arrived with food for the 
soldiers at the moment when the bat­
tery had been swept clear of every 
defender. The people, daunted by 
the sight, hung hack. The brave wo­
man instantly rushed forward over 
the dead and dying, and, snatching a 
lighted match from the hand of the 
dead artillery man, fired off a  twenty- 
six pounder. Then jumping on the 
gun, as Wilkie represents her, with 
disheveled hair and stormy eyes, she 
swore to the Yirgin never to quit the 
gun alive while the siege lasted. The 
people, encouraged by this woman’s 
almost supernatural daring, rushed 
hack into the deserted battery, open­
ed a tremendous fire and repulsed the 
Erench attack. When her husband 
fell Wounded at her feet she discharg­
ed hi3 cannon at the enemy to avenge 
his fall. She also frequently led the 
sorties, and, sword in hand, with her 
cloak wrapped around her, fought dai­
ly in the streets. When the city sur­
rendered, Augustina was taken pris­
oner, hut, catching the fever, was re­
moved to the hospital and thence es­
caped. Manuella Sanchez, another 
heroine, less fortunate, was shot 
through the heart. The poor Count­
ess Burita, after escaping innumera­
ble dangers, died of grief on hearing 
that her daughter had been killed.

Mystic AdvertisiBg.
When the practice of mystic ad­

vertising was in vogue, a prominent 
merchant issued “dodgers,” and had 
them thoroughly posted over the city, 
with the somewhat unique inquiry, 
“Who stole my dog ?” He intended 
to follow this with a business announce­
ment calculated to draw custom to Ms 
store; but a piratical fellow was too 
sharp for him, aud the next day had 
posted, side by side with the inquiry, 
“Your dog may ho found at Candy 
Ered’s, where the best quality of mo­
lasses candy is always kept on hand.” 

Another-merchant posted the town 
with the question,“ What is it?” A  
neighboring shop-keeper answered the 
inquiry by appending : “It is the 
cheapest place to buy goods in the 
city,” affixing his own name and num­
ber.

The Two Great Tunnels.

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THE ALABAMA CLAIMS.
The newspapers of England for a

lew clays past have heen busy in pre­
dicting serious consequences, as the 
result of the claims presented before 
the Geneva Conference by our Gov­
ernment for indirect damages growing 
oat of the Alabama depredations. 
They say if  the chum for indirect 
damages is not withdrawn by the Uni­
ted States from before the Geneva 
Arbitrators, England must recede 
iiom the arbitration. This, to our 
mind, appears very absurd. I f  the 
claims for indirect damages are as un­
reasonable, and are not covered by the 
Treaty of Washington, as the English 
press claims, the Geneva court, will, 
of course, throw them out. We can­
not see any reason why the United. 
States has not a perfect right to pre­
sent her case in the strongest possible 
tight, and i f  it  is not presented accor­
ding to the terms of tho Treaty the 
Arbitrators will be compelled to reject 
it.

England will act very unwisely to 
attempt to dictate what shall and what 
shall not he presented before, tho court 
by our Government. I f  the claims 
are so very absurd. England has. noth­
ing to lose in allowing them to come 
before the conference, but: it is our 
Government that will prejudice her 
oasebypresentingunreasonable claims, 
or claims not covered by the Treaty. 
If this i3 the case the United States 
should hasten to withdraw such claims, 
hut i f  the claims are just our Govern­
ment should demand their considera­
tion.

The English press undoubtedly mis­
understands the case somewhat, or 
Secretary Eish is not reported cor­
rectly. The English press seem to 
think our Government, in their case 
before the conference, demands dama­
ges for the course England pursued 
which caused a prolongation of the 
war for two or more years, while Sec­
retary Eish is reported as claiming 
-‘indemnity for national expenditure 
in the pursuit of those confederate 
cruisers which were allowed to sail 
from British ports, and for loss in the 
transfer of nearly all the American

THE QUEEN’S SPEECH.
. The following is so much of the 

Queen’s speech, delivered before the 
British^Parliamcnt at its opening on 
Tuesday, as relates to American af­
fairs and the Alabama claims in par­
ticular, Wc are fearful that the inti­
mations forshadow difficulty, as the 
.United States will undoubtedly ad­
here to her ease as already presented: 

“The arbitrators appointed, pur­
suant to the treaty of Washington, 
for the purpose of amicably settling 
the Alabama claims, have held their 
first meeting in Geneva, Basis woro 
laid before the arbitrators on behalf 
of each party to the treaty. In tho 
case so submitted by tho Uni ted States, 
large claims are included which arc un­
derstood, on my part, not to be within 
the province of the arbitrators. On 
this subject I have caused a friendly 
communication to be made to the 
Government of the United States. 
The Emperor of Germany has under­
taken to arbitrate on the San Juan 
water boundary, and the cases of the 
two Governments have been presented 
to his Imperial Majesty. The Com­
mission to sit at Washington lias been 
appointed and is in session. The pro­
vision of the treaty, which require the 
consent of the Parliament of the Do­
minion of Ganada awaits its assem­
bling.”

It appears that tho claim for indi­

rect damages has: been one o f the
main difficulties in the way of the settle­
ment of the Alabama question, Eng­
land. refusing to admit the claim and 
the United States insisting upon its ad­
mission. The Treaty undoubtedly 
intended the submission o f all claims 
so the arbitration, in order that all 
questions pertaining thereto might he 
settled. This is evident from the word­
ing o f the Treaty. It  declares : “in 
order to remove and adjust all com­
plaints and claims on the part of the 
United States, and to provide for a 
speedy settlement of such claims 
which are not admitted by Her Brit- 
anic Majesty’s government, the High 
Contracting Parties agree that all the 
said claims, growing out of acts com­
mitted by the aforesaid vessels, and 
generally known as the Alabama 
claims, shall be referred to a Tribunal 
of Arbitration to be composed of five 
arbitrators.”

This claim of our Government seems 
but just, and if  the Arbitrators enter­
tain it, and decide in favor of the Uni­
ted States, it becomes England to sub­
mit and pay the damages without 
grumbling. The position, however,

CHICAGO BELIEF BILL.
The indications now are that the 

Chicago Eroo Trade relief dodge will 
fail ever to become a law. There has 
been such a strong opposition devel­
oped in various portions of the country, 
as will undoubtedly secure its defeat 
in the Senate. Tins is as it should be, 
and will give pretty general satisfac­
tion to the people, as they cannot 
comprehend why a man in Chicago 
who had his house burned, should be 
allowed to rebuild tho same out of 
material imported free of duty, while 
the farmers and dwellers in towns and 
villages, who have been equally un­
fortunate, are denied the same privi­
lege. There never was a general de­
sire for the passage of the Chicago 
Belief bill, only as such desire was 
awakened by the sympathy in the 
hearts of the people. But on a sober 
second thought the unjustness and the 
dangerous precedent established by 
the passage of such a bill, as. well as 
the great injury it would necessarily 
inflict on many home interests, has 
changed the entire feelings of the peo­
ple thereon, so that its defeat is now 
demanded as an act of justice, and as 
the only safe course the Government 
can pursue.

of our public lands in different locali 
ties, to be used for school purposes 
has heen before the Committee oh Ed­
ucation in.

However re­
mote, there is nothing in which we 
m ay feel a deeper interest than in. that 
which tends to raise the standard of 
the moral and intellectual culture of 
the people. There is nothing on which 
so much depends our happiness, no 
less the future condition and welfare 
of our Nation, as the general dissim­
ulation of useful knowledge. I t  needs 
no argument at this day and age of 
the world to convince every person 
of the advantages derived, from an 
education, and more especially are 
these advantages recognized and made 
manifest under the form of Govern­
ment which we enjoy.

It has heen claimed by a few that 
beyond a certain point education be­
gets a false pride, encourages idleness, 
and often is the means of fitting peo­
ple for the- accomplishment of a great 
deal of mischief and harm in the world. 
It Is a fact that cannot he denied that 
often those possessed of the finest in­
tellect, and who have enjoyed every 
opportunity for mental development, 
have been our most dangerous men, 
and have been fitted bv their sagacity 
and superior mental endowments to 
commit the most damage to the nation 
and to society. These are exception­
al cases, where the moral nature has 
not been properly regarded—for no 
one will question that our best citi­
zens and best characters are to ho 
found among those who possess intel­
lects of ho common order and who are 
men of refinement and mental culture.

The education of the heart and the 
head is a work that should be insepa­
rable and are of the most value when 
found in the same individual. The 
importance of either cannot be over­
estimated and the government should 
make a liberal use of its means to se­
cure their benefits to its citizens, re­
garding such a course necessary to 
its own welfare and perpetuity.

The New Track.

The board of directors of the Mich­
igan Central railway have decided to 
lay an additional track: between Chi­
cago, and. Detroit, of the best steel 
rails* • A t the present time there are 
eighty miles of double track laid, and 
the: board propose to lay fifty miles 
of new track each, year.

Twelve degrees 
below- Whew, how cold! This 
won’t  do. Only a few degrees more 
and the “bread and butter” is gone 
next year. Build a hot fire, and go 
out frequently and watch the mercury 
as; it  goes down slowly until morning, 
when, the mercury begins to rise with 
the hopes of the watcher. This is no 
fancy sketch. Hundreds of fruit 
growers have watched the little Indi­
cator of thoir fortunes several nights 
during the winter. Having a little 
patch of wheat under the snow, and a 
few cattle and hogs to take care of, I  
do not trouble myself with looking af­
ter a thermometer ; hut upon going to 
the barn yesterday (Eriday) morning 
*to feed, I  found the animals showing 
signs of extreme cold: and after being, 
out a few minutes, I  concluded that It 
was the coldest morning of the winter. 
My peach orchard stands high on the 
bluff, overlooking the waters of Lake 
Michigan, but this morning the trees 
seemed to he looking with millions of 
little diamond eyes to the east, as i f  
seeking relief from the sharp, biting, 
almost imperceptible east wind, in the 
bright rays of the rising sun. I  con­
cluded to drive down along shore to 
St. Jo. and Benton Harbor, and in­
terview some of the thermometer men.
I  called first on the Dr. in Stevens- 
ville, knowing that he kept a correct 
thermometer, and had watched it 
through every cold term for years. 
“18 below at daylight, the coldest for 
15 years,”, says the Dr. Thought the 
buds would be, all killed. Went down 
about four miles. Called on a man 
that I  knew would tell the truth: “20 
below,”  says he, “a little before day­
light.” Thought some of the buds 
would stand it. Arrived in St. Jo., 
found them talking of four to twelve. 
Think some of them did not get up 
very early. Wont over to Benton 
Harbor.. “How cold was it here, 
Gapt. ?” “Twelve below, here at my 
warehouse,; a little after sun-rise. 
Went out of town one mile, and fount 
them acknowledging 12 to 16 in ant. 
around the Harbor, but talked of 20 
and 25 back in * the country. Stop­
ping all night: at the Harbor, I  fount 
the people more hopeful. Many hat 
thawed out the buds, and thought 
there were plenty of live ones on most 
varieties. I  found the people in St. 
Jo. getting warm discussing the de 
grecs of cold in  different localities 
One man averred that It had not heen 
lower than 2 below at liis place, 
while his neighbor’s showed 12. Jack 
Erost has showed some curious freaks 
this winter. Once before the mercury 

: has been to about 14 at St. Jo. anc 
vicinity, while the localities that 
showed the lowest degree of cold be­
fore are much tile warmest now. 
believe that one of the papers in St: 
Jo. has attempted to keep a record of 
the degrees of cold in different locali­
ties, furnished by reliable persons, but 
the weather having been so extremely 
cold this winter, has made this task 
very unfortunate for the Editor, as 
many persons seem to act on the old 
maxim that the truth should not be 
Spoken at all times. Owing to the ex­
treme dry and cold weather last fall, 
peach buds were not so fully developed 
as usual, consequently they were in 
much bettor condition to stand a low 
degree of cold. Eourteon degrees be­
low zero has generally killed the buds 
of all the finer varieties of peaches. 
Peach growers think that buds will 
survive 20 degrees below zero this 
winter better than they would ten 
when the bud is very fully developed. 
Some of the old successful fruit grow­
ers, having large quantities of all va­
rieties of fruit, declare their wish that 
the peaches may all be killed this

HOUSE, JA N , 30.— A  bill was intro­
duced ior the erection ol a lighthouse at 

> HMnit.li of the Fond dn Lae river, Wif>. 
Toe bill passed to appropriate §250,000 
for the purchase of a lot at St. Louis, for 
a Custom House, Post Office, etc. Also 
a bill providing that merchandise convey­
ed from a port of arrival to an interior 
port, shall be under the exclusive control 
of the Custom efficers, and the merchan­
dise not to be unladen between the port 
of arrival and its destination, except au­
thorized by a Treasury regulation, and no 
breakage of the original package. A  reso­
lution was adopted authorizing a commit­
tee to Conduct an examination into the 
causes of the recent suspension of Na­
tional Banks. Bdls passed extending the 
statute of limitations for prosecutions for 
ponsion or bounty forgeries from two to 
five years; to pay the fees of respondents’ 
witnesses in. extradition cases; to prevent 
smuggling, providing that Collectors of 
Customs and Internal Revenue shall re­
port to the District Attorney, within ten 
days, all fines and forfeitures, and making 
it the duty of the District Attorney to im­
mediately commence proceedings; a bill 
was reported to further regulate the appel­
late jurisdiction of the Supreme Court, 
The House then took up the Senate amend­
ments to the Apportionment bill, an! they 
were concurred in. The bill now goes to 
the President for his signature. Various 
Senate bills on the Speaker’s table were 
taken up and referred to the appropriate 
Committees. The House then went into 
Committee of the Whole, Mr. Cox in the 
chair, on the Indian Appropriation bill. 
The bill exteuds through seventy printed 
pages, and appropriates about five and a 
half millions. The discussion upon the 
different policies o f treating Indians con­
tinued for a couple of hours, and the 
Committee rose after having passed as far 
as page 6. A  report was made on the 
Arkansas contested election case, that Mr. 
Bolles is entitled to the seat, and that the 
sitting member, Mr. Edwards, was not.

Union Jarmcn’ Olnb.
A t a regular meeting of the Union 

Farmers' club, held Saturday, Feb. 
3, 1872, business was transacted as 
follows: Called to order by D. Fisk,
President. The proceedings of last 
meeting were read and approved, ex­
cept where Dr. Roe is made to say 
that the bark louse lives in the sea. 
The Dr. said that the kind he meant
Senerally resided on fruit trees. The 

•r. then made some instructive re­
marks on the subject of hark lice, and 
explained the damages which they 
are apt to do to fruit trees. Also 
stated that for years he had observed 
a sort of slug that fed on the lice and 
was exterminating them in many 
places. He also showed specimens 
of the Burru's apple, and thought it 
would prove a Valuable acquisition. 
Stated that it was a good fruit, though 
not first class, its value consisting in 
its long keeping properties.

Air. Broadhurst spoke about the 
coddling moth and of the beneficial 
results of keeping hogs in the orchard.

Mr. Guyer spoke on the subject of 
grafting. Thought that the true way 
to graft was to insert a scion in every 
upright limb, as by so doing it gives a 
much better opportunity to shape tbe 
top in after-pruning.

Mr. Rough said that he had found 
that the best way to put up apples so 
as to keep is to fill the barrels in tbe 
orchard, and take to the barn or out­
house before heading, and let them re­
main till all sweating is over, then re­
pack and head and place in a Well 
■ventilated cellar.

Mr. Baker asked i f  there was any 
way’ to retard starting the growth of 
trees in the Spring. Mr. Burrus re­
plied that packing snow and straw 
around tho trees would keep back the 

Mr. Chamberlain said that 
g ashes, one foot or more in 

depth, about the tree would produce 
the result desired. He also cited in­
stances to show the goo’d results of 
washing trees with lye or soap suds. 
Also thought that growing clover in a 
growing orchard would injure the 
trees.

Mr... Roe spoke very disparagingly 
the practice of grafting old trees. 

AVras opposed to it. He never yet saw 
an old orchard grafted that amounted 
to anything.

Mr. Rough asked what was the best 
age and size of apple trees to plant. 
Dr. Roc said that from his experience 
he preferred a four year old tree if 
properly pruned in the nursery. 
Thought four years old enough and 
three years young enough, and that 
trees of that age should have beads 
started about three feet from the 
ground. Mr. Broadhurst disagreed 
with the Dr. Said that two years 
was the proper age, and that he would 
plant no other.

B y request of Mr. Broadhurst, Dr. 
Roe gave the club a deeply interesting 
account of bis experience in tbe nur­
sery business, clearly showing “bow 
the thing is did,” including also in his 
remarks thesubjectof “rabbitraising" 
in connection. with, tho nursery, and 
demonstrated conclusively that by 
uniting the two professions, success in 
one or the other was a certainty’—  
with him the rabbit being the success.

The discussion at next meeting will 
be fruits of all kinds except apples.

On motion, each member was re­
quested to bring a list of tho kinds of 
apples and the number of each kind 
be Would plant in an orchard of 100 
trees, to be read at next meeting.

Adjourned to Saturday next, at 2 
o'clock.

It is not often they 
have occasion to allude to him ; but 
when they do they call him to-lui— 
the hanged: one. l ie  is rarely the 
subject of conversation among them ; 
it would be a distasteful topic, and 
they would have no motive for bring­
ing it up. There is, as I  have said, 
no uniform sentiment entertained ia 
regard to him ; but one thing may 
nevertheless be safely asserted of the 
whole race: A ll expectation that they 
will ever come to regard him as any­
thing hut a man and a son of a man 
is based on desire only.— Jamtari/
