Some Post Office Rules.
Owing to the fact that there are 

still a few persons who do not under­
stand how to transact post-.office busi­
ness properly, the department Issued 
a series of rules and regulations for 
the benefit of post-office patrons which 
are well for each to remember and fol­
low:

Concerning “mailing of letters.”
A rt. I . Never buy any postage 

stamps. Hand your letter to the P . 
M. and ask him if  he can change a Y. 
I f  he can’t, tell him you’ll hand it to 
him some other time. (It will not be 
necessary to do so, however, as three 
cents are nothing.)

A rt. II. When you hand your let­
ter to him, do not, by any means, for­
get to tell him to he sure and have it 
go. (If you do not give him this warn­
ing he will be very apt to keep it in 
his office a long time.)

A r t . H I. Always remember not to 
put your letters in the letter box. (If  
yon do the post-master will not have 
so much business, and you encourage 
laziness.)

Curiosities of Suicide.
Some of the scientific men of our 

day are trying to ascertain i f  a thor­
oughly sane person ever commits sui­
cide. These gentlemen meet with 
difficulties, some of the chief of which 
arise from the impossibilitj of placing 
the suicides themselves on the witness 
stand. They find it  impossible to get 
any hut inferential evidence out of a 
self-destroyed man as to his mental 
status at the time he killed himself.

Some queer facts have been brought 
to light, however. One man had been 
told by a fortune-teller that he would 
die within three weeks, and, having a 
great horror of death, he took a dose 
of strychnine to escape dying. That 
man was clearly of an unsound mind. 
His visit to the fortune-teller showed 
that.

Another case almost the reverse of 
the above, occurred in Paris. A  man 
bent on suicide climed upon the para­
pet of a  bridge over the Seine, and 
was about to jump in the river when 
a sentry pointed his musket at him 
and threatened to shoot him dead un­
less he immediately came down. Sin­
gularly enough, the man at once came 
down, instead of staying on the para­
pet and achieving death at the hands 
of the sentry without committing sui­
cide. Was that man in his right 
mind ? ' ’

A  still more singular case was that 
of an old bachelor who, in a moment 
of weakness, entered into a marriage 
engagement. On coming to what he 
called his right mind, this unfortunate 
man resolved to escape the consequen­
ces of his folly by Committing self-de­
struction. Thu3 resolved, he had his 
razor aimed at his jugular vein, when 
word came that his fiancee had eloped 
with a y ounger and handsomer man. 
Here was unexpected deliverance; 
hut now mark the vagaries of a per­
turbed mind. Jealousy of his rival 
succeeded to horror of his betrothed, 
and after writing a plain statement of 
his grievances, the bachelor resumed 
his razor and cut his throat. I t strikes* 
us that tkis'is a case which might be­
come unusually interesting under, 
scientific manipulation; •

We await the report of our savants 
on the mental state of suicides with 
much interest.—N .

THE ALABAMA CLAIMS, THE ENG­
LISH A5B AMERICAN PRESS,
The tone of the English press, for 

a few days, has heen more moderate 
than it was bn first ascertaining the 
American case, as presented before the 
Geneva Conference. Some o f the 
leading English journals counsel mod­
eration on the part o f the Govern­
ment, and manifest no desire to pre­
cipitate a further misunderstanding 
between England and the United 
States.

The excitement, however, over the 
Alabama claims seems in no respect 
to abate. To our mind, however, the 
action of the Government, relative to 
the Treaty o f Washington, in so ar­
ranging it as to allow the United 
States to present claims for indirect 
damages, is being used by the English, 
press and people for political purposes. 
That there is any serious designs, on 
the part of England, to withdraw from 
the arbitration, we do not believe. It 
is evidently not to her interest to do 
so. She can have no desire to have 
the Alabama question remain longer 
unsettled. She cannot afford to let 
the present opportunity pass by for a 
complete and amicable adjustment of 
all questions and difficulties between 
the two Governments. The United 
States can afford to let the matter 
rest, as there is nothing threatening 
to either the peace or prosperity of 
the American Government by an un­
settled condition of these claims against 
England. They have been standing 
for years, not as a thorn in America, 
hut a constant menace to England in 
case she should become involved in 
war with some other nation.

I f  England should now, after the 
Treaty of Washington has been rati­
fied by the respective Governments, 
withdraw from the arbitration and re­
fuse to submit to the decision of the 
Geneva Conference, the menace of 
these claims would be redoubled. Un­
der certain contingencies it would be 
impossible for the Government of the 
United States to withstand the pres­
sure of the American people for their 
collection. If, after the solemn agree­
ment to settle the matter by arbitra­
tion had failed, in consequence of 
England’s withdrawal from the Con­
ference, it  is not at all probable that 
the demands of the United States 
would in the least be reduced. More­
over the feeling, which, now exists to 
a certain extent, among the people, 
v iz : that they would prefer that the 
Alabama claims would remain an open, 
question, would become greatly ex­
tended and strengthened. So much 
so, we opine, this would be the ease, 
that in the event of England becom­
ing involved in war with some other 
nation, the united voice of an ■ out­
raged American people Would then 
demand and force a most fearful retal­
iation upon her, for the treatment we 
received at her hands during the days 
of the great rebellion.,

With all these facts and probabili­
ties staring England’s wisest states­
men in the face, we cannot, for one 
moment, bring ourselves seriously to 
believe she contemplates the repudia­
tion of the Treaty o f  Washington. 
The bluster of the English press we 
regard, therefore, as only for effect, 
and for political purposes. The tone 
of the American press has contrasted 
very remarkably with that of England, 
in that the latter has been all bluster 
and excitement, while the former has 
manifested the greatest possible cool­
ness and moderation. While the 
American press has been temperate in 
its  expressions, there has not been the 
least disposition manifest to desert 
tbo Government or Administration in 
the positions assumed on the Alabama 
claims. There never has been, per­
haps, a more unanimous expression, 
by the American press in its defence 
and support of the Government, than 
in this: very Alabama question. This 
unanimity in the voice o f the press of 
America has undoubtedly bad some­
thing to do with the modification of 
the British press since its first out­
burst of indignation.

With all the data, in the premises,* 
thus far before us, our deliberate con­
clusion is, whether England recedes 
from the Treaty or not, there will, at 
present, be no war with that Govern­
ment, as the United States is in no 
snob burry for the collection of her 
claims-—she can afford to let the mat­
ter rest till a more favorable season.* 
And further, we conclude England 
will, not recede from the Treaty, as 
her interest is  to secure the settlement 
of all questions of difficulties between; 
that Government and the United: 
States without any further unnessary

THE AMNESTY BILL.
The Amnesty bill, which has been 

so long discussed in the Senate, was 
defeated in that body on Friday, by 
a vote of 88 in its favor to 19 against, 
a two-thirds vote being necessary to 
its passage. All the votes in favor of 
the bill were Republicans, while the 
19 votes against it wero comprised of 
11 Democrats and S Republicans. It  
is settled by this vote that the Demo­
crats, as represented through their 
leaders in the United States Senate, 
prefer that their brethren in the south 
shall not be subjects of a general am­
nesty i f  that amnesty must be coupled 
with justice to the colored man. The 
settled policy of the leaders of the 
Democratic party, as shown by their 
action in the Senate, is to grant all 
the rights and privileges of the Gov­
ernment to the worst o f rebels, but 
deny the rights and privileges of citi­
zens to the colored man. And thus, 
i f  possible, make the condition o f the 
colored man as degraded as it  was be­
fore his elevation to citizenship,

undoubtedly objectionable, yet as a 
whole was approved by Re­
publicans generally. Yet rather 
than adopt this amendment which 
looked to the protection of the colored 
citizen in all his rights, Democratic 
Senators, and to the sharno 'of the Re­
publican party we must say, eight 
Republicans: voted against the meas­
ure, thus defeating it.

To our mind it is wisdom in the Re­
publican party to keep a strict look­
out, and watch carefully, i f  those Re­
publican Senators who voted against: 
the passage of the Amnesty bill with 
its Civil Rights amendment, have not 
an “axe to grind.”

There is one thing certain,, they did 
not vote in accordance with the wish­
es of the great body of the Republi­
can party throughout the country, 
while they did vote in accord with the 
wishes o f the Democratic leaders. 
We ask, is not this enough to cause 
their future course to be watched olose- 
ly , lest in an unpropitious hour the 
interest of the party of progress and 
reform, the party that saved the 
nation in its day of peril, be betrayed 
into Democratic bands. We regret 
to name these Senators, but duty to 
the Republican parly demands that 
every voter in the United States should 
know what Republicans voted with 
the Democrats on this measure. These 
unfortunate Republican Senators are: 
Logan and Trumbull of 111.; Hill, o f  
Georgia; Boreman, of West Ya. ; 
Morrill, of Maine; Scott, of Penn,; 
Tipton, of Nebraska, and Wright, of 
Iowa. To the votes of these Repub­
licans the country is indebted for the 
defeat of the general Amnesty hill, 
with Sumner’s Civil Rights amend­
ment, looking to the protection of the 
colored man in the South against the 
oppressive rules and laws o f liis for­
mer masters.

We cannot close this, article with­
out reference to the course of Vice 
President Colfax when Sumner’s Civ­
il Rights amendment was before that 
body, the vote being a tie on its adop 
tion, while he aid not approve all the 
provisions of the amendment, he gave 
his vote for it. Thus proving again 
to the country his integrity and devo­
tedness to principle, where the rights 
of the weak were to be protected. 
This act of Tice President Colfax, 
though seemingly small, will add an­
other star to his popularity with the 
people and increase their confidence 
in him as the friend of the oppressed, 
and as a Statesman that goes where­
soever duty leads, irrespective of con­
sequences to himself.

THE INDIAN POLICY.
It is with no small degree of grati­

fication that we note* signs of an ap­
proaching Indian policy that will ulti­
mately do away with the numberless 
raids and^massacres by the red men 
on the white settlers of the frontiers. 
We see these signs in the advocacy of 
a radical change in the Indian policy 
of the Government by .the leading 
Statesmen and newspapers of the day. 
The views- published in these Columns 
years ago are now being agitated, in 
and out of Congress, to such an ex­
tent as makes it morally certain that 
the day of a different plan of dealing 
with the Indians is at hand.

We have maintained for years; that 
the Government should cease dealing 
with, the different tribes of Indians as 
if they were foreigners, and that some 
plan should he adopted whereby the 
Indian should be used in governing 
the Indian, under a kind; of a Military- 
Territorial Government, where he 
would he brought to feel that he was 
a part and, parcel of the nation;, Thus 
he would be led up step by step into 
tbe duties of citizenship, till he would be 
thoroughly qualified to exercise all tbe 
duties o f a citizen of the United 
States.

The movement now before Congress 
to organize a kind of Territorial Gov­
ernment in the Indian Territory, we 
trust, will be fully consummated, and 
that tbe new plan will be set in mo­
tion. The experience of dealing with 
the Indians by treaty stipulations and 
agreements, ever since the formation 
of our Government, has proved: that 
plan a miserable and expensive failure. 
Let something else be tried.

The Chicago Tribune, in an editori­
al in a late issue, in speaking o f the 
Indian question, makes the following 
important suggestions, which is fully 
in harmony with our views, and wor­
thy the consideration of America’s 
.wisest Statesmen:

“Let us, therefore, organize the In­
dian Territory; having due regard to 
the ri|hts, tbe education, the future 
prosperity o f the present occupants. 
Appoint a Commission, with judicial 
powers to lay off the lands in sections, 
and, according to the rank recognized 
among themselves, assign and give 
deeds to the respective families of such 
lands as they may select, and double 
the amount that, can now be pre-emp­
ted by white settlers. In order to 
protect the Indians till they can at­
tain a higher degree o f civilization, 
let these lands he inalienable for, say, 
fifty years. Let1 the balance of the 
lands be sold and the money placed in 
the funds of the Government; the in­
terest of which shall forever he applied 
to educational purposes for the benefit 
of each tribe iff which the lands: were 
situated.. As soon as the: Indians are 
sufficiently instructed in the principles 
of onr Government, let them be ad­

mitted as a State, on the same terms 
as the older States. A s for the re- 
reservations that have within a few 
years been sot apart for the different 
tribes, the laws, o f tbe land, with the 
setting apart of a 'section for each 
family, can be extended 6vex- them as 
soon, as circumstances will permit.”

CHICAGO RELIEF BILL AGAIN.
The motion for a re-consideration 

of tbe Chicago Relief bill came up* 
before the Senate on and
was carried by a vote of to 
I t  is now to bo hoped that our wise 
men in the Senate have had full time 
to consider the injustice that the bill 
i3 destined to inflict on many home in­
terests, and especially on Wisconsin 
and Michigan localities, which have 
suffered even more, if  possible, than 
Chicago. I f  relief is rendered to 
Chicago, letiifc be done by appropria­
tion, so that the whole nation shall 
bear equally the burden, and not as 
the Relief MU would do, cast the bur­
den on a few, and that too on those 
who have suffered as much or more 
than Chicago. Let justice and right 
be dono, and not a few sacrificed by 
throwing upon their shoulders greater 
burdens than they are able to bear. 
Chicago will bo rebuilt, and that too 
in a style that will surpass her former 
magnificence, whether such relief, as 
the bill before the Senate proposes, is 
granted or not. Millions o f dollars 
are ready, without even tbe asking, to 
rebuild that city, but how is it  with 
the devastated regions o f Wisconsin 
and Michigan upon which the Chica­
go Relief bill proposes to lay tx’ibute?

After a sober second thought, and 
with mature deliberation, we cannot 
believe that the wisdom in the United 
States Senate will allow so unjust a 
bill to become a law.

EXTRA SESSION.
In this issue will bo found Gov. 

Baldwin’s Proclamation convening the 
Legislature in extraordinary session 
on Wednesday, March 18th. The re- 
districting o f tbe State will undoubt­
edly consume considerable time, as 
there will be varied interests and lo­
calities to look after. Also legisla­
tion of interest to several localities 
and to the State in general will un­
doubtedly be brought before tbe Leg­
islature for its action. Relative to 
the probable subjects to be considered 
at the coming session, the Detroit 
Post says:

“We can only state that quite a 
number of propositions have been and 
will be urged upon the Governor’s at­
tention, from different parts of the 
State, some of which are, certainly, 
of importance. An amendment of 
the law under which the State Capitol 
building is to be commenced, so as to 
allow the entire building to bo let in 
one contract, is recommended by the 
Commissioners ; and there is little 
doubt that such a course will save the 
State many thousands of dollars’ ex­
pense. Legislation to permit a re-as­
sessment and an abatement of taxa­
tion for tbe year 1871, in tbo towns 
of Holland, Manistee, and other 
burned villages, and in the cases of 
isolated settlers, hamlets, etc., destroy­
ed by fire—the property upon which 
said taxes were assessed having been 
partially destroyed—is urged. Also, 
from the same localities we hear 
many complaints as to the action 
of some insurance companies, in stirr­
ing to adjust and settle their losses 
by inducing or compelling the unfor- 
tunate burned out settler to accept a 
less sum than liis policy calls for; and 
legislation is asked for to stop this 
practice. Several cities, desirous of 
establishing: water works, fire organi­
zations, etc., find themselves hamper­
ed, by restrictive charters, and ask 
immediate relief. The Legislature, in 
case the Chicago Relief bill is still 
pending ill Congress, may inquire into 
the injury its passage will inflict upon 
Michigan, and certify to Congress, by 
proper resolutions, the remonstrance 
of the people of this State. And there 
are many subjects of more or less im­
portance spoken of in connection with 
the special session, from which the 
Governor will select such as he thinks 
demand immediate action, and lay 
them before the Legislature. Enough, 
no doubt, will he found necessary to 
keep the Legislature together for fif­
teen or twenty days.”

NILES CITY AND THE BOOR FUND.
Tbe Niles papers have not in the 

least satisfactorily explained, to the 
tax payers of Berrien County, why 
that city should use $2,575.48 of tbo 
county money for assistance rendered 
her poor during the year 1871, while 
her population numbers but 4,630, 
and while Buchanan, with her 2,837 
used only $507.79, and St. Joseph 
with her 2,600 expended only $455.23. 
The Republican, in comparing Bu­
chanan and St. Joseph with Berrien 
Township, showing that there was a 
greater difference between the amounts 
expended in these places and in that 
Township, thanbetween them andNiles 
City, cannot surely be a serious argu­
ment on the part of that paper. Sure­
ly the Republican understands itself 
better than to think people will look 
at the cases as parallel. The 
people know that there are always 
more poor needing assistance, propor­
tionately in tbo village-townsliip3 than 
in the rural ones. Moreover, too,, 
they know that in Berrien township, 
the immediate vicinity of the County 
House, that calls for aid to the poor, 
or applications made by poor people 
in that vicinity for assistance, simply 
means, “ Go to the Poor House.” The 
people know that under such circum­
stances the applications would he much 
fewer than under other circumstances. 
Persons who would readily accept aid 
without such surroundings, would go 
to woi*k and make their own living 
rather than be sent to the Poor House.

Herein, many people think, lies the 
secret of Niles City expending over 
$2,500 of tbe County-money for .th e 
temporary relief of the poor. It is, 
of course, very easy for A ., B. or O., 
whose interest lies in some kind of 
business or profession that would be 
benefited, to look out for just such 
cases as would receive an order for 
tea, coffee, bacon, flour, medicine, 
clothing, etc., from the Supervisor. 
Yet these same persons, if they were 
not thus importuned, would make their 
own: living and pay their own debts.

These; arc the matters that need 
looking after; I f  Niles City is really 
so poverty stricken that the' expendi­

ture of so largo a sum is necessary 
for the temporary relief of her poor, 
we say, and the people will say, let 
her have it. On the other band, if 
there is a .“ring” to defraud the 
County and expend the people’s mon­
ey for their own selfish ends, let it be 
known and tlio guilty parties exposed.

The following, from the St. Joseph 
Herald, so fully meets the Republi­
can’s pretext, that much of the money 
expended in Niles City was expended 
fox* the poor of other townships, that 
we need make no comments on this 
point:

“lb is not true that a large proper 
tion of the funds charged in the re­
port o f the Superintendents of the 
Poor in Niles are funds expended in 
this eitg fo r  the poor of other toion- 
ships, or, fo r  services rendered to the 
poor of other towns. Every town has 
its own Supervisor, every Supervisor 
has lxis own account, and every bill 
charged by tbe Superintendents of the 
Poor to Niles has its proper voucher 
duly signed by tbe proper Supervisor 
in Niles, who has no authority to grant 
aid to any resident of any other town­
ship, and violates the law by so doing. 
I f  the Republican has proved any­
thing, it has proved that the Niles 
City Supervisors (the charge does not 
lie against Niles township) have ex­
ceeded. their authority, have expended 
money without authority, lxavo been 
imposed upon by stragglers from oth­
er towns who have failed to secure aid 
at home, have had too tender sensi­
bilities and have not jealously guard­
ed the public money entrusted to their 
care.”

Tlio Tarill*.
Secretary Boutwell declares plainly 

against any* material reduction of the 
tariff, by which he means any materi­
al reduction of the gross amount rais­
ed by tariff tax, as he will need all the 
revenue it will produce in order to 
steadily pay off the National debt. By  
tlxis Mr. Boutwell, it  will be observ­
ed, does not object to a rearrangement 
of the tariff; lie only objects to making 
it yield much less to tbe Treasury. It 
is in the rearrangement of tbo tariff 
that any abuses, or mistakes, in it are 
to be rectified. That is to say, it needs 
to be so arranged as to bear with rea­
sonable equality upon all classes of 
consumers of imported goods, and to 
protect with reasonable equality, ac­
cording to their actual needs, Ameri­
can industries. • This is so- evident 
that it only needs to be stated in or­
der to command the assent of all pro­
tectionists, because it  is reasonable 
and right, whatever opinions the free 
traders may bold.

President Grant, a few days ago, 
expressed bis opinion that any serious 
reduction of the tariff in Items wherein 
it  protects American industry is al­
ways an injury to American labor. 
He, therefore, is in accord with Sec­
retary Boutwell; and he goes further 
than tbe Secretary did, for he indors­
ed strongly tbe principle of protection 
for American industry.

There is another notable point in 
connection with tbe tariff*—a point de­
cidedly novel, moreover. Lax’ge num­
bers of Democratic Irishmen, living in  
tbe very strongholds of Democratic 
free trade, are now petitioning Con­
gress not to reduce the taxes on En­
glish goods. This they do because 
they begin to perceive that England’s 
wealth and power is centered in her 
manufactures, and that tbe vulnerable 
point through which the “Saxon op­
pressor” of Del an cl may be wounded 
is in England’s manufacturing suprem­
acy. To protect American industry 
is necessarily to cripple the wealth 
and power of England. Cut off Eng­
land’s markets for her ii*on, steel, cot­
ton, and other goods in the Hnited 
States, and England will not have so 
much money to expend in ships and 
soldiers, wherewith to hold Ireland in 
bondage. Practically this movement 
creates a split in the free trade Dem­
ocratic ranks, and is an unexpected 
reinforcement to the protectionists.—  
jDetroit Post.

CONGRESSIONAL,

SEiN ATE, FEB. 6 — A bill was re­
ported matiug it an offence punishable by 
one years' imprisonment and $1,000 fine 
for any one to issue any obligations or 
promise to pay to be used as a circulating 
medium or currency. A  resolution wa3 
presented of the Legislature of Hew Jer­
sey recommending .the purchase by the 
United States of Independence Hall for 
the Oentential celebration on the 4th of 
July, 1876. A  resolution asking tbe 
President to send to the Senate informa­
tion relative to the alleged intention of 
Great Britain to revoke tho Treaty of 
Washington, was offered, but went over. 
The Amnesty bill was discussed when tbe 
Senate went into Executive Session and 
soon adjourned.

HOUSE, FEB. 6.-.-Bills were intro­
duced for the construction of a bridge 
across the Mississippi ‘from St. Glair Co., 
Til., to South St. Louis; fdr the establish­
ment of the ocean mail service to Austra­
lia ; to promote telegraphic communica­
tion between America, Asia, and Europe; 
for the sale of Miama Indian land in 
Kansas ; granting pensions to certain sol­
diers, pilots, and others in the BlackjHawk 
war ; for bridging the Mississippi at Mus- 
katine * a bill refunding all taxes hereto­
fore collected on any income, from salaries 
of officers of State Governments, which 
was recommitted. The question of a 
fresh drawing of seats was resumed. Also 
the bill to establish an educational fund. 
The vote on the bill wens over uutil to­
morrow.

SENATE, FE B . 7.—Tho House bill 
was reported extending the privileges of 
tbe act of July 14, 1S70, to the port of 
Toledo, Ohio. Also the House bill au­
thorizing the transfer from one car or ves­
sel to another'of goods in bonded transpor­
tation under the regulations of the Secre­
tary of the Treasury. The bill raising 
the salaries of clerks in the Executive De­
partments, and authorizing the purchase 
of secured obligations of the Heal Estate 
Bank; o f Virginia, were reported adverse­
ly. Also a bill for the relief o f the Unit­
ed States. Express Company, replacing 
United States bonds- destroyed by fire. 
The bill passed appropriating $30,000,000 
to the annual Pension bill. *Mr. Chand­
ler offered the following resolution, which 
was adopted: Resolved, That the Com­
mittee of Investigation and Retrenchment 
be directed to inquire whether any United 
States Senator has received money, under 
cover of counsel jfees or otherwise, from 
the Treasury of the United States, in vio­
lation; law, and to report the result of their 
inquiry as early as practicable; The Am­
nesty bill was taken up and-discnssed with­
out reaching a vote, until the Senate went 
into Executive Session and soon adjourn-; 
ed.

HOUSE; FEB. 7.—The House pro: 
ceeded to vote on the Educational bill

amendments. The amendment agreed to 
is that the hill shall not abridge the power 
of Congress to interfere with granting 
bounty lands. The other amendments of­
fered and agreed to were as follows: Re­
quiring distribution to be made on the 
basis of the school age of the population ; 
requiring a distribution on the basis of il­
literacy; against requiring mixed schools; 
providing that the bill shall not effect ex- 
istiog laws and regulations in regard to the 
adjustment and payment to States upon 
their admission into the Union of 5 per 
cent, of the net proceeds of sales of pub­
lic lands within their respective* limits; 
that the act shall not repeal, impair or sus­
pend any Pre-emption or Homestead law. 
The House adjourned pending that ques- 
tion.

SENATE. FEB S.—-The. bill was re­
ported favorably establishing a semi-month­
ly service on the Chinese route with a 
double subsidy ; -the bill passed authoriz­
ing the Secretary of the Treasury to -re­
deem three millions per month of three 
per cent certificates. A  bill was reported 
giving the Secretary of War full control 
over the navigation of the channels and 
course of excavation across bars, &c. 
Also a bill to establish the Territory of 
Ozibawar, with an amendment changing 
the. name of the proposed territory to 
Pembina. Tho bill to restore the records 
ol tho United States Coune in tae North­
ern District of Illinois was passed. A. 
motion was made, to reconsider the vote 
on tho Chicago Relief bill. The Amues- 
ty bill was taken up. Mr. Sumner with 
drew his consent, given yesterday, to the 
striking out of the seventh section, repeal­
ing or annulling all laws discriminating 
against any person on the ground of color. 
The pending motion to strike out this sec­
tion was lost. Mr. Frelinghuysen moved 
to strike out all reference to churches, 
which was adopted.

HOUSE, FEB. S.—The Pennsylvania 
case of Cessna against Myers, that Myers 
was entitled to a seat, was reported and 
ordered printed. The Seuate bill refund­
ing a 2 1 2  per cent, dtvidend tax on 
banks, insurance companies, etc., during 
the last five moitbs was tabled on account 
of the Constitutional question involved in 
the Senate’s originating such a measure. 
Consideration ol the Educational bill was 
•referred. After several votes, the motion 
to reconsider the vote rejecting the Bur- 
chard substitute was tabled—yeas, 111; 
nays, 96. All other pending substitutes 
were also rejected, and the bill, as amend­
ed, passed—yeas, 115 ; nays, 98. The 
members proceeded to draw for seats, after 
which the House adjourned.

SENATE, FEB. 9.— The Vice Presi­
dent submitted a letter from District At­
torney Fisher, of the District of Colum­
bia, stating rhat an indictment against tbe 
New York 'Iribitne's correspondents, who 
refused to tell how they obtained a copy 
of the Treaty of Washington, has been 
quashed for want of jurisdiction. It was 
referred to the Committee on * f.he* Judicia­
ry. The Legislative, Executi ve, and Ju­
dicial Appropriation bill, with amendments 
was reporlnl. A. bill striking out the 
word ‘‘Leavenworth” from Section 3'1 of 
the National Cemetery act, passed. Bills 
were introduced appropriating the act of 
the Dakota Territorial Legislature author­
izing the people to vote for railroals; to 
reimburse soldiers for clothing lost in the 
Chicago fire; Mr, Edmunds called up the 
resolution asking the President for inform­
ation respecting the alleged intention of 
Great Britain to revoke the Treaty of 
Washington. The resolution finally went 
over and i ho consideration of the Amnes­
ty bill. T.-.e question was then taken on 
Mr. SmuDf-r’s amendment, the Supplemen­
tary Civil Rights bill, and it was adopted 
by a vote of 28 to 28. The Vice Presi­
dent announced that it was a tie, and said 
while he did not approve of all the provis­
ions in the amendment, be would vote in 
the affirmative. After a long discussion 
on the Amnesty bill as amended, with 
Sumner’s Civil Rights amendment, it was 
lost by a vote of 33 for it and 19 against, 
two-thirds not voting for it.

HOHSE, FEB. 9.—The Secretary of 
the Treasury was authorized to abate the 
tax on Tobacco in the town of Louisiana, 
Mo., destroyed by fire. Also a bill to is­
sue to Benjamin Vanneman, of Green Co., 
Ohio, two 10-40 bonds in place of two 
other bonds destroyed by rats, passed. The 
Arkansas contested election case of Boles 
against Elwards was then taken up. - Mr. 
Boles was admitted to the seat and sworn 
in. Passed a bill referring to the Court 
of Claims the claims of the heira and legal 
representatives of Colonel Frazer Vigo, 
deceased, of Terre Haute, Ind., for money 
and supplies furnished to troops in' 1778, 
during tbe Revolutionary war. The bill 
for the Relief of the College of William 
and Mary, in Virginia, was reported, but 
without disposing of the bill the House 
adjourned, the Session to-morrow being 
for general debate only.

SENATE, F SB . 12.— A bill was in­
troduced to place colored soldiers on tbe 
same footing with the whites as to boun­
ties and pensions. The expediency of 
passing a joint resolution authorizing the 
President to communicate to the Govern 
ment of Spain the protest of the United 
States against the acts of the authorities 
of Cuba toward the Chinese laborers in 
that-island, was ordered to be considered, 
Bills were introduced and referred for the 
relief of settlers on the Cherokee lands, 
Kansas; authorizing terms of the United 
States District Court to be held at Fort 
Gibson, Indian Territory ; extending the 
Swamp Land act to Nebraska; authori­
zing the construction of a bridge across 
the Missouri River at Brownsville, Neb. 
The motion to reconsider the vote by 
which the Chicago Relief Bill passed was 
taken up.

HOUSE, FEB. 22.—Bills were intro­
duced and referred as follo w s; For ibe 
construction of ten first-class iron steam 
ships for postal, naval, and other purposes; 
to extend the powers of the Southern 
Claims Commission; for the payment for 
cotton taken by the Government; also for 
the payment of Odd Fellows’ Lodges des­
troyed during the war; to amend the N a­
tional Banking act; for publishing the 
Congressional debates; relative to the re­
lease of the commerce of the Ohio and 
Mississippi Rivers from the tax levied at 
the Louisville Canal; for negotiations 
with Indians, acid to commute all annui­
ties payable in lands; for an appropriation 
for the improvement of the harbors in 
Michigan ; for the improvement of Mon- 
ongahela River; for the relief of settlers 
on the Cherokee lands in Kansas; for the 
survey of tbe northern boundary line of 
Nebraska; for artesian wells in Nevada; 
granting the right of way to railroad com­
panies in W yoming; also for a military 
wagon road and artesian wells in W yo­
ming; allowing respondents in criminal 
cases in United States Courts to testify, in 
their own behalf, which was passed—yeas,

, 146 ; nays, 43 ; a resolution that the For- 
. ty-Second Congress should not close its 
second Bession until it shall have matuerd 
and enacted a law to enforce a reform of 
the Civil Service. Ordered printed; a bill 
to prevent bribery and corruption of Uni­
ted States officers; a resolution was.adopt­
ed calling lor-information as to the neces­
sity for new Government buildings and 
Marine Hospital at Pittsburgh, P a .; a bill 
relating to telegraphic communication be­
tween the United States and foreign coun­
tries was reported ; a bill was adopted for 

:the removal of political disabilities from all 
who "have applied for such relief; a mo­
tion* to suspend the rules and adopt a reso­
lution instructing the Committee of ‘Ways

and Means to report a bill repealing all 
import duties on tea and coffee, was adopt­
ed ; a bill passed for holding two terms of 
United States Court at Toledo, Ohio; a 
resolution was adopted instructing the Pa- 
cifiic Railroad Gotnmittee to investigate 
and report as to the condition of the'af­
fairs of l he Northern Pacific Railroad 
Company, with power to send -(or persona 
and papers. t

Union Farmers’ Club met Saturday, 
Feb. 10, at 2 o’clock P. Jr. Called to 
order by the President. Proceedings 
of last meeting read and approved by 
correcting the same so as to make Dr. 
Roe say that the slug was feeding on 
the aphis instead of bark lice,  and that 
the enemy of the bark louse was an 
unknown mite. The reports of the 
members as to the number and kinds 
of apples to plant in an orchard of 
100 trees were read, and patting the 
reports together make an average as 
follo ws : Early Harvest 1, Red Astra- 
chan 1, Maiden Blush 2, Fall Pippin 
2, Wagner 7, Baldwin 20, Red Cana­
da IS, Burrus 16, King 10, Seek-no- 
further 7, R. I. Greening 6, Ben Da­
vis 4, Bell Flower-4, Golden Russet 1.

Mr. Hudson spoke at length on the 
subject of small fruits. Stated that 
the Wilson was the best strawberry 
with him, and believes that the best 
way to raise strawberries is to culti­
vate in bills. He also thinks that 
raspberries are profitable, and should 
be mulched each year with straw, and 
the plants replaced every three or 
four years. As to raising blackber­
ries he thinks it will not pay as they 
are too liable to winter kill.

Mr. Burrus spoke briefly on grape 
culture. His plan is to grow in rows, 
and tie to stakes. Has no general 
plan of pruning, but cuts back the 
canes to 3 or 4 in a place, and to the 
length to suit himself, sometimes lon­
ger and sometimes shorter. He raised 
last year three tons on of an acre. 
Has not had a failure in S years. Con­
cord is the only reliable grape.

Dr. Roe continued the Subject and. 
said that for garden culture his plan 
is to allow but two canes to a root, 
and let them run 20 or 40 feet, then 
in the fall cut back the shoots ou each 
arm. to two or three buds, then lay 
down and not cover with anything, in 
the spring tie up to a trellis, and the 
fruit, if  not killed b j  frost when in 
blossom, will he abundant. In about 
8 years he would cut the arms out en­
tirely, previously allowing: others to 
grow, virtually renewing the wood ev­
ery 8 or 4 years, l ie  also would not 
raise any but the Concord as it is relia­
ble. He also spoke on strawberry 
culture, advocating good culture the 
first year, then allowing the vines to 
cover the ground the second year, the 
third year after the fruit is gathered, 
plowing up and resetting.

- Sir. Broadhurst said that he had 
seen a kind of gooseberry that pro­
duced splendid crops without culture, 
but with culture they would fa il; that 
he was going to get some of the same 
kind, as such fruit growing just suited 
him, and. he believed that it would 
suit most of the members, judging 
from the manner in which most of 
their small fruit orchards looked.

Mr. Chamberlain spoke briefly on 
the peach and other fruits, that are 
considered tender, and of the keeping 
of grapes.

Mr. Buiyus stated that he now has 
some excellent grapes that he keeps 
by simply packing in small boxes.

Mr., Harding said that in raising 
strawberries be would select land that 
bad previously been well cultivated;— 
he would manure highly on sandy land, 
then set in rows 4 feet and about 18 
inches apart in the rows, then thor­
oughly cultivate, allowing the plants 
to run together in the rows. In this 
way ho has picked, 4 years after plant­
ing, 20 bushels a day to the acre. He 
also made remarks on grape growing, 
mainly stating the same, mode of cul­
ture as previous speakers.

Several members made remarks giv­
ing their experience in moving old 
trees by leaving a ball of frozen earth 
to the roots, from which it was shown 
in nearly every Instance that the tree 
died.

On motion, the subject of stockand 
stock raising; will be discussed at next 
meeting.

She says that the lit­
tle Wolverine went to the wigwam of 
the Old Chief to treat for peace, ad­
mitting that he is the only one that 
can give the much desired boon. She 
says that the Old Chief has beaten 
Wolverine in every battle. We admit 
it. (The devil controls the majority of 
the people in this township.) If Miri- 
ne-wa’wa has given the R ecord a true 
copy of the treaty I  think the Wol­
verine has made concessions enough. 
Ho is to give up the copy of the 
roll which “he had the audacity to take 
last spring.” (Is the Old Ghief sat­
isfied with the assessment referred to?) 
One of the principal things in the 
treaty is that the Chief and bis war­
riors shall turn out and render all the 
assistance in their power .to return to 
the clerk’s office the stolen records 
and papers.
