A  correspondent of the New York 

Tribune addresses the editor o f that 
- japer as follows :

S ir —You growl about the lost pop­
ulation o f New York, 'and seem to 
wonder what is the matter, I  will 
tell you what’s the matter iu five 
words: Men refuse to marry nowa­
days. Why ? Because the burden 
and legal pains and penalties o f mar­
riage are too great for any except rich 
people. Our Legislature, by a series 
of woman’s rights enactments, and 
our courts by'a series of oppressive 
decisions against men, have made mar­
riage a hardship. I t  is no longer a 
blessing as it was forty years ago. 
The husband no longer has any au­
thority at home. He has become a 
slave to his wife’s caprice and extrav­
agance* Whenever he ventures to re­
sist -her folly, the law steps in and lays 
its heavy hand upon him in pains and 
penalties. Should he proceed to ad­
minister proper correction (and per-! 
sonal correction is the corner-stone of 
marriage), he is at once hauled before 
a judge and imprisoned. I f  he en­
deavors to cheek his wife’s extrava­
gance by refusing to pay debts incur­
red by her, he can he sued and com­
pelled to pay. I f  he wishes- to sell 
his real estate, it takes weeks and 
months of weary coaxing and expen­
sive presents to get his wife to sign 
the deeds. I f  his wife leaves him to 
go back to her parents— or a worse 
place—he cannot- bring her hack by 
law to his home ;, she can laugh his 
authority to scorn. If, on the contra­
ry, he leaves her, disgusted with her 
follies, she can get’ a warrant for his 
arrest more promptly than a warrant 
can be’ got for a thief or a murderer. 
I f  she has any real estate at the time 
of her marriage it remains her own ;

F igs.— The culture o f figs is des­
tined to receive quite extensive atten­
tion, though the profits to be derived 
therefrom is very questionable. The 
experiment will however be very 
largely tried. Fig raising in this lat­
itude is by no means anew thing un­
der the Sun. Gen. Worthington of 
Ohio, has raised figs in the open air 
for thirty years. The Editor of the 
Herald has friends in St. Louis who 
have raised figs in the open air, and 
the Editor of the Rural World of St. 
Louis states liis experience in their 
culture. The best protection from 
frost is to lay them down and cover 
with six or more inches of soil. The 
plants will bear in two years from the 
slip and have two or more crops every 
year. In tropical countries the fig 
season continues many months, the 
same tree having ripe and green figs 
at the same time;— St. To. Herald.

t F ji io n , y a r i n e i i » ’  C lu b .

The Union Farmers’ Club met 
March 9th, 1872, when the following 
parties joined the Club: J. W. Platts, 
Isaiah Murphy, and Sydney Allen. 
On motion the regular order of busi­
ness was dispensed with, and the sub­
ject of dairying was discussed. On 
motion, a committee of three was ap­
pointed to solicit stock for the pur­
pose of starting a Cheese Factory. 
The committee appointed to ascertain 
how many cows could ho furnished 
reported 215 cows, with a probable 
ohauce of obtaining 50 or 100 more. 
Several extracts were read from the 
pen of X. A, Willard, all of which 
tended to confirm the fact that it is a 
very profitable employment. The 
Olub then proceeded to discuss tae 
proper time to sow clover, and plaster. 
Dr. Roe thinks that he would sow in 
the Spring on hard soil, he would not 
sow on snow, did not think that the 
plaster did so good until the clover 
had .considerable start. Mr. Allen 
would sow clover as soon in the Spring 
as possible, would prefer to sow on a 
light soil. Mr. C. Roe thinks that 
the only trouble in sowing clover is 
that too much poor seed is used. Mr. 
Franklin says he has had some experi­
ence, once sowed in the Spring soon 
as possible, which made a very good 
catch. On the past dry season sowed 
20 acres to clover, which did not do 
so well as the previous attempt. 
Thinks if he had Sowed plaster he 
•would have had a much better catch. 
Would sow his plaster as soon as pos­
sible in the Spring as the ground 
Would permit. Mr. Guyer says he 
does not think that age ever hurts 
seed. He once plowed and cropped' 
a piece of land which had been previ­
ously seeded to clover and at the end 
of the third year he had a splendidly 
seeded field of clover. Mr. Haslett 
thinks he has had the best success in 
sowing upoii snow; also thinks seed 
loses nothing by age ; would plaster 
his clover, thinks its use on corn is 
doubtful as it sometimes protracts the 
growth of the corn too late until the 
frost sometimes hurts. F. Howe has 
had but little experience iu sowing 
clover, has had the best success bj 
sowing it with oats. Mr. IT. Baker 
said his experience was just the oppo­
site, would sow bis clover with wheat. 
Mr. Paxton did not think it should be 
sowed until good warm Spring weath­
er, as the young germ is frequently 
hurt by cold weather in the Spring. 
Mr. F. Merrill said he would sow in 
the Spring with oats. Mr. Geo. Ba­
ker would sow in the Spring upon his 
wheat. Mr. Chamberlain has had a 
varying experience. Thinks dragging 
wheatis of no benefitupon light, porous 
soil, thinks it would be upon hard clay 
soil. Would sow with oats instead of 
wheat; thinks he would not be afraid 
to sow clover any season, but would 
sow plaster. He does not think plas­
ter is of much benefitupon corn. Mr. 
Broa'dkurst differs with most others. 
Would'sow on his farm (sandy soil) in 
the Fall upon his wheat ground : has 
sometimes sowed in the Spring, but 
not with as good success. Thinks 
upon clay soil he would not sow in the 
Fall, as it is liable to winter, kill. 
Would not sow plaster upon wheat or 
oats : on corn, would useplaster in the 
hill when planting. Thinks seed nev­
er gets too old to sow. Several mem­
bers would sow a bushel to seven or eight 
acres. Dr. Roe made a motion that 
the Supervisors of Buchanan and Niles 
Townships be requested to procure a 
resolution to restrain all stock from 
running at large, which was carried. 
California Johnson was very much in­
terested in the discussion of the many 
farmers. Was well acquainted with 
the raising of clover. Had seen it 
sown with great success by sowing in 
the chaff; in Ohio it was often sowed 
in chaff in the winter. Mr. Harding 
had lost a great deal of clover seed ; 
would sow in the Spring, or soon as 
the ground is dry enough; would then 
put a team on and drag once thorough­
ly in May, or as soon as The seed was 
well started. Would sow 100 pounds 
to the acre; would not sow on snow; 
would sow one bushel to six acres. Sow­
ed by way of experiment 100 pounds 
of plaster to the acre, had a splendid 
crop of corn ; would sow on wheat. 
Mr. Burrus Would sow oil snow. 
Would sow plaster at the same time 
lie sowed the clover seed. Subject 
for discussion at next meeting, “ The 
Hofse.”  . Adjourned till two weeks 
from this date.

Yfe have come to that part of the 

year whoa m most of the churches 
there ia want to be more or less de­
cline o f religious interest.
