Post Office Rules.

E ditors R ecord :— I  notice in 
your paper o f -February 16, rules to 
persons transacting Post Office busi­
ness. Here are some more:

When you put a letter in the letter­
box-say to the Postmaster “ here is a 
.letter,”  for the Postmaster would not 
know that you put the letter in the 
box unless you fold him.

When the ladies go to the Post 
Office, they should keep ‘ a vail over 
their face, and then say, “ is there any 
thing for me'?”  Of course you think 
the Postmaster :knows you, but i f  he 
should not, lie will probably ask your 
liame. Tell him it is Smith, or Jones. 
Don’ t speak the Christian name, but 
say, cis there anything for Smith,’ then 
the Postmaster will he obliged to ask 
you what Smith. ' I f  you don’t like 
-the Postmaster’s style, just jerk 'the 
door to with a vim, so as to break one 
or two lights o f glass.

When you go to the Post Office, 
take the dog along, and don’t forget 
to leave him in. the office, so that he 
will make a new delivery hole through 
the door glass, for the benefit o f the 
canine family.
■’ I f  its a cold day, be sure and hold 
the door of the Post Office wide open 
while you are looking at, or talking 
with some one, so that the room will 
not be too Warm for the Postmaster.

When the children start for  school, 
he sure and tell each one to not for­
get* to go to the Post Office, going to, 
and coming home from school at noon 
and recess, mails arriving morning 
and evening. The family will then be 
sure to get their mail i f  any.

When you want stamps say, “ I  want 
some stamps.”  I t  is not necessary for 
you to Say how many yon ' want,, but 
wait for him to ask you.

When you have asked fo r ; letters 
for yours'elf, "wait until the Postmaster ! 
goes to’ s.Ome other part of the office,, 
then ask for Jones.'

Don’ t "pay your box rent or news­
paper postage as long as the Post­
master Will use the box or deliver the 
papers, and then pay him for one 
quarter, and be sure the receipts date 
from the time you pay him for three 
months. I f  the Postmaster will, not 
do this, blow him up and say that you 
will report him, or fell him you don’ t 
want the box, after you have had the 
use o f it one month or more, this is 
soaking bread in the Postmaster’ s 
milk, for he has to pay the Govern­
ment for the box while in use.

When the mail train is in sight 
rush- to the office for a Money Order, 
to send out on the coming train.

" I f  you stick your own stamps, soak 
them in your mouth as long 'ds you 
can, and then stick it on as hard as 
you Can, and be careful and not pay 
the'Postmaster till thlsTs all done, so 
as to try his patience in waiting.

After.receiving mail hand it hack 
to the Postmaster and tell him you 
are not going home just now,; but you 
will call and get it when you return.'

Buy one half a sheet o f paper and 
one'envelope, and ask the Pbstmastdr 
to write, a letter for you to "the Editor 
of] the Berrien Co. R ecord, give him 
twfl dpllafs :to*pfit in ' the letter,. ask 
the Postmaster for a receipt, give- 
him "one cent for paper, .envel­
ope and his trouble, then borrow the 
last copy of the R ecord* arid" fief or 
return it.'

Beautiful hearses, gotten up regard- i 
less o f tastes or expense, are hired.) 
Rosewood or mahogany coffins o r ; 
caskets are purchased, together with : 
silver plates, ornaments, satins, laces, j 
flot for the comfort they will afford 
the dead, but to gratify the ears o f a 
few survivors, who will he entirely ) 
satisfied i f  the public generally can j 
say—.“ What a splendid funeral ! ”  j

Many a widow and many a child i 
has been robbed by this desire to ere- i 
ate an impression, not for the dead, 
but in favor o f the living. Many a 
family, possessed o f a foolish or* in­
sane idea to appear as well as a neigh­
bor On occasions like these, has suffer­
ed even to bankruptcy and poverty to 
keep up appearances and carry out 
their dead in style.

Therb is something radically wrong 
in all this foolish display. A  man 
will rest in the ground as well in one 
coffin as another. What cares the 
dead man whether his coffin be o f rose­
wood, lined with satin and trimmed 
with gold, or o f pine ? W e would 
rather, than to have expended several 
thousand dollars on the occasion o f 
our funeral, that the money thus used 
for effect and Style would he given to 
the poor, to the orphans, to those who

on the sands, on the North-Side, died.

The Edmunds Scandal.
I  send you herewith a fuller account 

o f the circumstances referred to yes- 
< terday, which have led to,the proceed­

A , paper called “ Every Wednesday 
Night”  was first, mailed to the citizens 
off Lansing from Laporte, Inil., by a 
stranger who registered his name on 
the, hotel; register as Ale:?. Haynes, 
Menominee, whether Menominee in 
this State, or some other, was not reg­
istered. He put in wrappers a large 
number- off- papers, which; wrappers 
had printed on them, Lansing, Michi­
gan. The address o f each one was 
filled out, with'a lead pencil'. He en- 

- gaged; a-boy to? assist him in. taking;, 
them to the postoffice to mail them. 
The postmaster- 'at . Laporte, finding 
that they were obscene publications,

; wrote to Mr. T. H . Bringhurst of 
Logansport; Xnd., who is special agent 
and;detectivo o f the Postoffice Depart­
ment for the States o f Ohio, Indiana, 
Michigan; Kentucky and West Vir­
ginia.

Mr. Bringhurst went to Laporte, 
saw one o f the paperSj and concluded: 
that the gentleman assailed by its 
scurrilous pages, under the name of 

.John: Gray, was E. H. Porter, o f this 
city. He wrote accordingly to inquire 
o f him who was the author o f “ Every 
Wednesday Night.”  This letter Mr. 
Porter received before he had seen a 
copy of. the paper itself, .and hence he 
did not understand it, and even after 
seeing the paper thought the letter, 
a ruse to throw him off the track: 
The “ stranger”  arrived at Laporte; 
from the South, and; after mailing his 
papers left'for the North, was seen at 
Coldwater, and Wednesday; the 13th 
inst.j arrived in this city, the same 
night the.’.papor appeared. .

Mr: Edmunds, the State Land Com-, 
missioner, was the: person suspected: 
Deputy Sheriff Baker, o f this city; 
and a detective from D etroit started 
on  the back track, and reached La­
porte. Mr. Bringhurst; who was also 
in Laporte at, the* time,, ha'd, received 
a description o f  the stranger from the 
postmaster's son. *The’ description 
was give.n,to Sheriff Baker. , .‘ ‘W hy,’ ’ 
said he; “ I  know that man j. he is the 
one we suspected.”  The postoffice 
detective returned to this city with 
Baker, confronted Edmunds, and ac­
cused him o f the mailing at Laporte, 
which he did not deny. Last? evening 
Mr. Edmunds . returned voluntarily 
with the detective to Indianapolis; to 
save the appearance and name o f a 
formal arrest, i f  indeed the detective 
had a right to arrest him in the State, 
o f which he was in doubt.

Union F a rm e rs ’ C lu b .

Union Farmers’ Club met March 
28,1872. Motion by Dr. Roe, that 
the Sec. pro. tern, be authorized to 
purchase a suitable book in which 
to record the proceedings of the meet-, 
ings. - Carried. Extracts from the 
reports of dairies were read by F. 
Franklin, and- Mr. Hudson. An op­
portunity being given by the Chair-, 
man for the admission of new mem­
bers, Mr. C. S. Black was admitted. 
Mr. Harding read a letter received 
from H. H. Roe '& Co., giving the 
sco'st of internal machinery for cheese 
■factory. Thdy then - resolved the 
members'into a committee of a whole, 
to solicit stock, when $1,650 Was re­
ceived. The Club then took up the 
discussion o f the horse. Dr. Roe 
says he-does not make any preten- 
sioiis to. a knowledge of the horse. 
But he; thinks he is-not properly ap­
preciated. Thinks there is a good 
chance for improvement. Does not 
think that persons properly under­
stand either the management or the 
diseases o f the horse. Contradicts 
the quack idea that hots is a benefit 
'to the horse. Thinks it is easy to 
prevent horses from having hots. 
Would shear off the nits so as to pre­
vent'them from entering the stomach 
of the animal. Lost a horse last 
Summer with softening o f the brain. 
Does not know a remedy for the dis­
ease. Mr. Harding would prefer a 
horse with a weight of 1,200 pounds." 
Saw a horse of the Perclieron variety. 
Did not think he would be desirable, 
as he was too clumsy. Would not 
stable cows and horses in the same 
stable. Mr. Allen does not claim to 
know much about horses. Would 
prefer mules, Mr. Hamilton -thinks 
•that'- stabling cows with horses is not 
detrimental. Feeds his horses (large 
ones) eight ears of corn three times a 
day, and they are in good condition. 
Would prefer a ratherlarge— Thinks 
a 1,100 pound horse is preferable, 
would not want a, horse less than 1,- 
200 pounds.- Thinks the prevalence 
of scant horses is clue, largely, to the 
way in which they are kept. Mr. 
Chamberlain thinks the horse is the 
most useful o f all animals, as well as 
the most abused. Thinks the value of 
colts depend much upon the care they 
receive for the first three years. 
Would commence to break them early. 
Thinks we have too small horses. 
Thinks there is no damage arising by 
keeping horses and colts together. 
Thinks vicious horses are usually the 
result o f vicious treatment. Notices 
that balky drivers usually have balky 
teams. Mr. Holmes thinks that peo­
ple make .a mistake in using the poor­
est mares instead o f the best. Mr. 
H, Bakercwould halter break his colts 
as early as possible. Would break 
them with uniform kindness. Would 
commence by handling the feet, then 
putting on the bridle, would then bit 
them in most cases. Thinks men 
should exercise reason in breaking 
colts. Mr. Hudson has noticed one 
thing in this place which he thinks is 
Wrong, viz. a disposition to procure 
fast horses. Would prefer, as a for­
mer member has said, the French 
horse. Thinks the Morgan is a good 
breed of horses. Would prefer a 
Well built, medium sized, hardy horse, 
one who would stand all kinds of 
labor, in breeding. Would study well 
the disposition of. the sire as well as 
the dam. Question by Mr. Pennell. 
What sized mares would you breed 
from? Answered by several members, 
by saying that they preferred large 
mares. Mr. Pennell thinks colts are 
not well enough car ed for while young, 
-especially the first year. Would be 
decisive, but at the same time kind. 
Mr. Haslett had found by experience, 
that large horses were clumsy, and 
would prefer a medium sized horse, 
say from 1,200 to 1,400 pounds. Dr. 
R oe thinks there is much lost by not 
properly feeding. Does not think 
that want o f care hinders his maturi­
ty, but hinders his development. 
Thinks generous feeding gives a good 
sized horse. Mr. Dompsy would not 
feed heavy unless he had the privilege 
to let them run at large. Dr. Roe 
called.the attention of the Club to 
the assertion in a- Western paper, that 
the Hollow Horn, in cattle, was a 
disease which does not exist. Says 
he. knows that there is such a disease. 
Knows this by experience. Has cur­
ed them by boring the horn from three 
to five inches from the head. Sub­
ject for discussion at next meeting, 
Spring crops. Every member is re­
quested to bring a sample of see'd corn. 
Adjourned. .

X have not seen an article against 

what is Called, the efficacy o f prayer, 
which appears to me to have, any 
force but what is derived from, some 
narrow conception o f the divine na­
ture.
