Soldiers’ Homestead Bill,

Provisions of the Law Recently Enacted
By Congress.

WasningToN, March 27.—The in-
quiries regarding the exact terms of
the Soldiers’ Homestead bill are very
numerous from all quarters. As it
goes to the President for his signature,
it provides that eyery officer or sol-
dier, seaman or marine, who served
during the rebellion and was honora-
bly discharged, shall, on compliance
with the Homestead a,ct receive a pat-
ent for 160 acres of pubhc land—not
mineral—including the alternate re-
served sections of public lands along
the line of any railroad or other pub-
lic work; provided that said home-
stead settler shall be allowed six months
after locating his homestead within
which to commence his settlement
and improvement ; and provided, also,
that the time which the homestead
settler shall haye served in the army,
1navy, or marine corps, aforesaid, shall
be deducted from the time heretofore
required to perfect title, or if dis-
charged on account of wounds receiv-
ed, or disability incurred in the line
of _duty, then the term of enlistment
shall be deducted from the time here-
tofore required to perfect title without
réference to the length of time he may
have served ; provided, however, that
no'patent shall issue to any homestead
settler who has not resided upon, im-
proved, and cultivated his said home-
stead for a period of atleast.one year
after he shall commence his improve-
ments as aforesaid. Anyone entitled
to lenter under this act, and who has
heretofore entered less than 160 acres
under-the Homestead act, may enter
enough under the present act to make
160 acres in all. If any person en-
titled to the provision of this last act
has d1ed his widow, if unmarried, or
inigake of ‘her death or marriage, then
his minor orphan -children, . by guard-
ian duly appointed, shall be entitled
to. all the benefits of the act. If any
previous entry under the Homestead
act has lapsed by reason of absence
of, the pre-emptor in the army or navy,
the entry shall be restored. Amny sol-
dier, sarlo;, marine, ofiicer, or other
- pérson coming within. the provisions
of this act may as well by an agent
as in person -enter upon said home-
stead; provided that said claimant, in
person, shall within the time prevcrlb-
ed commence seitlement and improve-
ments on the same and thereafter ful-
£il all requirements of this act. The
Commissioner of the General Land

. Office is to make all. needful rules to

carry the act into effect.

Eprrors REcoRD:—As the time for
taking the annual assessmenc has ar-
rived, I wish to avail myself of your
valuable columns to bring to the no-
tice of the tax payers of this County
a glaring injustice which was perpe-
trated upon them last year by allow-
iny the stock of the 1st National Bank
of Niles to escape (o1 mearly so) an
assessment, by which $100,000 which
should have borne its proportion of
State and County tax, did not contrib-

-ute anything(or but very lictle). This

year there is a record Bank with a
capital stock of $100,000, making
$200,000, not a small item by any
means to the tax payers of this Coun-
ty, which I propose to show. Last
year the tax on §1, (State and County
tax combined) was .01124 per cent.
Now should our State and County tax
for the ensning year be equally as
large (and thiere is every reason to
believe that they will be) the tax on
the stotk of the two National Banks
atNiles would amount to $2,248, which,
should they escape assessment as they
did last year, the balance of the tax
payers of the County will have to pay.
Not to say anything about the loeal
taxes which they escape in the Wards
and Townships of the respective stock-
helders, which will be as much more,
making thelarge sum of $4,496. Now
Mr Editors, our citizens fecl that
capitalists and monied corporations
have shirked their share of taxes too
long already, every dollar of which
has.been extorted from the Laborers
of this community.
