THE CJNGSMTI COMEXTIOX.
The intention originally in the call 

o f the Convention to be held at Cin­
cinnati, no doubt, was not to nominate 
candidates for President and, Yice 

’ President, hut the purpose was to 
have a meeting of those who are op­
posed to the President, o f such num­
bers and o f such men, that measures 
could be inaugurated to influence the 
Philadelphia Convention to nominate; 
some other candidate.

Since tho recent elections, however, 
speculations in  regard to the Cincin­
nati Convention have changed. It is 
considered that Grant's re-nomination 
i$ a foregone conclusion, and the dis­
position to turn the Cincinnati Con­
vention from a Republican assembly 
to a, nursery for a new party organi­
zation is very evident. The aim now' 
is to put in nomination some candi­
date who is not objectionable to a por­
tion o f the Democratic party ; and a 
large faction of the party has agreed 
to support the nomination, and others 

■ on condition that the same ticket be- 
put in nomination, at the Democratic 
Convention., i f  there be one held.

W e would inquire wliafc reasons are 
there for this new party ? When the 
Republican party was called into ex­
istence they advocated; new measures, 
new theories, new issues: sprung up 
which brought the party into'being. 
There were issues directly opposed: to 

> the doctrines o f Democracy, and must; 
ever remain such. Is was an attempt 
to preserve freedom and equal rights 
in these United States which brought; 
on the war and exposed the disloyalty 
and enmity o f  a certain portion o f the 
Democratic party to our Republican 
form o f  Government, and this spirit 
o f hatred, and rebellion still exists—it 
has not been destroyed but only sub 
dued. It  is folly to suppose because 
victory has been secured upon the bat­
tle field that the Republican party has 
fulfilled its whole mission, and may 
n(W disband.

The Democrats exclaim, <cL et by­
gones be by-gones— old issues are 
dead.”  I f  soy we ask what new is­
sues, what new doctrines' have occa 
sioned this new political organization ? 
I f  none, then the question is one of 
administration.. Personal objections 
to acandidate are not sufficient grounds 
for the equipment o f a new political 
party. W e ask every honest man i f  
he thinks the administration o f the; 
Democratic party will he materially 
improved on account o f being rein­
forced by  a few Republicans ? I f  the 
candidates are elected, i t  will be on: 

. account o f the Democratic votes given, 
not so much for the new party, as to 
further the interest and better the 
condition, o f the Democratic party in 
the future. If; they gain the ascend­
ency i t  will be by the help o f Demo­
crats chiefly, and. to them must be 
given the balance o f  power and. the 
reins o f Government.

We; ask. every honest Republican, i f  
he believes the management; o f1 Gov­
ernmental affairs should at; this time 
pass out o f Republican control ? Does 
any man who is; at all familiar with 
the situation o f  the Southern-people, 
and with our past political history, 
deem it o f no importance to this na 
tion whether the great Republican 
party shall retain its supremacy in,the 
Government or not, whether or not 
the party that routed the enemy in: 
’ 60, ’ 64 and ’ 68 should lose in the 
contest o f  ’72? I f  so, he will: favor 
the; effort being; made to desolve the 
Republican party now contemplated 
at Cincinnati.

M e s s r s . E d i t o r s  :— M y last,to you 
.was written amid the cold o f winter. 
March, ‘ noted for the .most tedious 
weather o f the winter, has passed, and 
April’s showers and singing birds tell 
us that spring is at hand.-—The elec­
tions: have passed quietly compared 
with, last, year, resulting in a decided 
Republican majority, and we have our 
Jewell, as you* may have heard ere 
this.

It has a fine situ­
ation, about a mile south o f the city 
limits, contains two hundred and fifty- 
eight acres; and is diversified by al­
most every variety o f scenery.

On 
the ridge o f this Hill, about a quarter 
of; a mile from the cemetery, can be 
seen; it is said, East Rook, at New 
Haven, and Mt. Tom, in the southern 
part of: Massachusetts, and also hills 
thirty miles to the west, as well as 
hills twenty miles to the east. West 
R ock  is situated^ two or three miles 

. west o f East: Rock, and is said to be 
a termination of the Green Moun­
tains. West rock: is, noted for the 
Judges’ Cave;: where the judges, Goffe 
and Whalley, the regicides, were hid 
in the early history o f our country. 
The portion of the: cemetery which is 
improved is laid out in hard walks and 
drives, and is now frequented by those 
who wish to spend an hour or two 
away from the crowded city. No slabs 
or ordinary Btones are allowed on the 
grounds, but only those which are fan­
ciful and grand. Occupying the most 
commanding position is the monument 
o f the late Samuel F . Colt, the noted 
pistol and. revolver manufacturer. It 
was erected at a cost o f thirty thous­
and, dollars, is o f Scotch granite; with 
a base of: New England granite. It 
is very high and massive; and is sur­
mounted by"V  bronze figure, repre­
senting the angel Gabriel, facing the 
east; ready; to blow his trumpet. Near 
this monument; and about as costly; 
is another which deserves notice." It 
is four square, and on each side . are 
inserted slabs o f Italian marble,' on 
each o f which are beautifully carved 
one o f four scenes o f the death and 
resurrection o f our Savior; Resting 
on the corners of this are four pillars 
of Scotch granite which? support a 
dome of, Sienate marble exquisitely 
inlaid with marble o f different colors. 
The niche under? the dome is waiting 
for a statue. There are many others 
which deserve: -attention;, but I  leave 
the rest for your imagination to pic­
ture, as I  have no more time at pres­
ent. With this I  must close, and be- 
lieye me, Yours; truly c.

The greatest event o f the 
season here, wa3 the Drawing of 
Herman & Maudlin’s grand gift enter­
prise on the 2d o f this month. About

In another place we publish the 
Report Of the Marshal and Treasurer 
showing the amount expended by the 
Yillage for the past year. We are 
not given to finding fault with our of­
ficials, but when the Yillage raises, by 
taxation and otherwise, the sum of 
$3,271.13, and our charter specific­
ally provides for an itemized state­
ment of the expenditures, it is but 
just that the people should know what 
their money has been expended for. 
By the Report, as given, no man can 
tell whether the tax he has paid has 
been expended'for whisky or public 
improvements, only as he knows our 
Yillage officers do not drink. Wo 
trust the present Board, and especial­
ly our President, will not allow or ac­
cept of another such Report, hut that’ 
when the year closes there shallbe such 
a statement as will fulfill the law o f an 
itemized Report, and such an one as 
will let the people know for what their 
money has been expended.

That we are right in our position, 
and that it is contemplated by the 
charter that our citizens shall know 
precisely to whom and for what their 
money is expended by the Yillage 
Board, we give below section 9 of the 
Yillage charter, in full as it relates to 
the annual statement of the affairs o f  
the Y illage:

“ Sec. 9. The president and trust­
ees shall, at the expiration of each 
year, cause to be made out and pub­
lished, in some newspaper printed in 
said village, if one shall be printed 
therein, and if One is not printed there­
in, then to he posted up in the outer 
door of the building where the last 
annual election was held in said vil­
lage, a true statement, exhibiting in 
detail all items of reoeipts and expen­
ditures of the preceding year.’ ’

U n i o n  F a r m e r s ’  C lu b .

Regular meeting o f Union Farmers’ 
Club,, April 20. Mr. Levi Sparks 
was received as a member o f the Olub.

Dr. Roe gave notice that he would 
ask a ohange in the Constitution so as 
to have the meetings of the Club ev­
ery two weeks.

Mr. Holiday thinks great care should 
be taken in preparing the soil to raise 
good crops. Sows oats as early as 
the season, will allow. Plants corn 
between the 1st and 10th of May. 
Plows corn often. Would plow the 
ground, if sod, in the fall.

Mr. Rough plows corn ground in 
the spring, uses a cultivator, and plants 
from three to four grains in a hill, and 
marks out the rows four feet apart, 
with a single shovel plow. Drags just 
as corn is coming up, and afterwards 
plows.over as often as once every ten 
days. Sows oats early, two bushels 
to the acre. Sowed two bushels of 
Norway oats and received seventy-six 
bushels from the same. Plants pota­
toes in small patches in rows, hut in 
large patches marks out and plants in 
hills, two pieces with two eyes each in 
a hill.

Mr. Chamberlain agrees with Mr. 
Rough as to the time of planting corn 
and sowing oats. Plants from three 
to five grains in a hill, and does not 
plow close to the corn after it gets 
large. Thinks the old white oats out- 
yields all others.

It  Was the. prevailing opinion o f the 
Club to plant Early Rose for early po­
tatoes, and Peach Blow for late. To 
plant in rows some three feet apart, 
two pieces in a hill, with from two to 
three eyes in each piece.

Dr. Roe would plow clay land in 
the fall, and roll the ground after 
planting the corn. Never plants over, 
three kernels in a hill. Has ground 
well prepared for potatoes. Marks 
out both ways. Thinks the Colorado 
Potato Bug a fixture, and that they 
will be all over the world sooner or 
later. Recommends the use of Paris 
Green as a remedy. Would plant ev­
ery tenth row of Yellow Yorks, as the 
hug prefers its foliage, and would not 
so much injure the main crop.

Mr. Guyer drags his corn ground 
thoroughly, marks out with a marker 
forty-six inches apart each way. Plants 
three kernels in a hill— prefers two 
to four.

Mr. Broadhurst plows stubble in 
the fall. Would mark deep one Way 
with a  plow, and shallow the other. 
Plants three kernels in a hill with some 
plaster. Rows three feet apart one 
way and four the other. Thinks the 
white corn yields the best.

Mi-. Sparks thinks the soil has much 
to do with the manner of cultivation: 
Plows clay land or gravelly Soil in the 
fall. Would plant in clay soil as late 
as the 20 th of May. Marks out four 
feet apart with a plow One way, and 
the Other way with a marker. Plants 
four grains in a hill, Selects as seed 
corn from the best and earliest ears. 
Hangs them up by the husks and 
smokes them in the smoke house. Cul­
tivates thoroughly. Would plow in 
harvest, and once after harvest, Does 
not think it pays to raise much oats.

Mr. Hudson agreed with Mr. Sparks 
in most particulars. Raised from 
one-fourth bushel of Early Rose pota­
toes twenty-six bushels.

Mr. Burr us marks corn ground 
both ways with a marker. Doesn’t 
believe in dragging corn.

Mr. Franklin called the attention 
of the Club to the accounts in the 
Agricultural Reports of the injurious 
effects o f the use of Paris Green.
