The Acton Murder.

T l i e  C r i m e  o r  a ’ B o y  W L «  D c l l b m t e l y
N i u - d c r c a  s r  I n f a n t .

One of the most extraordinary 
criminal affairs it Jias ever fallen to 
the lot o f a New England newspaper 
to chronicle is that which took place 
in West Acton, last week.partial par­
ticulars of which were given to the 
public in the evening papers -of Sat­
urday. A t any time, and under any 
circumstances, a murder is horrible,; 
but the deliberate murder o f  a child," 
by a child, is something so monstrous 
that, even after the facts have been 
proved beyond doubt, tho publicmind 
almost refuses to believe it. The cir­
cumstances are given in detail b y  a  
reporter who visited the scene o f  the 
murder, and are as follows : The mur­
derer, George Edward Gurtain, is not 
quite twelve years of age, and went 
to Acton, from New York, to live 
with his Uncle, Maurice Bane. His 
father is said to be dead, and the boy 
was sent away by his mother to pre­
vent, i f  possible, his following in the 
footsteps o f two brothers who have 
been inmates o f  th e , State Prison., 
Unfortunately, the lad had a disposi­
tion that delightcd in browbeating and 
domineering over bis companions, and 
■it is said, has been frequently known 
to whip and torment them. No par­
ticular ill-treafcmeui o f -his cousins, 
the children of Mr. Lane, has been 
noticed, however, and they appeared 
to be fond of i‘ Eddie,”  wdio has had 
them largely under his care.
• Mr. Lane is a laborer on the rail­
way, and lives in a common laborer’s 
house or hut near -the railway in West 
Acton. Between 8 and 4  o’ clock last 
Tuesday afternoon young Curtain 
took the baby, as little Maurie 
A . Lane was called, and started out 
for a walk. The track hands at work 
on the Fitchburg Railway, near by, 
noticed them going towards the woods, 
but thought nothing about it, as they 
knew, the relations the two sustained 
towards each other. About -an hour 
afterwards they observed “  Eddie,”  as 
he was called, coming back alone, and 
some o f them asked him who he had 
with him when he went by before, to 
which, for some reason, he replied i t  
was a little girl. Soon after he 
“  turned up”  missing, and when in- 

. quiries began to be made concerning 
the baby, “ Eddie”  could not be 
found. Becoming anxious tbo motih- 
er started out after baby and others 
assisted in the search, hut although 
the woods were visited the search was 
in vain.

A  young man named Kingsley, 
fifteen years of age, who had been as­
sisting in the search, finally came 
across Curtain and asked him to .go

Some o f our Villagers seem to Lhink 

that the meetings o f the Common 
Council are secret, and,that persons 
not members thereof arc not wanted 
present,; - Such, however, is not the 
case. There is,,no.fr a member o f the 
.Council who■would not be pleased fro 
fiave our citizens meet aud listen to 
the proceedings. There are no mem­
bers o f the Council but whose inter­
ests arc the same in common with 
every other citizen o f the Village .It 
is the object of each member to work 
for the best interest of the Village, 
and do those things that look to the 
prosperity o f all our citizens. What 
interest has the President that every 
other citizen of the Village has not? 
What interests have Messrs. A . C. 
Day; J , D . Ross, B. E. Binns, 0. H. 
Rea, John Buckles, S. L . Beardsley, 
D. A . Wagner, that every other citi­
zen, who desires the prosperity o f the 
Village^ has not;also the same-interest? 
It docs se.em, then, that every.’ p'erson 
who cares a fig for the prosperity and 
success o f  the Village, (and that ought 
to include everyperson who lives in, or 
oiyns property in the Village) should 
assist in carrying out the provisions of 
the Charter, By-Laws and Ordinances 
of the Village,- andr aiding the Com- 
moh Council in the performance of 
their duties. We are happy to say 
that this is the case'generally, so far 
as wo are: advised, with n, very few ex­
ceptions. There are’a few  persons.in 
this Village whose,se.eming* delight is- 
to find fault with every thing, except 
they do it themselves. Their constan t 
cry is, “ It is all illegal.”  “ The Board 
have not gone; according to law, and: 
cannot ■ enforce this, or tliat;’’ ? I f  
these same persons only knew how 
four out of every five of our best cit­
izens talk about their course (behind 
their backs) we are persuaded they 
would never again be heard using such 
hasty expressions.

A s ’some o f those, wise heads have 
lately raised the question as to the 
right of the Recorder to vote in the 
meetings of the Common Council, we 
will give the language o f the Charter 
constituting the, Recorder a* member 
of that body. And every man, who 
knows or understands the first princi­
ples of a deliberative body, knows 
that. each member o f that body has 
the right to vote therein as well as 
every other member, i. e. if  one mem­
ber of a body has the right to’, vote, 
then every other member possesses 
that same right. We here quote from 
Cushing’s Manual o f “ Rules of Pro­
ceedings and Debate: in Deliberative 
Assemblies,”  This is good authority, 
and authority that no man conversant 
with the rights and duties of members 
of deliberative assemblies will dare 
dispute.

Cushing says,. “ The rights and du­
ties of members of a deliberative as­
sembly, as regards one another, are 
founded in and derived from the prin­
ciple o f  their absolute equality among 
themselves. Every member, however 
humble he may he, lias the same right 
with every other, to submit his prop­
ositions to the assembly,— to explain 
and recommend them in discussion,—  
and to have them patiently examined 
and deliberately decided upon by tbe 
assembly.”

Now, then, i f  the Recorder is a 
member of the Common Council, he 
has the same rights as the other mem­
bers o f the: Council, and if  they have 
the right to vote, then he has that 
right. On this point the new Char­
ter is plain. It says:

“ Sec. .6., The President, Recorder, 
and Trustees o f said Village shall be 
a body corporate: and politic, with 
perpetual succession, to: be known and 
distinguished by tho name and title of 
£‘The Common Council of ’ the. Village 
of Buchanan.”  * * * “ See. 7.
The President; Recorder, and Trus­
tees, when assembled together, shall 
constitute the Common Council of said 
Village ; and a majority o f the: whole 
shall he necessary to constitute a quo-. 
rum for 'the transaction -of’ business.’ ’ <

It is true the Recorder lias specific 
duties to perform aside from the gen­
eral duties and privileges of a mem­
ber of the Council, such as to record 
the proceedings, issue summonses, 
give notices, sit as Police -Justice if 
need be, register names of voters, 
etc,, but these things in no way inter­
fere with his full rights ns a member 
of the Council any more than the 
duty o f the President to preside at 
the meetings o f the Council, or have 
the general supervision of the Village, 
and see that the Charter, By-Laws 
and Ordinances are properly enforced, 
deprive him of his privileges and du­
ties as a member in common with the 
other members o f the Common Coun­
cil. ‘ 1
