Tho 
suits against him in, the How York 
courts, in which he was' required to 
give bail, he paid no attention thereto^. 
His bail bonds were high, "and it be­
came a serious matter with his bonds­
men as to how he, might be secured, 
and they released'from responsibility.

But, Gordon was non-comatible, as 
nobody knewihiS: whereabouts:- Fi­
nally after much labor and expens.e 
he was discovered in Manitoba. The 
great question then wa_s how to get 
possession of him. So the wits of de­
tectives Were set to work.in order to 
induce him to cross the Tinje into tlip; 
territory-of the United States, that he 
might be captured. The efforts of 
the detectives failed to induce; him to 
cross the line, so some other scheme 
had to be adopted.

About the first of July it was de­
termined by interested parties to cap 
ture Lord Gordon. Accordingly Hoy 
and another man from Minneapolis 
started with authority"to .secure Gor­
don. These men employed other par­
ties, and finding Gordon some fifteen 
miles west of Fort Garry they ‘seized 
him,- and were conveying him as fast 
as possible across tlio line, into the ju­
risdiction of the United States.. They 
were- however, soon overtaken and 
captured by, some of Gordon’s friends 
and were lodged in a Manitoba jail.

Other parties from Minnesota, went 
to the, rescue of the Minneapolis de­
tectives,, some; of whom wore also ar 
rested. A  trial was had before a 
Manitoba judge, in which the Ameri­
cans were not allowed .the least de­
gree of fairness. After the case was 
heard; the, Manitoba, judge-refused to 
grant: bail, so these, parties: were re­
manded. to prison. At the time of 
the hearing it was claimed, that the 
rescue of; Gordon by the> Manitobans; 
was made. on. American soil, that ’ the 
Gordon -eapturing party had actually 
crossed; the: line.

‘ TheAImnesoteans are: considerably 
exercised- over the matter, and at the; 
cruelty with which the American pris 
oners are treated at Fort Garry. Gov. 
Austin, of Minnesota and Mayor 
Brackett of Minneapolis have been, to 
Washington to lay the matter b efore 
the President. It is understood that 
the matter has already been commu­
nicated tp; Minister Thornton and 
through him. to Sir John A. McDon­
ald, Dominion Minister, of; Justice, 
who has fullpower to order the release 
of. the prisoners on bail.

Gov. Austin represents; the matter 
as, being no doubt: as- to the acquittal 
of the prisoners on trial, as first, the 
transaction was on American soil.; 
second,'that; it was not; illegal;- and 
third,.that it. was-in .good1 faith ancl 
without,intent to violate tho -laws or 
jurisdiction of: the Dominion*.

It.is: now, expected, if the. prisoners: 
are not released in a reasonable time, 
on bail, that, the President: w ill; make 
aformal demand that cannot be mis-> 
understood, on the- British govern­
ment,for their release., We, anticipate; 
however, that the Dominion authori­
ties will hardly allow, the matter to 
progress: much farther, without;1 recti­
fying, the-mistake ancl ordering- the 
Americans released on bg-il at once.

From Texas.
Gainesville, Cook Co., \ 

Aug. 4, 1S73. /  :
E ditors R ecord :—I  will endeavor 

to write you a few words about Texas, 
the “ lone star” State. When I  left 
Michigan I  promised to write to friends 
through the; R ecord, as many wanted 
to know my views of Texas. X have 
been in Grayson, Cook, Montague, 
Olay and Witcbita Counties, ancl my 
choice is Cook County. X have seen 
some very nice prairie ancl valley land, 
tbo only tiling that’s lacking is timber 
and water, but they can get tolerably 
good well water within from twenty to 
forty feet, but I  haven’t found any 
water that can compare with the nor­
thern water. They don’ t need the 
wood here in this State that they do 
in the Hovtli, so there is enough of it, 
such as it is, for practical purposes. 
There is a great deal of post oak tim­
ber along tlio creeks, and that' is low, 
scrubby timber. 'I like- Gainesville 
and the country around it. It is a’ 
good farming and stock country. There 
is great talk of a railroad at this1 place 
within the next tiro years. It is a 
place suitable for any kind of busi­
ness a man desires to go into, but the 
main things here with the people are 
cotton, corn, and stock. It is a good 
country for peaches, plums, grapes, 
cherries and: strawberries:, There are 
some apple orchards here but they are 
young and haven’ t got to bearing fruit 
yet. I  haven’t seen any such fruit as 
gooseberries*- currants and: raspberries 
since ~

FEARFUL CALAMITY.
The burning of the, steamer Wawas- 

set, on the Potomac river, Friday, was 
a most fearful calamity.- The steam­
er had on hoard some 150 passengers, 
a large portion of whom were women 
and-children. The" fire was first dis­
covered in the hold; of the boat, and 
as soon- as -the hatchways were; opened 
the flames burst forth with great fury. 
All efforts to extinguish the fire were 
fruitless, .'and the • steamer was 4run 
aground about- 200 yards from the 
Yirginia shore, near. Aquai Cr.eek.

The number of bodies recovered up 
to Monday was. sixty-seven. 'The 
scene, at the burain'g.is-rQpresentod as 
most-fearful and.ih'eartrending. 'The 
following account sis'from - the special 
correspondence! o f/th o  Washington 
Star, who,'visited <the scene-] o f the

- disaster:? .This correspondent states 
“ that boatmen,living'on the lino, of; the; 
river say.. tke;_screams of. theuwomen 
and, children-could be heard for miles 
On. the; way up to' Ghatterton; several 
bodies (of .colored rqen and women 
were.passed, which bad - been dragged 
ashore > the \night before. Miss Me-- 
Pherson, a; passenger,: described the

- scene of the; boat- as most terrible to 
witness.. The. flames -burst- out all 
round and swept aft, <, driving: the: wo-

- men. and.children, oyer into the water, 
She saw four"little, children hanging 
on' by their- hands i to , the burning 
steamer, and' one after another drop 
into the water, the flames driving 
them off., The. colored people were 
perfectly.-wild, and?,no- remonstrance 
bn tho "part of'the. officers was heeded 
They jumped:into;:aiboat;.'pilingit full, 
and declared;that it'was,the colored 
peoplols boat,:refusing :all whites ad­
mission. •. When it  went down all were 
thrown; into’the. water,; .together, and 
many others followed, ‘ being, pushed

I  came here. Lumber is high 
here. Cottonwood shingles- are five, 
and pine ten dollars a thousand. 
Hails ten; cents by the keg. Hard­
ware is: high here. They have to 
freight fifty miles with teams. Land 
rates from three to fifteen dollars per 
acre around this town; vacant lots 
seventy-five dollars each ; other lots 
according tn improvements. Gaines­
ville is the county seat of Cook coun­
ty, situated on a stream called the 
Elm, a running stream, we don’t find 
them all over Texas only in a rainy 
season; then there are plenty; bridg­
es are not known here at a ll; I  have 
not seen a bridge since I  struck the 
State of Texas except the railroad 
bridge. The crops are not doing much 
on account of the dry weather, and a 
man who is here now, with a family to 
keep, must have plenty of money. 
The‘corn that was- planted early in 
January will do middling well, but 
that planted later, and especially the 
sod corn, has once in a while a cob 
with a few kernels of corn on it, and 

; the- grasshoppers: have taken possess­
ion of that. The wheat does a little 
better, and, will average from twenty 
to thirty bushels per acre. Last year 
it averaged from forty to fifty bushels 
per acre, so I. am told by old farmers. 
Mr. Peery, an old farmer here, said 
that lie bad wheat last year that 
weighed seventy pounds to the bushel. 
Texas i3 a great place for wild game, 
such as, bufi'alo, deer, bears and wolves, 
and small game of different kinds. I  
haven’t seen any Indians yet although, 
there is a great deal of talk about 
them, but the white Indian here is 
worse than the red man himself. There 
have been quite a good many people 
killed here in different places since 
wo came. I  have known of as 
as three or four being killed in one 
place. Some were shot, others were 
scalped and some hung, but they were 
mostly horse thieves, and the cow boys 
killed them, so for my part I  think it 
a good thing:. There are prairies here 
that a man can look as far as he can 
see: and not a stick of timber nor a 
housefin sight. It  looks like looking 
off from Lake -Michigan; all a person- 
can see is ‘the herdsman and cattle* 
from two to three thousand in a drove. 
The soil: in Grayson ^County is very 
rich,: it is, called black-waxy; and it "s 
so rich it wont scour a plow. Cook 
-county has -dark soil, and- more sandy. 
Montague: is between the black-waxy 
and black sand. Olay County is very 
rough inplaces. Tliqro are quasi cites 
of rock and sand stone-there,' and the 
water that is in that county, where we; 
were, we had to strain -through our 
teeth, we didn’t have to have any mi­
croscope- to: view t-fie animals that were 
in it. I  have seen more snakes in a- 
week here than I saw in Michigan in 
a year. Beef sells here for from five 
to three cents a pound. Late peaches 
-are getting ripe here now.

This is all I  can tell you for the 
time I  have been here.

Since 
the complaint was entered against 
you, I  have been informed that tbo : 
Land Board have; • convoyed those;’

. lands- to the Fort Huron, etc., R. R e­
claiming that they belong to the State* 
and that the general Government has 
no title to them. I  find also that 
Judge U'ithev. U. S. District Judge 
of the Western District;' lias held in a 
similar, case that the Government had; 
no title to the lands* upon the ground 
that the reversion to the g'eneral Gov­
ernment was contingent* and that in 
such a case no title upon -which pro­
ceedings could be instituted remained 
to the Government. And-further, 
that these views, I  understaud, have 
been -substantially adopted- by the 
Commissioner of the Land Office.

In view of these facts, I  have de­
termined to dispose of tho matter as 
above stated, especially as I  am aware 
that you proceeded in good faith on 
the belief, as you say you were advised 
by your counsel, that you bad a good 
title to the lands upon which the--tim­
ber-was cut.

These rail road lands have-been, as 
you -are aware, subject to depredations 
for years* and I  deemed it my duty to 
endeavor to protect them*- on the; the­
ory-that they might revert to the Gov­
ernment, and then, if stripped of their 
timber, their value would be gone. 
But inasmuch as the State now as­
sumes the ownership, and the- Feder­
al Courts in this 'State, as by the de­
cision of Judge Withey, hold the title 
in the State, I  do not deem it my du­
ty to proceed in any case where the 
title of the Government is, at- least, 
doubtful.

Unofficial information was received 
here yesterday concerning a, reported 
fight on Tuesday last between a large 
party of Sioux (the particular tribe 
not known) and a smaller party of 
Pawnees, 120 miles southwest o f Elm 
Greek; between the Republican and 
Blackwood Creole.

Conductor Horton, who .'arrived 
here from the West yesterday* reports 
that he found, several Pawnees as Elm 
Greek who wanted him to bring them 
down to Columbus, which is twenty- 
five miles from the reservation, but 
the Loupe is between the station- and 
the Indians’ homes. Several Indians 
went down on. the freight ahead of 
Conductor Horton’s passenger train. 
Mr. Horton refused transportation to 
the Pawnees, whereat they felt very 
sorrowful.

They reported that while they were 
hunting buffalo in the Republican "Val­
ley, last. Tuesday, a party of about 
S00 Sioux, well armed and. all strong 
braves, attacked them and. put- theni 
to flight. The Pawnee party number­
ed, about 800 persons. Twenty-five 
Pawnee warriors were killed and sev­
enty-five women and children were 
massacred. A  large 'number- of ponies 
were stolen.

The massacre was reported to be of 
the regular; Indian type, cruel in the 
extreme. Tlio papooses were taken, 
up by the feet* and- their brains; were 
dashed out against tlio first hard sub  ̂
stance; that was found.. ,

The fight lasted all day and was 
very stubbornly contested on both 
sides: O verpowered by numb ers* and 
weak from thedoss-of their best braves, 
the: Pawnees fled in the night andys- 
caped, leaving: their, guns and every 
thing superfluous in flight upon? the 
battlefield. :i I

Tyhen the train- reached Columbus, 
several Pawnees were seen there, who: 
hacl arrived on the freight train from 
the battle-ground*, and .they told the

next following.”
