A correspondence of the Puebla
People,” writing from Fort Garland,
Col., under the date of July 24, tells
the following story.

JUnrroratrry oF TEXT Booxs.—In
this issue we publish the report of the
Board for the establishment of a uni-
formity of Text Books, for uso in the
public schools of Berrien county. We
presuine the report is from the Coun-
ty Clerk; but if so, from some cause
he omitted his signature. Dealers in
books had better be a little careful
however, about bringing on a stock of
the books recommended; as e find
some discrepancy in the report we
publish and that published in some
other of the county papers. By our
next issue we shall be able to have a
correct report. without any doubt
about the matter.

There seems to us to be considera-
ble of a muddle inthis Text Book
proceeding, and parties intercsted
will do well to wait a week or two,
such developmentsas may by that time
present themselves. We: imagine the
law is a good one, but we are inclined
to the opinion that there are some
mistikes relative to its enforcement
or adoption. The people and schools
may, therefore, be benefitted by tak-
ing a little time to consider.
