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THE OUISAN DIFFICULTY.
On Saturday last every indication; 

pointed towards speedy war with. Spain. 
That government asked, delay in deliv­
ering the Virginias according to the 
provisions o f  the Protocol. The Span­
ish, authorities in Cuba refused to have 
the vessel delivered to the United 
States,, but asked that it be surrender­
ed into tho bands o f  a neutral power. 
To this request the Spanish govern­
ment so far yielded as; to ask this 
government to modify its demands. 
The authorities at Washington prompt­
ly  refused, as they should have done, 
to recede one particle from the condi­
tions o f the Protocol. After a little 
delay tho Spanish govorumont de­
termined to carry out the agreement 
notwithstanding the Cuban authori­
ties.

Thus, by  the decided stand o f the 
Madrid government war has been 
averted. The Cubans begin to cool 
down somewhat, and it is now thought 
that little difficulty will transpire in 
carrying out the agreement, on the 
part o f Spain, with the United States.

THE MESSAGE AND WHAT IT CON­
TAINED.

W e do not mean by the heading in 
a brief article to tell all that Presi­
dent Grant's Message to Congress 
contained, but to note and perhaps 
discuss some o f  the items referred to 
in that document.

In  the opening he briefly enumer­
ates three great events that have trans­
pired since his last annual Message. 
These items are m the President’s own 
words: “ In the midst o f great na­
tional prosperity, a financial crisis has 
brought low fortunes o f  great propor­
tions; political partisanship has almost 
ceased to exist, especially in the agri­
cultural region; and finally the cap­
ture upon the high seas o f a vessel 
hearing our flag, has for a time threat­
ened the most serious consequences.”

In discussing the first o f these items, 
the financial crisis, the President 
thinks one long step has been taken 
toward specie payments, and that wo 
cannot have permanent prosperity till 
a specie basis is roached. This basis 
he thinks cannot be reached and main­
tained until our exports, exclusive o f  
gold, pay for our imports, interest due 
abroad, and, other specie obligations. 
This may be true, but we cannot sec 
any great good to the country coming 
through the financial disaster. The 
facts seem patent to our mind that 
there never was so much material pros­
perity as at the very time when gold 
was even as high as thirty and forty 
per cent, premium. The shrinkage of 
values cannot be seen from our stand­
point as any great benefit, but rather 
as a disaster. A  country is prosper­
ous so long as there is a market for 
her products, and her people are kept 
busy at remunerative employment, 
whether gold be at a premium of ton 
or fifty cents on the- dollar. I f  specie 
payment is to ho reached through the 
closing of our factories, the throwing 
out o f  employment o f thousands of 
men and women, dependent upon their 
labor for a support, we say let: it long 
be delayed. While we would be glac 
to see specie payments resumed, we 
would not desire this result: brought; 
about at the sacrifice o f the millions 
o f laborers.. Whenever labor* is re­
munerative, then is the country pros­
perous, and whenever labor is unre- 
munerative, then comes financial dis­
tress and great suffering. The great 
object then is to take such a course in 
the legislation o f the country as shal . 
best secure a proper remuneration for 
labor and the products o f labor.

The idea then of the President, that 
specie payments cannot be resumcc 
and permanently maintained till our 
exports shall at least equal our im­
ports, is evidently wise, and founded 
upon the very nature o f events. 
Equalize our exports and imports 
without paying a balance o f gold, and 
tho yearly increase o f  our mines would 
constantly augment the; volume of 
gold, so that; the result o f  specie pay­
ment would he inevitable;

President Grant’s idea o f the effect 
o f an increase in the bank issue is 
also wise, and1 acceptable to the great 
mass o f  the Western people. That 
sufficient currency is required to keep 
all the industries o f the country em­
ployed. I f  this is not done prosperi­
ty  cannot be the result, and hence 
there would he nothing to export with 
which to balanco our imports,’ and 
thus hasten specie payments.

Many o f the contractionists main­
tain that i f  the bank currency should 
be increased, that a step would there­
by  necessarily be taken away from 
specie payments. There must he, and 
the President'wisely comprehends the 
situation, sufficient currency to keep 
in active operation all the industries 
o f  the country, without being so much 
as to cause an undue inflation o f  
prices.

The important fact is Recognized by 
the President, that at certain Seasons 
o f  the year greater quantities o f cur­
rency are needed than at other periods. 
Xn order to meet this recognized want 
o f  the business interests o f  the 
country, the Message recommends 
Congress; to provide a system whereby 
elasticity may be secured, Tho sys­
tem, suggested hy tho President, to 
accomplish this desideratum, is about 
as follows :

Let the Secretary o f the Treasury 
issue to National banks, say forty per 
cent, additional o f their currency, on 
their depositing with the Secretary of 
the Treasury, bonds to amount of the 
currency required. Thus, i f  a Na­
tional bank had $100,000 currency in 
circulation, and desires more, upon the. 
deposit o f $40,000 worth o f bonds 
the Secretary o f the Treasury would 
issue to such bank $40,000 in its own 
bills. These bonds would then be 
held as security for this additional 
circulation, till such time as the bank 
would desire to redeem them by the 
return o f their own currency for can­
cellation: During the time that these 
bonds were in the hands of the Secre­
tary o f the Treasury, the bank depos 
iting them to forfeit four per cent, of 
the interest.

This, plan would no doubt:work sat- 
, isfactory, except it. would; place the 

entire .■.control of; the increase or con­
traction, ef'^he circulating- medium

with the National banks. It would 
appear to us tu be a better plan to 
authorize the Secretary of the Treas­
ury to issue greenbacks to any party, 
be he merchant, manufacturer, far­
mer or banker, who would deposit U. 
S. bonds of a certain authorized class, 
amounting in the aggregate to say two 
or three hundred millions o f dollars, 
allowing the party so depositing these 
jonds to withdraw the same within 
twelve mdnths, on the presentation o f 
the amount o f the face thereof in 
greenbacks. During the time that 
those bonds should be so deposited, 
the entire interest to be forfeited to 
the government.

The true state Of the case is clearly 
stated hy the, President when ho says, 
“ I  do not believe there is too much 
'currency) now for the dullest period 
o f the year,”  This being; true, as it 
no doubt is, and as the West have long 
believed, it becomes Congress to 
promptly adopt measures o f relief.

With the plan suggested by the 
President of issuing additional bills 
to National hanks, or issuing green­
backs on deposit o f  U. bonds, as 
above advocated, together with free 
lanking authorized on the same basis 
and security as National banks, we 
believe the problem of the currency 
question would besatisfactorilysolved, 
and that the volume o f circulating 
medium would regulate itself

The President is not blind to the 
great political indications of the hour 
when he says: “ Political partisanship 
has almost; ceased to exist, especially 
in the agricultural region.”  Tho 
great agricultural interest of the 

rest are rising up to assert her rights, 
and in order to accomplish tbo object 
sought, i f  necessary, political parti­
sanship will be ignored. There is no 
use shutting, our eyes to the fact. In­
deed it is wisdom in the President and 
Congress to hasten, to see what can be 
done to relieve the agriculturists of 
the West from; the fearful impositions 
o f the great railroad and other mon­
opolies. I f  the Republican party 
would retain its hold upon the hearts 
of the Western people it must act 
promptly in this matter.. Delays will 
he dangerous, and ere we are aware o f 
it the opposition will have led thou­
sands away from the Republican fold. 
The President’s brief suggestion on 
this point contains much for the reflec­
tion o f the majority in Congress, and, 
i f  wisely heeded, will accomplish 
much for the permanence o f Republi­
can: principles and the Republican

AIHOS B. M ERRILL, THE RECEIVER
OF THE $1,200,

We deem it almost, if not wholly, 
unnecessary to refer again to the Oakes 
Ames “ S. 0 -”  . $1,200 check which 
Ex V ice President Colfax was said to 
have received, so well satisfied are the 
public generally that he never saw it, 
much less received the money. I f  
however, there are any doubting minds, 
the following letter o f Mr. John T. 
Drew will forever set the matter at 
rest. Mr. Drew, in his statement last 
summer, affirmed that he saw Oakes 
Ames draw the money on the “ S. C.”  
check and pay it to some person to 
him unknown. That person has now 
been discovered as the following letter 
explains :

_ S h e r m a n  H ouse, \  
Cnuwcio, I I I ., November 7,1878. J 
To the editor of Chicago livening Journal:

D ear S ir  : Your note o f  the 15lh 
is received. In reply I  have to say 
that the money drawn on tho “ $1,200 
S. C. cheek,”  Juno 22, ISOS, by Hon. 
Oakes Ames, at 4  o’ clock in the after­
noon, was paid to Amos B . Merrill, 
Esq., an attorney at that time in the 
employ o f Mr. Arnes, to look after his 
“ Southern cotton”  speculations. The 
books o f  the late Air. Merrill, who 
died some time before Air. Ames, will 
show the honorable nature o f  their 
associations, and also the fact o f the 
fee o f $1,200 paid him June 22d, 
1868, “ on. account o f  services in the 
Rob R oy  cotton claim.”  It  was 
through the legal acumen and astute­
ness of Air. Merrill that Mr. Ames 
was saved $182,648,09 in that one 
case.

In the multiplicity of bis transac­
tions, Mr. Ames Very naturally relied 
much on brief memoranda, such as 
the “ S : C.”  on the check in question, 
and long after, when, harrassed hy his 
associates and badgered by the inves­
tigations carried on in “ Credit Mo- 
bilier,”  be forgot the original use of 
the $1,200, and concluded it belonged 
among the “ dividend checks,”  while 
in reality it went, to pay an honorable 
debt due a deserving counsel.

This brief statement of the facts 
within my knowledge will go as far as 
a long story with those irho are will­
ing to do Air. Colfax and Mr. Ames 
justice, and nothing should be added 
in the hope of convincing their chronic 
enemies, on tho principle o f a trite 
Eastern maxim that “ H o who scrubs 
an ass’ head wastes his soap.”

CONGRESSIONAL.
SE N A T E , Dec. 3.— Gen. Howard

TIIE PRESIDENTS PROPOSED CON­
STITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.

In his message President Grant rec­
ommends two Amendments to the Con­
stitution, in connection with the one 
to he reported hy the Congressional 
Committee, looking to the provision o f 
a better method of electing President 
and V ice President o f  the United 
States.

The first Amendment suggested hy 
the President proposes to authorize 
the Executive to approve so much o f 
any measure passing both Houses o f  
Congress as his judgment may dictate, 
without approving the whole, the dis­
approved portion or portions to be 
subjected to the same rules as now,, to 
w it : to be referred back to the House 
in which the measure originated, and 
i f  passed by two-thirds vote of the 
two Houses, then to become a law 
without the approval of the President.”  

While such an Amendment might in 
many instances be the means of pre­
venting objectionable features of leg­
islation becoming laws, wo can see 
bow it might, in the hands of a Presi­
dent opposed ’ to the majority in Con­
gress,; he used to defeat the principal 
objects of needed and judicious legis­
lation. I t  o f course would defeat 
many of the compromise portions of 
measures enacted by Congress, and 
thus place, the minority more than 
ever at the mercy o f the majority, i f  
the President: should happen to be in 
sympathy with that majority. I f  
however, he should sympathize with 
the minority, the influence o f that mi­
nority might he unduly increased. 
This might be the case to such an ex­
tent as in frequent instances to elevate 
the; portion o f  a. bill approved by the 
minority into a law, and at the same 
time defeat that portion approved hy 
the majority.

I f  the United States were always 
certain o f  a President like the-present 
one, such an. Amendment might be o f  

service, but with a man like 
Johnson iu the Presidential 

chair, we can see great evil possible 
with, the power that such an Amend­
ment would confer.

Erom our stand point we must 
question the wisdom of Congress 
adopting any such Amendment tor sub­
mission to the several State Legisla­
tures. W e are decidedly o f the faith 
that as a general rule the liberties and 
best interests o f the people are safer 
in the hands o f Congress than in the 
hands o f the Executive. This may 
not always be the case* yet i t  will 
prove true generally, and it  will bo 
approved by a majority o f the Ameri­
can people, who look with jealous eye 
towards any increase of the power o f  
the Executive.

Thesecond Amendment recommend­
ed by President Grant is to “ provide 
when an extra session o f  Congress is 
convened: by the Executive, legislation 
during the continuance o f  such extra 
session shall be confined to such sub­
jects as the Executive may bring be­
fore it from time to time in writing;”

To such an Amendment there would 
perhaps be no very serious objection 
offered, but we imagine that Congress 
will be slow to adopt any amendment 
that will in any way circumscribe its 
powers. The reasons however, offered 
in favor of this Amendment, in the 
message; are of force and strike eur 
mind as worthy the consideration of 
Congress. We can see no evil that 
would be likely to grow out o f such a 
provision in the fundamental law of 

■ the country, but on the other hand 
much good might result therefrom.

THE PROTOCOL,
The following is the official agree­

ment entered into between our Gov­
ernment and the Spanish Government 
on Nov. 22,. relative to the Virginius 
affair

“ The undersigned having met for 
the purpose o f  entering into a definite 
agreement, respecting the case o f the 
steamer Yirginius, which, while under 
the flag o f the United States, was, on 
the 21st day o f October last, captured 
on the high seas hy the Spanish man- 
of-war Toronado, have reached the 
following conclusions:

“ Spain, on her part, stipulates to 
restore forthwith the vessel referred 
to, and the survivors o f her passengers 
and crew, and on the 25th day of De­
cember next to salute the flag of the 
United States.

If, however, before that date Spain 
should prove to the satisfaction of tho 
Government o f  the United States that 
the Yirginius was not entitled to car­
ry the flag of the United States, and 
was carrying it at the time o f her cap­
ture without right andimproperly, the 
salute will be spontaneously dispensed 
with, in such a case It not being re- 
quirable, but the United States will 
expect, in such case, a disclaim­
er o f intent o f indignity to its flag in 
the act which was committed.

Eurfchermore, i f  on or before the 
25th of December, .1373, it shall he 
made to appear to the satisfaction o f 
the United States that the Yirginius 
did not rightfully carry the American 
flag, and was not entitled to American
papers, the United States will insti­
tute inquiry and adopt legal proceed­
ings against the vessel, i f  it be found 
that she has violated any laws o f  the 
United States; and against any of 
the persons who may appear to have 
been guilty o f illegal actc in connec­
tion therewith.

It  is understood that Spain will pro­
ceed, according to the second proposi­
tion made to Gen. -Sickles, and; com­
municated in his telegram read to A d- 
initvl Pelo, on the 27th  inst., to inves­
tigate-the conduct o f those authorities 
who have infringed the Spanish laws 
and will arraign them before compe­
tent courts and.

-I went 
with him to one o f his classes .three 
miles from Madison. Xfc met in_a very 
large school house which was .packed 
full. I  could hardly see where the 
people all came from. The teacher 
gave blackboard exercises, which were 
very plainly and correctly .written and 
illustrated, and taught in such a way 
that I  could hardly see how any one 
could help but understand, Mr. Strehle 
is in the mercantile business in this 
place, and is doing a fair amount of 
trading. I  had the pleasure o f preach­
ing to the people three times during my 
visit with them, and enjoyed very good 
meetings indeed. I  found some very 
decided and earnest Christians and 
came away refreshed in spirit; though 
suffering in body; from an attack of 
acute bronchitis, hut feeling that it 
had been good for mo to be there. I  
have made arrangements, Providence 
willing, to return and spend the sec­
ond and third Sabbaths in this month, 
and the week intervening. " Perhaps 
the readers o f the R ecord will begin 
to .think this.
