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TSE CURIIEXCY QUESTION.
That an increase in tho currency is 

needed to transact the legitimate bus­
iness of the country there is no ques­
tion. Even the most extreme specie- 
payment advocates, since the panic, 
have been compelled to admit such to 
be the case. This being true, it seems 
but a piece o f folly for Congress to 
have acted, or rather not to have ac­
ted on this the greatest of all ques­
tions, before the holiday, recess. It 
looks to the people as if Senators and 
Representatives cared hut little lvhat 
their constituents want, just: so they 
eonld have their holiday recreation. 
This is not right, and the people feel
that something ought to have been 
done definitely, looking; to the good of 
the country, in a currency point of 
view.

I f  there is one fallacy that is or 
ought to he exploded, it is that there 
can be no permanent prosperity till 
specie payment is resumed. Every 
person knows that during the war and 
immediately thereafter, notwithstand­
ing the high premium that gold bore, 
that the country Avas never more pros­
perous, that the laborer was never bet­
ter paid, and that the industries of 
the nation, with the exception o f  a 
few branches, were never more active 
or better paid. So soon, however, 
as contraction began to set in, times 
began to be close, labor was less in de­
mand and hence depreciated, -The 
production o f our factories was les­
sened. Thus as we approached, by 
the increase of population and the 
contraction o f  the currency, to a spe­
cie basis, general prosperity began to 
Wane, the laborer was thrown out of 
employment, improvements began to 
lessen, factories ceased to be reared 
and a thousand evils, one after anoth­
er followed in quick succession, culmi­
nating in the late financial panic.

The country demands more money, 
and there must be an increase of cur­
rency or the industries of the country 
must suffer, the millions o f  laboring 
people will be made to feel the situa­
tion more keenly than they have hith­
erto done.

The history of this country goes: 
fully to prove that it has always been, 
the more prosperous when there has 

i been the most currency in circulation.
| I f  this was true in the past, with tho 
| unreliable currency of other days, it 
! must be doubly so when every dollar 
j of the currency is regarded as per- 
| fectly sound, as is the case at the pres- 
| ent time.
| Statistics show that hard times have 

always followed the contraction of the 
| currency. When there was the least 

money in the country labor was illy 
paid, and the comforts of life scarcely 
attainable by him who depended on 
his daily toil for subsistence. When 

it money was plenty, currency abund-
I ant, labor was remunerative and the 
Si comforts o f life more evenly distribu­

ted as between the laboror and Capi­
talist. Tne following statistics, glean­
ed by the Inter- Ocean from the late: 
speech of Mr. M. M. Hooton before

i the recent Earners’ Convention in II- 
t linois, will be of interest, and fully 
i demonstrate what we have asserted, as; 
to the general prosperity o f  the 
country being intimately connected 
with the amount of currency in circu­
lation. The Inter-Ocean says :

“ The speaker declared that a care- 
ji ful examination would prove that our 

prosperity as a nation and as individ-

THE VIRGINIUS,
It was one of the, Conditions of the 

Atnerican-Spanish protocol that the 
United States would inquire into the 
right of the Virginius to Carry the 
American flag. I f  Spain proved to 
the satisfaction of this government 
that the Yirginius was not entitled to 
sail under American colors, then the 
salute to the American flag was to be 
dispensed with.

After having the case of this cap­
tured vessel under advisement Attor­
ney (General Williams decides that the 
“ Virginius at the time of her capture 
was without right, and improperly car­
rying the American flag.”  This is in 
accordance with what Spain has claim­
ed. It seems that the Virginius was 
really owned by foreigners, and as 
such ownership was'foreign she was 
not entitled an American register. 
Her nominal owner however, was an 
American, but unquestionably per­
jured himsolf to obtain for the Vir­
ginius an American register.

Notwithstanding it is fully shown 
that the Virginius was not properly 
carrying the American flag, this is no 
justification for her capture by the 
Spanish gun boat. On this point the 
Attorney General says :

“ Assuming the question to be what 
appears to conform to the intent of 
the protocol whether or not the Vir­
ginius, at: the time of her capture, 
had a right, as against the United 
S tates, to carry the American, flag. I  
am of the opinion that she had no such 
right, because she had not been regis­
tered according to law; hut I  am also 
of the opinion that she was as much 
exempt from interference on the high, 
seas by another power, on that ground, 
as though she had been lawfully reg­
istered. Spain, no doubt, has a right 
to cap tip:® a vessel with an American 
register, and carrying the American 
flag, found in her own waters; assist­
ing or endeavoring to assist the insur­
rection in Cuba ; but^she has no right 
to capture such a vessel on the high 
seas upon an apprehension that, in vi­
olation of the neutrality of the navi­
gation laws, of the United States, she 
was on her way to assist; such rebell­
ion. Spain may defend her territory 
and her people from hostile action 
from what is or appears to he an Amer­
ican vessel, but she has no jurisdiction 
whatever Over the question as to 
whether or not such vessel is on the 
high seas in violation of any law of 
the United States. Spain cannot right­
fully raise, that question as to the Vir­
ginius, but the United States may.”

thereof. The bill passed relative to print­
ing public documents, with an amendment 
forbidding the printing of all public docu­
ments: for popular distribution, but not 
prohibiting the stereotyping of such docu­
ments. The Financo(resolulion was brief­
ly  discussed, when: tlie resolution to ad­
journ was taken up, and finally agreed to 
as passed by the House, and the Senate 
adjourned till Jan. 5, IS74.

H O U SE , Dec. 19.— T he supplementa­
ry  Civil Rights bill was discussed, and it 
was agreed that the discussion should go 
on all day on 15 minutes speeches; and on 
the first and second days after reassem­
bling.

E ditors R ecord :— A s elsewhere, 

we have a crisis here. T he “ oil men! 
are-troubled. A n d  if  you  could but 
see the oil as it  comes roaring and 
foam ing out o f  a few o f  the new wells, 
you  would think that the oil was 
troubled. O il is a drug upon ihe mar- 

■ ket at forty  cents a barrel in..Butler 
Co’;, and as the market there naturally 
affects.the market in Clarion and Y e -  
•nango; it  has dropped in  the latter 
two counties 'to .seventy cents. T here 
is a cause for this. H itherto the op­
erators havo argued, or claimed, non- 
overproduction, but have attributed 
the low price o f  oil to rings, m onopoly; 
etc. In this they m ere right; But 
now over-produefion is doing a swift 
and sure work. A lready the Sheriff’s 
notices are appearing on many der­
ricks,’ and many firms that a few weeks 
since were thought to be good, are to- 
day not worth a dollar. This present 
state o f  affairs has been brought about 
in the follow ing m anner: Y ou  will 
re member that in m v  last ’letter I  m en-, 
tioned the “ third sand-rock”  as being 
the_ oil producing sand-rock.. B ut a 
short time since, parties in B utler Co., 
thinking that- they were in a "stray 
sand,”  (which sometimes occurs ju st 
above the “ third san d"), drilled deep­
er, expecting to find the third sand. 
B ut they were m istaken: for at a - 
depth o f  1 ,880 feet they struck a 
fourth  sand, and the well commenced 
flowing 1 ,000  barrels per day. This, 
caused intense excitem ent, and many 
others commenced operations, by drill­
ing through the; third for the fourth. 
The result has t eeu incredible ’. W ells 
that were pum ping twenty, forty  and 
eighty barrels are now flowing from  
this tfourth sand-rock from four to ten 
hundred barrels every tw enty-four 
hours. P rior to theso developments 
oil was steadily advancing. N ow  it js  
flat; There is, however, an encour­
aging feature in  this matter, and that 
is, these spouters are short lived, and 
although they throw a vast amount o f  
oil upon the market fo r  a short time, 
y e t  the reaction is sure to come. D rill­
ing, in the meantime, - is in a great’’ 
measure suspended, and very few new 
rigs starting,

In my next letter I  will try and 
give a little light on “ fire-test”  oil.
