From the Christian at W ork.

Who slew all these ?—-2 Kings 10:10.
I  see a long row o f baskets coming 

up towards the palace o f King Jehu.
I am semewhat inquisitive to find out 
wbat ia in the baskets. I  look in and 
I  find the gory heads o f seventy slain 
princes. As the gaskets arrive at the 
gate of the palace, the heads are 
thrown in two heaps, one on either 
side the gate. In the morning the 
king comes out, and he looks upon the 
bleeding, ghastly heads o f the massa­
cred princes. Looking on either side 
the gate, he cries out with a ring­
ing emphasis— '

“ Who slew all these ?”
We have, my friends, lived to see a 

more fearful massacre. There is no 
use my taking your time this morning 
in trying to give you statistics about 
the devastation and the ruin and the 
death which strong drink has wrought 
in this country. Statistics do not 
seem to mean anything. W e are so 
hardened under these statistics that 
the fact that fifty thousand more men 
are slain or fifty thousand less men are 
slain, seems to make no positive im­
pression on the public mind. Suffice 
it to say that intemperance has slain 
an innumerable company of princes—  
the children of God’s royal fam ily; 
and at the gate of the church there 
are two heaps of the slain ; and at the 
door of the household there are two 
heaps o f the slain; and at the door of 
the legislative hall there are two heaps 
of the slain; and at the door of the 
university there are two heaps of the 
slain ;■ and at the gate o f the nation 
there are two heaps of the slain. 
When I  look upon the desolation I  
am almost frantic at" the scene, while 
I  cry out:

“ Who slew all these ?"
I  can answer that question in half 

a minute. The ministers o f Ghrisfc 
who have given no warnings, the 
courts o f law that have offered^ the 
licensure, the women who give strong 
drink on New Year’s Day, the fathers 
and mothers who have rum on the 
sideboard, the hundreds of thousands 
of Christian men and women in the 
land who are stolid in their indiffer­
ence on the subject— they slew all 
these I

Last Sabbath morning I  talked to 
you about some of the modes by 
which drunkenness in this land was to 
be assaulted. X shall this morning 
come to a more-specific subject and 
tell you wbat I  think are the sorrows 
and doom of a drunkard, so that you, 
to whom I  speak may not come to the 
place of torment.

Some one says: “ You had better 
let these subjects alone.”  Why, my 
brethren, we would be glad to let them 
alone, if they would let us alone; hut 
when I  have in my pocket now four 
requests saying : “ Pray for my hus- 
band, pray for my son, pray for my 
brother, pray for my friend who is 
the captive o f strong drink,” ’ I  reply: 
we axe willing to ' let that question 
alone when it is willing to let us alone; 
hut when it stands blocking up the 
way to heaven and keeping, multitudes 
who are in the house of God this 
morning away from Christ and heav­
en, I  dare not he. silent, lest the Lord 
require their blood at my hands.

I  think the subject has been kept 
hack very much by the merriment peo­
ple make over- those slain by Bfcrong 
drink. I  used to be very merry over 
these things, having a keen sense of 
the ludicrous. There was

SOMETHING VERY GROTESQUE 
in the gait of a drunkard. It is  not 
so now, for I  saw in .one of.the B treets 
in Philadelphia a sight that changed 
the whole subject to me. There was 
a young man being led , home; He

was very much intoxicated-.-he was 
raving with intoxication. Two boys 
hooted in tho street, men lauglied,and 
women sneered; but I  happened to be 
very near the door where he Wjent in 
— it was the door of his father's mouse. 
I  saw him go up stairs. I  beared him 
shouting, hooting, and blaspheming. 
He had lost his hat, and the ' Merri­
ment increased with'tlio mob unti.il he 
came up to the d oorr^ d  as the door 
Was opened liis m3*“ $ar came out. 
When I  heard her that took all 
the comedy away from the seefi'e. 
Since that time, when I  see a mfi,n 
walking through the stroets, reeling-, 
as I  saw one last night, until he fell to 
the sidewalk here on Lafayette ave­
nue, the comedy is all gone, and it is"’ 
a tragedy of groans and tears and 
heart-breaks. Never make any fun 
around me about the^grotesqueness of 
a drunkard. Alaq for his home ! alas 
for his home!

The first suffering o f the drunkard 
is the loss of his good 'name. God has 
so arranged it that no man ever loses 
his good name except" through his own 
act. A ll the hatred of men and all 
the assaults o f devils cannot destroy 
a man’s good name, if he really main­
tains his integrity. I f  a man is honest 
and pure and Christian, God looks 
after him. Although he may be bom­
barded for twenty or thirty years, his 
integrity is never lost and his good 
natne i3 never sacrificed, No force 
on earth or in hell can capture such a 
Gibraltar. Bat when it is said of a 
man, “ He drinks,”  and, it can be 
proven, then what store wants him for 
a clerk? What church wants him for 
a member ? Who will trust him ! 
What dying man would appoint him 
his executor ? He may have been 
forty years building up his reputation 
— it goes down. Letters of recom­
mendation, the backing up of busi­
ness firms, a brilliant ancestry, cannot 
save him. The world shies off. Why ? 
It is whispering all through the com­
munity, “ He drinks ; he drinks.”  
That blasts him; When a young man 
loses his reputation for sobriety, he 
might as well be gt the bottom of the 
sea. There are young men who have 
their good name as their only capital. 
Your father started you out in city 
life. He could only give you an edu­
cation. He gave you no means. He 
started you, however, under Christian 
influences. You have come to the 
city. You are now achieving your 
own fortune, under God, by your own 
right arm. Now

LOOK OUT, YOUNG MAN,

that there is no doubt of your sobrie­
ty. Do not create any suspicion by 
going in and out o f  liquor establish­
ments, or by any odor of your breath, 
or by any glare o f your eye, or by 
any unnatural flush of your cheek. 
You cannot afford to do it, for your 
good -name is your only capital, and 
when that is blasted with the reputa­
tion o f taking strong drink, all is 
gone. When I  see the influences all 
around our young men to destroy 
them, I  hardly know what to say. For 
the young men themselves, all com­
passion, all sympathy, and all pity. 
For the men who deal out the deadly 
stuff I  have all pity because they 
bring upon themselves the scorn of 
good society and the retribution of 
God; but for the liquor establishments 
themselves, and the rum-selling res- 
tarurants, may God Almight consume 
‘them with the brightness of his com­
ing !

Another loss which the inebriate 
suffers is that of self-respect. Just as 
soon as a man wakes up and finds that 
he is a captive of strong drink, he 
feels bemeaned. I  do not care how 
reckless he acts. H e may say— “ I  
don’ t care!”  He does care. He can 
not look a pure man in the eve, unless 
it is with positive force of resolution. 
Three fourths of his nature is destroy­
ed; his self-respect gone ; he says 
things he would not otherwise say ; he 
does things he would not otherwise do. 
When a man is nine-tenths gone with 
strong drink, the first thing he wants 
to do is to persuade you that he can 
Btop any time he wants to. He can 
not. The Philistines have bound 
him hand and foot, and shorn his locks, 
and put out his eyes, and are making 
him grind in a mill of great horror. 
He cannot stop. I  will prove it. He 
knows that his course is bringing dis­
grace and ruin upon himself. He 
loves himself. _ He knows his course is 
bringing ruin upon his'family. He 
loves them. He would stop, if :he 
could. He cannot. Perhaps three, 
months or a year ago he could ; not 
now. Just ask him to stop for a sin­
gle month. He cannot. He knows 
he cannot, and so he does not try. I  
had a friend who for fifteen years was 
going down under this evil habit. He 
had large means. He had given thou­
sands o f dollars to Bible societies and 
reformatory institutions o f all sorts. 
He was very genial and very lovable 
and very generous, and whenever he 
talked about this evil habit he would 
say, “ I  can stop any time.”  But he 
kept going on, going on, down, down, 
down. His family would say, “ I  
wish you would stop.”  “ W hy,”  he 
would reply, “ I  can stop anytime if 
I ’ want to.”  After a while he had 
delirium tremens; he had it twice.; 
and yet, after that, he said, “ I  could 
stop at any time if I  wanted to.”  He 
is dead now. What killed him ? Rum ! 
Rum ! And yet among his utterances 
was, “ I  can stop at any time.”  He 
did not stop it, because he could not 
stop it. Oh, I  want the young men 
of my congregation to realize the fact 
that there is a point in inebria­
tion, beyond which, i f  a man goes,1 he 
cannot stop. One of these victims 
said to a Christian man: “ Sir, i f  .1 
were told that I  couldn’t get a- driiik 
until to-morrow night unless I  had all 
my fingers cut off, I  would say, ‘bring 
the hatchet and cut them off now.’ ” 
I  have a dear friend in Philadelphia,, 
whose nephew came to him one dayj 
and when he,was exhorted - about his' 
evil habit, said, “ Uncle, I  • can’ t giv& 
it up. I f  there stood a cannon, and 
it was loaded, and a glass of wine set 
in the mouth o f that, camion, and {

knew that you would'fire it off just as 
I  came up and took the glass, I  would 
start, for I  must have it.”  Ob, it is 
a sad thing for a man to wake up in 
this life and feel that he is a captive: 
He says, “ I  could have got fid of this 
once, but I  can’ t now. I  might have 
lived an honorable life and died a 
Christian death; but

THERE IS NO HOPE
for me now; there is no escape forme. 
Dead, but not buried. I  am a walk­
ing corpse. I  am an apparition of 
what I  once was. I  am a caged im­
mortal, beating against the wires of 
my cage, in this direction ana in that 
direction ; beating against the cage 
until there is blood on the wires and 
blood on my soul, yet not able to get 
Out.”

I  go farther, and say that the ine­
briate suffers from the loss o f his use­
fulness. D o you not recognize the 
fact that many o f those who are now 
c apeives of strong drink, only a little 
while ago were foremost in churches 
and in reformatory institutions? Do 
you hot know that sometimes they 
knelt in the family circle? Do you 
not l:now" that they prayed in public, 
and that some o f them carried round 
the holy wine on sacramental day ? 
Oh, yes, they stood in the very front 
rank; but they gradually fell away. 
And now, what do you suppose is the 
feeling o f  such a mau as that, when 
he thinks of his dishonored vows and 

■ the-dhihonored sacrament? when he 
thinks o f  what he might have been 
and o f  what he is now? Do such 
men laugh and seem very merry ? Ah, 
there is, down in the "very depths o f  
their soul, a very heavy weight. Do 
you wonder that they see strange 
things, and act very roughly in the 
household ? You would not "blame 
them at all, if you knew what they 
suffer. Do not tell such as that there 
is no future punishment. Do not tell 
him there is no such place as hell. He 
knows there is. Ms is there noto!

I  go on, and say that the inebriate 
suffers from the loss o f physicaUiealth. 
The older men in the congregation 
may remember that some years ago 
Sewell went through this country and 
electrified the people by his lectures, 
in which he showed the effects of al­
cohol on the human stomach.

What groans tear his 
ear. What horrors shiver through 
his soul. Talk o f the rack, talk o f  
the Inquisition, talk o f the funeral 
pvre, talk o f the crushing Juggernaut 
— he feels them all at once. Have 
you ever been in the ward of the hos­
pital where these inebriates are dying, 
the stench of their wounds driving 
back the attendants, their voices re­
sounding through the night ? The 
keeper comes up and says, “ Hush, 
now, be still. Stop making all this 
noise.”  But it is effectual only for a 
moment, for as soon as the keeper is 
gone, they begin again : “ Oh, God ! 
Oh, God ! Help ! Help ! Rum ! ' 
Give me rum ! Help ! Take them 
off me !

And they shriek, and they 
rave, and they pluck out their hair by 
handsful, and bite their nails into the 
quick, and then they groan, and they 
shriek, and they blaspheme, and they 
ask the keeper -to kill them : “ Stab 
me.

Dives could not 
get one drop o f water. From what 
chalice of eternal fire will the hot lips 
of the drunkard drain his draught ? 
No one to brew it. No one to mix it. 
No one to fetch|it. Millions of worlds 
then for the dregs which the young 
man just now slung on the saw-dusted 
floor of the restaurant. Millions, of 
Worlds now for the rind thrown out of 
the punch-bowl o f an earthly banquet. 
Dives cried for water. The inebriate 
cries for rum. Oh, the deep, exhaust­
ing, exasperating, everlasting thirst 
of the drunkard in hell! :

When I  see the establishments all 
around us, the influence of which, is 
to destroy men for this life and the 
life it is to come, I,fsel sometimes in­
dignant, sometimes humiliated, some­
times one emotion is dominant and 
sometimes another, but i f  you should 
ask me this morning, “ What are you" 
in favor o f for the purpose o f extirpa­
ting this evil?”

I  want to 
say, in the first place, to those who are 
the victims o f strong drink, that while 
I  declared some time ago that there is 
a point beyond-which "a man cannot 
stop, I  want to tell you that while a 
man can not stop in his own strength, 
the Lord God, by His grace, can help 
him to stop at any time.

Last summer I  was in a room in 
New York, where there weie many 
men who had been reclaimed from 
drunkenness. I  heard their testimo­
ny, and for the first time in my life 
there flashed out a truth I  never un­
derstood. They said: “ We were vic­
tims o f strong drink. We tried to 
give it up, but always failed; hut 
somehow, since we gave our hearts to 
Ohrist, He has taken care of us.”  I  
believe that the time will soon come 
when the grace, of God will show its 
power here, not only to save man’s 
soul, but his body, and reconstruct, 
purify, elevate and redeem it.

I  verily believe tb at, although you 
feel grappling at the roots of your 
tongues an almost omnipotent thirst, 
if you will this morning give your 
heart to God, He will help you by His 
grace to conquer. Try it. It is your 
last chance. I  have looked off upon 
the desolation. Sitting under my min­
istry there are a good many people in 
awful peril. And, judging from ordi­
nary circumstances, there is not one 
chance in five thousand that they will 
get clear of it. I  see men in my con­
gregation from Sabbath to Sabbath, 
my warm, personal friends, of whom 
I-must remark that

within ten years they will, as to their 
bodies lie down, down, in drunkards’ 
graves; and as to their souls lie down 
in a drunkards’ perdition.

Farm and Household.

Crop Reports.
We publish to-day very full reports 

from our special correspondents 
throughout the State relative to the 
condition of the wheat crop. With a 
few exceptions these reports are of 
substantially the same tenor, and are 
not favorable. The acreage sown, did 
not vary materially from that sown 
the preceding season. The fall, how­
ever, was dry, and for the want o f  rain 
the plant in many cases did not get a 
good root or growth before the winter 
set in. In this particular, however, 
there seems to have been an exception 
in favor of the low lands. The winter 
followed with very unusual severity, 
and apparently In nearly all the more 
exposed fields the crop has been ma­
terially injured. In not a few instan­
ces the plant has been wholly destroy­
ed, The spring thus far has also been 
quite as unfavorable as the winter. 
No warm rains have fallen yet, and 
the reports very generally Indicate 
that wheat is suffering severely. Only 
in a few counties are full or average 
yields expected, while generally one- 
half to three-quarters of a crop is all 
that’ seems now to4be promised. Some 
consolation is to be found in the fact, 
however, that the spring rains always 
improve the promise of the harvest, 
frequently giving fair productiveness 
to fields that seemed almost dead and 
scarcely worth cultivating. I t  is not 
yet too late for such an improvement 
to be given to the crop for 1875.

Our reports in regard to fruit are 
also quite full. Apples promise well. 
A  good crop is now generally antici­
pated. Peaches, however, seem to 
lave been generally killed, the dam­
age including, in many cases, the 
trees. Small fruits have also been in­
jured, but stall a fair' yield is prom­
ised o f most varieties.

In  regard to spring crops, very lit­
tle can yet be said, as the season is 
unusually late. As wheat promises so 
poorly, doubtless a larger acreage than 
usual will be sown or planted.— De­
troit Tribune.

Eggs as Diet.
Would it not be wise to substitute 

more eggs for meat in our daily diet ? 
About one-third o f the weight o f an 
egg is solid nutriment. This is more 
ihancan be said o f meat. There are no 
rones or tough pieces that have to be 

laid aside. A  good egg is made up o f 
ten parts shell, sixty parts white, and 
thirty parts yolk. The white o f an 
egg contains eighty-six per cent, 
water, the yolk fifty-two per cent. 
The average weight o f an egg is 
about two ounces. Practically an egg 
is animal food, and yet there is none 
o f the disagreeable work o f the 
butcher necessary to obtain it. The 
vegetarians o f England use eggs free­
ly, and many of these men are eighty 
and ninety years old, and have been 
remarkably free from illness.

Eggs are best when cooked four 
minutes. This takes away the animal 
taste that is offensive to some, but 
does not so harden the white or yolk 
as to make them hard to digest. A n  
egg i f  cooked very hard is difficult of 
digestion, except by  those o f  stout 
stomachs; such eggs should be eaten 
with bread and mastigated very finely. 
An egg spread on toast is fit for the 
king, If kings, deserve any better food 
than anybody else, which Is doubtful.

Fried eggs are less wholesome than 
boiled one3. An egg dropped into 
hot water is not only a clean and 
handsome, but a delicious morsel. 
Most people spoil tbe taste o f their 
eggs by adding pepper and salt. A  
little sweet butter is the best dressing. 
Eggs contain much phosphorus, which 
is supposed to be useful to those who 
use their brains much. — ■ Poultry 
Revietv.

G i v e  t h e  G r a s s  a  C h a n c e .-— For 
tbe good of the stock, as well as the 
good of the pasture, farmers should 
do, what is often very hard to do, 
wait patiently until .the grass has a 
good start before turning stock into 
pastures. Between hay and grass is 
proverbially a trying time for stock, 
and the long and severe winter which 
causes cattle to -eat more than usual 
will make the temptation more than 
usually strong this spring to turn 
stock out early.—- Western Dural.

The ruin 
wrought to Oshkosh was equal to the 
great blaze of 1S71 to Chicago. The 
Court House, Post Office, Opera 
House, Hotels (with one exception), 
four newspaper offices, hanks,telegraph 
office, a large number o f  elegant resi­
dences, manufactories, a  score o f  busi­
ness blocks and their contents, and 
the finest; portions o f the once beauti­
ful city.

Such wholesale; destruction of prop­
erty is serious to contemplate. In 
July, 1S74, Oshkosh suffered the loss 
o f 600 buildings by fire, involving 
property to the value o f §800,000, 
Her plucky and energetic citizens had 
just begun to recover from that blow 
when, this dreadful calamity befell the 
city.

Many o f  these mis­
takes are inexcusable, and can be pre­
vented b y  a little precaution.

THE HOMEOPATHIC COLLEGE LAW.
The following is the text of the hill 

authorizing the Regents of the Uni­
versity to establish a Homeopathic 
Medical College, as a branch of the 
State University :

S e c t i o n  1. The People of the State 
o f Michigan enact: The Board o f Re­
gents o f  the University of Michigan 
are hereby authorized to establish a 
Homeopathic Medical College, as a 
branch or department of said Uni­
versity, which shall be located at Ann 
Arbor;

Sec. 2. The treasurer of the State 
o f Michigan shall, on the 1st day of 
January, 1876, pay Out of the general 
fund, to the order of the treasurer of 
the Board o f Regents, the sum, of§6 ,- 
000, and the same amount on the 1st 
day of January, o f each year there­
after, which moneys shall be used by 
said Regents exclusively for the bene­
fit o f  Baid department.
