The fashion of wearing wreaths of 
natural flowers at; garden parties) late­
ly revived in England, had.its origin, 
not in striving to mask a defect, hut 
in the desire of a rising belle to crush 
an older rival, natural flowers being 
suitable only to bright, fresh youth. 
This fashion, with plain women pre­
dominating oyer pretty, is su/e to be 
ephemeral. It was borrowed from 
one set by the lato Countess d’Appo- 
nyi when she wanted to exclude from 
Her circle some financiers’wives, whose 
visages did not bear in the sunlight 
prpximity to natural flowers. The 
mirror of fashion at that time was 
Mme. Emile De Girardin, the Tenth 
Muse, as Bhe was called. She appear­
ed at one of the Countess d1 Appon-yi’s 
afternoons in sky-blue gauze and 
daisies. She took a florist with her, 
and a little girl to cull daisies in the 
garden of the embassy. While the 
latter gathered, the former composed 
wreaths and bouquets, which were 
supplied,fresh between the dances.

Sex and Salaries.
Mrs. Margaret F. Sullivan, writing 

in the National Teacher's Monthly on 
the subject of “Sex and Salaries,” 
says : “The repeated claim that wo­
men, should be paid the same salaries 
as men in the schools, simply on the 
ground of equality of sex, contains 
more of fanaticism than reason, and, 
therefore, injures women themselves.

Pain In Lower Animals.
It  is generally conceded that insects 

which we crush under foot, do not 
suffer so much as we should if  similar­
ly destroyed; and it is well known 
that the lower order of animals often 
inflict on themselves injuries which 
apparently must cause suffering, and 
yet every indication proves the same 
to be absent. Babbits have torn 
themselves free from traps, and been 
found feeding minus two legs. Bats, 
when pressed by hunger, will eat their 
own tails; "Wu have seen pigs, after 
their throats have been' cat, cease 
their cries and attempt to eat, and it 
is said that the same animals, when 
stuck unawares, often pay no appa­
rent attention to the wound. It is 
curious also to notice that rabbits and 
rats, which can support themselves 
even if their locomotive process be 
injured, will bite off their feet if  
caught in traps, but that a carnivor­
ous animal like the fox will never do 
so, for, once unable to run, he would 
starve to death. In the first case 
there appears to be no sense of pain 
to prevent the action; in the second, 
the sense certainly exists. Grabs and 
lobsters drop their claws when fright­
ened, and seem unhurt. There is a 
little lizard in Sicily which, when 
suddenly alarmed by the blow of a 
cane on the rock near to it, will break 
off from its tail and scuttle away, 
running into obstacles in its path, and 
acting very like a. ship without a rud­
der. In fish, the sensation of pain is 
trifling. A  wasp will eat after it is 
cut in two; so will a dragon-fly when 
impaled; and that the insects should 
suffer to any degree seems on its face 
impossible, particularly if the millions 
and millions which the birds eat he 
thought upon.

Needles.
Needles are more easily made than 

pins, or rather there is less machinery, 
and it is more easily understood. The 
wire is cut double the length required 
and sharpened at each end. Then it 
is placed under a stamping machine 
which flattens the centre and stamps a 
place for two eyes, the next operation 
being to pierce the eyas. This is 
comparatively a slow operation, as the 
eyes are pierced singly, and care 
must be taken to put the right spot 
under the instrument. They are then 
strung on wires, and the waste filed 
off around the eyes-by hand, and the 
two needles are broken apart. After 
they are hardened and by heating in 
ovens, and then being dipped in oil, 
yet this hardening process leaving 
them too brittle, they are again an­
nealed, which operation is supposed to 
leave them just right. A t this period 
they are very black; they are rolled 
loosely in canvas Wrappings with 
emery and soft soap, placed on under 
rollers worked by steam, and rolled 
for a week, . usually having the 
emery and soap renewed daily. Again 
they are polished by being rubbed 
against a leather wheel with emery, 
and then they are straightened. The 
straightener rolls them 'singly with 
one finger on a smooth steel plate, 
thus discerning the slightest bend, 
and hitting with a little steel mallet. 
It is done very rapidly, and very 
surely. The different sizes are sup­
posed to have been kept apart, yet in 
sharpening there is simetimes a'little 
variation; so to make them very 
even in papers they are sorted by 
putting them in  frames which will 
hold certain lengths, and lastly they 
are papered, labelled and packed. 
One set . of men will make sixty 
thousand per day— that is, one cutter, 
one stamper, and so on.

Their 
astonishing success is attracting no­
tice a,nd drawing immense throngs of 
people to hear them is partly due to 
the novelty of their method. They 
divide their labors, and_ while Moody

.airs that sweep the popular feeling as 
well as please the ear. Their service 
partakes something of the character 
of a popular religious entertainment. 
I t  is only necessary to imagine ten 
thousand people, gathered mostly 
from the middle and lower ranks of 
society, packed into a vast and bril­
liantly lighted hall, in which two 
thousand trained voices unite with the 
heartiest enthusiasm in singing a 
dozen familiar songs, while a man of 
contagious earnestness speaks with all 
his mind and might on religious 
themes, in the language of common 
life and with illustrations that excite 
to laughter or move to tears, to see 
at a glance the secret of their im­
mense popularity. The men are re­
vivalists. They have made this their 
business. They do not trust to luck 
and Ghance to run a meeting, but 
manage it in a skilful, practical, busi­
ness-like way to secure the largest 
possible results; and they have suc­
ceeded in a remarkable degree. With 
their religion we have nothing to do, 
hut of their tact and knowledge of 
men and ability to interest and move 
masses there can he but one opinion ; 
and it is strange indeed i f  some good 
don’t come out of their appeals.

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"Farm and Household.
Manure for the -Corn Crtfp»

The question of -manuring is receiv­
ing increased attention year by year. 
The kind of manure, the mode aud 
time of application are allmore thought 
of, for the best farmyard manure must 
always be the chief reliance. How 
best to utilize it is the great question. 
In the IJtica Herald, A . *J. Fish gives 
his views, which are of interest, al­
though his circumstances differ con­
siderably from those of Western farm­
ers:

The cereals are often injured by 
applying to much quick manure which 
forces the early growth too radidly, 
setting out with too large spongy 
stalks. As it nears the period when 
nature makes her master effort to ma­
ture its fruit, then it demands increas­
ing strength of manure to carry out 
the plan of its early growth, when the 
strength of the manure is nearly or 
quite exhausted; The result is largo 
straw with light grain; whereas by 
an application of the same strength of 
manure, in condition to yield its best 
strength in the season of maturing 
the fruit, there would he comparative­
ly less straw and morn grain.

We have but few crops (if any) that 
feed more copiously upon raw manure 
than Indian corn, or that grow to ma­
turity in less time. Consequently It 
will appropriate rapidly of quiok 
manure, to its growth, and by which 
there is as little danger of overdoing 
it with too much manure, as any crop 
.the farmer raises. But many case* 
have come under my observation, in 
which the application of too much 
quick manure resulted in great waste 
of manure -and total failure of a crop.

To illustrate, I  will cite a cag6 in 
point. When from home on a visit, a 
friend invited me to go with him to see 
apiece of extraordinary corn. I  did 
go and found it  to be as he said, an 
extraordinary growth of stalk and 
leaf, but no tassel nor set for ears, 
while fields of lesser growth had both. 
I t  was planted on alluvial soil well 
prepared, and manured largely in tho 
hill with hog manure from a neighbor­
ing mill where a large amount o f pork 
had been fattened the FaU previous. 
My friend was much surprised when 

.told the crop would probably b oa  
failure, because there would not be 
strength enough in the soil to carry 
out the plan of its early growth. The 
hog manure being -already 6penfe, and 
the season coming on dry, much of i t  
did not tassel and no fruit was devel­
oped. It was a consequent failure. 
If the same manure had been weU in­
corporated with the soil, it would no 
doubt have been so distributed, but 
the roots of the plant would not have 
reached so much of it as to overgrow, 
and as th ey spread put in the soil for 
increased food to grow its fruit, there 
would have been sufficient for the fiiU 
maturity of a  large crop:

To receive the greatest benefit from 
manures applied to grain crops, it 
must be in the soil accessible to their: 
roots, in its most active state, when 
they are maturing their fruit. In  
forage crops, there is not as. muoh 
danger of overgrowth. Therefore, 
composted or decomposed manures are 
best for their ready appropriation. 
With the corn crop I  have succeeded 
best by plowing sward late in the FaU. 
The ensuing Spring, as Boon as the 
frost leaves, drag it thoroughly to 
pulverize the surface a good depth, 
so as to have loose soil to incorporate 
with the manure when it  is spread. 
Keep the manure in pile to prevent, 
waste till time to plant, then spread 
the manure and drag it well in, while 
it is soft, and well mix with the finn 
dirt. A  small amount of quick man­
ure in each hill gives early growth- 
A s .the roots spread, their food is min­
gled in the soil as it should always he. 
Though not growing so fast at first as 
with active manure in the hill, that 
in the soil, together with the decaying 
sod, will be ready when most needed 
to grow large ears.
, To guard against worms in the hill, 
soak the Seed in copperas water twen­
ty-four hours, and then drain off the 
water, and apply at the rate of one 
pound of sulphur to a bushel of seed, 
and then plant in a way to keep the 
sulphur attached to the seed. Worms 
and crows will not trouble it.

Remedy for Cabbage Worm.
Hellebore, lime, salt and similar 

substances have been used with varied 
"success for the destruction of the cab­
bage worms. It is now Stated that 
bran and buckwheat flour answers tho 
purpose better than any other reme­
dies that have been tried. The bran 
is simply dusted over the infested cab-  ̂
bages as soon as the worms make their F.; 
appearance. I f  the worms are very 
thick, about a handful of bran is re­
quired to each cabbage head, and 
sometimes it is necessary to go over 
the plants a second time. A  hundred 
weight of bran is sufficient for an 
acre. I t  must be applied when the: 
worms "are young. When they are 

. fullgrown or very strong, it does not : 
appear to affect them. The - buck­
wheat flour is sifted upon them by. 
means of a sieve, in the "evening or in* 
the morning—when iho.jdsw. is on the; 
plants. I f  one application does not 
destroy the worms, a second.ona should:

The principle anl nomenclature of 
this system are so simple that less 
schooling is required for its mastery 
than of the perplexities o f the system 
now in use.

Congress Iras legalized the use of 
this system, but it lies with those 
whoso professions^require a constant 
use of weights and measures, and are 
constantly annoyed by the loss of time 
occasioned by the complexities of the 
present system, to introduce it  into 
general use.

What is tbe practical necessity of 
g to specie payments?

Let us try to get at 
the truth: of the matter. A  Chicago 
morning paper says that the green­
back is a. 'demand note against tbe 
United States which, has been dis­
honored by a refusal to redeem it as 
promised. Legally and technically, 
this is true ; practically and in reali­
ty, it  is false. The Treasury note 
stipulates no time when the amount 
expressed upon its face should he paid. 
Between individuals, the law would 
interpret this as a promise to pay up­
on demand. But a contract between 
the State and the citizen cannot be 
judged by the law controlling persons 
merely; and for the simple reason 
that the law does not apply. The 
United States cannot be sued for a 
failure to redeem its promise, even if 
such failure lias been made; but in 
this case no such failure exists. The 
promise was made to pay at some in­
definite period of the future and! was 
so understood and accepted by those 
who received the notes, and for that 
very reason they brought less when 
placed in the market. There is no 
more legal dishonor of these notes 
now than there was the day after they 
wore issued; and yet a person would 
have been branded: as an idiot who 
had gone to the Treasury and demand­
ed a gold dollar for a Treasury note 
issued; the day before, and; which had 
cost him only 40, 50., or 60 cents. I f  
the note had been between individuals, 
it would have contained in addition to 
the words “will pay the bearer,” the 
further words “at the convenience of 
the p a y o r h u t  this was unnecessary 
in the case of the go vernment, for tile 
reason stated, that it could not be 
compelled to redeem until it should 
choose to do so. .Even as between in­
dividuals, the intention of the parties 
is the gist of the contract, and here 
the intention is not disputed, and the 
understanding was mutual. The man 
who received a greenback hollar and 
paid 60 cents therefor, took it  with a 
full knowledge of the indefinite peri­
od that would elapse ere redemtion, 
and he paid it out to another who ful­
ly understood its character and wil­
lingly accepted it. There has been 
therefore, no dishonoring of these 
notes, and those who assert otherwise 
simply belie the record. But there is 
another consideration to be noted. 
The greenback is a promise by the peo­
ple (the government) to pay a dollar 
to the people. In short, a promise by 
the people who compose this govern­
ment to pay to themselves at their 
own convenience certain gold and sil­
ver coin in the place of the paper now 
held. The difference between a de­
mand against the government and 
against an individual is easily seen by 
a simple comparison. If A  holds the 
dishonored note of B, worth only fifty 
cents on the dollar, and finally B bor­
rows the money and pays the note, 
A  is that much richer by the transac­
tion. But if  the government should 
to-day go into the market and borrow 
or buy sufficient gold and silver to re­
deem every greenback in tbe land, the 
people would be no better off’ to-mor­
row than they are to-day. They 
would simply be putting in ono pock­
et what they took out of the other, 
and would be called upon to pay In 
turn, the, interest or premium which 
the government paid, to secure the 
specie. And thus any struggle or 
sacrifice to resume specie payments is 
idle and meretricious, bringing no 
benefit to the people at large, hut dis­
turbing and, distressing the: public 
heart without sense or reason. Re­
sumption must come by natural pro­
cesses, or it will necessarily be burden­
some and calamitous.

There are individuals, to be sure, 
who would bo benefited by a return 
to specie payments, but they are not 
the farmers, nor the mechanics, nor 
the manufacturers, of the merchants, 
nor any of industrial nor legitimately

T h e Row C apitol.
The walls of the new Capitol build­

ing are rapidly approaching comple­
tion, and by tbe close of this season, 
with no hiudorancc, it will be ready 
for the roof. The south wing is 
ready for the stone cornice, and the 
walls on the north wing ave almost as 
high. Visitors to Lansing can now 
form some idea of tbe appearance of 
the building when it is fully com­
pleted, for its full shape is shown with 
the exception of the Centro part and 
the roof and dome.

Up to July I ,  10,255,750 brick 
had been laid ; 98,275 feet of sand­
stone had been received and mostly 
cut and laid; 655,655 lbs. of iron 
beams delivered, besides 179,804 lbs. 
o f columns and other castings. The 
total amount paid the contractors, up 
to the present time is §484,928.56. 
With 10 per cent, added, which is re­
tained, their work now amounts to 
upwards of §580,000 . - One looking 
at the building would naturally sup­
pose that it could be completed tor a 
much less sum than it has already 
taken to bring it to its present condi- 
’tion; but there are many expenses: 
yet to be born in the way of putting 
on the roof, erecting dome, and 
finishing tho edifice from top to bot­
tom.

The wings of the building are al­
most 75 feet in height,' and from the 
tops of the walls a magnificent view 
of Lansing and the surrounding 
country can- bo obtained. You look 
down on the roof of nearly every 
building in the city, and the view be­
yond the city limits is obstruct­
ed only by the dark green banks of 
forests which hem in Lansing on 
every side. The center gable of the 
main building will be about 100 feet 
high, and when the dome is complete 
(which will rise about 265 feet from

Yet it is provided by the law that the 
Secretary may issue bonds of the 
government hearing 5 per cent, and 
sell the latter to get gold; which, no­
body wants after he has got it. We 
are to pay, then (if we resume in 1879 
as proposed), millions uponmillions of 
interest every year to sustain the poet­
ic idea of specie resumption, to have 
the cheering reflection that there arc 
packed away in the gloomy vaults of 
the Treasury gold and silver dollars 
that no ono wants to use, a dead mass 
of metal without a cent’s worth of 
practical value to the people. And 
to bring about this result the country 
is to-day convulsed, and learned wri­
ters and eloquent speakers are aglow 
with projects to achieve this great: end. 
There are some things a people ought 
to learn, and some that they ought to 
forget, and among the latter is tho un­
seemly worship of gold as the only se­
curity of a- nation’s honor; There is 
something vastly worse than suspend­
ed specie payments, and that is sus­
pended industry. When our States­
men, comprehend this fact we shall be 
nearer prosperity, aud consequently 
nearer ability to pay our indebtedness, 
dollar for dollar, than ever before.—  
Inter-Ocean.
