Six
Japs on each side of the machine geize
a grass rope which passes over one of
the pulleys, the foreman standsatone
side, holds up his forefinger, closes
ore eye, and then, apparenily not sat-
isfied with this, picks up a short stick,
holds it in a vertical position between
hig two forefingers, sights the pile
with it, and af last winks with both
eyes, ag a signal to the workmen that
the ceremony of Japanese plumb-bob-
bing- is concluded, whereupon the
hammer moves up and down vory rap-
idly, driving the pile an inch into the
earth ab overy descent, until it is timo
for the forsman o do o little more
_plumb bobbing. One pile struck a
rock, and while everybody was won-
dormg how things were to be man-
aged, one of the gang ren off and
brought back something that had teeth
like 2 saw, but which was shaped like
o butcher’s olea\aer ; but the panting
Jap had severed the stick in zbous
half the time required for a saw of
American make to do the sams work.
The Japs draw their planes toward
them instead of pushing them from

chalk line. It resembles a tape-line
case, and conbtains a sponge which
may be saturated with ink of any col-
or; through this sponge the cerd may
be drawn znd then wound up, dis-
pensing with the tedious process of
chalking.

The holes for the piles were mark-
ed out in this odd way: &wo posis,
one at each end of "the foundation,
were cohnected at the top by a tight-

The wield-
er of this tool stands over his timber
and hacks away, drviving the steel far
underneath hig foot at everv blow.
When the ropes of the pile-drivers
were too long, the foreman fastened
blocks of wood in slip-knots to short- |
en them, but cne of these slipped and
drepped on the head of & young Jap,
ca.using him to Ist go the xope, fall
backward and roll over fo a big log,
upon which he sat down to rest ¢ bim-

self and laugh.

The Japanese square is eighteen
and a half inches long and nine and a
guarter wide, and is graduated, like
the rule, by the decimal system, nine
and o quart er of their inches being
equal to eight of ours.

The Impeachment Fizzle.

_ Mnvsh, the principal witness against
Belknap, the late Seéretary of War,
who was impeached by the House for
bribery, has been hurried off to Can-
ada, and now no testimony: can be
progured for Belknap’s trial in the
‘Senate. Neither can the grand jury
of the District of Columbia bring an
indictment against the derelict official.
The Democratic house has decided not
to divalge any of the testimony in its
possession to the courtsby avoteof 130
to 75, a striet party vote, the leading |
Democrats in Congress justifying their
action by speeches, and the Republi-
cang advocating the use of this testi-

bring Belknap and his guilty confed-
crates to justice. Quite a debate
gréw up on the usc of this testimony |
by the court, from which we quote:

“Mr. Lamar said that there should
not be any exhibition of party feeling
- or excitement in the prevalence of
such solemn events as were throwing
their shadows over the house. It
seemed to him that the voice of fac-
tion should at last be hushed.

Florida, found their way to the spot
where Santa Fe now stands. They
remained there because they had no
means to geb away, and for the addi-
tional reason that they enjoyed the
society of the natives, who were indo-
lent, blood-thirsty, and revengeful.
Little progress has been made in
this desert country in the long period
from 1536 to 1876. There are no
railroads or canals; and for the mat-
