Qfisets for Ward Times.

The great law of compeénsation
which runs through all periods and
circumstances is illustrated in these
hard times: Most of us ecomplain of
smaller incomes and reduced profits,
but it should be remembered also that
it costs less to live.
of business compels the merchant, for
instance, to reduce the pay of his em-
ployes, it also compels him and mer--
chants in other lines to sell goods to
his omployes at cheaper rates, and if
only the balance is adjusted so that
the same amount of labor can obtain
the same amount of the necessaries
and comforts of lifo asin ordinary
times, it is not much matter how wages
and the price of merchandise compare
with those of “Hush™ periods. Asa
matter of fact prices generally are
much lower now than they were three
years ago. [Elousd rents, which aver-
age about oune-fourth of the ordinary
income, have fallen 25, 33, and in
many cases 50 per cent. There are
many houses in this city rented to-
day for -$30 or $35 a month that in
“good times” readily brought $50 ox
$60, and hundreds of really pleasant
and attroctive places can be had as
low as $20 or $25. The bloated cap-
italist and real estate owaner feels tho
pressure as emphasically as his tenant
—sometimes much more keenly.

Clothing, another great item in the
vearly ageregate, is greatly cheapen-
ed. Calicocs that two years ago cost
twenty-five cents a yard, are now of-
fored at fifteen; other grades have
fallen from twelve and a half cents to
seven; cotton cloth from fifteen cents
to ten; silks from $2.50 to $1.50 or
$1.75; shoes from $S or $9 to $5 or
$6. Ready-made clothing is aston-
ishing low—quite respectable suits
being placarded at $12 t0-$20. Gloves,
hosiery, and under clothing also are
all for cheaper than they have been

‘known for fifteen years.

In food the reduction has not been
so marked or general, but still the av-
‘erage is much Jower. Flour costs
about half as much as during the war;
tea, coffee, and sugar are very much
lower; butter and eggs, in their sea-
son, aurc comparatively cheap; pota-
toeg this year sold for less than half
—1n some cases one-quarter—ithe
price of last year. Freshmeats are still
high—unreasonably high considering
the cnormous supply in this regionm,
and must be lower, although at the
large packing houses they are retailed
to erowds of customers much below
the prices demanded by the indepen-
dent retail meat dealers.

Money saved is money earned, and
another important offset for reduced
incomes is the fact that people have
learned to do without a hundred things,
necessary neither to comfort nor hap-
piness, and often directly -injurious.
The pernicious custom of ‘‘treating,”
has been largely discarded ; the trashy
book agent and importunate peddler
of gew-gaws have been kicked out;
