The Great Bells of the World.
The’ great bell of Moscow, called 

the Tsar Kolokol, or King of Bells, 
is the largest in the world. I t  is 19 
feet 3 inches high, and measures 
around its margin 60 feet 9 inches. 
It is estimated to weigh’ 443,712 
pounds, and the metal in it is valued 
at more than $300,000. The bells o f 
China rank next in size to those of 
Russia, but are much inferior to them 
in form and tone. In Peking, it is 
stated by Father Le Compte, there- 
are seven bells, each weighing 120,000 
pounds. One in the suburbs of the 
city is, according to the testimony of 
many travelers, the largest'suspended 
hell in the world. It  is hung near 
the ground, in a large payillion, and,, 
to ring it,'a  huge beam is swung 
against its side. A b e ll  taken, from 
the Dragon pagoda at Rangoon, was 
valued at $80,000. Among the hells 
recently cast for the new Houses of 
Parliament, the largest weighs 14 tons. 
The next largest bell in England was 
cast in 1845, for York Minster, 
weighs 27,000 pounds, and is 7 feet

A Burning Rock.
A  very singular phenomenon is de­

scribed as follows by the Charlotte, 
N. 0. Observer:

The family of Mr. J. G. Freeland, 
who lives seven miles from this city, 
on the North Carolina Railroad, borec 
witness, on Friday last about midday, 
to a singular sight. Some members 
of the family were standing on the 
porch, when, casting his eyes forward, 
he saw a bright light o f an egg shape, 
spring up from the ground about two 
hundred yards from the house, on a 
small eminence close to the railroad. 
He called the attention o f the other 
members of the family to the sight, 
and they watched it until it reached 
the size of a half-bushel measure. 
After burning this way for a while, 
the light suddenly went out, and those 
who had seen it ran. to the spot where 
it had been seen. There they found 
a rock, as they could tell from one 
side of it, was a white flint. It was 
very black on one side, and was too 
hot to be handled at first. When it 
had cooled it was taken up and bro­
ken readily in two. It  was found 
very brittle, and could be taken in the 
hand and mashed up as can a piece of 
charcoal. The facts are undeniable, 
and can be easily established. There 
are, we believe, similar instances on 
record, and the burning is said to be 
caused by gaseous exhalations from 
earth which lies above gold deposits.

We moved last spring a large sized 
Seckel pear tree, ten feet high, and 
had come trouble in carrying it safely 
through the drouth. Blossoms ap­
peared iu profussion, which o f course, 
dropped off, and it was decidedly a 
sick patient for many weeks— no leaf 
appearing and the signs of life very 
small indeed. There was no absolute 
wilting of the hark, but it became 
black in many of the branches. - I t  is 
now out in full leaf and vigor, which 
we attribute, first, to vigorous prun­
ing back, and secondly, to mulching 
the surface with stones, grass, etc., 
and washing freely with soap. This 
mulching, while admitting air to the 
roots also prevented baking on the 
surface, and third, washing the trunk 
and branches with strong soapsuds, 
helping materially to restore the 
languid circulation. Mulching around 
newly transplanted trees and shrubs, 
for which stones will do as well as 
anything, would save many a tree 
and plant.- I f  not absolutely requir­
ed by a prevailing drouth as in case 
of our Seckel pear tree, it tends to 
preserve an equable temperature of 
soil and protect somewhat against the 
results of sudden changes o f weather. 
— Journal o f  the harm.

Taking Passengers Aboard Trains.
As the Centennial approaches, all 

sorts of. devices for Saving time and 
money are in order. With a view of 
facilitating rapid transit, a Pittsburg 
man’has invented an apparatus for 
taking passengers on and putting 
them off without stopping the trains 
at way stations. The candidate for a 
ride to Philadelphia is placed upon a 
platform, where he waits like a mail 
bag to be taken in. As the train ap­
proaches, a machine like the top of a 
table, working on an elbow-like joint, 
reaches out suddenly, strikes the 
awaiting traveler in the middle, he 
falls forward on the table, and before 
he is aware of it, the conductor is 
holding him by the collar, while the 
train clerk goes through his clothes 
for his ticket or cash fare. By the 
time .the traveler has recovered his'. 
breath he is fifty miles on his journey, 
and the parlor car porter has black­
ened his boots and dusted his clothes. 
— JUlmira Advertiser. '

law making it necessary that “ a dozen 
eggs weigh one and one-half pounds,”  
Max Adeler says: “ We approve of 
this. The hens have too long had 
their .own Way in this business of lay­
ing eggs, and they have constantly de­
frauded the public. It is high time 
that this outrage was crushed, and wo 
are glad that the Legislature of Mas- 
sachusetts is going to do it. I f  free 
American citizens are to be imposed 
upon with impunity by debauched and 
corrupt chickens, the Government, 
for which William Penn fought and 
John Hancock died, is a disgraceful 
failure. Hereafter Massachusetts hens 
will either have to lay two-ounce eggs 
or emigrate. The people will sub­
mit, to their tyranny no longer. They 
haye borne ; the yolk until it has be­
come unendurable. They denounce 
the present prices for the present eggs 
as eggstortion ; and of hens they- de­
mand a reform, with the determina­
tion to draw up this chicken bill, and 
pullet through the Legislature.”  ‘

.^Garden soil will always pay for 
trenching deep, even i f  done with a 
spade; hut remember at all times 
to keep all the good or surface soil at 
the top, and not bury it at the bot­
tom. Clay soils are especially bene­
fited by trenching, and for a dry, hot 
summer, a clay soil trenched is supe­
rior to any o f the lighter texture.

A  R ecipe T o Cure B urns.— Take 
a large handful o f sweet clover, a 
piece o f mutton fallow as large ub a 
goose egg, i f  you have it— if  not, 
lard will answer, and simmer them to­
gether, and then strain ; then add half 
as much bees’ wax as tallow, aud half as 
much resin as bee3’ wax, and melt to­
gether, and you will have an excel­
lent salve for burns, as also for many 
other purposes.

G r a h a m  G e m s .— One and a half 
pints milk and water ; three table­
spoons yeast, stir very stiff with Gra­
ham flour ;  a half teaspoon o f salt. 
Set in a warm place in winter. In 
the morning add half an even tea­
spoon of saluratus, dissolved in warm 
water, and two tablespoons o f molas­
ses. Heat the gem-irons before 
using, putting them in to a hot oven; 
It is -necessary they should hake 
quick. One or two eggs improves, 
them.

C h ic k e n  S a l a d .— Boil a chicken; 
do not chop very fine; cut up one 
hunch of celery in pieces the size of 
a cent; to make the dressing, mash 
smooth the yolk of a hard boiled egg, 
one fall teaspoonful o f salt, one or 
two tablespoonfuls o f made mustard; 
stir in slowly four tablespoonfuls o f 
sweet oil then two tablespoonful o f 
vinegar; pour over the chicken and 
celery.

V egetable S oup.— Take four po­
tatoes, three turnips, one 'carrot and 
three onions; cut them into small 
pieces and put them into a stewpan, 
with a quarter o f a 'pound each of 
butter and ham, and a bunch o f pars­
ley ; let them remain ten minutes Oyer 
a brisk fire,, add a large teaspoonful 
of flour ; mix well in' moisten with 
two quarts of broth and pint o f boil­
ing milk;‘ boil up, season with salt 
and sugar; run through a hair sieve; 
put into another stewpan and boil 
again. Skim and serve fried bread 
in it.

P udding Sauce.— Take the' whites
o f  two eggs, well beaten ; add to
them the juice of one lemon, with the 
peal grated, and four tablespoonfuls 
of boiling milk.. Stir in one table- 
spoonful o f pulverized sugar..

The Purification of Smoko.
An Apparatus for washing smoke, 

and sodepriving it of its character as 
a nuisance, is in operation at a factory 
at Menilmontant, Paris. A ’fine show­
er of water traveling in the direction 
of the smoke, and at five times its ve­
locity, is projected into .the chimney, 
-where it mixes with the smoke, taking 
iip the.soluble gases and precipitating 
the impurities carried* up . with the 
smoke by the draught. The foul 
water is discharged into a. cistern, 
where it is ’collected,' and a fine .black, 
paint’is got’ from it.

From this 
estimate it seems that it would be 
more profitable to the farmer to sell 
unshelled corn in the fall at 74 cents 
per bushel, than to keep it until 
spring and sell at $1;  and that wheat 
$1.25 ?in December is equal to $1.50 
the succeeding June. In  cases of 
potatoes, taking those that rot and 
otherwise lost, together with the 
shrinkage, there is little doubt that 
between October and June the loss to 
the owner that holds them is not less 
than 33 per cent.— .Exchange.

Pierrepont, though in* most respects 
an excellent officer and a gentleman, 
who will bo satisfactory as Minister to 
—ngland, has not exactly fulfilled the 
expectations of Republicans in the 
office of Attorney General, and re­
tires1 from that position without the 
egret: though with the respect of his 

party friends. Mr. Taft, in succeed­
ing to: the place, enters upon duties 
much more in accord with his tastes 
and education, and,it cannot be doubt­
ed, will make a most, efficient head o f 
the Department of Justice. Don 
Cameron, who takes the War portfolio, 
is an energetic and active Republican, 
the son o f the Senator from Pennsyl­
vania o f that name, and well and fa­
vorably known. Ho is a prominent 
railroad official, and is' at this time, 
wq believe, President; of the Northern 
Central Company. Pennsylvania has 
not been represented in tho Cabinet 
for some years, with the exception o f  
the short: service o f Secretary Boric, 
and it is proper that this great State 
should be thus recognized by the Pres­
ident. VYo predict that Mr. Cameron 
will give satisfaction in his new posi­
tion, and prove the wisdom of Gener­
al Grant in selecting him for the place. 
Of course it will he seen by numer­
ous suspicious gentlemen that this 
move is one o f political significance, 
and has some deep design on-the com­
ing Presidential nomination at Cin­
cinnati; but all such insinuations are 
idle and unworthy o f  consideration.

May 9, 1876,
E d .  R ecord :—A  stray R ecord of 

April 27 found its Way to our house, 
and it seemed like meeting the face o f  
ah old friend. While reading it tl 

•past o f old Berrien County was 
brought to mind, and I  thought I  
would send you a few lines from this 
part of our great country.

We have most lovely weather, con­
tinual sunshine, very hot days hut 
cool nights.

We have the, brightest prospect for 
an abundant harvest ever gathered in 
this State. The wheat and barli 
are very heavy and will be ready for 
harvest in about three weeks. Glover 
cutting is going on rapidly. We cut 
from three to four crops a year o f  
Alfalfa Clover.

The peaches, almonds and apricots 
are half grown, and we shall have an 
abundant fruit crop all over the State.

The mines are yielding large returns 
o f the precious metals ; business: is 
brisk, and altogether, prosperity is in 
our beautiful golden. State.

The Chinese immigration is the 
worst feature of all here, 'and is caus­
ing: serious trouble. Large meetings 
are held to devise some way to drive 
the Johns from our coast. Dens of 
gambling and prostitution among them 
are routed. The people are in dead 
earnest, for they are a curse to any 
community.

John and, James Painter, old citi­
zens: of Weesaw and brothers of Jerry 
Painter (an old reliable citizen of 
Weesaw) both live here ; also A . J. 
Painter, older brother. The boys are 
doing well and like it here. I  see 
them every week. A . J. Painter got 
very badly gored in the right a m  by 
a wild cow he was leading. He is 
better now and around again.

Sheep shearing commenced seven or 
weeks ago. The wool clip is 

very heavy but prices low and unsat­
isfactory. Good wool sells for from 
twelve to sixteen cents per pound.

We have fresh, vegetables all the 
year round. The markets are filled 
with strawberries, at a “ bit”  a pound 
now. Plenty of cherries, cucumbers, 
See. Our whole city is one vast flow­
er garden. This is the greatest coun­
try for flowers in America.

Here we have no cold, pelting snow 
storms. We have not seen one flake 
of snow this winter. Here we do not 
have to lay up food for stock, but 
they live on.the green pastures all the 
year.

While the crops are growing in the 
valley, the snow in the Sierra Nevada 
mountains is from forty to one hun­
dred feet deep, glistening in the sun­
light, in plain sight, one hundred 
miles away.

The rush o f immigration to this 
coast is beyond all description. From 
seven to fourteen cars daily, and thou­
sands by sea. A ll kinds of business 
is largely overdone. Thousands come 
here with hut little money, expecting 
work at big pay, hut soon find their 
mistake.- The Chinamen do all the 
common labor, and live on mere 
nothing.

Why don’ t the people o f the east 
stay at home ? But every inducement 
possible is thrown out by the C. P. R. 
R . to get the travel hore.

I have received notice from the 

Department of State, at Washington, 
of the passage, by  Congress of the 
following Joint Resolution:

tlP e  it resolved by the Senate and 
Souse o f Representatives o f the United, 
States o f Am erica in  Congress assem­
bled, That it be, and is hereby, rec­
ommended by the Senate and House 
of Representatives to the people of 
the several States that they1 assemble 
in their several counties or towns on 
the approaching Centennial Anniver­
sary of our National Independence, 
and that they cause to have delivered 
on such day an historical sketch of 
said county or town from its formation, 
and that a copy o f said sketch may be 
filed, in print or manuscript, in the 
Clerk’s office of said county, and an 
additional copy, in print: or manuscript 
be-filed in the office of the Librarian. 
o f Congress, to the intent that a com­
plete record may thus be obtained ' of 
the progress o f our institutions during 
the First Centennial of their exist­
ence.”

Approved March 13, 1S76.

bration o f the Anniversary of our Na­
tional Independence 'in this State the 
recommendation may be universally 
regarded.

STRUCKBYLIGHTNING.-Tliree large 
barns belonging to Mr. James Phil­
lips, on Terre Coupee Prairie, were 
struck by lightning and burned on 
Wednesday afternoon o f last week.

I  wish to say to the pathmasters of 

this township that your warrants are 
already made out, and when copied 
will he ready for distribution. One 
or two days will be sufficient for that, 
so you will get them this year earlier 
than ever before. They will he found 
at the township clerk’s office. The 
roads have been badly dealt with the 
last winter, and will require a good 
deal of repairing. I f  the water could 
only be kept out of the roads, and 
made to run in the ditches at the sides, 
much damage would be avoided. I  
lope, gentlemen, you will all give a 
good account of your work this sum­
mer, on the highways. I  noticed the 
condition of the roads very closely 
last fall. In some few of the districts 
the pathmasters deserve great credit 
— even praise— for their efficiency in 
working the roads. In many districts 
the roads were made as good, perhaps, 
as the bad weather would permit, and 
no particular fault could be found. 
But in a few districts scarcely a trace 
of road work could be four,d. It was 
a shame to find so little done where so 
much was needed, and might have 
been performed. I  shall call no names 
" is-time, but shall watch you closely 

this summer, and, require a close ac­
count of you next fall.

The Commissioner will aim to per­
form his duty equally over the town­
ship without respect to localities, hut 
don’t run to him to repair every mud- 
hole eighteen inches wide. Calculate 
on the road work as far as von can. 
Where plank is wanted, causeways to 
he made, ditches cut, or had hills 
graded, he will be around. I f  there 
is any property not assessed in your 
districts, assess it yourselves and put 
it on your warrants; also every man 
over twenty-one and under fifty, one 
day, poll-tax.

Mr. E. "W". Smith, o f Ashland, Saun­
ders county, came to Nebraska in 1870, 
from Grant Co., -"Wis., aud bought 320 
acres of land, at SS per acre from the B. 
& M. R . B . Co., now worth §20 per acre. 
H e has 250 acres under the plow, and be 
finds the country adapted to all kinds of 
grain and vegetables. The climate, he 
says, is the best, the winters are short, 
stock can feed among the cornstalks and 
do well the most o f the feeding season. It 
is the best country I  ever saw for raising 
hogs, an I corn can be grown very easily. 
Since I  came to Nebraska 81 families 
from Grant Co., "Wis., have settled around 
me, and they are all doing better than ever 
they .did East. One of my neighbors had 
§5,000 and bought 240 acres of railroad 
land at §14.00 per acre.

the bloated object that had onco been 
the pride of the house. And now he 
has gone from the world to which he 
was a reproaoh, and he has left behind 
him an example for every 
young man.
