The Legacy that Crops Leave.'

it  has been found by some remark­
able experiments, made in Germany by 
Dr. Weiske and others, that the stubble 
and roots left in the earth by crops 
that have been harvested add to the 
soil much more nutritive value than 
is commonly supposed. , These- exper­
iments fully explain the great value 
o f clover as a preparatory crop for 
wheat, and for all other crops which 
are not manured with nitrogen, potash 
and phosphates. The clover o f a Bingle 
acre has been found to leave nitrogen 
enough for 116 bushels o f wheat'phos­
phoric acid enough for l i d  bushels and 
potash enough for 78 bushel. More­
over, it is found that most of this val­
uable material is left in the best poss­
ible condition for use. Whether the 
nitrogen of the clover comes wholly 
or partly from the toil, or from a con­
dition in which it: is o f little use to 
most crops, and is converted into an 
available one, so that practically the 
clover is a creator o f nitrogen in the 
soil, as it is also an efficient purveyor 
of potash and phosphoric acid.

A  Home Becipe for Otto of Boses.- 
—A t this time of year, when so many 
rose leaves fall to the ground and are 
wasted, every lady can IFshe chooses, 
manufacture a delicious perfume at a 
cost o f less than 50 cents and in a 
few minutes’ time. Take a 2  gallon 
glass jar, and fill full o f clean, freshly 
picked rose leaves. Then cork it  tight, 
and take a 2-ounce phial and fit the 
neck into the cork of the 2-gallon jar. 
Cut some sponge into narrow strips; 
soak them in good oil, free from smell 
or rancidity, put the strips into the 
small phial, turn it upside down, and 
put the neck into the bung o f the large 
jar. Place them In the sun for four 
days, and the heat will distil the rose 
leaves and the aroma will ascend and 
saturate the oil in the sponge. Put 
in fresh leaves about four times, and 
you will have a small phial o f the fin­
est otto b f roses that can possibly be 
made, and in quantity sufficient to 
scent the clothes and handkerchiefs 
o f a family for a year.* Pure otto o f 
roses costs $30 per ounce. Bo sure 
and keep it well corked, or it will 
evaporate.— St. Louis ' Globe-Demo­
crat.

,Should cattle be at any time in dan­
ger of choking by reason of* any for­
eign substance sticking in the throat, 
take of fine chewing tobacco enough 
to make a ball as large as a hen egg; 
dampen it with molasses so it can be 
compressed into a ball, and will adhere 
closely; elevate the animal’s head, pull 
out the tongue and crowd the ball as 
far down the throat as possible. In 
fifteen minutes it will cause sickness 
and vomiting, relaxing the muscles so 
that the potato, or whatever may be 
choking it, will he thrown up.

“ A  Good Start ”  is a great help, in 
doing anything, but most especially in 
growing crops. To thoroughly har­
row the ground before sowing,-to sow 
the seed while the soil is fresh, and to 
use some active fertilizer near the 
seed, but not in contact with it, will 
give any crop a good start. The com­
mon mixture of poultry droppings, 
wood ashes, and plaster, in equal 
parte, makes an excellent fertilizer. 
I f  mixed while dry, or immediately 
before using it, no nmmonia- from the 
droppings is lost! -, . 4 .

The following.is a good recipe for 
.making rye .and. Indian drop cake: 
One pint of Indian meal,, two -spoon­
fuls of molass.es,,-:a- little salt; work it 
with cold milk so as to drop from a 

•spoon into hot fat; he sure to have a 
smooth batter.

The following is a method for  heal­
ing up wounds.caused by the splitting 
of fruit trees by.frosFor other.means: 
Heat some graft wax; dip, a strip of 
muslin in it,- and place Hr perpendicu­
larly over the wound;'’then put three 
or more, narrow bands around’the tree.

TnE: Democrats held a Tilden and 
Hendricks ratification meeting on 
Front Street, Saturday evening. 
Speeches were made by Dr. F. H. 
Berriclc and Gol.. L. F , Copeland. 
The last speaker made quite a point 
of the thieving of the “ dirty,”  “ rot­
ten,”  “ graceless”  Republican officials 
now in Washington. Perhaps a few 
figures giving some light on the sub­
ject of defalcations from the Govern­
ment may be of interest. Some time 
since, Henry G. Davis, the Democrat­
ic Senator; from West Virginia, offor- 
cd a resolution in the Senate, calling 
on the, Secretary o f the Treasury for' 
a list of defaulters to the government 
from I860 to 1S76, with tho. ainouut 
of their defalcations. The purpose of 
the resolution was to furnish a little 
campaign thunder for the Democrats. 
Some one, moved to amend the resolu­
tion so as to have a list o f defalca* 
tions from 1836 to the present time, 
and it Was adopted. The Treasury 
clerks have been working .at the mat­
ter for. several months, and have sent; 
a wagon load o f mauuscript to the 
Senate in the form of an answer.

It  was found that $13,986,870.05 
have been lost to tho government, 
according to this estimate o f defalca­
tions, many o f  which are only nominal, 
$22,266.00, or about half a million a 
year.

The amount o f real defalcations, 
omitting these unadjusted accounts 
which have been alluded to, was about 
half that sum.

It  is very interesting to examine 
the accounts under the several admin­
istrations. The report commences 
with General Jackson, and it will be 
seen that the defalcations in General 
Grant’s administration, notwithstand­
ing the constant Democratic howl of 
“ thief, thief !”  have been infinitely 
less than those under any other Presi­
dent. The losses to the government 
under Van Buren were by far the 
largest, being more than double those 
of any other administration.

The losses on every $1,000 o f dis­
bursements were, in the administra­
tion of JacksoD, (Dem.,) $10.55; 
Van Buren, (Dem.,) $21.15; Harri­
son, (Dem.,) $10.87; Polk, (Dem.,) 
$S.34; Taylor and Fillmore, (Whig,) 
$7.64; Pierce, (Dem.,) §5,86';* Bu­
chanan, (Dem.,) nearly $6.98; Lin­
coln, (Rep.,) $1.41; Johnson, (Rep.,) 
48 cents; Grant, (Rep.,) the first 
four years, 40 cents ; the second four 
years, 26 cents. This is exclusive o f 
the Postoffice, which administers its 
own revenue. In the Postoffice the 
loss has gone down from $11.18 on 
the $1,000 in Jackson’s administra­
tion, and $26.19 in Van Buren’s to 
$1.59 for the first term o f Grant, and 
$1.01 for the second, with an average 
o f  $3.51 for the whole period.

Of the head o f the Democratic 
ticket, James F. Joy, o f Detroit, says :

July 23. During all this: time the 
Command bad been, entirely separated 
from mail communication, and knew 
nothing o f the stirring events that had 
happened in other departments, in­
cluding the surrender of Vicksburg, 
Lee’s defeat at G'ettysgurg, and John 
Morgan’s raid north o f  tho Ohio. Gol- 
Hayes therefore rode forward to Fay­
etteville to obtain information, and 
on reaching the town galloped at once 
to the telegraph office, where, without 
dismounting, he called to the operator 
through the open window, “ What’s 
the nows ?”  The man at the instru­
ment turned and was about to give 
him a brief history o f events, when a 
signal came**bver the wires and the 
man said, “ Hold, I ’m called.”  Col. 
Hayes then went into the office and 
read the following dispatch as it came 
from the instrument:

John Morgan is crossing the Scioto 
at Pikcton, O., and is making for 
Gallipolis. He will arrive there day 
after to-morrow.

This was startling news to Col. 
Hayes. “ John Morgan in Ohio,”  he 
exclaimed, “ and making for Gallipo­
lis !”  The operator then explained 
that the rebel raider was hardly beset 
by union cavalry, and that he was ev­
idently Seeking escape from the state 
by crossing the Ohio river at Gallipo­
lis, where there was no adequate force 
to dispute his passage, or to protect 
large quantities o f supplies which had 
been eallected there. Ool- Hayes 
comprehended the situation In an in- 
Btant, and as quickly sent this dispatch 
flashing over the wires:

“ Are there any steamboats at 
Charleston?”

“ Yes, two,”  was the almost imme­
diate answer.

“ Send them up to Fayetteville at 
once,”  Hayes responded.

“ A ll right-,”  replied the Charleston 
quartermaster.

Gol. Hayes, without having re­
ceived another w(ord of information, 
jumped into the saddle and, galloped 
back to camp, 15* miles. He reached 
camp at nightfall, and laid the whole 
matter before Gen. Scammon, who 
gave him permission to take two regi­
ments and a section o f artillery and 
hasten to Gallipolis. He then an­
nounced his purpose to the soldiers, 
who greeted his orders with wild hur­
rahs. In; half an hour his little col 
umn was in motion, groping its way 
along the rough mountain road.- The 
night was moonless, and the darkness 
sometimes so intense that the two reg­
iments were compelled to halt until 
the clouds cleared before they could 
go on. A ll night the weary march 
was Continued, and,just as dawn be­
gan to streak the summits of the 
mountains, tho column, reaching 
highjpoint overlooking the Kanawha 
Valley, near Fayetteville, saw the two 
steamboats rounding a bend and com­
ing up the river. The troops and the 
boats reached the, wharf almost simul­
taneously. and within an hour the 
whole command had embarked, and 
the steamers were under full headway 
down theKanawha, their decks strewn 
with tired and sleeping soldiers. B y 
daylight next morning the boats 
reached Gallipolis, and the troops dis- 
embarded and took position to defend 
the town, but Morgan bad been ad­
vised by spies o f their approach when 
six miles away, and turned his columns 
northward toward Pomeroy, another 
point on the Ohio, Col.Hayes instant­
ly re-embarked andsteamed up theriv 
er to over take him. He arrived in time 
to go out. and meet the enemy while 
advancing upon the town, but Mor­
gan’s officers were not long in discov­
ering that something tougher was in 
front o f them, than military regiments 
and they suddenly drew oft) remount­
ed and made for Buffington’s Island, 
a point still farther up the river. 
Here Morgan siezed a steamboat, and 
had ferried over about 300 of his men 
when Col. Hayes arrived, siezed the 
boat and.put a stop to any further 
progress in that line. Morgan him-

Every contract or obliga­
tion/.made "'or implied and payable 
within- this’State, and made or implied 
after January 1, 1879, and payable 
in- dollars, but not- in a- specified kind 
of dollars; shall be payable: in-United 
Stat'es-coin" o f the standardvof-weight 
and fineness*1 established ’;by- the laws

By the combined workings of 
the national and State governments, under 
their respective constitutions, the rights of 
every citizen are secured at home and protect­

2. The Republican party has preserved those 
governments to the hundredth anniversary of 
tlie nation’s (.birth, and they arc now the em­
bodiments of the great truths spoken out at its 
cradle: That all men are created equal; that 
they are endowed by their Creator with cer­
tain inalienable rights, among which are life, 
liberty, aud the pursuit of happiness; that for 
the attainment of these ends governments have 
been instituted among men, deriving their just 
powers from the. consent of tho governed. Un­
til those truths are cheerfully obeyed, or, if 
ne’eded to be, vigorously enforced, the work 
of tho Republican party is unfinished.

S. The permanent pacification of the south­
ern section of the Union, and the complete 
protection of its citizens in the free enjoyments 
of their rights, are duties to which the Repub­
lican party stands sacredly pledged. The pow­
er to provide for the enforcement of the prin­
ciples- embodied in the recent constitutional 
amendments is vested by those amendments in 
the Congress of the United States, and wo de­
clare it to be the solemn obligation of the 
legislative and executive departments of the 
government to put into immediate and vigor­
ous exercise all their constitutional powers for 
removing any just causes of discontent on the 
part of any class, and securing to every Ameri­
can citizen complete liberty and exact' equality 
in the exercise of all civil, political and pub­
lic rights.

Com­
mercial prosperity, public morals, and national 
credit demand that this promise be fulfilled by 
a continuous and steady progress to specie 
payments.

5. Under the constitution, the President and 
heads of departments are to make nominations 
for office, the Senate is to advise and to con­
sent to appointments, and the house of repre­
sentatives is to accuse and prosecute faithless 
officers. The best interests of the public ser­
vice demand that these distinctions be respect 
ed that senators and representatives who may 
bo judges and accusers should not dictate ap­
pointments to office. The invariable rule for 
appointments should have reference to the 
honesty, fidelity, and capacity of the appointee, 
giving to the • party in power those places 
where harmony and vigor of administration re­
quires its policy to he represented, but permit­
ting all others to be filled by persons selected 
with sole reference to the efficiency of the 
public service and the right of all citizens to 
share in the honor of rendering faithful ser­
vice in their country.

6. W e rejoice in tho quickened conscience 
of the people concerning political affairs, and 
will hold all public officers to a rigid responsi­
bility, and engage that the prosecution and 
punishment of all who betray official trusts 
shall be speedy, thorough and unsparing.

7. The public school system of the several 
States is the bulwark of the American Kepub- 
Irc, and with a view to its security and perma­
nence we recommend an. amendment to the 
constitution of the United States, forbidding 
the application of any public fund or property 
for the benefit of any schools or institutions 
under sectarian control.

S. The revenue necessary for curren't expen­
ditures and the obligations of the public debt 
must be largely derived from duties on impor­
tations which, so far as possible, should be ad- 
justed so as to promote the interests of Ameri­
can labor and advance the prosperity of the 
whole country,

9. W e reaffirm our opposition to further 
grants of the public lands to corporations and 
monopolies, and demand that the national do­
main be devoted to free homes for the people.

10. It is the imperative duty of the govern­
ment so to modify the existing treaties with

' European governments that the same protec­
tion shall be afforded to the adopted American 
citizen that is given to the native-born, ,and 
that all necessary laws should be passed to 
protect immigrants in the absence of .power in 
the States for that purpose. -

11. It is the immediate duty Of Congress tp 
fully investigate the effect of’ the immigration 
and importation of Mongolians upon the moral 
and material interest of the country.

12. The Republican party recognizes with 
approval the substantial advance "recently 
made toward the establishment of equal rights' 
for women by the many Important amendihehts 
effected by Republican legislation in the laws 
which concern the personal and property rela­
tions .of wives, mothers and widows, and by 
the appointment and election of women, to the 
superintendence of education, charters, and 
other public trusts.

E ditor R ecord :— This appears to 
be a time of reform— this Centennial 
year of our Independence,, and we 
think it high time that something was 
done to further justice and honesty 
throughout the entire length and 
breadth o f our glorious land o f free­
dom and Republicanism, Now is-a 
good time to begin, and beginning, 
never cease until every ring is broken 
up, and every Criminal ba3 received 
his just deserts ; and let every man 
who, is instrumental In; bringing any 
such to justice be rewarded according­
ly, arid do not use them as did our 
Hon. Board o f  Supervisors. Some o f 
the Justices of the Peace, and also 
constables, regarding their fees in 
criminal cases; at their last session in 
Berrien. They decided at said term 
that they (the county) would not al­
low a Justice o f  the Peace any1 fee for 
drafting any bond o f recognizance, 
although the statute states fully that 
chapter CCXL, section 7-178 of the 
compiled laws o f  1871, a Justice shall 
he allowed for drafting any bond o f 
recognizance, twenty-five cents. Again, 
in the same chapter, section 7483 
says.: The fees hereinbefore in this 
chapter allowed for services, except 
those which are otherwise provided 
for by law, shall be county charges, 
and shall bo audited by the Board of 
Supervisors o f the county in which 
the servicos are rendered, and shall 
be paid in the same manner as other 
contingent charges: of the county. It 
seems that the far-seeing and wise 
Supervisors of the county of Berrien 
are determined to take the law in 
their own hands and administer jus­
tice according to their own peculiar 
notions and not: according to the stat­
ute o f the State of Michigan. I  do 
not wish it understood that this was 
sanctioned by tho whole Board, for 
there were some of them that inter­
preted the law as it is, and wished to 
reward every officer .according to his 
labors in trying to bring thieves and 
other offenders to justice. This ma­
jority  that is: spoken of were, men o f 
reform and men who were determined 
to reduce the county expenses by re­
ducing tho. small pittance o f officers to 
almost nothing. Now lot us look at 
the saving to tho county. In order 
to cut down one- certain officer’s, fees, 
the sum o f twelve dollars (which was 
justly his, according to the statute), 
kept that. Board o f Supervisors argu­
ing the.point long enough, (we be­
lieve) had, their time been accurately 
kept, to have paid that sum at least 
twice:; but that is a thing altogether 
different.: A  supervisor costs the 
county three dollars for evory day 
that- he. stays at Berrien, to talk of 
such matters as they think proper. 
But a. constable can travel through 
mud and rain, and a Justice; bother 
hi3, brains in writing bonds, and -get; 
little or- .nothing for i t . . Tho- Super­
visor’s pay is all right; for they can 
'auditit’themselves. •■■ ■ -Now we- say re­

W a s h in g t o n , June 23.— The bill 
introduced in the Senate by Senator 
Christiancy provides that silver coins 
of the denominations of 25 and 50 
cents shall he a legal tender for §10, 
and smaller Bilver coins for amounts 
of §5. A  new silver trade dollar 
double the value o f the half dollar is 
to be coined and made a legal tender 
for amounts not exceeding §1, and 
silver bullion in bars and the exist­
ing trade dollar are to be made a 
legal tender for payment of all debts 
according to their market value as 
compared Avith the present gold stand­
ard, and the market value of Silver is 
to be announced from two to five days 
before the first of each month by a 
board, consisting of the secretary of 
the treasury, the director o f the mint, 
and. the U. S. treasurer. The hill 
authorizes the mint to issue certifi­
cates payable in mint silver bars, and 
provides that silver coin shall be ex­
changeable; for United States notes at 
tbeir nominal value, which shall there­
upon be permanently retired and 
make part of the sinking fund.
