A  first visit to the city of Santia­

ry o f the town will probably seem 
to him out of due proportion with the 
power and resourses of the country 
of- which i f  is the capital. One is, 
indeed, scarcely prepared to find, 90 
miles inland, at the foot of the Andes, 

cicy of 16,000 inhabitants, with 
such handsome public building-houses, 
and exceptionally fine promenades. 
What, perhaps, strikes the stranger 
most— next to the marvelously beau­
tiful situation of the town— is the at­
mosphere of aristocratic ease and. ex­
clusiveness pervading it.

Heir Do You Make Cider Wine 1
The cider for this purpose should 

not be made until December, when it 
should be barreled and placed in a 
vault or cool cellar, and left to 're ­
main until February or early in 
March, when it  should be bottled, 
using champagne bottles, well corked 
and wired; the cork should be driven 
down to an eighth o f an inch o f tho 
month, so the wire can grasp it. Use 
good size copper wire, which will re­
quire only once passing- over tl e 
cork, providing it is well secu-- 
around the neck of the bottle. Then 
return the bottled cider to the cellar, 
aying the bottles on their sides, and 

it will keep for years., JBe sure that 
the bottles are thoroughly clean, 
which must be attended to just before 
tho bottling begins. Some persons 
— and it is the method of the north 
Jersey “ champaign”  cider-makers—  
filter the cider through sound before 
putting away in barrels. It is true 
this removes all sediment, but we 
cannot perceive that it adds to the 
flavor or keeping qualities o f tho 
cider.— GFermantown Telegraph.

E x p e r im e n t  w i t h  W ood A s h e s . 
A  gardener who is an observer, says, 
in the Mural New Yorker, what is 
very correct and which, many o f our 
orchaidists ought to know;, that the 
cuttings and trimmings .of apple trees 
when pruned, are very valuable for 
the fertilizing matter which they con­
tain. We have seen’ the' highways 
and roads in the country half filled 
.with these trimmings, where they had 
been thrown oyer into the road, when 
if they. had been taken to the corn­
fields or to the pastures and burned 
on the ground and the ashes scattered 
they would have doubled tbe crops 
of grass and corn. In his case the 
twigs and rubbish gathered, were 
burned and used as manure in vari­
ous ways. On - the spot where they 
were burned a hill o f the Butman 
squash was planted. Another hill 
was planted ten feet from the first, 
manured with' a small quantity of the 
ashes, and a third manured, with 
horse dung. The first hill grew-three 
times as large as that treated with 
horse manure, and other was twice as 
productive.

A p p l e  P om ac e .—Apple ppmg.ee is 

very largely eaten by cows, horses, 
and is doubtless good for the animals, 
i f  not very nutritious, as a  laxative 
diet. We have always preserved the 
pomace in barrels for this express 
purpose, feeding a pailful to each an­
imal as long as it lasted. Its money 
value is not much; probably ten cents 
for a barrelful would be all that it is 
actually worth. W e would hot wish
to pay more than that for it, and we 
would not care to sell i f  for -that 
price. We would advise - all those 
who make cider to bring home from 
the mill or preserve the pomace for , 
their animals; it is at least worth 
that trouble, i f  only to see every soft 
o f  animal about the farm enjoying 
a mess o f it. I f  packed light in .bar­
rels it will keep soma months. —  N . 
Y. Times. .

O r c h a r d  G r a s s . —  An exchange
says o f orchard grass: : “ I f ,  grown
thickly and cut early, it is one of 
the best grasses for milch cows ever 
cultivated. It will do well-sown with­
out grain in spring, if the soil is rich 
and pretty free from weed seeds. It 
should be mixed with other grasses 
that mature at tho same time; -Two 
bushels orchard grass, one- buFfrei 
June grass, or Kentucky blue grass, 
eight or ten pounds red clover make 
a good mixture, and is -a  liberal 
quantity for an acre, it should bo 
put upon land that might be expected' 
to produce two fall crops in a season.' 
Ic will not bear being/inder water 
or ■ ice in the winter ; may . be kept 
vigorous for several years by liberal 
applications of fertilizers suitable for 
top-dressing.”

T h e  m il k  m ir r o r .— When stand­
ing directly behind a cow, it will be 
seen that on the hinder part - o f the • 
udder, and thence' upward between 
the legs of the cow the hair,is laid, to 
a greater or less extent, with the ends 
pointing upwards, while on the thighs 
ju&t outside of this the: hair lies down­
wards. This strip of hair pointing'up­
wards is the “ mirror” ’ and according 
to Guenon and some others, the quan­
tity (and quality to some extent) o f 
the milk depends on ' the width and 
shape o f the mirror. I f  it extends 
out well on each side, over the thigh 
and upward to the vulva, the icow has 
a good mirror. It  is equally noticable 
in the bull, and in calves. Country 
Grentleman.

W a s h in g t o n , D. C., Sept, 26,1876.
The answer o f Tilden to the charg 

es o f  a systematic defrauding o f the 
revenue for ten years, is generally 
considered “ too thin”  and will utterly 
fail to shield Slippery Sam from total 
defeat at the hands o f  the country; 
Doubtless nine out o f every ten Dem­
ocrats will throw up their hats and 
declare it a complete vindication,; 
such men would vote for him if  he had. 
stolen the whole United States Treas­
ury, but the difficulty is with the tenth 
man. A t least one man in ten of the 
Democratic party has some claims to 
honesty, and! believes in real reform. 
Even this class will: swallow him if 
they can get him down at all, with, 
the greatest; difficulty. But admit­
ting that many will do so, still it may ' 
be safely determined that at least one 
in a hundred of the entire party will 
not take him, and will vote for Hayes., ] 
This will be all-suffieient to defeat 
Slippery Sam, who must now take his; 
proper place alongside of Boss Tweed, 
Boss Shepherd, and; the hundreds of 
defrauders of the; people both in and 
out of the penitentiary., Since the 
publication of this letter the duty of 
the government is plain. The proper 
officers should immediately commence 
a criminal, prosecution against Tilden, 
and let the trial be brought on before 
the election. No.nice drawn diffidence 
on account of the high position of the 
Democratic candidate, for the Presi­
dency should shield him, no more than 
it has shielded hundreds o f  lesser 
lights for defrauding the government.

and so general was the demand that 
the supply was soon exhausted. The. 
comments of these voters, from every 
part o f the country was most unfavor­
able to; Tilden. Tw o, boats in place 
of one, are now running to Mount 
Yernon, to accommodate tho increas­
ed number of visitors to ’ America’s 
Holy Shrine.

Yesterday’s vote, after the 
receipt o f Tilden’s answer, showed a 
marked increase for the Union candi­
date. It  footed up 581 for Hayes 
and 804 for Tilden. This great fall­
ing off on account o f the-Tilden letter, 
it is proposed to the National Repub­
lican Congressional Executive Com­
mittee o f  the Capital, that they pub­
lish the letter in full, with a complete 
refutation, exposing its glaring false­
hoods, to he scattered broadcast over 
the whole country as the very best 
campaign document. The facts as 
now presented to the country, prove 
most conclusively that Hayes is an 
Honest Tax-payer, while Tilden is a 
Dishonest Tax-cheater.

Since the withdrawal o f the fast 
mail lines from the great trunk lines, 
there haa been an unprecedented re­
ceipt o f demands for its re-establish­
ment.

The Rebel Claims.
The Chicago Times, tooting the 

Tilden-party fog-horn, and apprehen­
sive of the danger ahead, undertakes 
to divert public attention from the 
national bankruptcy threatened by 
tbe Confederate purpose of making 
the North indemnify the South for 
the losses of the War, and to do this 
prints a number of private claims in­
troduced at the last session o f Con­
gress by Republican members of the 
House. An examination of these 
private claims shows them to be made 
by loyal citizens, many of them resid­
ing in Northern States, for losses by 
Confederate raids or for the occupa­
tion and use of property by the Uni­
ted States army. It has been the 
practice of the Government ever since 
the close of the War to allow such 
claims when fully proved up, and 
when the losses Were sustained by 
loyal men. The justice o f this prac­
tice cannot well he denied, though it 
may have been abused in some eases. 
But to cite these claims for the pur­
pose of showing that Republican Con­
gressmen are as dangerous as the 
Confederate Congressmen, who pro­
pose to open the door to all the dis 
loyal men who sustained losses during 
the war they waged against the Union, 
is very much the same thing as i f  the 
Times should endeavor to prove Mr. 
Tilden innocent of the crime of falsi­
fying his income returns by demon 
atrating beyond question that he did 
not kill his grandmother.

Now, the seriousness o f the charge 
and the essence of the danger o f Con­
federate supremacy consists, not of 
the introduction of any individual 
claims under the present law (which 
prohibits their allowance to men who 
took part in the Rebellion), either by 
Democratic or Republican members 
o f  Congress, hut o f the purpose of 
the Confederates to change the law 
and authorize the payment o f claims 
for losses in the War to men who 
were in arms against the Union. That 
the apprehension o f such a danger is 
not fanciful, is sufficiently apparent 
from the fact that general bills look­
ing to that end were recently intro 
duced by Confederate members at the 
last session o f Congress, which only 
require a Confederate majority in 
both Houses of Congress and Tilden 
in the Presidential chair to become 
the law o f the land. One of the acts 
(House Bill No. 2,364) directs the 
allowance of compensation for the use 
and occupation o f property by the 
United States during the War, anc 
another (House Bill No. 553) propos 
es to pay for stores and supplies ta­
ken or furnished for the army of the 
United States. These bills make no 
distinction as to the status o f the 
claimant during the War, authorize 
the reimbursement o f losses sufferec 
by the Rebels, and require only an 
affidavit of the loss by the claimant, 
supported by the testimony of one 
other citizen. Under these bills, 
every Rebel who fought the Govern­
ment for four years may recover from 
it the value of; his fences destroyed, 
his property occupied, his cattle, hogs, 
and corn taken by the United States 
armies as they advanced into the ene­
my’s country. They amount to a 
reward for rebellion and put a premi­
um on treason. So monstrous a 
proposition, we venture to say, was 
never made before in-the history-of. 
the world.

It is puerile and ridiculous to. point 
to the private claims introduced-by 
Republican Congressmen to reimburse 
loyal men who suffered, losses from

tbe Confederates as an indication that 
the danger, will not be .any greater 
from the Confederates, -  who propose 
to pass general laws admitting’-Rebel 
claims for losseV suffered at. the: hands 
o f United States* armies. ! N ot:. only 
is the principle just the-reverse”  but 
the money involved is out of all com­
parison. Thus the Government, 
through tho Southern Claims Com­
mission, has paid loyal citizens some­
thing like $3,000,000, while it.is es- 
tablised that .the'losses of the Rebels 
from the War which would be includ­
ed” in the" 1 bills’ - already^ introduced* 
would amount to $2,500,000,000,: 
and would more than* double .the-- 
present national.debt.. But the;-Con-; 
federates -are not content with the, 
indemnification of individual losses; 
they also desire'that all the tax ever 
mid- by tho Rebels, either.agvStates 
or individuals, on account of thevWar 
shall be refunded. ■ Thus'a Confeder­
ate from Georgia introduced a ,bill at 
the last session (House .Bill N o.-.232) 
providing that the cotton tax be re­
funded and the amount-paid back in 
thirty years’ 5 per cent, gold-bearing 
bonds. The total cotton tax, levied 
between the years 1863 and 1868, 
amounted to $68,072,38.8,* and the 
thirty years’ interest thereon would 
je §102,108,570, making over §170,r. 
000,000 in all. Another bill-, pro­
poses that the United States, shall 
refund that portion of the tax of 
§20,000,000 levied in .1861 for the 
prosecution of the War which was 
paid by the Rebel States. The pro­
portion that fell on the Northern 
States was about §15,000,000. O f 
the §5,000,000 apportioned to the 
Rebel States, only about one-half 
was ever paid (tbe other half being - 
still due), but the Confederates now; 
propose to make the North refund 
even that part o f it paid .by tho Rebels. 
In one word, the Confederates propose, 
in case they shall.gain control of the 
Government, that the North- shall 
indemnify the South in full for all 
War taxes and for all ; individual 
losses sustained, by reason o f the. War 
which they brought on and waged 
against tbe Government. It is not- 
claims for losses, suffered by  loyal cit­
izens at the hand o f the Confederate 
army; but for Glaims suffered by dis­
loyal! citizens at the bands of the 
Union army, which they propose to 
allow even to the extent of bankrupt­
ing the Government. They justify 
the proposition on the ground that 
the Southern States that seceded 
merely exercised their sovereign, right 
o f withdrawing from the “ League,”  
and that the Northern soldiers, were 
“ trespassers,” , as Mr. Tilden charac­
terized them at the time, in waging 
war upon them and coercing them to 
return to their allegiance.—-Uhicago 
Tribune.

poorer money to displace better is as 
simple as the law which makes the 
hungry.child pickout the biggest cake 
on ,the dish.' Gur statutes give the 
United States notes tbe power to pay 
debts, and a debtor owing §100 and 
having/§100 in gold to pay it, will 
take §90 of that gold, buy §100 in 
paper, pay his debt, and pocket the 
§10 difference. What one man 
does’ in one case all others do in 
similar , cases,- and there being no ■ fur­
ther use for gold as money, it is taken 
out'of the country. Now, this ab­
sence o'f the carrency in which tho 
trade of the world is carried on may 
not seem a misfortune, but it is a 
great • misfortune;- because we 
canuot get along, wholly without it. 
Wo must have it to pay the interest 
on our: bonds, and for the government 
to got it, customs duties must be paid 
in it. This makes, an imperative de- 
mand.-for a limited , quantity of gold. 
This amount is small enopgh for spec­
ulators often to control, forcing its 
value, relatively to greenbacks, up or 
down, according to . their purposes. 
But every time such a change is ef­
fected the value of every dollar’s 
worth of property in' the country is 
changed with it; These changes, 
moreover, are arbitrary ; they cannot' 
be forseen or calculated. None-but 
the very few know when they are 
coming, or what they will amount to, 
or how- soon .they' will be reversed. 
So long, therefore; as we are cut Off 
from the currency of the world; and 
use a currency which changes in value 
with the varying amount o f gold 
which may from time to time be at­
tracted to our shores, and. with the 
manipulation o f that gold by specula­
tors, so. long all. business interests are 
exposed to dangerous and enfeebling 
influences.. The resumption of specie 
payments, would remove this great 
source o f evil. It would not necessa­
rily make all business

to dare to do the right under all cir­
cumstances.”  :

The Immediate Benefits of Resump­
tion.

It is not unusual to meet business 
men who willingly admit that a cur* 
reucy redeemable in gold would be 
better than a currency o f government 
legal-tender notes and irredeemable 
bank paper, but who can see “ no use 
in hurrying the matter,”  and would 
like to “ work up”  to resumption. 
This class are entirely honest in their 
views, they would be the last to con­
sent to anything which they thought 
was bad faith towards the government 
creditors, or to fasten on the country 
anything which they regarded as an 
evil; but they are easy-going, or.timid, 
or do not see that our paper money 
does us any special harm, or that we 
shouldfreceive any direct or immediate 
henefitjfrom resumption. They recogn­
ize that thepayment in full of the legal- 
tender notes is practically impossible, 
and they object that to replace them 
with bonds is simply to change the 
form of indebtedness and to add to 
the burden of the country in the form 
o f interest.

The view here noticed is not sur­
prising. The country has become ac­
customed to its irredeemable currency, 
as the mediaeval pilgrims did to - the 
peas in their shoes. Besides, in-spite 
o f popular apathy or opposition, we 
have got so much nearer resumption 
than we were ten years ago that the 
evils o f paper money are less apparent, 
and a good many think it is not worth 
while going the rest of the way. But, 
as a matter of fact, our paper money 
is still a great obstacle- to - -prosperity 
and a source of great daiigor in the 
future, and the sooner we can get rid 
o f it tho better. The power o f the 
legal tenders for mischief lies, not in 
the fact that they are paper- money, 
hut that they are irredeemable paper, 
issued by the government and made 
legal tender by compulsion o f law. 
I f  they were merely ordinary treasu­
ry notes, without interest, they would 
still be used largely as currency, and 
they would still, .bo at a greater or less 
discount as compared with gold; but 
they would do no special harm, would 
take their place.naturally in the trans 
actions of commerce, and would work 
no serious disturbance by their own 
fluctuations o f value; The trouble 
comes from their being legal tender. 
It was that which caused their issue 
to effect a large and rapid rise in 
prices, Bince, when it was in the power 
of a buyer to pay two dollarss in pa­
per as easily as he could pay one dol­
lar in gold, he chose always to pay in 
paper, and the sellers secured himself 
by demanding a double price. And 
at this day.this power of disturbing 
values remains. I f  a political party 
favorable to inflation gets even partial 
control of the government; the legal- 
tender money o f the country.immedi- 
ately falls in value: We call it a rise 
in gold, but in reality it is a decline 
in the paper. I f  the treasury accu­
mulates a good"deal of currency, and 
it is not known what m ay  be done 
with it,— and under the 'law there 
must always bo a good deal of dis* 
cretion regarding' the disposition of 
such accumulations,-the money mark­
et is affected, and every trader in the 
remotest part o f the Union feels the 
influence of the uncertainty.

Nor this alone. It is a perfectly 
-w ell. established truth —• as. firmly 
grounded in experience and, sound 
inference as the rotation o f the earth 
or the circulation of the. blood— that 
an inferior currency drives .out and 
keep out a superior currency. When 
the legal tenders appeared, gold van* 
ished, and ih cannot ho got hack now, 
or our own product retained, except 
by paying more or less premium on it 
That premium-is the ffine we :.payi, for, 
violating the laws o f trade. .The 
operation o f the law which causes

because business is disturbed bv other
causes than bad currency; hut it

andwould be a decided, immediate 
lasting advantage.

It follows from what we have point­
ed out that this advantage would be 
gained by funding enough of the le­
gal tenders to bring them to par with 
gold and to keep them there. Then 
they could be deprived of their legal- 
tender quality with no wrong to any 
one, and a government paper curren­
cy, with its infinite power for mischief, 
would be at an end. The reason 
why bonds would be preferable to 
legal-tenders is that they would not, 
and could not be used as money. 
They might vary never so much in 
value, and other property not neces 
sarily be changed at all. And the 
simple interest charge on the amount 
of bonds required to fund the surplus 
legal-tenders would be more than com­
pensated for by  the. advantages gain­
ed. Indeed, it is not too much to 
say that if we funded our surplus 
legal-tenders, we Should so advance 
our credit that we could refund the 
remainder of our bonded debt at a 
rate enough- lower to more than pay 
the interest on the bonds which re­
placed the legal-tenders.— H . Y . 
Times.

Don’ t Forget to Register.
“ Under the provisions o f the Mich­

igan election laws, a new registration 
is made every four years, or each year

The Saturday Daily Graphic says 
that the last was one of the busiest 
weeks that New York has had for a 
long period, and that visible signs of 
permanent improvement in business 
are abundant. The: Messrs. Sander* 
son Brothers, extensive, steel manu­
factures . of Sheffield, England, an­
nounce their intention of establishing 
a branch manufactory at Syracuse, 
and if the business prospers they, will 
make it their chief manufactory. ' A  
large English cutlery manufacturer 
is making preparation's to remove to 
the United States. The iron and 
hardware’ interests in England are de­
pressed, and there have been heavy 
failures in both of them; Both of 
them depend on American markets. 
The duties are heavy and the profits1 
have shrunk out of sight altogether. 
On the other hand, labor here is very 
low. The cost o f living is not much 
greater than in England. Goal and 
iron ores are cheap, and the market: 

close at hand. It is obvious thatis
America- has decided, advantages for 
manufacturing, talent and trained 
capacity .backed by capital, and the 
enterprises already mentioned will be 
very likely to be followed by others.

England has grown^rich by manu­
facturing for other nations ; but we 
are finding that it is far more economi­
cal to save the cost of a double trans­
portation by manufacturing at home, 
and are already ‘ beginning to supply 
the English markets with our goods. 
Our cheap cottons. find a ready sale 
in Liverpool and even in Manchester, 
while they are crowding out English 
in Rio. Janeiro. American slates are: 
found to be superior" to as well as 
cheaper than those of Wales. The 
English demand tor petroleum, which 
three years ago was a drug in our 
market, has raised the price of that 
exclusively American ‘ product at 
about 40 cents" ghll'on, and the 
foreign demand 'for it is ateadily. in­
creasing. American, beef finds .'a 
quick and profitable sale abroad. The 
European demand for silver is lan­
guid, but California grain is shipped 
in enormous ' quantities, and the 
vessels bring back English coal for 
ballast at merely, nominal rates, thus 
keeping the manufactory and other, 
fires of the pacific coast burning at 
the lowest rates. In short the foreign 
exports ..of the country are,on the 
increase, and never before were there 
so many markets abroad open to 
what wo . make and raise. We have 
also made” -rapid progress in new 
branches of manufacture. The silk 
trade in ’ 1860 was of no.account 
whatever, but the product of 1875 
was valued' at §27,000,000.'. The 
manufacture of worsted goods has 
risen in fifteen years from a nominal 
sum to §30,000,000, and: the impor­
tation of many other, articles' has 
been partially, stopped by.our superi­
or or cheaper manufacure. The effect 
of this change on the .permanent, 
business and. prosperity of the coun­
try must be- favorable and, great.. 
America is.fast becoming a creditor 
instead of ! a debtor nation. It sells, 
more than- it buys. -And the. influ­
ence o f  .this foreign tra’de on; domes­
tic business must soon be in the;revival 
o f all kinds o f ’industries,'the.restorn 
tiou o f,,confidence;';and;the.starting'of
new enterprises.-'.'This amelioration

The Detroit JSvening Hews says 
one salutary effect of the liquor-tax 
law has been to almost entirely cut off 
the tippling which fomerly was so ex­
tensively indulged in the 70 or 80 
drug stores of that city. The drug­
store sales of whisky were formerly 
estimated to amount to from 25 to 50 
barrels per week.”
