Keeping Wister Apples.

I wish to say = word to the farmers
who are about to put their winter fruis
in their cellars for next winter snd
spring use, and give my mode of 3;ck-
ing which is the most satisfactorr to
me of any that I have ever tried (and
I havo fried a number of dificrent
ways). Firat, carefully select the hest
fruit, have good clean harrels and line
them with paper, sides and bottoms.
have used old newspapers with
good effect, but prefer wrapping paper,
such as you generelly got with your
goods done up in, which by saving -
along through the season you will
have a good supply). Fill your bar-
rel one-fourth full, and cover over
with paper; fill in go many more and

" cover again, and so on until your bar-
rel is full, cover with papet and head
up, keep in as cool a place as you can
and not have them freeze. To those
who have been in the habit of storing
away their winter apples just as it
happened, in boxes or bins orold bar-
rels just ready to fall down, let me
say, o trial of this plan with:a barrel
or two and I think you will be amply
repeid next winter and spring in the
extra quality of fruit, to say nothing
of the economy of the thmg, for Lthink

a few moments extra time in puttmg
up in the fall is better than twice as
long = time spent in sorting over and
carrying out rotten apples next win-
ter and spring. If any one bhag a
better method that is cheap and practi-
cal for the farmer, I would like to geo

it in print. I have tried packing in
land plaster but Iike the paper best.

WASHI\*GTON, Oct. 158, — The fol-
lowing is contained substantially in
official report of the South Carolina.
White Line massacre, which has been
submitted to the President in connge-
tion with Governor Chamberlain’s ap-
plication for 'troops. The Captain
Butler mentioned is known ag *One-
armed Butler,” and the brother of
General Butler'of the Hamburg mas-
sacre.

Then the unfortunate man was
gurrounded by Butler’s command and
dragged into one of the cara of thewood
train, which then returned to Ellen-
ton. _Arriving there, Coker was tak-
eu into an open field, and Captain
Butler said to him: “Coker, what's.
your business ? 2 «I am a Representa-
tive from Barnell County to the
South. Carolina Legislature,” .was.
the reply. ¢All the better,” said
Butler ; “Representive or no Repre-
sentive, you sre s Radical nigger, and
have got to die.” “For God’s sake, give
me time to pray,” cried the unhappy
negro. ‘“‘Certainly,” answered Cap-
tain Butler; “pray away, but pray
guick.” Coker then knelt down and.
begen to rray. While he was in this_
position Butler stepped back six or’
eight feet aud shot at him twice.. He

fell forward on his face, bleeding and
dying. Butler then made a sign to
his men, and six of them fired into |
the wounded man. He died. The |
men who killed him took his wateh,

money, and his gold shirt buttons,_

and then, leaving. the body to rof, |
returned to Robbins. These facts
are sworn to by three eve-witnesses,
. who state that Coker’s only crime
. was his Republicanism.

Murder and Suicide,

- On the
floor was found a razor which was
probably the instrument used. On the
table was found a paper on which was
writlen in. German, ‘They tried to |
kill ‘me, but I Wl]l save them ‘the
trouble,’” (or, I will get ahead of them,
a8 it was translated by others.) I
Jeave them $28.50.” Themoney was
found on the table. From all sppear-
ances the fearful deed must havebeen
committed on Tuesday or Wednesday
evening, The discovery was madeby
& neighbor woman who went there
after a pail of water. Of the causes
that led to the deod we can only con-
jecture. Schultz had been in poor
health for some time,; but during the
