A Maryland Mammoth Cave.
Several days ago there was noticed 

in the Grazette the diecovery of a mam­
moth cave, near Cumberland, Md., on 
the place o f  Mr. Snyder.

How flo you Make Cider Wiae?
The cider for this purpose 'should 

not be made until December, when 
it should be barreled and placed in a 
vault until February or early in 
March, when it should be bottled, using 
champagne bottles, well corked and 
wired; the corkshouldbe driven down 
to an eighth o f an inch o f the mouth, 
so that the wire can grasp it. Use 
good-sized copper wire, which will 
require only one passing over the 
cork, provided it is well secured 
around the neck of the bottle. Then 
return the bottled cider to the cellar, 
laying the bottles on. their sides, and 
it will keep for years. Be sure that 
the bottles are thoroughly clean, 
which must be attended to just before 
the bottling begins. Some persons—  
and it is the method of the north 
Jersey “ champagne”  cider-makers—  
filter the cider through sand before 
putting away in barrels. It is true 
this removes all sediment, but we can­
not perceive that it adds to the flavor 
or keeping qualities o f the cider.—  
Q-ermantown Telegraph.

Stall Floor,
Mr. J. Wilkinson, a rural architect 

of much experience, has hit upon the 
following plan for improving the con­
struction o f stable floors: The floor 
is made level, fore and aft, but having 
a gentle slope from each o f the two 
sides to the center, or half the width 
o f the stall. The planks are laid 
crosswise, inclining to the center, 
leaving an opening between the ends 
in the center just wide enough for the 
urine to drain through and into a 
metal gutter under the floor, which 
conducts it outside the building to a 
hogshead or to a manure pit. This 
prevents it from being absorbed in the 
bedding, which o therwise, is wet, fetid 
and uncomfortable to horses. The 
cleanliness o f this arrangement o f  
floors, over every other, should Tender 
its adoption universal. The little 
slope in the floor is another advan­
tage, as it admits of the animal lying 
as he always does, whero he can, in 
pasture fields, i. e., with his back’ np 
the grade. Then the floor, being 
always kept dry, makes a good bed 
for months, besides being cooler from 
the ammonia which the latter exhales.

Who introduced the Fetalees.
Potatoes, it is said, were first intro­

duced into Europe by Sir Walter 
Raleigh; but the fact is by no means 
proven. I t  seems very strange, i f  he 
did introduce the potato into Ireland 
or England in 1584 or 1585, that 
John Gerards, who was at that time 
gathering material for his great work, 
“ The Hisfcoire of Plantes,”  published 
a dozen years later (159T), was not 
aware of the fact, for he gives a figure 
and description o f the Virginia potato, 
but not a word about Sir Walter Ra­
leigh being its introducer. The 
famous German botanist, Clusius, 
obtained some potato tubers while 
residing in Vienna in 1588, from the 
Governor o f Mons, in the province o f 
Hainault, who procured them from an 
attendant o f the Pope’s legate, but 
none of these men mention Sir Walter 
Raleigh, and they had probably no 
knowledge of him or his Virginian 
enterprise. Of course it is o f no partic­
ular importance to us whether Sir 
Walter Raleigh or somebody else has. 
the honor o f being the first to carry 
the potato to Europe, hut we mention 
the facts in history to show upon what 
slight foundation-honors are bestowed, 
especially if the recipient happens to 
ie a person of mark.

F a l l  B o w in g  of C l o v e e .—-Henry 
Ives of Batavia, N. Y ., writes to the 
Toronto Globe as to sowing clover in 
the fall, it i3 very seldom practiced, 
but I  have been successful in growing 
it from the middle of August to the 
to the first of September, though I 
seek to give it a 'winter protection 
either with a heavy mulching o f fine 
manure,, or by growing something 
along with it that will shelter and 
protect it through the cold weather. 
This I  have done by sowing orchard 
and clover seed on the sixteenth of 
August, after Early Rose potatoes, 
and both made a good, full growth ; 
but the orchard grass grew rank and 
strong enough to be a sort of self- 
protection, kept the clover too and 
made a good hay crop of about two 
tons to the first mowing, and one to 
the second, the following season.

A  New D e t e c t iv e  A gent1— A c­
cording to an English contemporary, 
a farmer suspecting one of his dogs 
of sheep killing and worrying, recent­
ly gave him an emetic, the result o£ 
which was to bring up Borne flesh, and 
a sheep’s ear corresponding to that of 
one of the sheep whose ear had been 
partially devoured. The test employ­
ed was, a teaspoonful o f salt and half 
the quantity of -mustard, dissolved in 
warm water and poured down the 
throat. As a perfect remedy for 
sheep-killing dogs, he advises amputa­
tion of the .tail close behind the, eara. 
"We have never known this remedy to 
be anything but effectual and it is not 
necessary to know that the dog -has 
ever killed any sheep'. The treat­
ment works equally as well as :a pre­
ventive. •*-’ •

Blaine on the Currency Question.
James G. Blaine delivered one of 

lis, stirring addresses in Detroit, and 
during the time spoke as follows on 
the currency question:

“ Now, gentlemen, this connects it­
self with: another question intimately, 
and it connects itself in a way that is 
inseparable, and that is with the great 
question of tho currency on which I  
am going to say something. When 
the Congress o f the United States in 
January, 1S75, passed the hill for the 
resumption of specie payment in Jan­
uary, 1879, Mr. Tilden, who had been 
inaugurated Governor o f New York, 
and who made haste to have the legis­
lation o f New York conform to the 
legislation of the National Govern­
ment, caused a law to be passed by 
the Legislature of New York, which 
is now on the statute books of that 
State conforming the practice of New 
York in the enforcement o f contracts 
and the collection o f taxes identical 
with the Specie Resumption A ct o f  
Congress. I  presume Mr. Tilden was 
sincere in his convictions at the time. 
That was his belief, but Mr. Tilden 
very soon found out what he would 
have known if  he had come to Wash­
ington and asked a few of us a year 
earlier than he did, that tho Southern 
men did not intend that the green­
back o f this country should be brought 
to a par with coin. The Southern 
men were dominant in the House o f 
Representatives and they are to-day, 
and they confessedly lead and direc 
the policy of the Democratic party; 
they do not intend that the greenback 
dollar shall be equivalent to the gold 
or silver dollar. W hy? Simply be­
cause they know that when we begin 
to have gold and silver circulating 
freely in this country and the green­
back par with the Coin o f the United 
States, they know taxes will never be 
collected from your pocket and mine 
or from the pocket o f any other man, 
Democrat or Republican, to pay rebel 
claims.

1 understand the former Represent­

ative from your city, Mr. Field, is on 
the stump for greenbacks. I  remem­
ber his coming to my chair when I  
was speaker. He was a greenhacker 
then. 1 know he won’ t take any 
offense at me for telling this story; 
he says, “ Look here, wheat is selling 
at §1.35 in Detroit; it ought to be

“No, I  would 
not think o f that.”  I  said, “ will they 
answer your telegram .until they get 
the price at the Gorn Exchange of 
Liverpool ?”  ’ He says, “ no.”  I  do 
not care what you get your pay in, I  
don’t care whether you get it in paper 
half depreciated or grossly depreci­
ated, your wheat and all your pro 
duce of the West are sold on a gold 
oasis, and the only question i3 wheth­
er being compeled to sell at gold you 
still prefer to buy in paper and buy 
at high prices. You do not get a cent 
more for your products, but you pay 
a great deal more for the things that 
Come back to your farm.

Why, I  understand 
specie payments simply to he that the 
United States shall do-just what you 
and I  and every man that is solvent 
is compelled to do, pay its debts. 
That; is all there is of it* I f  the Uni­
ted States will do for itself just what 
yon and I  have got to do for ourselves, 
that solves the whole question. In 
this day and hour the United States 
presents the most extraordinary spec­
tacle that ever was presented on the 
surface of the globe by any nation. 
They have two forms of security, one 
bonds, called the time notes of the 
Government, the other the greenbacks, 
constituting the due-bills of the Gov­
ernment. Now, the time notes of the 
United'States will go in the markets 
of the world for any amount of money 
at a lower rate of interest than any 
other Government can borrow money 
for, England; alone excepted, [A p ­
plause,] and; England won't form the 
exception if  she gets into a war with 
Russia, lower than any nation. Even 
then the great German empire, mighty 
as; it is, cannot borrow money in the 
markets of the world as low as the 
United States. Franco cannot, Rus­
sia cannot, England alone can do it. 
Now, that is the condition of our time 
notes, and yet the due-bills of the 
United States are on your streets at 
10 or 12 per cent discount off tbeir 
face. What would you think in this 
commercial and mercantile city of 
Detroit, if you were inquiring o f the 
standing or credit o f a man, and some 
one would sav: “ I  know him well, he 
is very rich, has lands and houses 
and bonds and every form of property, 
has abundant resources, and if you 
can get his note for three or four 
months, at two o’ clock on the last 
day of grace, he will be at the bank 
to pay it promptly, but don’ t take his 
due bill, be will kick it around and 
not pay the slightest attention to it, 
he will never pay it. I  agree with 
gentlemen who think we neve’r had as 
good a paper currency in the United 
States as the greenback is. I  helped 
to make it and I  am not going back 
on it. I  believed it and I  believed in 
it when some o f the gentlemen who 
are now crying it up were doing their 
best, to cry it down. I  believed that 
the greenback was the salvation of 
the country. I  believed it gave us 
one of the best forms of paper money 
there ever was in tho world, if not the 
best, and I  believe so yet, and I  want 
to say here that there is one thing 
that will make the greenback a great 
deal better currency than it ever was 

■ yet, that is, just put 100 cents in each 
dollar. [Applause] There is a large 
number of gentlemen who believe that 
when resumption comes, a long pro­
cession of;'mule'carts, the ears of the 
mules not' sticking out much longer 
than the advocates of .‘-the nonsense,

CONTRACTION AND INFLATION.
Some gentlemen says there is going 

to be a great contraction. How is 
resumption going to bring Contraction? 
You are contracting to-day by keep­
ing all the gold there is in the coun­
try out of circulation.

I  don’t believe there is more cur­
rency needed to do the business of the 
Country than we have, yet I  say this, 
that to-day resumption will increase 
the circulating medium. [Applause.] 
You know when you travel that road 
just where the end is. All the older 
portion of this audience have been 
there. You grew upon it. When 
you strike the basis of the coin of the 
United States you have struck hard- 
pan. You know where you are. You 
are on the basis of the whole commer­
cial World. Will any gentleman tell 
me where the other road ends ? I  
would like to see where the stopping 
place is. I  would like any gentleman 
to tell ine where the fetch up is in the 
direction. Where are you going to 
land ? You want §100,000,000 this 
year without any equivalent, and you 
will want §200,000,000 next year It 
is exactly the Case of the man that 
said that One drink was enough and 
two was too much and three wasn’t 
half enough. [Laughter]. The more 
you get the greater the demand is. 
There is no end to that road : there 
is' a certain end to the other, o f  
prosperity, of a real basis, of a fair 
day’s work and a fair day’s wages, in 
which no man will be defrauded and 
no man will be able to defraud. 
[Cheers.] The man who works for- 
days’ wages is the man of all others, 
who is impoverished hy a paper cur­
rency. JWho got rich during its
reign ? Has it been the poor men of
the country? No, sir. You know 
and I  know perfectly well that a very 
large propoi tion o f the population of 
this country neycr used gold and 
silver as money. They went out of 
use 15 years ago. A  great propor­
tion of this audience never handled it 
as an article of money. They look 
upon it as did the boy to whom one of 
the new quarters was given. They 
asked him what it was. He said it 
was “ a first-rate thing; it is good, 
too. You can get the money for it 
any time.”  That little boy was abso­
lutely typical o f a large portion- of 
the American mind to-day; but once 
get this people familiarized" -with the 
faet'that the; greenback dollar has 100 
cents in it, that the credit of this 

'Government is to be maintained invl 
olate in. all forms of its obligation. 
You know perfectly well that for 
years the Republican party*,has been 
abused, maligned* libeled, as the bond­
holders’ party. They said rags for 
the people, gold for the bondholders. 
Gentlemen, we never gave gold to the 
bondholders in this country except 
for one reason. * Sometimes gold has 
been at a very heavy premium and 
the bond has been at high interest;

got low and it does.not come so hard

The past rises before me like a. 
dream. Again we are in the great 
struggle for national life. We hear

We see 
thousands of assemblages, and hear the 
appeals of orators; we see the pale 
cheeks of women, and the flushed 
faces of men; and in those assem­
blages wo see all the dead whose dust 
■we have covered with flowers. We 
lose sight of them no more. We are 
with them when they enlist in the* 
great army o f freedom. We see them 
part with those they love. Some of 
them are walking for the last time in 
quiet woody places with the maidens 
they adore. We hear the whisperings 
and the sweet vows of eternal love as 
they lingeringly part forever. Others 
are bending over cradles kissing 
babies that are asleep. Some are 
receiving the blessings o f old men. 
Some are parting with mothers who 
hold them and press them to their 
hearts again and again, and say noth­
ing ; and some are talking with wives, 
and endeavoring with brave words 
spoken in the old tones to drive from 
their hearts the awful fear. We 
see the wife standing in the 
door, with the babe in her arms—  
Btanding in the sunlight sobbing— at 
the turn of the road a hand waves— 
she answers by holding high in her 
loving hands the child. He is gone, 
and forever. We see them all as they 
march proudly away under the flaunt­
ing flags, keeping time to the wild 
grand music o f war— marching down 
the streets of the great cities —  
through the towns and across the 
prairies—down the fields of glory, to 
do and to die for the eternal right. '  

We go with them one and all. We 
are by their sides on all the gory 
fields— in the- ho3pitals of pain— on 
all the weary marches. We stand 
with them in the wild storm and un­
der the quiet -stars. We are with 
them in ravines running with blood—  
in the furrows of Old fields. We are 
with them between contending hosts, 
unable to move, wild with thirst, the 
life ebbing slowly away among the 
withered leaves. We see them pierc­
ed with balls and torn with shells in 
the trenches by forts, and in the 
whirlwind of the charge, where men 
become iron, with nerves of steel.

We are with them in the prisons of 
hatred and famine ; but human speech 
can never tell what they endured.

We are at home when the news 
comes that they are dead. We see the 
maiden in the shadow of her first sor­
row. We see the silvered head Of the 
old man bowed with the last grief.

The past rises before us,- and we 
see four millions of human beings 
governed by the lash— we see them 
bound hand and foot— we hear the 
strokes of cruel whips— we see the 
hounds tracking women through tan­
gled swamps— we see babes sold from 
the breasts of mothers. Cruelty un­
speakable ! Outrage infinite S

Four million bodies in chains— four 
million souls in fetters. All the 
sacred relations of wife, ■ mother, 
father and child trampled beneath the 
brutal feet of might. And all this 
was done under our own beautiful 
banner of the free.

The-past rises before iis. .We hear 
the roar and the shriek of the burst­
ing shell. The broken fetters fall, 
These heroes died. We look. In­
stead of Slaves we see men, women 
and childern. The wand of progress 
touches the auction-block, the slave- 
pen, the whipping-post, and we see 
homes and firesides and school-houses 
and hooks, and where all was want 
and crime and cruelty and fetters, we 
see the faces of the free.

These heroes are dead. They died 
for liberty— they died for us.
