Pounds of Pork to a Bushel of
gorm.

The mode of fattening hogs in
Kentueky is thus given by a farmer
in that State, and at the same time
shows the number of pounds of pork
made from & bushel of corn: *For
years we have fattened hogs in con-
siderable numbers that weighed on an
average 150 pounds on the 1st of
September. They were then faken
from the gleaned wheat-field and
clover pastures and penned in a
lot of six acres of standing corn,
where they had access to pure water.
After cosuming this we husked corn
from the shock, never allowing the
hogs to be without corn lying.by Them
more than gix hours at a time. By
the 1st of December we market the
hogs, which at that time are one year
old, and average 800 pounds gross
Welght By a calculation of thenum-
ber-of acres of corn consumed by the
hogs, and taking what we think an
average of the field in yield, and
gathering a measured load, we deter-
mine approximately the amount of
corn consumed, and dividing this by
the number of hogs fed, we find 15
bushels to have increased the weight
of the hogs 150 pounds each on an

average.”’
