The President’s Message.
To the Senate and House of " Representatives *

In submitting my eighth and last
annual message to Congress it seems
proper that I should refer to and in
some degree recapitulate the events
and official acts of the past eight years.
It was my fortune, or misfortune; to
be called to the office of Chief Execu-
tive witout any oprevious political
training. TFrom the age of seventeen
I had never even witnessed the ex-
citement attending a Presidential cam-
paign but twice antecedent to my own
candidacy, and at but one of them
was I eligible asa voter. = Under such
circumstances, it is but reasonable to
suppose that errors of judgment must
~have occurred; even had they not,
differences of opinion between the Ex-
ecutive, bound by an oath to the strict
performance of his duties, and writers
aud debaters, must have arisen. Itis
not necessarily evidence of & biunder
on the part of the Executive because
there are these differences of views.
Mistakes have been made, as all can
see, and I admit i, but it secems to
me oftener in the selections made of
assistants: appointed {o aid in carry-
ing out the various duties of adminis-
tering the government—in nearly
every case selected without a general
acquaintancoe with the appointee, but
upon the recommendations of the Rep-
resentatives chosen directly by the
people. It is impossible, where so
many. trusts are to bo allotted, that’
the right parties should be chosen in
every instance. History shows that
no administration, from the time of
Washington to the present, has been
free from these mistakes, but I leave
comparigons to history, claiming only
that I have acted in every instance
from a conscientious desire to do what
was right, constitutional, within the
law, and for the very best interests of
the people. My failures have been
errors of judgment, not of intent.
My civil career commenced, too, at a
most -critical and difficull time, less
than four years bheforc the country |
had emerged from a conflict such as
no other nation had ever survived.
Nearly one-half of the States had re-
volted against-the government, and of
those remaining faithful to the Union
a large percentage of the population
sympathized with the rebellion, and

AN ENEMY/IN THE REAR ALMOST AS
DANGEROUS AS THE MORE HONORA-
BLE ENEMY IN THE FRONT.
The latter committed crrors of judg-
ment, but they maintained them open-
Iy and courageously. The former re-
ceived the protection of the govern-
ment they would see desiroyed, and
reaped all the pecuniary advantage to
be gained out of the then existing
state of affairs—many of them by ob-
taining: contracts and by swindling
the government in the delivery of
their goods.
Immediately on the ecessation of
bostilities the then noble President,
who had carried the country so far
through its perils, fell a martyr to his
patriotism at the hands of an assassin.
The intervening time to my first
inauguration was. filled up with wrang-
ling between Congress and the new
Exccutive as to the best mode of re-
Or, to speak plainly,
as to whether the control of the gov-
ernment should be thrown immediate-
ly into the hands of those who had so
recently and persistently tried to de-
stroy it, or whether the victors should
continue to have an equal voice with
Reconstruction,.
as finally agreed upon, means this,
and only this, except that the late
slave was enfranchised—giving an
increase, as was supposed, to the
Union-loving and TUnion-supporting
votes. If free in the full sense of the
word they would not disappoint this
expectation; hence, at the beginning
of my first administration, the work
of reconstruction, much embarrassed
by the long delay, virtually commenc-
ed. It was the work of the legislative
branch of the government. My prov-.
ince was wholly in approving their
acts, which I did most heartily, urging
the legislatures of States that had not
yet done so to ratify the fifteenth
amendment to the Constitution. The
country waslaboring under an enor-
mous debt, contracted in the suppres-
sion of the rebellion, and taxation was
80 oppressive as to discourage produe-,
tion. Another danger also threatened
us—foreign war. This last difficulty
had to be adjusted, - and was adjusted
without & war, and in.s manner high-
ly honorable to all parties concerned.

The government and
people of the United States have not
only fully appreciated this exhibition
of kindly feeling, but it may be justly |
and fairly expected that no small
benefits will result both to ourselves.
and other nations from a better ac-
quaintance and a better appreciation
of our mutual advantages and mutual
wants.

- Congress at its last gession saw fit
to reduce the amount usually appro-
priated for foreign intercourse by
witbholding appropriations for repre-
gentatives of the United States in for-
eign countries, and for certain consu-
lar offices, and by reducing the
amounts usually appropriated for cer-
tain other diplomatic posts, and thus
necessitating a changoe in the grade of
representatives.

Satisfacto-
ry information having been received | i
bunals in Egypt, I caused a procla-
mation to be issued on the 2Tth of
March last, suspending the operation
of act the 2Tth, of June 22, 1860, in
Egypt, according to the provisions of
the act.

These are now
under consideration, and their report
is progressing. I am advised, though,
by the President of the commission,
that it will be impracticable to com-
ply with the clause of the act requir-
Ing the reports to be prersented
through me to Congress on the first
day of the session, as there has not:
yet been time for that mature delib-
‘eration which the importance of the
subject demands. Therefore, I ask
that the time for making the report
be extended to the 29th day of Jan-
uary, 1877, in accordance with the
resolution of Aug. 15, 1876. The
army regulations prepared under the
ach of March 1, 1875, have not been
promulgated, but are held until after
the report of the above mentioned
commission shall have been received
and acted upon. By the act of Aug.
13, 1876, the cavalry force of the
army was increased by 2,500 men,
with a proviso that they should be
discharged on the expiration of hos-
tilities. Under this authority the
cavalry regiments have been strength-
ened, and & portion of them are now
in the field pursuing the remnants-of
the Indians with whom they have
been engaged during the semmer.

THE ESTIMATES OF THE WAR DEPART-
MENT

are made upon the basis of the num-
ber of men authorized by law, and
their requirements, as stown by years
of experience, and also withthe pur-
pose of & part of the bureau officers
to provide for ell contingences that
may arise during the time for which .

Shying Horses..

A, horseman whose horse is given
to shying, enough never to permit
himself to evince symptoms of ner-
vousness nor, punish the animal for
exibitions of timidity. Whensver a
horse directs the points of his ears in
a certain direction; as though distrust-
ful or afraid, the reins should be pull-
ed in apather direction, thus diveri-
ibg the attention of the animal from
the object causing the perturbation.
If, on the other hand, force or harsh.
means: are used to.compel an acquaint-
ance with the object feared the horse
will be doubly excited, if not unman-
agable. We have found, in cases of
shying or halting. at real or fancied
objects.of disquient, that stopping the
horse and using soothing language,
answers a very good purpose. If the
object is stationary, the horse; afier
a short time, will most usually advance
in the direction of it, epproaching
csutiously #ill satised, no danger is
to be apprehended, ‘when he: will re-
sume his way in & quite mood. DBut
if chastised for shying, he will have
two objects. of fear instead of one, and

- Become more confirmed in the habit
of distrustfulness.
