And if it -had 
pleased .God to spare either or all of 
my: sons to bo the- support of my de­
clining years, the lesson which I  
should most earnestly seek to impress 
'upon them is, “ never run in ..debt.”  
A void• pecuniary obligations; as.you 
would .pestilence or famine.. I f  .you 
have but fifty cents and can • get no 
more for a week, buy a peck of corn, 
parch it and live on it, rather than 
owe a . dollar!. O f course  ̂ I  know 
that some' men must do business that 
involves a risk, and must give notes; 
or other obligations, .and I  do not; 
consider him.in debt who can-day.his 
hands directly, on.the'. means o f pay­
ing, at some little sacrifice,- a ll he 
owes; I  speak of real debt— that 
•which.involves riskrnr sacrifice on the 
one side; , obligation and 'dependence 

-on the other—and I say from all such

Peanuts.
Peanuts, or, as they are popularly 

known in the South, ground-nuts or 
gouhers, grow in the ground on the 
roots of the plants exactly like pota­
toes. The stalk and leaves o f  the 
plant somewhat. resemble clover, and 
to get. the nuts when ripe the plants 
are pulled out of the ground, the nut 
adhering firmly to the roots. The 
greatest trouble with the ground-nuts 
is in picking, them, which, • has to* be 
done by the hand,- no .machine having 
as yet been invented to do, the work; 
though it- would seem as if  such a 
machine, in . the shape of a coarse 
comb, might b e easily ‘ invented. But 
labor is. cheap in the places, where they 
are grown, which, are the* ’light sandy 
soils of; Tennessee, Virginia and North 
.Carolina, in this country. Peanuts 
are also largely .grown in Africa3 In­
dia, Brazil .and other, places. The 
best are. raised in  the valley of the 
River Gambria, in Africa, - .and yield 
large quantities, of oil. This product,, 
when properly .produced,, is  esteemed 
equal to olive oil; -b u t ,it is, also used 
in woolen manufactories, in soap-mak­
ing, lamps .and for lubricating machin­
ery’. Last year the crop in .the United 
States was as-follows:. Tennessee,
235.000 bushelsj Virginia,. 450,000; 
North Carolina, 100,000. The im­
ports from Africa last year were 846,- 
000 bushels, o f which Boston imports
38.000 and New York. 23,000. The 
average of the-new., crop, this year is. 
somewhat larger, than -that of last 
year, and the.yield promises well, the 
nut being generally better filled and 
matured than, fo r . the past _two years, 
and o f finer - quality. The past year 
was marked by fewer changes than 
any former one,; by. a moderate but 
a steady consumptive demand; by an 
absence of speculation, and by the 
small proportion of choice white nuts. 
Tennessee peanuts are put up in burlap 
bags of four or five bushels’ capacity, 
and are sold by the pound, the grades 
being, respectively, Inferior, prime, 
choice, and-fancy. , The. crop year 
begins October 1 and ends September 
30 . of the ensuing year. The new 
crop-will come forward under very .fa­
vorable auspices.. The previous crop 
having been w.ell sold up, stocks are 
light in the hands of commission mer­
chants and .dealers.— Boston Herald.

Letter From Portland, Oregon.
E d ito r  R ecord :— Thinking , that 

my old friends in Berrien, county1 
would like to hear from.this distant 
land, I  will send a few jottings.

I  have spent tho past year in Sac­
ramento, Gal., aud it has the finest 
climate in  America. There is almost 
constant sunshine, with no cold, 
blighting winters or pelting snow 
storms. The gold and silver mines 
o f  Utah, Nevada, Idaho and Califor­
nia. furnish millions o f bullion. There, 
the spirits o f the Yosemite Hold con­
verse with the: clouds, and burling 
waters from thousands of feet above 
do iv’ over craggy rocks to the summer 
vale below. There the San Joaquin 
and Sacramento rivers flow westward, 
mingling with, the waters of San Pablo: 
and San Francisco Bays, to the great. 
Golden Gate. I  left Sacramento on 
tho 29th of September upon the beau­
tiful Sacramento river, and; passed 
many places of interest. On the 30th 
I looked over the City o f  San Eran­
cisco, noted its improvements in the 
last four years, and revisited many 
public places, among them Wood­
ward’s Gardens, the Palace Hotel, etc.

’San Erancisco is the busiest city in 
the United States. Pen cannot de­
scribe its broad avenues, its great 
lumber trade, and the millions o f gold 
and silver which are constantly chang­
ing hands. Saturday, the 1st of 
October, I  took the magnificent ocean 
steamer, iron clad, George W. Edder, 
for Portland, Oregon. A  pleasant 
voyage o f three days brought us to

Alanson B. Doan sent Gov. Hayes, 

from South Adams, Mass., for a _
Thanksgiving present, a cane that ho is spread over 
has elaborately carvod. We arc as- ”

more like a God than a man.”  Below 
this follows a passage from Matthew,
10 :16, the animals themselves taking 
the place o f tho words in parenthesis:
“ Behold, I  send you forth as (sheep) 
in the midst o f  (wolves); be ye there­
fore wise as (serpents) and harmless 
as (doves)." Then comes a passage 
from Matthew 8:20, similarly con­
structed: “ (Foxes) have (holes) and 
tho (birds) o f the air have (nests), but 
the (son) o f (man) hath not where to 
lay his (head).”

“ The way to fame is like the way to 
heaven— through much tribulation.”

President-Elect Hayes Is Confident of
His Election and at Last Says So.
Cincinnati, Dec. 12.— Governor 

Hayes has, during bis stay in this 
city since Saturday last, as well as 
during the entire Campaign, been ex­
cessively guarded in his opinion of the 
situation, or the final results of the 
present complications. He has been 
constantly besieged by the represent- 
resentatives o f the city press for an 
expression o f  opinion or Sentiment, 
but has as Constantly refused to ap­
pear in an interview or an apparent 
effort to give a public expression of 
opinion, or attempt to influence public 
sentiment.. Yesterday, however, he 
made some statements in a private 
conversation with a gentleman in this 
city, wbicb, constituting the first ex­
pression o f opinion given by him, or 
at least the first to reach the public, 
are o f  much value. In the conversa­
tion alluded to, which centered upon 
the political situation and the numer­
ous complications which had arisen 
since the 7th o f November, Gov. 
Hayes said: “ I  have studied the 
matter very carefully in all its phases 
and bearings, and have obtained the 
opinions o f -the best constitutional 
lawyers of the country, and I  am fully 
settled in the opinion that I  am hon­
estly elected President o f the United 
States, and I  fully expect to be inaug­
urated as such.”  The statement was 
made with much thoughtful emphasis, 
and showed that the conclusion had 
been fully arrived at, and was based 
upon honest conviction and honest 
and conclusive investigation and rea­
soning. Coming, as this does, after 
so long a study of the matter, and as 
the first and only announcement of 
his opinion, it  carries with it much 
weight; and doubly assures his al­
ready confident friends here both as 
to the result and the future of 'the 
country, and particularly the South. 
The tide o f feeling in Governor 
Hayes’ favor in the South during the 
past few weeks is very gratifying and 
reassuring to those conversant with 
the facts in the case. He is receiv­
ing largo numbers of letters from 
representative Democrats thi ough the 
South, congratulating him upon his 
election, and expressing renewed 
hopes for reconstruction and complete 
reconciliation.

Starting al­
most from an equal base, and running 
over twenty years, the ratio of in­
crease in Nebraska nearly doubles 
that of Illinois !

But in spite of this increased pro­
ductive power, very little headway 
has thus far been made in manufac­
tures, and probably no State in the 
Union offers better inducements 
for the opening up of the various in­
dustries common to the country, than 
Nebraska.

There is big money in the manu­
facture of flax into ropes, twines, 
sacks, &c. Hogs are a profitable 
crop, and there is no reason why 
pork-packing and the curing of ham 
and bacon should not be largely 
and profitably carried on. Soap 
should bo manufactured in the State 
more cheaply than further east, and 
the business must he largely extended, 
to meet the home demand. Distilled 
liquors will better bear transportation 
than the grain from which they are 
made.

Glass, for which 
a large proportion of the material can 
he obtained in the* State] 2.

4. Flannels, blankets, coarse : woolens 
and cheap carpets ; 5. Various manu­
factures of leather and skins ; and 6. 
Pottery from krolin or procelain clay, 
which exist in inexhaustible. quanti­
ties.

t teamed or boiled, or balccd, so

^^thrfea of ways of treating the Batata 
earolinensis, any of which ought, to 
ha. just enough to make an ordinary 
taste gratified:

1. Cut them in thin slices, and fry 
like Irish potatoes; bo careful not to 
cook: them too hard.

2. Peel and cue in quarters, and 
fry until the? edges are brown. I f  tlie- 
roots-arevery large, cut into eighths.

3. Peel ami cut into halves, quar­
ters or eighths, and hake with beef or 
"veal, putting them, in the bako pan at 
the base o f  the meat,

4. As a pudding.— Beat to a cream 
a pound o f sugar • and one pound o f 
butter; boil and mash fine two pounds 
o f  potatoes ; beat the potatoes by de­
grees into the butter awl sugar ; and 
five well beaten eggs a wine glass 
of brandy and one of rose-water,, two 
teaspoonfuls o f mixed spices, and 
half a pint; o f  cream, and hake in a 
crust.

5. As a pie.— To one pound o f  pota­

In selecting the beef, 
get a lean piece from the neck, hoi 
very tender the day before you chop 
it, pick out all bits of fat and gristle 
Chop the suet fine, removing at 
strings and: threads ;  then mix thor­
oughly together; season with salt 
and pepper;  wash many times the 
currants ;  dry well, and add to the
mixture. Seed the raisins, chop not
very fine, add the syrup and spices 
slice the citron. To a quart o f the 
above add: a pint o f chopped apples, 
— it is best to add the apples fresh at 
each baking. Wet with sweet cider 
till, the mixture is juicy. When you 
are ready to bake, take out of your 
stone jar where you have nicely pack­
ed your mince meat, just enough for 
the number o f pie3 you wish to hake 
place on the stove in a crock or jar, 
and let it get thoroughly heated 
taste and add whatever you think it 
needs, — .tastes differ, you. know. 
Keep your minca meat well coveret 
in a cool place.— Chicago Tribune.

The poor crow find3 every man's 

hand against him, notwithstanding 
the service he does to those who till 
the ground. I f  they do not kill him on 
sight, it is only because be is usually 
a match for even the most sharp 
sighted gunner. He Is quite as fond 
o f bugs and worms, and the little field 
mice and young; snakes, as he is of 
farmer's corn. He is a good police­
man; about the: farm honse, and drives 
away the hawk who can do twice the
amount o f mischief he is guilty of.
He hunts the grass fields and pulk 
out the caterpillers and all manners 
o f pests, and: probably saves other 
crops, i f  he is hard on the corn.

A  gentleman had a tame crow who 
trotted after him as he went out to 
wage his annual war on the squash 
hugs. His sable attendant put his 
head on one side and watched him a 
few minutes, as i f  to see how he did 
it. Comprehending the business, at 
last, he went for those bugs with a 
will, and cleared the patch, in fine 
style. He took it for a business the 
remainder o f the season, insuring a 
fine crop.

Wintering Bees.
Bees require some protection in 

winter, although in the Middle States 
they often winter very well, on Jtheir 
summer Btands when unprotected in 
mild winters. Boxes made to set 
over the hives are a good protection. 
The space between the hive and box 
to be, about three inches, boxes open 
at both ends, and the open space 
packed full o f straw up to and over 
the top. Then lay some boards on 
the hives as roof to keep the straw 
dry,, i f  the hives are not under cover, 
and the bee3 will winter as well as in 
a cellar, or in a bee house. The pas­
sage ways o f the hives must be kept 
open by cutting openings in the boxes 
and placing- pieces o f  tin or zinc, bent 
in a circular form, over them: and be­
tween the boxes and hives, to keep 
the: straw from closing them up. The 
tin should be bent with a Bhoulder on

tacks or smSJJ-BMlSa. _ .

H o u s e  S c r a p s  f o r  F o w l s . .

A s the weather gets colder fowls 
are cut off from many insects, fruits, 
seeds, etc. To compensate for this 
it  is necessary to supply your birds 
with an equivalent in nice bits.1 This 
can often be done with scraps from 
the table, leaves o f  vegetables, etc. 
This is especially required i f  fowls 
are limited; to a. small pen, for though 
every ..one who keeps fowls may not 
own a -five-acre lot, for them to run 
in, yet he'r.can keep them-in,health 
and with prdfitfo himself by giving 
them proper attention. When fowls 
are Buppfied wita the change of food 
they require they seldom peck, off 
each others’ feathers, but i f  they once 
commence, it  is very hard; to break 
them, o f Bucb a. habit:. Pieces from 
the table are used with more profit to 
feed the poultry than pigs, and they
supply that/variety which nature re
quires.-
