Paper-Gar-Wheels.
The infinite variety of purposes to 

which paper is applied in the Empire 
o f  Japan, has astonished all Europeans 
who have visited that country. They 
have literally found paper, -paper 
everywhere, and in all shapes and 
forms. The Japanese, however, with 
all their ingenuity in this- direction, 
would never have dreamt ot 
paper wheels for railway 
This, - nevertheless, is being done at 
Sheffield at this moment, and wo havfe 
Been a sample o f the work. The pa­
per wheels have steel tires,, made with 
an. inside flange and cast iron boss. 
On each side of the boss and tire steel 
plates three-sixteenths of an inch, 
thick are bolted, and the space be­
tween the plates is filled with, com­
pressed .paper. The paper is compos- 

. ed of what are known as “ straw 
boards,”  and these ara made to adhere 
to each other by means of rye paste. 
The combined layers of paper are 
next subjected to hydraulic pressure 
to the extent o f 2,000 tons for the 
spaeo of - four or five hours, and then 
dried in a heated air-bath. The final 
thickness of the prepared paper is 
about 3i  inches, and, as may be im­
agined, the quantity o f straw-board 
packed into this concentrated space 
by the giant force of the hydraulic 
ram is something enormous. Still a 
certain amount of elasticity remains 
to the*, substance, and this—in union, 
with its ’ homogeneity and singular 
Bmoofehness ’o f grain and texture— 

.constitutes One o f its highest qualifi­
cations for the duty it will presently 
have to .perform. Lathes, slide-rests,, 
and sharp-cutting took are made to 
shape the compressed paper into d.iscs 
of* the proper size, and under a presi 
sure of 400 tons these are then forced" 
into the*, tires/ The steel -protecting 
plate's are subsequently bolted to the 
inner and outer., peripheries of the 
wheels,, and after a finishing touch in
tliqlatter they are ready'to be keyed

To this 
end a liberal and permanent provision 
should be made for the support of 
free; schools by State; Governments, 
and, if need be, supplemented by 
legitimate aid from the national am 
thority.

L’et mo assure my countrymen o f 
the Southern States that it  is my 
earnest desire to regard and promote 
their ■.truest: interests— the interests of 
the white; and o f the colored people, 
botli and t equally— and put forth my 
best efforts in behalf o f a civil policy 
which will forever wipe out in our po­
litical affairs the color line and the 
distinction; between the North and 
South, to the end that wo may have 
not merely a united North or a united 
South, but a united country,

I  ask tho attention o f the public to 
tho paramount necessity o f reform in 
our civil service-, a reform not: merely 
as to certain abuses and practices of 
so-called official patronage, which have 
come to have the sanction o f usage in, 
several departments of our Govern­
ment, but a change of the system of 
appointment itself— a reform that shall 
be thorough, radical and complete— a 
return to the principles and: practices 
of the founders of the Government. 
They neither expected nor desired, 
from public officers any partisan ser­
vice; they effieantithat#: public officers 
should, owe jHeir whole service to the 
Government and'to'the people; they 

'meant that the officer" should be se- 
curo’ in his. tenure as long as his per­
sonal character remained untarnished 
and the^perfbMancelofffiis duties was

the constitution and laws.-on the. Chief. 
Executive of the nation,, the perma­
nent pacification o f  the country upon 
such principles; and by such measures 
as will secure the complete protection 
o f all its citizens in the free enjoy­
ment of all their constitutional rights; 
is now the one subject in our public 
affairs which, all thoughtful and patri­
otic. citizens regard as o f supreme im­
portance.

Many of the calamitous effects of 
the tremendous revolution; which has 
passed over the Southern States still 
remain. The immeasurable benefits 
which will surely follow, sooner or 
later,, the hearty and generous -accept­
ance of the legitimate results of that 
revolution have not yet; been realized. 
Difficult and, embarrassing questions; 
meet us at the threshold o f this sub­
ject: The people of these States are 
still impoverished, and the inestimable 
blessing o f wise, honest and peaceful, 
local self-government is not fully en­
joyed; "Whatever difference o f opin­
ion may exist as to the cause o f this 
condition o f things, the fact is clear 
that in the progress; o f events the time 
has come when such government is an 
imperative necessity, required by all 
the varied interests, public and pri­
vate, o f  these States ; but it must not. 
be forgotten that only a local govern­
ment which recognizes and maintains- 
inviolate the rights o f all, is a true 
self-government.

With respect to the two distinct 
races- whose peculiar relations to each: 
other have brought upon us deplora­
ble. complications and perplexities 
which exist in these- States., It must 
bo a government which guards the 
interests; of both races carefully and* 
equally, it must; be a government, 
which* submits, loyally and heartily to 
the constitution and laws— the laws of 

, the nation and the laws of the States 
themselves— accepting and obeying 
faithfully the whole constitution as it 
is.

Resting upon this sure and substan­
tial foundation, that superstructure of 
beneficent local .governments can be 
built up, and not otherwise. In fur­
therance o f  such obedience to the 
letter'and- the* spirit of- the constitu­
tion; and in-behalf o f all that; its at­
tainment; implies, all so-called party 
interests lose-their apparent impor­
tance, and party lines may well be 

'permitted to fall into insignificance.
The question we have to; consider 

fo r 'th e  immediate welfare o f those.
■ States ,gf the Union is the question; o f  
* government, or no governmenfc-e-of 
social: order and airthespeaceful'indus- 
tries and the happiness^that -belongs 
to it; or a return to* barbarism. . I t is  
a question; in, which every citizen o f 

.the nation is deeply interested, and 
• with respect to which we ought not to 

be in a partisan sense either Republi­
cans or Democrats, hut fellow-citizens; 
and fellow-men,, to whom the interests 
of: a common country and common 
humanity are; dear:

The sweeping revolution o f the en­
tire labor system o f  a large portion of 
our country and the advance of 4,000,- 
000. people from a condition of servi* 
tude, ttf that o f citizenship, upon an 
equal footing with, their former mas­
ters, could: not occur,' without present­
ing problems* of, the,,gravest, ."moment, * 
to be dealt withv.hy^tfio' emancipated, 
race, by  tbeir former,-masters, and by 
the General Government,- the- author- 
o f the A ct o f 'Emancipation.' That it 
was a wise; >«ju6t;and providential-act,*' 
fraught;,with good -for-all; concerned, 
is; now.generally conceded.,throughout!

With respect to the financial condi­
tion o f the country, I  shall not at­
tempt an extended history of the em­
barrassment and prostration which wo 
have suffered during the past three 
years. The depression in all our 
varied commercial and manufacturing 
interests throughout the country, 
which began in September, 1873, still 
continues. It is very gratifying, how­
ever, to be able to say that there are 
indications all around us of a coming 
change to prosperous times.

Upon the currency question, inti­
mately connected as it is with this 
topic, I  may be permitted to repeat 
the statement made in my letter of 
acceptance, that in my judgment the 
feeling o f uncertainty inseparable 
from, an irredeemable paper currency, 
with its fluctuations; of values, is one 
of the greatest obstacles o f a return 
to prosperous times. The only safe 
paper currency is one which rests up­
on a coin basis, and is at all times 
promptly converted into coin.

I  adhere to the views heretofore 
expressed hv me in favor of Congres­
sional legislation in behalf of an early 
resumption of specie payment, and I  
am satisfied not only that this is wise, 
but that the interests, as well as the 
public sentiment of the country, im­
peratively demand it.

Passing from these remarks upon 
the condition of our own country, to 
consider our relations with other lands, 
we are reminded by international com­
plications abroad, threatening the 
peace of Europe, that our traditional 
rule of non-interference in affairs of 
foreign nations has proved o f great 
value in past times, and ought to be 
strictly observed.

Tho policy inaugurated by my hon­
ored predecessor—-General Grant—* 
of submitting to arbitration grave 
questions in dispute between ourselves 
and foreign Powers, points to a new 
and incomparably best instrumentali­

t y  for tbe preservation of peace, and 
will, as I  believe, become a beneficiont 
example o f the coarse to be pursued 
in similar emergencies by other na­
tions.

If, unhappily, questions o f differ­
ence should at any time, during the 
period o f my Administration, arise 
between the United States and any 
foreign Government, it will certainly 
he my disposition and my hope to aid 
in their settlement in the same peace­
ful and honorable way, thus securing 
to our country the great blessings o f 
peace and mutual good offices with all 
nations o f the world.

Fellow-citizens, we have reached 
the close of a political contest marked 
with the excitement which usually at­
tends the contests between great po­
litical parties whose members espouse 
and; advocate with earnest faith their 
respective creeds. The circumstances 
were, perhaps, in no respect extraor­
dinary save in the closeness and the 
consequent uncertainty o f the result.

For the first time in the Iristoi'y o f 
the country, it has been deemed best,' 
in view of the peculiar circumstances 
of the case, that the objections and 
questions in dispute with reference to 
the counting o f the electoral votes 
should be referred to the decision of a 
tribunal appointed • for this purpose. 
That tribunal, established by law for 
this sole -purpose, its membe^gasll of 
them, of long-e3tablished ’reputation 
for integrity 'and intelligence, and, 
with the exception of those .who are 
al8oyn embers o f .the - Supreme Judici­
ary, ̂ chosen equally from both poiiii- 
•cal-partiesjdts .'deliberations enlighten­
ed; by the -research‘and the arguments: 
of.l'ablo counsel, was entitled to the 
fullest ^confidence of the American 
people: .Its decisions have been pa­
tiently ..waited for and accepted as 
legally conclusive by the general 
judgment o f the public. For the 
present opinion; will widely vary as to 
the wisdom of . the several conclusions 
announced by that tribunal. This is 
to he anticipated in every instance 
where* matters of dispute are made the 
subject of' arbitration under the form 
of law. Human judgment is never 
unerring, and is; rarely regarded -as 
'otherwise than wrong_by the unsuc­
cessful party in the contest. The fact 
that, two great political parties, have 
in this way settled a ’dispute in regard 
to which good men differ'us to the law 
no less than as to the proper course 
to; be pursued in solving the, question 
in controversy,- is; an occasion for gen­
eral rejoicing.. Upon one- point there 
is entire unanimity in public sentiment 
—-that; conflicting claims .to the-Presi­
dency; must he amicably, and peacea­
bly adjusted, and that' when so adjust­
ed thh- general' ' 
nation'bugfit surely t*

It has been reserved for a-govern­
ment of tho people, where the right of 
suffrage is universal, to give to the 
world the first example in history of 
a great nation in the midst of a strug­
gle of opposing parties for power, 
hushing its party tumults to yield the 
issue o f the contest to adjustment ac­
cording to the forms of law.

Looking for the guidance of that 
Divine Hand by which the destinies of 
nations and individuals are shaped, I  
call upon you, Senators, Representa­
tives, Judges, fellow-citizens, here and 
everywhere, to unite with, me in an 
earnest effort to secure to our country 
the blessing not only of material pros­
perity, but o f justice, peace and 
union—-a union depending not upon 
the constraints o f force, but upon the 
loving devotion of a free people, and 
that all things may be so ordered and 
settled upon the best and surest foun­
dation, - that peace and happiness, 
truth and justice, religion and piety, 
may bo established among us for all 
generations. s

E d . R ecord:— A ccording to the 
calendar we are still within the winter 
months, and, in most years, in the 
midst of our most wintry weather.

Farm and Household,
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*■' - Pruning Grapes.
»  ...
• It  would seem that sufficient has 
ken. written on this subject, but from 
.he many inquiries I  receive,, and sad­
ly- managed vineyards, and the great’ 
importance I place on proper pruning,
;f think still more may profitably be 
said. It is a very easy matter to 
<ecp a vino in proper shape if  taken 
St time o f planting ; but not so with 
•an. old vine that has been allowed to 
fruit cut at the extreme end every 
year as it is its nature to do, and has 
no new wood within ten or fifteen 
feet q£ the root. I  have a vineyard 
o f five hundred, vines, planted ton 
years ago on sandy soil, some o f it so 
poor it would not produce a fair crop 
‘o f white beans; hut have had a good 
crop of grapes every year since old 
enough to bear, and of a quantity I 
have never seen excelled. They have 

SgS been pruned in the following manner: 
!j| p?irst year after planting, wood all cut 
'T out hack to two or three buds in the 

fall, the following spring on ly ; two 
pr three wire allowed to grow accord- 

to strength o f vine, the next 
'spring I  cut these down two or three 
feet from the ground. The next or 

Tthird year, allow two or three cones 
jto grow from near the ground, and 

riHlrnb off all others S3 soon as 
;start out. In the fall cut off the old 
wood (or that produced the year be-

loss o f one to two crops, the quality 
will richly repay the loss. Some that 
though this system o f  pruning; not 
practicable years ago now wish in­
struction how to get their vi 
shape to produce grapes o f  
quality.—Michigan Farmer*
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Best Sheep for Farmers.
The Kentucky liv e  Stock Record, 

in  speaking of the best breed o f sKeep 
for farmers, says:

The, be3t sheep for a farmer to keep 
are those that yield the heaviest 
fleeces and the greatest number of 
pounds o f meat. The scrub sheep 
will yield from three to six pounds o f 
wool per head, while Merinos will 
range between ten and twenty pounds, 
and thoroughbred Ootswold more. 
Why is it that farmers do not^ra 
the sheep which will give these heavy 
fleeces ? Then as to meat, the fine 
sheep produce an enormous, amount 
o f flesh, and do not eat any more 
than a"scrub. But besides these facts, 
the fine sheep do not only yield large 
fleeces per head, hut the wool is o f 
superior quality. The same is true, 
o f the flesh of fine sheep in compari 
son, with scrubs.

Soutbdowns, for instance, are the 
finest, mutton in the, world, always 
commanding an. extra price— a flesh 
which princes desire-while the fleece is 
medium. The Shropshires stand next to 
Cotswolds in fleeces, The profits o ' 
these breeds are very great in times 
o f ordinary prosperity, and under al;l 
circumstances it is best for the farm­
er -to breed them because they pay 
better— the grand result which is the 
supreme object o f the farmer the 
highest possible remuneration for bis 
capital and labor.

And all this concerning sheep is 
true of fine breeds o f cattle, horses,, 
hogs, and poultry. In  the face o f 
these indisputable facts the mass of 
the people should not handle scrub 
stock, and entertain an ignorant op­
position to fine breeds. There is one 
supreme reason for this. The mass 
o f the people do not read the papers 
devoted to live stock interests, and 
are wholly ignorant o f the vast pro­
gress that is being made by the more 
intellectual ranks o f farmers- There 

; are sections o f  Kentucky where the 
improved breeds o f  stock are almost 
unknown. I t  is only a small number 
o f men who are alive to it, and keep 
themselves throughly posted in regard 
to the progress of agricultural science 
and the breeding o f the best animals, 
while the masses remain in the old 

; ruts, following after the customs o f a 
hundred years ago. I f  farmers 

1 would elevate thi3 calling and render 
it more remunerative; they must put 

-themselves in living connection with 
the intellectual Epirit o f the age;.
