One of the most useful and magnifi-
cent productions of the vegetable
kingdom that enriches China; dnd
more particalarly the provinces of
Kiangsi and Canton, is the gamphor
tree. This stupendous laurel, which
ofven adorns the banks of the rivers,
was in several places found by Lord
Amherst’'s embassy above fifty feet
“high, with its stem twenty feet in cir-
cumference. The Chinese themselves
affirm that it sometimes attains the
height of more than three hundred
feet; and a circumference greater
than the extended arms of twenty
men could ‘embrace. Camphor is ob-
tained from the branches by steeping
them, ‘while fresh wcut, in water for
two or three days, and then boiling
them #ill the gum, in the form ofa

is used constantly stirring the branch-

es. The fluid is poured into & glazed
vessel, where it concretes in a few
hours.

To purify it the Chinese take a
quantity of finely-powdered earth,
which they lay at the bottom of &
_copper basin; over this they place a
layer of camphor, and then another
layer of earth, and so on until the
vessel ig nea.rly filled, the last or top-
most layer being of ea,rf.h.

¢an Discasc be Prevented ?

v

BY V. CLARENCE PRICE; M. D.

The question is often asked, cannot we
do something to prevent disensa? And
it is often asked by those, who, as it ap-
pears by their inquiries, entertain a hope
that means are known which may enable
them_to wholly escape it. We do not en-
tertain the opinion, neither do we believe
it possible to wholly esciape all the evils
of disease, for we are constantly exposed
to those causes which may produce them.
That something may be done in some de-
gree to prevent it, i3 possible. The besk
method we: can adopt to accomplish such a
purpose—yea, the only method by which
we can do it, with any degres of certainty,
is to exercise our powers of observation
and reflection in relation to this matter.

- We should never subject ourselves or

those" committed to our care to needless
exposure, for the purpose of bardening the
constitution. Remember thatif a cold is
taken to-day, another under the same cir-
cumstances will be taken to-morrow; no
amount of toughening can prevent it. So
often as we put our fingers:in the fire, so
often surely they will be burned. If we
- do not wear sufficient clothing to keep us
comfortably warm and protect s from
sudden changes; turn day into night and
night 1nto day; do not talke sleep suffi-
cient to recrutit exhausted energies; sleep
in badly ventilated tooms; take our meals
at irregular hours; eat too mueh or too of-
ten—never giving that most important
organ, the stomach, any time for rest; if
we are nob particular in ‘selecting food
which experience teaches us as most agree-
able and best; if we do not have plenty
of out door airand sunshine ; cheéck per-
gpiration too quickly ; overwork body or
mind, suffer from deep grief, corroding
care ; immoderately indulge the passions
and appetites ; make habitnal use of spir-
ituous lquors, tobacco, and other life-de-
stroying substances, depend upon it
though: we may have & strong, robust con-
stitution, we cannot escape the penalty,
and life soomer or later must be forfeited
as the result of our disobedience. We
are not made of wood or iron, but of flesh
and blood, subjected to wise -and kind
restrictions. Our constitutions are like a
new suit of clothes—fake good care of
them and they will last the longer. These
may be trifling little things, but it igin
not attending to these trifling little-things
" that thousands of valuable lives ate every
year sacrificed. Nature's laws are ever
the same ; man’s laws may be violated
and the violater cunningly escape punish-
ment, buf no artifice or concealment en-
ables man to escape the punishment which
Nature attaches to a breach of hers.
High rank or great power may enable one
man to despise and disobey with impunity
the laws which other men have promulga-
ted, but no human power can neglect un-
punished the laws of Nature, nor any
earthly rank entitle to exemption the du-
ties which they enjoin. Naiure's” laws
decide for us what is virtue and what 15
vice; for according to them our sensa-

termined. According to them we are af-
fected pleasurably by one set of objects or
actions, and painfully by others. A.ccord-
ing to them positive and determinative
consequences follow whatever we think,
say or do. According to them the feel-
ing of malice bodes evil to others and pain
to ourselves, the expression of anger pro-
duces irritation; and an act of unkindness
leaves behind a disagréeable impression.
If the laws of Nature could be set aside
or their consequences eluded, or thaf the
standard of right and wrong which they
fix might be received orrejected at pleas-
ure by mankind, it would be less useful to
study them, and less necessary to keep
them always before our eyes. Those who
sludy Nature’s laws, those laws promot-
ing health or disease, may many times
not only be able to avoid disease but pro-
long life, for they are notified by pains of
many babits, which, if persisted in, will
generate and support disease.
