Black Hills Correspondence,

Leep Crry, June 12, 1877.

- MR, Eprror—Dear Sir :. Assa de-
-Beription of  the.Ft. Pierre route may
be of interest to some of your readers,
L-will give you a short sccount of our

journey, and what I think of the
Black Hills, &c.. Myself, with a par-
by of twenty-six, all Michigan boys,
left Chicago .April 28d, 1877, put-
chasing through tickets. to Deadwood
mza. -Illinois < Central, Dakota South.,
“ern, - Missouri Rrver, to Tt Pierre,
:and thence by Eivans & Hornick F. ol
line, on Which we were to be conveyed
in‘covered wagons, ‘drawn by horses
'and mules, through to Deadwood, al-
Jowing us one hundred pounds bag—
gage free. The agent of whom we

wlnoh Evans & Hornick had been dis-
tributing around the country, stating |
that by this. route we would reach |
Deadwood in eight deys:from the time |
we left Chicago. - .

Now to begin with, we:left Chicago
April 23d, and arrived at Yankton
the evening of the 25th. There we
had to wait until the evening of -the
29th, for a. boat; and after a few
‘hours’ ride the boat was tied up to the
Nebraska shore for the night, at s
dissance of two fniles from Yankbon.

It may astonish some of your read-
‘ers: who are used to the Mississippi
river, that but few of the boats of the
-upper Missouri river run nights; but
~guch is the case. Our boat was one
of the fast running boats on the river,
and we madé the distance of 220 miles
in five and one-half days, lundlng at
Ft. Pierre May 5th, about ten o’clock’
4, M., having been already eleven
days since we left Chicago. When:
landed in Ft. Pierre we set about
looking for the proprietors of the
Evans & Hornick line; and upon
reaching their -office we found that
they owned neither horses nor mules,
but said they had a few yoke of oxen
which were unable to travel on account:
of & soarcity of feed. But they told |
us that perhaps there might be some
teams in from the Hills in & day or
two, that they might hire to carry
~our baggage through. for us, when one
of our party told them that we had
paid them for a ride and we intended’
to have it. Then Mr. Evans said
thatif we came to this country in-
‘tending to ride, and live on luxuries,:
we had got badly fooled, and that we:
‘had better turn back a} once and go:
to the States: Now fearing that our

This suit is brought by
two aged Indians in Dowagiac, named
Joseph Bertrand and Togah Bertrand,
his squaw, who, it is. claimed, is lowful
heir to 186 acres of land on the Calu-
met river, the site where the City of |
South Chicago now stands, which is-
valued at $1,000,000. The defend-
ants in the suit are. Mr. Herrick, of
Chicago, and 50 others, who have 1L
Chicago-lawyers engaged in defending
their title. At the Indian treaty of
1832 this land was deeded to a bean-
tiful Indian girl named Togah, on ac-
count of her small feet and delicate
 hands. A squaw by that name deeded
this tract of land away, and died at
Indianapolis many years ago. Now
thisaged squaw at Dowagiac, who also
bears the name of Togah, claims that
she is the identical person who the
land was deeded to in 1882, and the
only point in the case is the one of
identity. All the evidence taken goes
to show that the squaw Togah, who
died at Indianapolis; had big feet and
