i P . “ transfer cars,” On the train I  
■ crossed on, there were seats sufficient 

for the ladies, and standing room for 
the gentlemen in, the aisles and. on  
steps and by hanging on by th6 oya- 
srow* The train as w s crossed the 
jridge, looking more like a Philadel­
phia street car “to the Centennial,” 
than anything else. After a good 30 
minutes’ wait and another half hour 
en route, we are landed in the depot 
in, Omaha, a trifle cross from our 
crumpling; Here a rush is made for 
sleeping-car berths, and; taking a place 
in line, the obliging (?) official chalks 
you for a berth, be it upper or lower, 
in the middle of the car or elsewhere;, 
we remonstrate, acquaintances are 
told “not so many sections adjoining 
left, etc.” Then comes the recheck- 
mg of baggage: you take your posi­
tion, where, as the baggage is landed 
and the numbers called, you watoh 
your checks and sieze on your trunks, 
when they are weighed and rechecked 
for. “  T risoo.” This occupied two 
hours and a quarter, during which 
time ladies with children, as well as 
gentlemen without incumbrance, were 
obliged to stand and watch. But at 
last we are off for Ogden. Our first 
impressions of Nebraska, as we aseend 
the Platte valley, are, I  think, those 
of disappointment- For a hundred, 
miles or more, we pass up the valley 
over low, flat land that looks too low 
and swampy for agricultural purposes 
and, is yet too wild for grass.

"We are told that up over the hills 
there are fine farming lands, well im­
proved, yet we cannot help regretting 
that we do not even get a glimpse of 
them. The time from Omaha to Og­
den is 54 hours. The road bed is 
very good. Traok in excellent con­
dition.. Eating houses furnish, very 
fair living in quality and abundance 
in quantity. The scenery has been 
so often described I  will not attempt 
it. I t  varies, from the common-place, 
monotonous, lifeless plains, to the 
grandest sublimity of the summit 
the summit of the Rocky Mountains 
and the wonderfully curious geological 
formations of Green River, ana the 
beautiful piotureaquen6S3 of Weber 
and Echo canons. One may look at 
stereoscopic views of .Weber’s canon 
and see “ the devil’s slide,” “ devil’s 
gate,” “ the cathedral,” and other kin­
dred views, with wonder, and yet not 
resist the inevitably “lost in amass­
ment,” as oneis whirled; past the orig­
inals, down, down, down grade, hang­
ing here over a precipice and again 
whisked around a curve, with the 
bright, sparkling, bubbling waters of 
the river beneath our very car wheels. 
Our pace seems to increase and be- 

5 come* almost reckless until, as we 
descend, we cannot help the thought 
that i f  all goes well we will: surely go 
to the— devil’s gate, but the least atom 
of an accident would send ua into the 
river and yawning chasm below, in 
which case our destination is but a 
matter of prediction. However, we

The day after leaving Ogden is 
monotonous., The scenery is b'eauii-- 
ful but not so startling as the day be­
fore, i t  is principally through Hum­
boldt Yalley and Canon. The canon 
ia most beautiful; the valley, afford­
ing excellent pasturage, looks richer 
and less a wilderness than other land­
scapes. There are millions of acres 
of os fine lands here as can be found 
anywhere, and the question, “What 
is; to become of the surplus population 
in our ovor-crowded cities ?” would 
not require an answer here. With 
the inducements held out to immigrants 
by the land Companies and the facili­
ties afforded- -by tho government to 
acquire a homestead,and these immense 
valleys, several miles in width .and  
hundreds of miles in length ; with 
the railroad at your door to export 
your produce, ‘and the evor-visible 
mountain ranges with their inexhaust­
ible fuel and water supply close at 
hand ; a soil that will produce abun­
dantly ; a climate not excelled for 
health and happiness, and an atmos­
phere protected from the cold blasts 
of winter as well as shielded from the 
hot blasts of snmmor by the over sno w- 
orowned mountains— one can, without 
any effort at creation, imagine the 
most elegant homes, the most prosper­
ous o f communities, and these valleys 
teeming with happiest o f people.

The seoond morning after leaving 
Ogden we are awakened at 5 a. m., 
that we may see Gape Horn. During 
the night we have passed through 
forty-seven miles of snow-sheds and 
tunnels (we are told), crossed the sum­
mits of the Sierras and are now mak- 
idg a very perceptible downgrade. A t 
six the train stops at Cape Horn, that 
the passengers may alight and take 
a good view of the scenery. I  note 
this, not that I  propose describing 
the magnificent scenery, hut the sur­
prising fact that it  should have oc­
curred to a soulless corporation to 
gratify its passengers by a stop of five 
minutes for this purpose only.

The train stops on the curve just 
as it is rounding the point. On one 
side the mountain towers up, up, up, 
— on the other the precipice descends 
perpendicularly down, down, down, 
1200 feet (we are told). Between 
the-oars and the edge of the precipice 
is a space perhaps six feet in  width. 
Roll a stone over and you do not hear 
it  strike. A  house standing in 
the valley below looks more like a 
doll’s cottage than anything else. A l­
together, the view is indescribably 
beautiful, and the beholder Binks into 
insignificance when contemplating its 
va8tnesa; Again we are all aboard 
and winding down grade on tho moun­
tain side on a greatly exaggerated 
“Horae-shoe BeDd” of the Pennsyl­
vania railroad. Get an elegant break­
fast, with speckled trout, at Colfax, 
to which we w e  prepared, by our early 
rising, to do ample justice. In fact, I  
conclude the 'railroad company are 
trying to “bust” the fellow keeping 
this eatinghouse, and our early call 
at Cape Horn was but one of tbe 
means used. After breakfast we 
soon reach the Sacramento Yalley 
and the city itself at 11 a. m, Charm- 
ingly. located, almost hidden by the 
semi-tropical foliage, one cannot help 
being favorably impressed with Cali­
fornia. After three days among the 
sage brush and snow-covered desola­
tion of the mountains, we are suddenly 
“shunted”—to use a California expres­
sion—into the midst of most glorious 
evidences of prosperity and plenty, 
and we all exclaim, “ Great is Califor­
nia !” A  very bad dinner at Lathrop, 
the afternoon in crossing the coast 
range of mountains, a couple hours of 

. evening amongst cozy suburban 
towns, a change to the ferry boat, a 
short ride in an uncomfortable hotel 
coach and we are landed at the Occi­
dental, five days and six  hours from 
Aurora. . E. C. B.

This ia tho precise principle em­
bodied in the act to strengthen the 
public credit, approvod March 18, 
1869. This act is a settled law, and 
he would assume a grave responsibili­
ty who would seek to evade its terms, 
weaken its  authority, or change its 
provisions. It has entered into every 
contract made since that tim e; i t  can­
not be revoked without public dishon­
or ; so far as the bondholder is con- 

. cerned, it is an executed law ; over 
§700,000,000 of bonds have been re­
deemed in coin under it ; and the civ­
ilized world regards all the remainder 
as covered by its sanction, and in 
their faith in it, our securities have 
become second only in tbe markets of 
the world.,

This law is not yet quite executed, 
so far as the note-holder is concerned. 
His note ia not yet quite as good as 
coin. Congress has debated ever 
aince its passage the best mode to 
make it good. The Senate, in 1870, 
provided in the third section, of the 
refunding sot that these notes might 
be converted into four per cont. bonds, 
but the H oubo would not concur I f  
this had been done, these notes Would 
now be at par in coin.

The Resumption act, if  undisturb­
ed, is now in tho eve of execution. 
Tho promise made in 1862, and so 
ofton repeated, is about to be fulfilled. 
Agitation or collateral questions may 
delay .it, but the obligation of the 
public faith, written on the face of 
every United States note and sacred 
ly  pledged by the aot to strengthen 
the public credit, will give us neither 
peace nor assured prosperity until it 
is fulfillod. Publio opinion may vi­
brate, and men and parties may array 
themselves against the fulfillment of 
these publio promises, hut in time 
they will he fulfilled; and I  think 
the sooner the bettor.

■ Senator Back, of Kontuoky, finds 
that the United States has reduced 
th^H ational debt two hundred and 
fifty millions more than it was abso­
lutely obliged to do by contract. This 
rapid reduction of the debt has raised 
our credit abroad and at home, so 
that we have been able to fund our 
debt in bonds bearing a lower rate of 
interest, thereby saving much taxa­
tion annually. It has also helped 

our greenbacks nearly up to 
par. But Mr. Beok objects to this. 
Ie  wants to keep the United States 

in debt, and in all the financial troub­
les and perils which spring from our 
c ebts, as long as possible. Hence he 
las introduced a bill in the Senate to 
put a stop to paying off the National 
debt. H e puts it on the plea of di­
minishing taxation. It ia true that 
ceasing to pay off the National debt 
rapidly may diminish the taxation on 
whisky, tobacco, etc., at present ; but 
we should have to pay more in the 
png run.

Secretary Sherman, in reply to a 
letter that has been paraded in the 
Senate, and, in misrepresentation of his 
views of the financial policy of the 
Government, writes the following sen­
sible letter explaining his position:

“ I  never have ohanged my opinion 
as to the technical legal right to re* 
deem the principal 6f the 5.20 bonds 
in  legal tenders, but have always in­
sisted that we could not avail our­
selves of this legal right until wo 
complied with the legal and moral 
obligations imposed by the legal ten­
der note to redeem it  in coin on de­
mand, or to restore the right to con­
vert them into interest-hearing Gov­
ernment bonds. The grounds of this 
opinion are very fully stated in a 
speech made by me on February 27, 
1868, referred to in the letter to Dr. 
Mann, and in the report on the 
Funding bill made by me from the 
Committee on Finance, December 7, 
1867. My position was that, while 
the Legal Tender aot made United 
States notes legal tender for all debts, 
public and private, except for cus­
toms duties and the interest on the 
publio debt, we could not honestly 
compel public debtors * to receive 
United States notes in payment of 
bonds, until we have made good the 
pledge of publio faith to pay the 
notes in coin. From the first issue of 
legal tender notes, which I  heartily 
supported and voted for, I  have 
sought to make i t  good, to support, 
maintain, and advanoe its value. It  
was in an earnest effort to restore to 
the greenback the right to be con­
verted, on demand of the holder, into 
5 per cent, bonds, and, as soon as 
practicable, into coin, that I  made the 
speech referred to, resisting alike the 
demand of those who wished to ex* 
dude United States notes from the 
operation o f the Funding law, and 
the large class of persons who wished 
to cheapen, degrade and ultimately to 
repudiate them.

In all my official connection with 
legislation aB to legal tender notes, I  
have but one aot to regret and to 
apologize for, and that is my acqui­
escence in the act of March 3, 1873, 
which, under the pressure of the war, 
and to promote the sale of bonds, 
took away from the holders o f these 
notes the right to convert them into 
interest-bearing securities. This might 
properly have been suspended during 
the war, hub the repeal was a fatal aot, 
the source and cause of the financial 
evils which we have Buffered, and 
from which we cannot recover until 
we restore that right or redeem, .on 
demand, our notes in ooin. Ho dis­
crimination should be made against the note-holder until we are ready to pay him in coin.*. He ehouldlbe.al.

Some days ago we noticed signs of 
a movement; among the New York 
banks to place themBelves on a golf 
basis, without waiting for the rest of 
the country to resume specie payments, 
looking for their profit to the contro' 
of the financial and commercial mar­
kets, a rise in exchange, and a larger 
demand for their circulation through 
out the country. Tho telegraphic 
dispatches yesterday declared that 
this movement has already gone so 
for that the New York banks are qui 
etly purchasing large quantities of 
gold, and putting it into their vaults, 
with a view to presently resuming 
specie 'payments. In thia they are 
safe. It costs only about fifteen 
thousand dollars premium in green­
backs to purchase a million dollars in 
gold. And it is perfectly safe for the 
banks to pile up gold in their vaults 
I f  Congress should unfortunately re 
peal the resumption act, these green 
backs would go down again, and golc 
go u p ; and the New York banks 
could sell their gold at a large profit- 
I f  Congress does not repeat the re 
sumption act, the Hew^York banks 
will be prepared for resumption, anc 
caa make a profit by resuming before 
the rest of the country is ready to re 
sume. Like Iago, a bank President 
with plenty of gold on hand can say 
“Either way makes my gain.” Sec­
retary Sherman is reported to have 
said, the other day, that the country 
is already close upon the resumption 
of specie payments; that it is coming 
without shook, or disturbance, or run 
npon either the banks or the Govern 
ment; and that, while the people anc 
Congress are talking about the impps 
sibility of resuming, they will wake 
up some of these fine mornings anc. 
find resumption an accomplished fact 
Resumption by the New York banks 
previous to the time set by resump 
tion by the Nation will, of itself, pre 
vent any shook or run on the Nation 
al Treasury when the time oomes for 
it to resume. Thera can be no run 
of much moment on the How Yor 
banks, for their circulation is under 
their own oontrol, is  redeemable by 
law only in greenbacks, so .that they 
can stop a; run, if one is attomptec, 
whenovor they ohoose; and there wi- 
be no cause for a run because their 
notes, the moment* they resume, will 
be at a premium over either gre 
backs or any other bank notes; anc 
their resuming will gradually sene 
gold through the country, settle buei 
neaB upon a gold basis, supply a golc. 
based paper currency which will be 
secure against runs, and so gradually 
prepare the public for full resumption 
that there will be no oxcitement anc 
no sudden transition when i t  comes 
The Hew York Tribune, of Saturday 
last, explains that the design is to put 
business upon a basis of gold values, 
leaving every man free to pay in gold, 
or its equivalent in  greenbacks or 
bank notes, at the market rates on 
the day of payment, at his own option, 
Tho banks will neither lose nor gain 
by the rise or fall of gold ; but every 
man who gets a credit will run his 
own risk. I f  gold falle, he will gain 
the advantage of it, by having so 
much less to pay in  gold or its equiv­
alent. I f  gold rises, he will have to 
pay so much more, if  he chooses to 
pay in paper. This will make it his 
interest to help keep gold down, and 
to favor National resumption.— liven­
ing Telegraph.

H is 
idea of economy is to pay only as 
last as you are absolutely compelled 
to pay, and so pay interest money 
more years than ia necessary, instead 
o f  paying as fast as you conveniently 
can, and to stop paying interest, and 
tecome free from the bondage of 
dobt at the earliest practicable mo­
ment. There are, doubtless, a good 
many of his way of thinking; hence 
the*continual financial agitation, and 
tho constant danger in some of their 
schemes against the publio credit, and 
against the business interests of the 
country.—Evening Telegraph.

The. Oakland -county agricultural 
society cleared §1,892.30 last year.

The nickname of “butcher” will bo 
fastened as tightly to Senator M. C. 
Butler as was that of “bully” to his 
relative, Preston S. Brooks, over 
twenty years ago. The Washington 
correspondent of the Detroit Post $• 
Tribune has seen the advanoe sheets 
of the Senate Investigating Commit­
tee'! report relative to the massacre 
at Hamburg in July, 1876, and has 
sent to that paper a carefully prepar­
ed abstract which fills about four col­
umns. , According to Butler’s own 
story, he began a quarrel with the 
negro officers, and encouraged the 
White ruffians of Augusta, Georgia, 
to cross the river and make an attack. 
It has been proved that none but 
Republicans were assaulted or assas­
sinated ; that the houses of Republi­
cans only were broken upon and pil­
laged ; and that the fury of this dis­
ciplined mob was directed solely 
against the local leaders of the Re­
publicans white and black. Both the 
words and acts of the white men pro­
claim it to be a political butchery, 
managed under. Butler’s connivance 
if not his direction, with the purpose 
of striking awe in the hearts of the 
Republican voters of South Carolina. 
The above correspondent properly 
says that “Butler is fitter for the gal­
lows than he is for the Senate.” The 
“butcher” has demanded the fullest 
investigation into the circumstances of 
his election, but he may get more of 
it than he like3 ns soon as the session 
recommences. The latest telegrams 
state that when the horrible crime in 
which he was implicated is blazoned 
before the: country, and the utter lack 
of legality of kia pretended election 
by  a body without the semblance of a 
State Senate, is show, the one vote by 
which he was admitted, without pre­
vious investigatipn, may be reversed, 
and the “butoher" lose his seat after 
all.—Lansing Republican.

159,000.

A t the seeond trial of the case of 
Helen Dunks vs. Wm.

This disease makes sure havoc 
among swine where it  prevails^ and 
no farmer should Ls ignorant o f a 
remedy to apply when needed. Gold 
water frequently .dashed, ou the head, 
the administration of cathartics and 
injections o f  turpintine and oil is: one 
kind: o f treatment recommended, and 
we know o f no better. .- B u t treating 
the disease particular fatten tion :must 
he given to the dieting o f  tho animals

for some time after the subject begins 
to recover and regains an appetite 
for food.—Factory and Farmer.
